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WASHINGTON, D.C (Observer Up-
date) - Twelve thousand miniature flags
were fluttering on the National Mall
through Friday (November 30) to repre-
sent the men and women discharged
from the military since Bill Clinton in 1993
signed off on the “Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell”
compromise — a policy that requires
Gays and Lesbians conceal their sexual
orientation or leave the military.

 The flags, placed by volun-
teers, cover six football fields of space in
view of the Capitol building and the
Washington monument to mark the
anniversary of “Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell,”
and the start of a weekend of demonstra-
tions.

“It’s time to have a visual
example of how many people that we’ve
lost,” said Antonio Agnone, one of the
primary organizers of the events and
former U.S. Marine who voluntarily left
his post because of the stress of serving
under ‘don’t ask, don’t tell.’ “And [it’s]
also [time] to say thank you to all these
men and women for their service.”

Army veteran Alexander
Nicholson, the Executive Director of
Servicemembers United, (who also
spearheaded the event), a former Army
human intelligence collector and Arabic
speaker who got kicked out of the
military because of Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell.
“Anyone who knows the modern military
knows that our men and women in
uniform are trained professionals who
can do their jobs no matter what,”

Nicholson said. “’Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell’
is unnecessary in the 21st century
military and it wastes talent that the
military desperately needs right now.”

“Our country is in a war and our
military is in the midst of a crisis,” said
Human Rights Campaign President
Joe Solmonese. “Our men and women
on the battlefield are overworked and
under-supported.  The armed forces
are struggling to meet enlistment
goals.  What’s the solution of our
government?  The military is still
kicking out qualified Gay, Lesbian and
Bisexual service members. It’s time to
stop insulting the good men and
women who want to serve their country
– it is time to end ‘Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell.’”

“Too many brave men and
women have been dismissed be-
cause of the unconscionable and un-
American law we know as ‘Don’t Ask,
Don’t Tell,’” said Aubrey Sarvis, Execu-
tive Director of Servicemembers Legal
Defense Network. “Every day, two
service members are dismissed un-
der this law.  It undermines both our
national security and our national
commitment to liberty and justice for all.
After 14 years, it is long past time for
Congress to lift the ban.  This remark-
able exhibit on our National Mall vividly
illustrates exactly why federally sanc-
tioned discrimination is never in the
best interests of our country.  It is long
past time to welcome America’s
Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual and
Transgender patriots to our armed
forces.”

PHOENIX (Observer Update) - Arizona’s
Department of Administration has taken
steps to offer benefits to the domestic
partners, both same or opposite sex, and
their children of state employees.

If the Arizona Department of
Administration does implement the pro-
posal, it would apply to all state employ-
ees, including those working at Arizona’s
three universities. The change would
apply to the 65,000 active Arizona
employees of state government and
public universities. About 9,000 retirees
who participate in the state health plan
would also be eligible.

Supporters say it’s a step toward
fairness and would help the state and its
public universities better compete for
employees in a marketplace where
domestic-partner benefits are becoming
more common.
Governor Janet Napolitano was not
available for comment Monday, but her
representatives said in an interview that
she is backing the plan.

“It’s something that most the other
private corporations and large cities are
doing and it’s time state government
started doing it, as well,” said Tim Nelson,
general counsel to the governor. “It’s
something the governor believes strongly
is the right thing to do,” Nelson said in an
interview.

Opponents say it’s a move to
erode traditional values while putting a
sort of state endorsement on the validity of
Gay and other unmarried relationships.

Barbara McCullough-Jones, the
Executive Director of Equality Arizona
said in a statement that the organization
had been working in coalition with
legislators, business leaders and com-
munity members who have been fighting
to obtain equal benefits as state employ-
ees for more than 20 years.

She added that “throughout Ari-
zona people work every day in state jobs
that improve the lives of our residents,
ensure public safety, protect the state’s
interests in water & land, and many other
functions.  They work to create the ‘One
Arizona’ envisioned by Governor
Napolitano.

“However, some of these people
work under conditions that are not
equitable from one employee to the next.
Specifically, un-married Lesbian, Gay,
Bisexual, Transgender and heterosexual
workers are not afforded the same
access to benefits as some of their
colleagues.

“The Arizona Department of Ad-
ministration (ADOA) is charged with
negotiating and implementing health care
plans for state employees.  It is well within
the state’s right and responsibility to offer
healthcare benefits to domestic partners
without making any statutory changes.  It  is

within the scope of the ADOA to write rule
changes as they have done in this case.

“By offering domestic partner
benefits, the State will be in line with the
four major cities in Arizona who currently
offer domestic partner benefits to their
employees, including Phoenix,
Scottsdale, Tempe and Tucson. Offer-
ing Domestic Partner benefits goes
beyond “the right thing to do” and can be
measured in terms of cost savings,
employee productivity and loyalty, and
employee recruitment and retention.”

“Studies have shown time and
time again that the budgetary impact for
offering domestic partner benefits is
minimal, and often offset by other
efficiencies,” McCullough-Jones added,
“We applaud Arizona for taking this
necessary step in building a strong
economy and healthy families.”

State Department of Adminis-
tration director Bill Bell filed the domestic
partner benefits proposal November 7
with the Secretary of State’s Office. After
a few weeks to process the measure, it
was published Friday (November 30)
along with the secretary of state’s
regular registry of proposed rules.

The public will have less than a
month to comment, if this proposal is
scheduled for the January meeting by
the Governor’s Regulatory Review Coun-
cil, made up of a six-member board
appointed by the governor, will have
final say on the domestic partners plan.

People wanting to comment in
writing can submit items (under A.R.S.
41-1052) to Governor’s Regulatory Re-
view Council, 100 N.15th Ave., Ste. 402,
Phoenix, Arizona 85007.  If one wishes to
comment in person, they must attend the
meeting and give their comments.

The Governor’s Regulatory
Review Council was created by Execu-
tive Order in May 1981.  Composed of six
members, the Council is chaired by the
Director of the Department of Adminis-
tration or designee, who serves ex-
officio. For most agencies, the Council is
the final step in the rulemaking process.

The Council reviews most rules
to ensure that they are necessary and to
avoid duplication and adverse impact
on the public. The Council assesses
whether a rule is clear, concise, and
understandable, legal, consistent with
legislative intent and within the agency’s
statutory authority, and whether the
benefits of a rule outweigh the cost. If a
rule does not meet these criteria, the
Council returns it to the agency for further
consideration.

The Governor’s Regulatory
Review Council next scheduled meeting
is Tuesday, January 8, 2008 at the
Peace Officer Standards and Training

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Cong ress Returns With 3 G/L
 and LGBT Bills On Lif e Suppor t
WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Up-
date) - Lawmakers returned Monday
(December 3) for an abbreviated
holiday season session, a lengthy
agenda and three LGBT rights bills in
danger of being pushed aside,
365Gay.com reported.

Over the next three weeks
Congress will be pressed to deal with
bills on taxes, spending, paying for the
war in Iraq and wiretaps. With partisan
politics at an all-time high it remains to
be seen if lawmakers will be able to
deal with the Matthew Shepard Hate
Crime Act, The Employment Non-
Discrimination Act, or Don’t Ask, Don’t
Tell (DADT)

If Congress fails to act on any of
the three bills before the session ends
the legislation would not be picked up
again before mid January at the
earliest. Most observers believe it
would be spring and with the fall election
inching closer and Republicans ex-
pected to become even more feisty
many on Capitol Hill think the bills will be
allowed to die.

The Shepard Act would add
sexuality to the list of categories
covered under federal hate crime law. It
passed the House in May and the White
House threatened to veto it.  In an effort
to get around a veto the Senate version
tied the measure to the 2008 defense
authorization bill.  It passed in Septem-
ber (story) and then went to conference
where the two versions of the bill
needed to be harmonized for a final
vote. Since then the bill has been tied
up.

The Employment Non-Dis-
crimination Act, or ENDA, passed the
House last month but without protec-

tions for the Transgendered. The
legislation would make it illegal for
employers to discriminate on the basis
of sexual orientation in hiring, firing,
promoting or paying an employee. Sen.
Ted Kennedy (D-Mass.) has indicated
he wants to introduce a Senate version
before the session ends but it is unlikely
it would come to a final vote before the
session ends. The White House also
has indicated the President would veto
ENDA if it is passed.

Legislation to repeal DADT the
ban on Gays serving openly in the
military is still in committee.  The bill has
bipartisan support with 136 sponsors.
DADT was enacted in 1993. Since then
more than 12,000 servicemembers
have been dismissed when it was
learned they are Gay.  According to
statistics from the Servicemembers
Legal Defense Network which advo-
cates for Gays in the military an average
of two service members are dismissed
under the law every day.

All three bills could be pushed
aside as Democrats struggle to deal
with a federal spending bill, preventing
millions of upper middle income tax-
payers from falling prey to the alterna-
tive minimum tax, or AMT, and war
funding.

But many Congress-watchers
thinks it’s just as likely Congress will limp
home for Christmas having passed yet
another temporary stopgap funding bill
and little else.

TUCSON (Observer Update) - Saturday,
December 1 marked the fourth anniver-
sary of the City of Tucson’s Domestic
Partner Registry. Tucson’s Mayor and
Council, by unanimous vote, approved
the creation of the registry in 2003.

According to the Registry, Do-
mestic partners are two people (same or
opposite sex) who sign a statement
affirming that they are: not related by
blood closer than would bar marriage in
the State of Arizona; not married to
another person in a marriage expressly
recognized by the State of Arizona or in
any domestic partnership and/or civil
union with another person; both of whom
are18 years of age or older;  both of whom
are competent to enter into a contract;
both of whom declare that they are each
other’s sole domestic partner; both of
whom currently share a primary resi-
dence, are in a relationship of mutual
support, and declare that they intend to
remain in such for the indefinite future.

Registrants may go to City Hall to
register. The City finance department will
give registrants the declaration form that
they sign. This declaration form must be
signed before a notary public (available
at the nearby City Clerk’s office) by each
registrant. The declaration form is then
returned to the Finance Department,
which will issue a certificate of domestic
partnership upon receipt of the properly
signed declaration and payment of $50. A
registered domestic partnership is ended
when: one of the partners dies, or the
partners no longer meet one or more of
the requirements included in the state-

ment of comestic partnership. When a
registered domestic partnership ends for
a reason other than death, a Statement of
Termination is required. Forms will be
available from city hall (or in a
downloadable version online), and a $10
fee will be assessed for this filing.

The ordinance lists just two
rights or benefits for registered partners
in the City of Tucson: (1) a right to
visitation of one’s partner in a health care
facility, as long as the patient consents;
and (2) extending use of and access to
city facilities to a registered domestic
partner as if the domestic partner were a
spouse. Because Tucson’s Domestic
Partner Ordinance is a city law, it cannot
address or create rights, privileges, or
responsibilities that might be available to
spouses under state or federal law.
Domestic partner registration is volun-
tary and may not create any new or
different legal rights or responsibilities in
the relationship between partners. The
City of Tucson, including the City of
Tucson Commission on GLBT Issues,
cannot provide any legal advice con-
cerning domestic partnerships. Appli-
cants may wish to consult with an attorney
for such advice. Partners should consult
an attorney and/or make arrangements
for a number of important matters,
including but not limited to: wills, medical
matters, finances and powers of attorney,
children and dependents and medical
and health care employment benefits.

Over the past
year, several anti-gay incidents in the City of Scottsdale have increased
awareness about the need to enact laws and ordinances that protect the entire
community.

Scottsdale’s decision on this will be reported on in next week’s edition of
The Observer.

WASHINGTON,D.C. (Observer Up-
date) - The State Department came
under not-so-friendly fire at former
Romanian ambassador Michael
Guest’s ret irement dinner,
queerty.com reported.  The openly
Gay man didn’t offer a cordial hand-
shake to the Department, nor its
supreme leader, Secretary of State
Condoleezza Rice.

And so
I’ve felt compelled to choose be-
tween obligations to my partner —
who is my family — and service to my
country. That anyone should have to
make that choice is a stain on the
Secretary’s leadership and a shame
for this institution and our country.”

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Up-
date) - Twenty-eight retired military
leaders urge congress to allow Gay
men and Lesbians to serve openly.

Twenty-eight retired gener-
als and admirals released a letter
Friday urging Congress to overturn
the ban on Gays serving openly in
the military, according to The New
York Times. The letter cites informa-
tion showing that 65,000 Gay men
and Lesbians are currently serving in
the military and that there are more
than 1 million Gay and Lesbian
veterans who have “served our
nation honorably.”

“We respectfully urge Con-
gress to repeal the ‘don’t ask, don’t
tell’ policy,” the letter says. “Those of
us signing this letter have dedicated
our lives to defending the rights of our
citizens to believe whatever they
wish.”

The pressure to repeal the

ban is on members of Congress, as
the Department of Defense is on
record saying it will uphold whatever
legislation Congress passes on the
subject.

Each of the Democratic can-
didates running for president has
pledged to end the “don’t ask, don’t
tell” policy should they become
president. In contrast, Republicans
are unwilling to overturn the ban,
citing, among other reasons, that
wartime is not the right time to make
changes and that repeal will hinder
the unit cohesion of troops.

The mother sup-
posedly reinforces the downward spiral
by becoming the child’s fierce protector.
The circle is complete when the spurned
boy rebuffs sports and male peers in
school and instead chooses female
friends and leisure activities such as
playing house.

Of course, this quackery ig-
nores that many Gay men had terrific
relationships with their fathers and have
close heterosexual male friends. There
are also countless men who had
horrendous relationships with their dads
and they turned out straight. Another
curveball to this absurd psychobabble
is that that Gay men, such as former
professional baseball player Billy Bean,
can hit a 100 mph fastball with a sliver of
timber. I have yet to see any sports-
promoting ex-Gay therapists duplicate
such athletic prowess.

It is also worth mentioning that
no respected mental health association
supports such ideas and the over-
whelming majority of people who sub-
scribe to these beliefs are devoutly
religious, even as they disingenuously
claim their “scientific” theories are secu-
lar.

If a guy wants to become
heterosexual, according to ex-Gay lit-
erature, he must reclaim his masculinity
by playing sports and hanging out with
heterosexual friends, while they partake
in “manly” activities. For years, ex-Gay
organizations have included lipstick
seminars for Lesbians and touch foot-
ball games for men. However, they
routinely butchered the butching pro-
cess, producing surprisingly effete lead-
ers such as Alan Chambers and Sy
Rogers. Or, they featured clownish
figures, such as Focus on the Family’s
Melissa Fryrear, who nearly tumbled off
a stage in Orlando, while boasting how
she mastered the art of walking in high
heels.

Realizing their forte was white-
knuckling prayer, not bare-knuckled
machismo - several ex-Gay organiza-
tions began outsourcing to a paramili-
tary, pseudo-psychological outfit, The
ManKind Project. Ex-Gay programs,
particularly Jews Offering New Alterna-
tives to Homosexuality (JONAH), have
aggressively promoted The ManKind
Project’s New Warrior Training Adven-
ture.

This cult-like national program
is a $650 weekend boot camp where
participants – mostly straight - are
greeted by large, intimidating men
dressed in dark clothing and faces
painted black. During their stay, the men
are forced to take cold showers, survive
on about four hours sleep, and subsist
on very little food. In follow-up meetings,
the activities include shaving another
man’s face, kidnapping a member of
another camp group and changing
clothes with other men. The idea is to
help them get in-touch with their feelings
and uncover and heal deep wounds that
are barriers to successful lives.

The alternative publication, The
Houston Press, uncovered a letter
Michael Scinto wrote to the Madison
County Texas sheriff’s office, just prior to

committing suicide allegedly as a result
of the boot camp. The Scinto family has
filed a lawsuit against The ManKind
Project, while the deceased man’s letter
to the sheriff claims the New Warrior
program practiced bizarre rituals that
include:

1. Blindfolded walking tours in
the nude.

2. People blowing sage smoke
in his face while 50 or so naked men
danced around candles.

3. Men sitting in a circle dis-
cussing their sexual histories while
passing a wooden dildo called “The
Cock.”

4. Naked men beating cooked
chickens with a hammer.

In the Houston Press article, the
wife of one of the men who attended
discussed why her husband eventually
rejected the group.

“So, everyone was sitting In-
dian-style in a big circle in the lodge
when the man leading the group said, ‘if
you wish, you may reach over and grab
your brother’s dick. If your brother
doesn’t want your hand there, he can
remove it.’ Well, my husband told me he
just froze. And, from that point on, he just
wanted out.” The ManKind Project
called the allegations false and “vindic-
tive.”

The bigger issue, however, is
that these are unlicensed men practic-
ing what appears to be a form of
therapy. There is the potential to do
great damage, particularly to repressed
and vulnerable Gay men who feel their
homosexuality is a shameful sickness
that can be cured through male bonding
and risky outdoor activities.

Ex-Gay activist Chad Thomp-
son is a prime example of the absurd
measures some individuals will go
through to feel “man enough.” He once
wrote of working a summer wilderness
camp in Colorado to “affirm his mascu-
linity.” This apparently included climb-
ing a mountaintop in “a massive
lightening storm.”

Hopefully, these men will even-
tually realize that self-acceptance is the
only way they can come down from the
stormy mountain and out of the woods.
Openly acknowledging their homo-
sexuality is by far the most masculine
thing they could do – and much less
queer than attending oddball boot
camps.

PHILADELPHIA, Pennsylvania (Observer Update) - The Boy Scouts are

refusing to break camp. The city has given the local chapter until Monday
(December 3) to renounce its policy of excluding Gays or forfeit the lease on the
grand, Beaux-Arts building it has rented from the city for $1 a year since 1928.
“We’re ignoring the deadline,” said Mark Chilutti, a member of the Cradle of
Liberty Council executive board, which operates the local Scouts chapter. “It was
the least bad option we have.”  The decision is likely to intensify a four-year
standoff with city officials who have been trying to enforce a 1982 “fair practices”
law that bans municipal subsidies for organizations that discriminate. . . .

NEW YORK CITY - New York City officials for the first time are specifi-
cally targeting Gay and Lesbian travelers, to help meet Mayor Bloomberg’s goal
of drawing 50 million visitors to the Big Apple by 2015, The Post has learned. NYC
& Company, the city’s tourism arm, took out a three-page ad in the December/
January issue of Out, a popular Gay- and Lesbian-interest magazine. The
agency also has launched a $30 million, 19-country campaign called “This is
New York City.” Commercials have also been placed on LOGO, a national cable
network that tailors its programming to Gay viewers. They will be aired over the
coming weeks. . . .

LOUISVILLE, Kentucky (Observer Update) - It was a proposed policy
change intended to protect employees from harassment and discrimination in
Jefferson County public schools — regardless of their sexual orientation. But it
became a rallying point for those who feared that it would encourage Gay,
Lesbian and Bisexual teachers to discuss their sexuality with students — or worse,
try to convert them to homosexuality. And that almost killed the change. Expected
to pass easily, the policy instead was approved on a 4-3 vote last week, with
board member Linda Duncan publicly switching sides after a teacher told the
board that she had shared her sexual orientation with a middle school student
who had used a sexual slur. . . .

ATLANTA, Georgia (Observer Update) - A judge has dismissed a
lawsuit that had claimed a Transgender city councilwoman tried to fool voters by
running as a female, and the candidate was set to seek re-election Tuesday
(December 4).  The ruling cleared the way for a runoff to include Michelle Bruce,
who is running for a second term on the city council in the suburban Atlanta town of
Riverdale. “It was a waste of taxpayers’ money and the court’s time for a frivolous
lawsuit,” said Bruce, 46. “They’re trying to derail the wish of the voters.” . . .

WASHINGTON, D.C  - A former aide to Sen. Maria Cantwell (D-WA) is in
federal custody after being arrested on a charge of attempting to sexually exploit
a minor. James Michael McHaney was fired Friday (November 30) from his job
as a scheduler for Cantwell, hours after he was arrested by FBI agents. The FBI
said in a charging document that McHaney allegedly tried to set up a meeting
with an undercover witness posing online as a teenage boy. McHaney, who
appeared in federal court Saturday (December 1), was being held without bond
pending a court hearing Wednesday, said Channing Phillips, a spokesman for
the U.S. attorney’s office for the District of Columbia. According to court papers,
McHaney, known as Mike, tried to arrange a lunchtime meeting with an unidenti-
fied person posing as a 13-year-old boy. When the witness asked whether
McHaney was interested in sex with a 13-year-old, McHaney allegedly replied,
“I’ll be there,” the court papers said. He later asked for a photo of the child.
Cantwell’s chief of staff, Michael Meehan, issued a statement Monday night
(December 3) saying McHaney had been fired. “Late Friday afternoon the FBI
informed our office that a Senate employee was arrested. The employee was
immediately fired. Our office has and will continue to fully cooperate with the
ongoing federal criminal investigation. Senator Cantwell has zero tolerance for
crimes against children,” Meehan said.
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Kameny Criticizes Brokaw On
Lack Of Gays In New Book

‘Thought Crime?’

On December 15, the United
States will mark the 206th anniversary of
the adoption of the Bill of Rights -
consisting of the first 10 amendments to
the United States Constitution which:

Limit the powers of the federal
government;

Protect the rights of all U.S.
citizens, residents and visitors to the
United States; restrict Congress’ power
by prohibiting it from making any law
respecting establishment of religion
and by prohibiting the federal govern-
ment from depriving any person of life,
liberty, or property without due process
of law and,

That “the enumeration in the
Constitution, of certain rights, shall not be
construed to deny or disparage others
retained by the people,” and reserves
all powers not granted to the Federal
government to the citizenry or States.

These amendments were  not
written to protect government from
dissenters but to provide a legal means
for citizens to oppose a government
they didn’t trust and for the past several
years, the Bush crime family, with the
cooperation of their political and corpo-
rate minions have trampled on these
rights and not since the “Patriot Act” has
pending legislation, as H.R. 1955,
threaten these rights to this extent.

H.R. 1955, “The Violent
Radicalization Homegrown Terrorism
Prevention Act of 2007” begins, “AN
ACT - To prevent homegrown terrorism,
and for other purposes.”

Civil liberties groups and op-
ponents see the bill as a threat to the
constitutionally protected freedoms of
expression, privacy and protest.

H.R. 1955 is coauthored by the

former chair of the House of Repre-
sentatives Intelligence Committee,
Jane Harmon, a California Democrat
and Republican Congressman David
Reichert of Washington State, passed
the House by an overwhelming 404-6
vote (Tucson Representatives
Grijalva and Giffords joined 402
others and approved it) last month,
and will soon be considered by the
Senate.

If passed in the Senate and
signed into law, the Violent
Radicalization Homegrown Terror-
ism Prevention Act would establish a
ten-member National Commission
on the Prevention of Violent
Radicalization and Homegrown Ter-
rorism, to study and propose legisla-
tion to address the threat of possible
“radicalization” of people legally
residing in the U.S.  The Commission
would be tasked with collecting
information on domestically spawned
terrorism from a variety of sources,
including foreign governments and
previous domestic studies and would
then report to Congress and recom-
mend policy changes to address the
threat.

The Commission would be
given broad authority to hold hear-
ings and collect evidence, powers
that raise red flags for civil liberties
groups.  Commission members would
all be appointed by a high-ranking
elected official, including: the presi-
dent, the secretary of Homeland
Security, the speaker and ranking

member of the House, the majority and
minority leaders of the Senate, and
senior members of the House and
Senate committees overseeing home-
land security (in other words, six
Republicans and four Democrats).

Opponents have compared
the Commission it would establish to the
McCarthy Commission that investi-
gated Americans for possible associa-
tions with Communist groups, casting
suspicion on law-abiding citizens and
ruining their reputations. The Commis-
sion would be empowered to “hold
hearings and sit and act at such times
and places, take such testimony,
receive such evidence, and administer
such oaths as the Commission consid-
ers advisable to carry out its duties.”

H.R. 1955 specifically identifies
the Internet as a tool of radicalization.
“The Internet has aided in facilitating
violent radicalization, ideologically
based violence, and the homegrown
terrorism process in the United States
by providing access to broad and
constant streams of terrorist-related
propaganda to United States citizens.”

Civil liberties groups agree that
focus on the Internet is crucial, they fear it
could set up far more intrusive surveil-
lance techniques, without warrants, and
the potential to criminalize ideas and not
actions could mean penalties for a
stance rather than a criminal act.  H.R.
1955 uses the term “ideologically-
based violence, meaning the use,
planned use, or threatened use of force
or violence by a group or individual to

promote the group or individual’s
political, religious, or social beliefs.”
Opponents ask, “What is force? Is
civil disobedience covered under
that, if arrested at a protest rally and
charged with disorderly conduct,
obstructing governmental administra-
tion, or even assault, does that now
open you up to possible terrorist
charges in the future?”

H.R. 1955 has been referred
to the Senate Homeland Security
Committee, chaired by Sen. Joseph
Lieberman, (I-Connecticut).  Also, on
the Committee are Senators: Carl
Levin (D-MI), Daniel Akaka (D-HI),
Thomas Carper (D-DE), Mark Pryor
(D-AR), Mary Landrieu (D-LA), Barack
Obama (D-IL), Claire McCaskill (D-
MO), Jon Tester (D-MT), Susan
Collins (R-ME), Ted Stevens (R-AK),
George Voinovich (R-OH), Pete
Domenici (R-NM), John Warner (R-
VA), Norm Coleman (R-MN), John
Sununu (R-NH) and Tom Coburn (R-
OK).

Senator Susan Collins has
drafted the Senate companion mea-
sure to H.R. 1955, which is S. 1959,
also known as the proposed, “Violent
Radicalization and Homegrown Ter-
rorism Prevention Act of 2007.”

As of press time, hearings
have not been scheduled on S. 1959
or H.R. 1955, so people have time to
let these, as well as their Senators
know of their opposition to the bill,
while there is an opportunity to
express such an opinion.  Call your

WASHINGTON, D.C. - Activist Frank
Kameny sends letter of complaint to Tom
Brokaw’s publisher over silence about
Gays in new book, reported
advocate.com.

Longtime Gay activist Frank
Kameny sent an angry letter to former
news anchor Tom Brokaw about his
latest book, Boom! Voices of the Sixties.
Kameny complained to the book’s
publisher, Random House, and the
author about Brokaw’s omission of
anything pertaining to the seminal Gay
rights movement of the ’60s, though
references are made to civil rights,
gender issues and the environmental
movement. “In 1965,” Kameny writes, “we
commenced bringing Gays and our
issues ‘out of the closet’ with our then
daring picketing demonstrations at the
White House and other government
sites, and our annual 4th of July
demonstrations at Independence Hall in
Philadelphia. The Smithsonian Institution
displayed these original pickets last
month, in the same exhibition as the desk
where Thomas Jefferson drafted the
Declaration of Independence. The name
of the Smithsonian’s exhibition? ‘Trea-
sures of American History.’ In your book:
No Boom; only silence.”

Kameny also mentioned the
momentous 1969 Stonewall rebellion,
which propelled the movement forward
from “what had been a tiny, struggling
Gay movement into the vast grassroots
movement which it now is.” According to
the letter, Boom also leaves out impor-
tant LGBT figures in history such as
Barbara Gittings, Harry Hay and Harvey
Milk. “The only allusions to us in your
entire book are the most shallow,
superficial, brief references in connec-
tion with sundry heterosexuals,” he
continued. “Where are the Gay
spokespeople? We are certainly there
to speak for ourselves. But in your book,
only silence.” Brokaw could not be
reached for comment.
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Lesbian Author Jane Rule Dies
GALIANO ISLAND, British Co-
lumbia - Canadian novelist
Jane Rule, author of Desert of
the Heart, This Is Not for You,
Against the Season, and The
Young in One Another’s Arms,
died of complications of liver
cancer in her Galiano Island
home in British Columbia,
according to The Toronto
Star, reported advocate.com.
She was 76. Rule’s first novel,
Desert of the Heart, was
published in 1964 and made

into the film Desert Hearts in 1986.

Rule was born in Plainfield, N.J.,
in 1931 and graduated in English literature
from California’s Mills College in 1952.
While teaching English and biology at
Concord Academy, a private girls’ school
in Massachusetts, she met Helen Sonthoff,
a creative writing and literature teacher.
After Rule immigrated to Vancouver,
Canada, in 1956, Sonthoff joined her, and
the two lived together until Sonthoff’s
death in 2000.

“She was the first Canadian
woman writer to write about being Gay
as if it was part of the normal life,”
Toronto novelist Susan Swan told the
Star from her Toronto home. “There
was no self-consciousness about it.
There didn’t seem to be any need for
her to wave a political flag. This female
character as a Lesbian — you picked
that up by reading the story. You
weren’t reading the story to find out
what it was like to be a Lesbian.”

Report: Eight Gay Men T ell Of
Dealings With Sen. Larry Craig

BOISE, Idaho (Observer Update) - A total
of eight Gay men have told a Boise
newspaper that they have been hit on by
U.S. Sen. Larry Craig and have now come
forward because they are tired of conser-
vative Republican’s insistence he is not
Gay, 365Gay.com reported.  The men
allege they either had sex with Craig or he
approached them for sex.

Craig is fighting a guilty plea he
entered in his guilty plea from a Gay sex
sting bust. When news of the bust and the
Idaho senator’s guilty plea became
public Craig called a news conference to
say he felt pressured into making the
guilty plea and “I am not Gay. I have never
been Gay.” The Idaho Statesman re-
ported Sunday (December 2) that the
men came to the paper as result of Craig’s
statements and his negative voting
record on LGBT civil rights. Two of the
men told the paper that they had sex with
Craig.  A third man said Craig had made a
pass at him and the fourth said he had
what the paper called “unusual attention”
from the senator.

David Phillips, a 42-year-old
information technology consultant in Wash-
ington, told the Statesman that that Craig
picked him up at a Gay club in 1986 and
that they subsequently had sex. Mike
Jones, the onetime hustler prostitute who
outed the Rev. Ted Haggard tells the
paper that Craig also was a client and had
paid him for sex in late 2004 or early 2005.
A third man told the Statesman that in
1981, when he was in a college GOP
group he turned down an advance made
by Craig at a Republican meeting in
Coeur d’Alene, Idaho.  The fourth man told
the paper that his “encounter” with Craig

occurred at Idaho’s Bogus Basin
Mountain Recreation Area in the
early 1980s.

The Statesman also re-
ported that four other men who did not
agree to be identified described for
reporters sexual advances or en-
counters involving Craig. In the Sen-
ate Craig has consistently voted “anti-
Gay”. He voted twice for a constitu-
tional amendment to ban Gay mar-
riage, voted for ‘Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell’
the ban on Gays serving openly in the
military, and has opposed both a bill
to ban job discrimination against
Gays and a bill that would add Gays
to federal hate crime law. Craig
initially said he would resign his
Senate seat September 30.  He later
said he would stay on while fighting
the guilty plea but will not seek re-
election. His term ends in 2009. On
June 11, an undercover police officer
was the men’s room at the Minneapo-
lis Airport when Craig allegedly
tapped his feet and swiped his hand
under the divider in a way authorities
said was a signal for someone
wanted sex. Craig pleaded guilty to
disorderly conduct, but when the
incident became public, he denied
ever seeking sex there and said the
officer misunderstood his actions.
Craig then sought to withdraw his
guilty plea to the misdemeanor. In
October a Minnesota judge refused
to allow Craig to withdraw his guilty
plea. Hennepin County Judge Charles
Porter in a written ruling said that
Craig’s guilty plea was made volun-
tarily. The case is now before the
Minnesota Court of Appeals. Craig,
who has had a long battle with the
Statesman, declined to comment on
the story but in a statement e-mailed
to The Associated Press, the senator
said the newspaper’s report was
“completely false”.
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White Supremacist Charged In
Gay Man’s Death

BUENO AIRES, Argentina (Observer Update) - Home to the sexy tango

dance and swarthy meat-eaters, this South American capital has long been thought
of as a bastion of macho attitudes. But a new hotel here is adding to the city’s
growing image as a bastion of Gay-friendliness. The Axel Hotel, a Spanish import,
has come to symbolize an increasingly aggressive effort by Buenos Aires to court
Gay dollars and euros. Earlier this month the city swung its doors open to the Axel,
Latin America’s first luxury hotel built exclusively with Gays in mind. That Buenos
Aires would be chosen for such a marketing experiment is a result of a marked
change in the acceptance of Gays in Argentine society over the past several years.
The city of three million people has come a long way from the years of military
dictatorship, when being openly Gay could lead to jail time. Five years ago,
Argentina’s capital was the first major Latin American city to approve legalized
same-sex unions. . . .

LIMA, Peru - What was a procedural congressional debate on whether the
Peruvian government would adhere to the Iberian-American Convention on the
Rights of Youth — an international treaty that establishes a core set of legal stan-
dards to protect young people — became a heated debate on whether the treaty
would open the door for same-sex marriage in Peru that exposed unexpected
legislative support for same-sex partnerships. As a result, a vote on the treaty was
shelved and the resolution was sent back to the Peruvian Commission of Interna-
tional Relations for further study. Though La Razon newspaper doesn’t give an exact
number, it reported that many legislators showed support for ratification of the treaty
as it was written including “the right to choose who to marry.” . . .

MOSCOW - Two Gay activists were arrested Sunday (December 2) at a
polling station in Russia for attempting to conduct an “illegal gathering.” The group
was there to protest against homophobic Moscow mayor Yuri Luzhkov, who was
expected at the polling station later that day. Luzhkov has banned the last two Gay
pride marches in Moscow calling them a “work of Satan.” Activist Nicolas Alexeyev
was arrested after he wrote “No to homophobes, no to Luzhkov” on his ballot. In
Russia, spoiling the ballot is a form of protest. . . .

ST. GEORGES, Grenada - The country is questioning whether to allow entry
to ship passengers on all-Gay cruises, news reports from the Caribbean island say.
“We have not taken a policy as to whether the ships should land in Grenada or not,”
Tourism Minister Clarice Modeste-Curwen recently told the Grenada Advocate. “As
a government, our policy is that we do not support it (homosexuality),” the minister
also told the Grenada Broadcasting Network. “But are we going to put a barrier that
says in any port of entry that if somebody is Gay they should be debarred from
coming to this country ...? This is my question. What does the Grenadian community
want of us?” Gay cruises have run into problems in the Caribbean before, said Helen
Kennedy, head of the Toronto-based Gay rights group Egale.

EDMOND, Oklahoma (Observer Update)
An alleged white supremacist has been
charged with murdering an Oklahoma
Gay man in what officials say may have
been part of a gang initiation, reported the
Associated Presson advocate.com.
Darrell Lynn Madden was charged on
Wednesday (November 28) with the
October slaying of Steven Domer, 62, of
Edmond. Madden also is charged with
murder in the death of his own friend,
Bradley Qualls.

Authorities allege Madden, 37,
and Qualls, 26, were connected to the
white supremacist group United Aryan
Brotherhood. According to an affidavit
filed with the latest charge, Domer’s death
apparently was meant to be the violent act
that earned a place in the gang for Qualls.
Domer, who friends said was Gay, was
last seen October 26 near a car wash,
according to court papers. A witness said
Domer had been talking to two men who
matched the description of Madden and
Qualls.

Domer’s car was found the next
day near Madden’s home, according to
an affidavit from Oklahoma City police
detective Kenneth Whitebird. Madden’s
roommate told police he heard Madden
and another man describing an encounter
with someone who ‘’wouldn’t even fight
back,’’ while a woman Madden had dated
said she overheard him and Qualls talk
about killing a man. Madden will not face a
hate-crime charge because sexual orien-
tation is not covered under Oklahoma law,
prosecutors said. Qualls died about 10
days after Domer’s disappearance. Po-
lice have said the motive appears to
concern a disagreement.

District attorney offices in Carter
and Oklahoma counties, where Madden

is charged with murder, said there is no
attorney of record for Madden yet.
Madden, 37, received new charges
after he allegedly threw a remote
control, hot soup, a bottle of urine, and
other items at police officers assigned
to guard his hospital room in Oklahoma
City. He was taken to the hospital to be
treated for a gunshot wound to his arm
after he was shot by Ardmore, Okla.,
police earlier this month.

Conservative
Christian

Group s Sue
Over LGBT

Schools Law
SAN DIEGO, California (Observer Up-
date) - Two conservative Christian
groups have asked a federal judge to
overturn a California law prohibiting
discrimination against Gays and
Transgendered students, 365Gay.com
reported.  The Student Civil Rights Act
would protect students from harass-
ment and bullying in public schools by
making sure teachers and school
administrators fully understand their
responsibilities to protect youth.

In a lawsuit filed in San Diego,
Advocates for Faith and Freedom and
the Alliance Defense Fund claim
portions of the legislation - particularly
those covering “gender identity” - are
unconstitutionally vague and violate
student privacy. The suit was filed on
behalf of several teachers and one
student. It claims that teachers and
school administrators would be forced
to determine whether a student per-
ceives him or herself to be male or

female and could lead to problems in
school washrooms and gym changing
rooms.

The author of the legislation,
state Sen. Sheila Kuehl (D-Santa
Monica) calls the lawsuit frivolous. Kuehl
said the bill did not change existing
California law, only made it clearer so
that school districts would have less
trouble adhering to it. A law banning
LGBT discrimination in schools has
been on the books in California since
1999, said Kuehl, who is one of several
Gay members of the California legisla-
ture. “There’s no change in the law; it
was always the same. All of these truly
silly claims that they make about what
could happen could have been hap-
pening over the last eight years and

never did,” Kuehl told the Associated
Press.  “I think they know they don’t
have a case. I think it’s purely a
fundraising mechanism for them.”.

The legislation was signed
into law by Gov. Arnold
Schwarzenegger in October and is
slated to take effect in January. But that
could be delayed by another move by
opponents of the bill who have begun
a drive to force the issue onto the ballot
in 2008. If they collect enough signa-
tures to qualify the measure would be
held back until after the November
election. “It is ironic that organizations
that claim to support families are
working to overturn a law that will
protect students and help keep them in
school,” said Equality California Ex-
ecutive Director Geoff Kors.

A Nassau County (N.Y.) man who said he donated sperm to a Lesbian

co-worker as a friendly gesture — and then sent presents and cards to the child
over the years — is legally considered the father and may have to pay child
support for the college-bound teenager, according to a judge’s ruling. “What’s the
saying? No good deed goes unpunished,” said Deborah Kelly, a Garden City
lawyer for the man, who acknowledged that he is named as the father on the
child’s birth certificate. Like all the involved parties, the man remains anonymous
because of privacy concerns. Nassau County Family Court Judge Ellen
Greenberg ruled on Nov. 16 that despite the mother’s willingness to have the
child’s DNA tested, the man was barred from seeking a paternity test to deter-
mine if he is truly the father because the results could have a “traumatic effect”
upon the child. . . .

A Fort Worth church continues to struggle with how to handle photo-
graphs of Gay members in a pictorial directory that’s to be part of its 125th
anniversary celebrations. Broadway Baptist Church has debated whether the
directory should include Gay couples, or Gay people individually but not as
couples, or whether to omit all individual and family photos. Members were to
vote Sunday after morning worship. But in a clear indication that they are divided
over how accepting to be of homosexuality, they met for an hour and then post-
poned any decision until deacons make a recommendation on February 24,
2008. Broadway is well known in Southern Baptist circles as a moderate church,
where a diversity of views is welcomed and women have a strong role in leader-
ship. The church has long had Gay members . . .

Storytime ceased abruptly when the picture book Eileen Issa was
reading her 2 1/2-year-old son surprisingly ended with two men marrying and
smooching. The tale about a disgruntled queen who demanded that her son
marry a princess looked like the average children’s book to the mother of two
when she scooped it up at the local public library. “I saw them at the altar and I
said, ‘This can’t be what I’m thinking,’” Eileen Issa said, recalling illustrations of the
prince holding hands with and kissing his new husband. “I was sick.” Since that
day, Issa and her husband, Jeff, have demanded that the library take it out of
circulation. The book will remain on the shelf despite the Issas’ complaints and
about 40 signatures they’ve gathered from residents who agree. The library’s
board of directors this week denied the couple’s request. . . .

If, as expected, Crossroads Market in Dallas, Texas closes in the next
few weeks, Phil Johnson has to remind himself that the cause of its death is
something its founders always wanted. “We are being integrated, and that’s a
good thing,” said Mr. Johnson, a local Gay historian and one of the original
owners of the bookstore, once the epicenter of Gay activism in Dallas. That is
what we were working for for so long. On the other hand, it’s a sign that Gay identity
is fading away.” Richard Longstaff, the current owner of the 27-year-old Oak Lawn
institution, said he will shutter the business when his lease expires December. 31.
The bookstore has also fallen victim to a national trend in which Gays and
Lesbians feel less need to shop or live in a neighborhood they can call their own

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Up-
date) - Two Transgender members
of the Human Rights Campaign
(HRC) quit Tuesday (November 27),
saying the group’s support of an
employment nondiscrimination bill
that excluded Transgender workers
put them “in an untenable position,”
reported 365Gay.com.

Jamison Green and Donna
Rose’s resignations from the busi-
ness council of the Human Rights
Campaign are effective immedi-
ately, according to a joint letter. The
Human Rights Campaign works for
equal rights for Gays, Bisexuals and
Transgender people. “Considering
recent broken promises, the lack of
credibility that HRC has with the
Transgender community at large,
and HRC’s apparent lack of commit-
ment to healing the breach it has
caused, we find it impossible to
maintain an effective working rela-
tionship with the organization,” they
said.

The House, with support
from the Human Rights Campaign,
earlier this month passed the Em-
ployment Non-Discrimination Act.
The measure would make it illegal
for employers to make decisions
about hiring, firing, promoting or
paying an employee based on
sexual orientation. But it does not
protect Transgender workers. That
term covers transsexuals, cross-
dressers and others whose outward

appearance does not match their
gender at birth. Supporters of the bill
say it would not have passed the
House if it had included Transgender
protect ion. However, many
Transgender activists and their sup-
porters were furious at their exclusion
from the legislation and lobbied to
scrap it. The bill is now in the Senate.

“HRC has always and will
continue to be supportive of a fully
inclusive ENDA that protects our
entire community,” said Human Rights
Campaign spokesman Brad Luna.
“While HRC was disappointed the bill
did not include protections for
Transgender Americans, we believe
it paves the way for additional
progress to outlaw workplace dis-
crimination based on gender iden-
tity.” Luna said: “We wish Donna and
Jamison well in their future endeav-
ors.”

ATLANTA, Georgia (Observer Up-
date) - Federal health officials are
revising their estimate of how many
people are infected by HIV each year,
and advocacy groups say the number
could rise by 35 percent or more,
reported the Associated Press on
365Gay.com.  The U.S. Centers for
Disease Control (CDC) and Prevention
said the numbers are not final and won’t
be released until early next year.

The CDC has been estimating
about 40,000 new HIV cases occur in
the nation each year. At a national HIV
prevention conference in Atlanta this
week, however, advocates claimed the
new estimate is 55,000 or higher. It’s not
clear if the rate of HIV infection has
been rising, or whether it’s been steady
but previous estimates were off, said
Julie Davids, spokeswoman for the
advocacy group Community HIV/AIDS
Mobilization Project. “But either way,
this shows that prevention efforts are
insufficient,” Davids said.

The new estimates are based
on new testing technology and statisti-
cal assumptions still being reviewed,
said Dr. Kevin Fenton, director of the
CDC’s Center for HIV/AIDS, Viral
Hepatitis, STD and TB Prevention.
“The estimates have been submitted
for further analysis and rigorous
scientific review to ensure the accu-
racy of the complex new methods and
of the estimates themselves,” Fenton
said in a statement.

The figure is to be released
early next year, after it is carefully
evaluated by a peer-reviewed medi-
cal journal, CDC officials said. This
would not be the first time the statistics
of HIV and AIDS prevalence have
shifted. Last month, the United Nations
AIDS agency slashed its estimate of
the number of people living with HIV,
to 33 million from 40 million. The
change mostly was a result of new
research and analysis methods.

MADISON, Wisconsin (Observer Up-
date) - A judge has rejected a motion
from the state of Wisconsin to dismiss a
lawsuit challenging a constitutional
amendment that bars same-sex mar-
riage and blocks the state from recogniz-
ing civil unions, 365Gay.com reported.
The amendment to the state constitution
was passed last year by 59 percent of
voters.

The lawsuit was filed in June by
University of Wisconsin-Oshkosh politi-
cal science instructor William McConkey.
McConkey, who describes himself as a
“Christian, straight, married” father of nine
and grandfather of seven, says in the
lawsuit that the question put to voters was
illegal because it contained two ques-
tions - one regarding marriage and a
second involving civil unions. Wisconsin
law requires only one question be put to

voters at a time. The lawsuit also claims
that the amendment violates the equal
protection clause of the U.S. Constitution.

The state asked Dane County
Judge Richard Niess to dismiss the suit
because McConkey suffered no harm
and therefore did not have legal standing
to sue. But Niess accepted McConkey’s
argument that his rights as a voter could
have been harmed by the way the
question was put to voters. Without ruling
on the specific merits of the case itself
Niess said there were sufficient grounds
for the case to proceed to trial.  “I believe
there is a demonstrable injury to any voter
who is required to vote on a question that
is constitutionally defective,” Niess said in
his written ruling. “Voting is the very
bedrock, the very lifeblood of the
democracy we have.” A trial date has not
been set.

HARTFORD, Connecticut (Observer Up-
date) - The number of same-sex couples
entering into civil unions in Connecticut
has dropped by more than 50 percent
according to new figures released by the
state, 365Gay.com reported. Civil unions
became legal in Connecticut in 2005.
During the first three months 649 couples
were united.  In all of 2006, however, there
were only 729 and in the first 10 months of
2007 only 372 couples had civil unions.

LGBT rights activists and at
least one lawmaker believe the reason is
a growing concern civil unions fail to offer
all of the protections of marriage.  Many
couples are waiting to see the outcome
of a case challenging Connecticut’s
limitation of marriage to opposite-sex
couples. The state Supreme Court heard
arguments in May and has yet to rule.
The previous year a lower court ruled that
same-sex couples do not need marriage
because they already are entitled to civil
unions.

Gay & Lesbian Advocates &
Defenders (GLAD), the Boston-based
legal group that won same-sex marriage
in Massachusetts, appealed the ruling to
the high court. It argued that denying

same-sex couples access to marriage
violates the state constitution in two
ways:  Gay and Lesbian citizens are
denied both equal protection and due
process. GLAD said  that when lawmak-
ers debated and enacted the civil union
statute, they recognized that same-sex
couples have the same capacity for
love and commitment and the same
need for protections under marriage
laws as heterosexual couples.  By
calling it a civil union rather than a
marriage the state is creating a separate
but equal entity, GLAD argued. The state
Attorney General’s staff argued that the
landmark civil-union statute is sufficient.

Connecticut is one of three
states which offer civil unions.  In the other
two, Vermont and New Jersey, legisla-
tures are expected to consider amend-
ing their laws to permit same-sex
marriage.  In January New Hampshire
will become the fourth state where same-
sex couples can enter civil unions. Gay
marriage currently is legal only in
Massachusetts.

HIVAIDS Group s Release Report
On Presidential Candidates’

 Positions
WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Up-
date) - Three HIV/AIDS advocacy
groups released a report highlighting
stark disagreement between Demo-
cratic and Republican presidential can-
didates on how to address the ongoing
epidemic, reported advocate.com.

Housing Works, Gay Men’s
Health Crisis, and the AIDS Foundation
of Chicago polled 16 leading candidates
on issues such as abstinence-only sex
education, syringe exchange, the imple-
mentation of a national AIDS strategy,
and lifting the ban prohibiting HIV-
positive foreigners from entering the U.S.
The 85 pages of results and analysis are
available online at AIDSVote.org.

According to the survey, seven
Democratic contenders have pledged
to spend $50 billion to fight HIV and AIDS
globally over the next five years. No
Republican candidate supported such a

plan. All eight of the Democratic candi-
dates polled supported comprehensive
sex education, while all but one of the
eight leading Republican candidates —
Rudy Giuliani — have openly opposed it.
“AIDS is not a Democratic or a Republi-
can issue,” Sean Cahill of Gay Men’s
Health Crisis said at a press conference
in New York. “It’s a human issue.”

The poll also showed that the
three leading Democratic candidates —
Hillary Clinton, John Edwards, and
Barack Obama — would support ending
a ban on federal funding for needle
exchange. These same candidates, as
well as fellow Democrats Dennis Kucinich
and Bill Richardson, said they would
draft a national AIDS strategy early in
their first term if elected. The results of the
survey were purposely released three
days before World AIDS Day, which has
been observed on December 1 since
1988 to promote awareness of HIV and
AIDS.

Uruguay First Latin American
Country T o Legalize Civil Unions

MONTEVIDEO, Uruguay - The lower
house in Uruguay’s Congress passed
legislation Thursday (November 29)
allowing same and opposite-sex
couples to form civil unions, 365Gay.com
reported.  A similar bill has already
passed the Senate.  The two measures
need to be harmonized into a single bill
and receive a final vote - something
considered only a formality.

The measure was a campaign
promise of the ruling leftist coalition.
Same-sex marriage will remain illegal in
Uruguay, something LGBT rights groups
say they will continue to fight.  But, they
say the civil union bill is a major step in

the right direction in a region where the
Catholic Church dominates much of
everyday life. Under the legislation
couples would have be together for at
least five years and sign a registry.
They would then receive pension,
inheritance and parenting rights.

In neighboring Brazil, Rio
Grande do Sul state which lies along the
border, passed civil union legislation in
2004, two years after Buenos Aires
passed a similar law. Civil unions also
are legal in Mexico City and Coahuila
state. But this would make Uruguay the
first country in Latin America to have a
national civil union law.

PARIS - A 68-year-old man has been arrested by
French police on suspicion of murdering 18 people,
most of them homosexuals, between 1980 and 2002,
officials say.  The suspect, Nicolas Panard, is alleged to
have killed 11 people in the Alsace region, four others in
neighboring Franche-Comte, and three near Paris.

Panard was detained on Tuesday (November
27) in the eastern Alsace city of Mulhouse. His alleged
accomplice, Slim Fezzani, is currently serving a 20-year
prison sentence for a separate murder. Several other
people are also wanted in connection with the case.
Prosecutors suspect the man of involvement in 11
killings in the Alsace region, four in the neighboring
region of Franche-Comte, and three near Paris, the
official said. The killings took place between 1980 and
2002. While the man is suspected in 18 cases, his arrest
was the result of a judicial inquiry into just six of the
killings, a police official said. Prosecutors believe the
man worked with an accomplice, a 43-year-old currently
serving 20 years in a prison in Poissy, west of Paris, for
the murder of an insurance agent.

The daily newspaper L’Alsace reported that
the two men targeted primarily Gay victims and that the
man arrested worked as a female impersonator
performer in cabarets in Alsace and neighboring
Germany.
