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Study: Gays At Higher Risk For
Drug Resistant Staph

SAN FRANCISCO, California (Observer
Update)- A drug-resistant strain of
potentially deadly bacteria has moved
beyond the borders of U.S. hospitals
and is being transmitted among Gay
men during sex, researchers said on
Monday (January14).

They said methicillin-resistant
Staphylococcus aureus, or MRSA, is
beginning to appear outside hospitals in
San Francisco, Boston, New York and
Los Angeles. Sexually active Gay men
in San Francisco are 13 times more
likely to be infected than their hetero-
sexual neighbors, the researchers re-
ported inthe Annals of Internal Medicine.

“Once this reaches the general
population, it will be truly unstoppable,”
said Binh Diep, a researcher at the
University of California, San Francisco
who led the study. “That's why we're
trying to spread the message of
prevention.”

According to chemical analy-
ses, bacteria are spreading among the
Gay communities of San Francisco and
Boston, the researchers said. “We think
that it's spread through sexual activity,”
Diep said.

This superbug can cause life-
threatening and disfiguring infections
and can often only be treated with
expensive, intravenous antibiotics. It
killed about 19,000 Americans in 2005,
most of them in hospitals, according to a
report published in October 2007, in the
Journal of the American Medical Asso-

ciation.

About 30 percent of all people
carry ordinary staph chronically. It can
be passed by touching other people
or by depositing the bacteria on
surfaces or objects. The bacteria can
cause deep-tissue infections if they
enter the body through a wound in the
skin.

Of those people who carry
staph, most carry it in their noses but
community-based MRSA also can
live in and around the anus and is
passed between sexual partners.

Incidence of MRSA is rising
along with the resurgence of syphilis,
rectal gonorrhea, and new HIV infec-
tions partly because of changes in
beliefs about the severity of HIV and
an increase in risky behaviors, such
as illicit drug use and having sex that
abrades the skin, Diep’s team wrote.

“Your likelihood of contract-
ing each of these diseases increases
with the number of sexual partners that
you have,” Diep said. “The same can
probably be said for MRSA.”

Staph infections often look
like raised red dots on the skin. Left
untreated, the areas can swell and fill
with pus.

The best way to avoid infec-
tion is by washing the hands or
genitals with soap and water, Diep
said.

Latinos Proud To Be
Out Of The Closet

WATSONVILLE, California - Olga
Fuentes knew it would be tough, very
tough. She feared that her 75-year-old
Mexican immigrant mother, a devout
Catholic, would not easily accept that
her daughter is a Leshian, reported
register-pajaronian.com. But on No-
vember 29, while the pair made
tamales in their kitchen, Fuentes
revealed to her mother what was
probably already known, at least
subconsciously.

“My mom put her hand on my
arm and told me, ‘Whatever God
makes, he makes it well,” recalled
Fuentes. “So now, after my mom, | feel
like | can take on anything.” It didn’t
take long for Fuentes, 36, to take the
next big step. Just six weeks after
coming out of the closet, she is
organizing the inaugural meeting of
Watsonville Latino Pride. The new
group wants to build a sense of
community for Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual
and Transgender Latinos, bringing
comfort and acceptance to people
who are living in the margin of not one,
but two cultures that both strive for
more visibility in the mainstream. “| feel
the need to speak out, not just for
myself, but for the Latino community,”
said Fuentes.

Gay Latinos in the Watsonville
area don’t currently enjoy the same
freedom as those in havens like San
Francisco, where they continue to
break barriers, from forging political

alliances with straight Latinos to
marching openly in Cinco de Mayo
parades. And young Gays are much
more apt to be out of the closet just
15 miles north in Santa Cruz. Lead-
ers of the largely white Gay commu-
nity there applauded the efforts in
Watsonville. “It's long overdue,”
said Jim Brown, executive director
of the Diversity Center, a Gay
community center in Santa Cruz.
“White people in Santa Cruz already
have the support from political
leaders and community members.
The Watsonville Pride group will fill
a lot of need in the Latino commu-

nity.”

Currently, Fuentes said,
small numbers of people get to-
gether in living rooms and clubs, but
a safe, communal venue is lacking.
“As Latinos, we're not stretching out
(our) hand to say, ‘It's okay,”
Fuentes said. Allaround Watsonville,
a bilingual flyer decorated with
rainbow colors is posted on walls,
asking: “Would you like to be a part
of pride?” It's not the first push of its
kind in South County. The YWCA
has led workshops for youth and
parents. And for years, Maria Perez
has been leading a grassroots
movement to heal the tension be-
tween Gay and Latino identities, and
to fight homophobia. She hosts the
show “Closet-free Radio” on KZSC

A HISTORICAL LANDMARK:

A Spunky OnAnd The U.S. Post Office

LOS ANGELES, California - Fifty years ago on January 13, 1958, the U.S. Su-
preme Court delivered its first ever pro-Gay ruling in ONE Inc. v. Olesen, a land-
mark decision that allowed a magazine for Gays and Lesbians to be sent through
the U.S. mail, Jim Burroway of Box Turtle Bulletin reported.

ONE, Inc. was founded by several members of the Los Angeles
Mattachine Society who felt that a strong nationwide voice for education and
advocacy was desperately needed. According to ONE, Inc.’s articles of incorpora-
tion, “...the specific and primary purposes ... are to publish and disseminate a
magazine dealing primarily with homosexuality from the scientific, historical and
critical point of view, and to aid in the social integration and rehabilitation of the
sexual variant.” But this wasn’t going to be just any magazine. Under the inaugural
editorial leadership of Martin Block, Dale Jennings, Don Slater and Donald
Webster Cory, ONE magazine was to be a first class product, a dramatic departure
from the typewritten and mimeographed sheets which were more common at the
time. So when ONE debuted in January 1953, it sported a very sophisticated look,
with bold graphics and professional typset and design. ONE’s slick offering quickly
caught the attention Gays and Lesbians across the country, and circulation jumped
to nearly 2,000 within a few months — with most subscribers paying extra to have
their magazine delivered in an unmarked wrapper. Even still, ONE’s survival
depended on the day jobs of its few contributors who typically worked under
multiple pen names to make the staff appear larger to readers — and sometimes to
protect their own identities.

By today’s standards, an early edition of ONE might look rather tame.
There were no racy pictures, and even its fiction was mostly limited to depictions of
longing and desire. There was rarely any evidence of physical contact in its
pages. But what the magazine lacked in raciness, it made up for in audacity. ONE'’s
editorial tone was bold and unapologetic, covering politics, civil rights, legal
issues, police harassment (which was particularly harsh in ONE’s home city of Los
Angeles), employment and familial problems, and other social, philosophical,
historical and psychological topics. And most importantly, ONE quickly became a
voice for thousands of silent Gays and Lesbians across the U.S., many of whom
wrote letters of deep gratitude to ONE’s editors. But in a sign of those times, all
letters to the editor were published anonymously — from “m” in Winston-Salem,
North Carolina or from “f” in Beaumont, Texas.

ONE filled a very critical role for Gays and Lesbians during a very dark time.
ONE's debut coincided with a major push to rid the U.S. civil service of homosexuals.
President Dwight D. Eisenhower would sign Executive Order 10450 in April of that
year, which barred Gays and Leshians from federal employment with its “sexual

PoliceAnd Gays Sruggle To Fiind
Motive In Brutal Slaying

ALBUQUERQUE, New Mexico - A 33-
year old man is charged with murder in
the brutal killing of Patrick Murphy
regarded by most in Albuquerque’s
LGBT community as a drag icon,
reported 365Gay.com. Police allege
that Dana Madsen shot Murphy three
times in the head. He was arrested
shortly after calling police to report a
shooting inside his apartment. Madsen
is behind held in lieu of $1 million cash or
surety bond.

Investigators say that Madsen
was relatively new in Albugquerque. He
once faced attempted murder charges
in El Paso. Under questioning Madsen
admitted shooting Murphy several
timesinthe head - the lasttime to “put her
out of her misery” because she was
laying on the ground screaming and
shaking. Madsen told police that before
he fired the final shot Murphy had called
him an “ass.”

Madsen claims that Murphy
had a pocket knife and threatened to Kill
him in his sleep, something police and
people who knew Murphy disbelieve.
The two had met at Sidewinders, a local
Gay bar, weeks earlier. Locals told the
Tribune newspaper that Madsen regu-
larly wore a cowboy hat to the bar and
talked about riding bulls. He was
attracted to drag queens at the club
patrons told the paper. The day of the
killing the two were said to have been in
bad moods. They shared a drink and
left together. It was the last time anyone
saw the 39-year old Murphy alive.

Murphy, who was 5-foot-three,

is described as a captivating performer
who could command the attention of the
whole bar with a performance as Diana
Ross. Murphy performed under the
stage name Patricia. Last year Murphy
won title of Miss New Mexico Gay
Rodeo Association. “She was an icon
in the community,” Sidewinders assis-
tant manager Wade Kuenzi told the
Tribune ."Everyone knew Patricia.”

88.1 and last year, helped found the
group Lideres Lesbianas Latinas, or
Latina Lesbian Leaders.

Role models like Perez have
made it easier for young people to
come out. Her confidence quickly
rubbed off on Fuentes, who told her
mother about her sexual orientation
just one week after meeting Perez.

Extending DP Benefit s

PHOENIX (Observer Update) -
Arizona’s Department of Administration
is in the process of taking steps to
potentially offer health benefits to the
domestic partners, both same or
opposite sex, and their children of state
employees, applying to all state em-
ployees.

The public will have an oppor-
tunity to comment before the matter is
taken up by the Governor’s Regulatory
Review Council, made up of a six-
member board appointed by the
governor, will have final say on the
domestic partners plan. Created by
Executive Order in May 1981, the
Governor's Regulatory Review Coun-
cil is composed of six members, the
Council is chaired by the Director of the
Department of Administration or desig-
nee, who serves ex-officio. For most
agencies, the Council is the final step in
the rule making process. The Council
reviews most rules to ensure that they
are necessary and to avoid duplication
and adverse impact on the public. The
Council assesses whether a rule is
clear, concise, and understandable,

legal, consistent with legislative intent
and within the agency’s statutory
authority, and whether the benefits of a
rule outweigh the cost. If a rule does not
meet these criteria, the Council returns
it to the agency for further consider-
ation.

More than 1,000 Arizonans on

both sides of the issue filed comments
about the proposal by Gov. Janet
Napolitano’s administration, according
to Alan Ecker, spokesman for the
Department of Administration.
One of those came from Tucson City
Councilman Steve Leal, who said the
existing policy is unfair to “unmarried
workers, Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual and
Transgender people who are not
afforded the same access to benefits
as other state employees.”

It's is expected that the review
could take place by March. People
wanting to comment in writing can
submit items (under A.R.S. 41-1052) to
Governor's Regulatory Review Coun-
cil, 100 N.15th Ave., Ste. 402, Phoenix,
Arizona 85007. If one wishes to
comment in person, they must attend
the meeting and give their comments.

Salt Lake Mulls Partner Reqistry

SALT LAKE CITY, Utah (Observer
Update) - Mayor Ralph Becker is
wasting no time making good on a
campaign promise. In his first official
action as mayor he has proposed a
domestic partner registry for same-sex
couples and for opposite-sex couples
who cannot or chose not to marry.

The measure will be voted on
by city council on January 22. Despite
being the home to the Mormon Church
and in one of the nation’s most
conservative states, Salt Lake tends to
lean left and & majority on city council
say they will support the plan. A number
of councilors worked on the wording of
the ordinance with Becker to make sure
it complies with Utah’s constitutional
ban on same-sex marriage. Much of
the bill's language was taken from the
2006 ordinance extending insurance
benefits to adult designees of city
workers. That measure already has
passed judicial scrutiny.

A spokesperson for the mayor
also says that the bill conforms with
Utah state law granting cities the power
to “preserve the health and promote the
prosperity, improve the morals, peace
and good order, comfort and conve-
nience of the city and its inhabitants.”
Nevertheless, some state legislators
say if the bill is passed they will

scrutinize it to be sure it does not
violate the constitutional amendment.

“l just have to be certain we're
not coming in the back door of the
amendment,” Sen. Chris Buttars (R)
told the Salt Lake Tribune. Buttars, the
prime backer of the amendment, was
one of the most vocal opponents of
the 2006 ordinance on domestic
partner insurance for city workers.
Buttars also attempted to get a ban on
Gay adoption through the legislature.

The registry would be open to
adult unmarried couples who live
together in an interdependent rela-
tionship. They would register with the
City Recorder’s Office and receive a
certificate. Becker said that the certifi-
cate could be used to affirm a
relationship to be eligible for domestic
partner health insurance at compa-
nies that officer such plans. Regis-
tered couples also would have visita-
tion rights at city hospitals when a
partner is ill and it would give partners
family rights at facilities operated by
the city.

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Credit Freeze Can Freeze
Out Identity Thieves

WEST HOLLYWOOD, California (Ob-
server Update) - Rob is, by his own
description, a cautious gay man when
it comes to his personal data, re-
ported gfn.com. An avid news hound,
the West Hollywood resident was well
aware of the dangers of identity theft,
even knew that theft of personal data
was way up from last year, when itwas
mentioned to him for this story.

In fact, the incidence of iden-
tity theft tripled since 2006. More than
162 million records have been re-
ported lost or stolen in 2007, triple the
49.7 million that went missing in 2006,
according to USATODAY’s analysis
of data losses reported over the past
two years.

Which is why Rob is so
cautious about giving out his personal
information, credit card number and
social security number on almost any
form except his tax returns. “Even my
doctor asks for my social security
number; | know it's not necessary, so |
don’t give it,” Rob said.

“l don’t shop on any merchant
site unless | know them, and even
then, | read reviews of any site before
| do business with them,” said the
licensed cosmetologist.

Despite his cautious nature,
Rob (who asked that his last name not
be revealed for this article), Rob
received a letter from the Common-
wealth of Massachusetts for Profes-
sional Licensure with the following
ominous greeting:

“[We] regret to inform you that
your social security number [was]
inadvertently included on computer
disks sent to individuals requesting
information about the Department of
Professional Licensure. It appears
the disks included social security
numbers and names...”

While the disks were subse-
guently recovered, or so claimed the
letter, and they didn't believe his
information was compromised, they
suggested Rob place fraud alerts
with the three big credit reporting
agencies (more on that below).

Weeks after the incident, Rob
says he’s incredulous that this could
happen so easily and randomly. “It
makes you a little paranoid,” said
Rob, who now lives in Los Angeles,
but had his cosmetology license
issued in the state of Massachusetts,

where he grew up, back in 1990. “It
made me realize, any confidential
material, no matter what you sign, may
end up compromised one way or
another.”

While it's
Rob is hardly alone.

little consolation,

Last year, news stories written
about data losses included 98 compa-
nies, 85 schools, 80 government agen-
cies and 39 hospitals and clinics,
according to tech security Website
Attrition.org

The letter Rob received sug-
gested he place fraud alerts with the
credit reporting agencies, Equifax,
Experian, and Transunion. So while the
letter assured him that his personal
information had been retrieved and
said to be secure again, his concerns
were hardly allayed.

“Just getting the letter and
suggesting | contact the credit reports
didn't instill any confidence that this
kind of thing wouldn’'t happen again,”
said the cosmetologist. “I called all
three reporting agencies, then | logged
online, as they instructed, and put up
three 90-day credit alerts. The awful
part is, even as | filled out their forms, |
felt unsure. After this incident, | didn't
feel an overwhelming sense of confi-
dence going to their Website, knowing
all my information was going off into
cyberspace.”

A credit freeze bars anyone
from having access to your credit
report and credit score without your
permission, which means identity
thieves will have a tough time opening
an account in your name. Even if they
know your name, date of birth, and
Social Security number, lenders gener-
ally won't issue new credit without first
seeing a credit report.

To put a freeze on your file,
you'll have to send a certified letter to
each of the three major credit bureaus:
Equifax, Experian, and TransUnion, or
this can be done online. In most states,
the service is free for identity-theft
victims who provide a police report or a
copy of a warning letter, similar to the
one Rob received. Otherwise, you'll
pay about $10 at each credit bureau,
unless your state mandates a lower
fee.

While the freezes are effective,
they are a pain in the rear if you're
shopping for a mortgage, auto loan,
insurance, or a new credit card. That's
because you’ll have to temporarily lift
the freeze using a pin code each time
you apply for a new line of credit.
Companies you already do business
with, though, can still access your
report; the freeze only affects new lines
of credit.

perversion” clause. This followed a
highly-publicized purge of more than
400 Gays and Lesbians from the civil
service some three years -earlier.
Homosexuality was criminalized in
every states, and it was stigmatized as
a mental illness by the psychiatric
profession. Gays were not only de-
nounced as security risks, but risks to
the very moral fiber of the nation.
Homosexuals were treated as
subversives, on par with the “Commu-
nist menace” on which leading politi-
cians were staking their career. The
FBI had launched a major crackdown
on homosexuality across the U.S., with
many Gays and Leshians losing their
jobs for merely receiving homophile
publications in the mail. And vice
squads everywhere were setting up
entrapment stings in bars and other
meeting places, where a simple
proposition or touch could lead to
arrest and public exposure.

So when ONE caught the eye
of the FBI, they immediately launched
an investigation to try to shut it down.
They went so far as to write to the
employers of ONE’s editors and
writers (they all depended on their day
jobs for income), saying that their
employees were “deviants” and “se-
curity risks.” Fortunately, no one lost
their jobs, the FBI decided it wasn't
worth their time, and ONE continued
publishing. The job of shutting down
ONE then fell to the U.S. Post Office.
Since its inception, Los Angeles postal
authorities vetted each issue before
deciding whether it was legal to ship
under the Post Office’s stringent anti-
obscenity standards. And since homo-
sexuality was illegal in most states,
ONE had the added problem of

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possibly being guilty of promoting
criminal activity. The Post Office finally
acted in August 1953, holding up that
month’s issue for three weeks while
deciding if it violated federal laws.
(Ironically, the cover story for thatissue
was on “homosexual marriage,” an
issue that is still contentious more than
]e' y years later.) Finally, officials in

ashington decided the magazine
didn’t violate federal laws and ordered
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the LA Post Office to release it for
shipment.

ONE, true to its aggressive
stance, reacted defiantly to that move
in its October issue by proclaiming in
an editorial printed on the cover, “ONE
is not grateful”: Your August issue is
late because the postal authorities in
Washington and Los Angeles had it
under a microscope. They studied it
carefully from the 2nd until the 18th of
September and finally decided that
there was nothing obscene, lewd or
lascivious in it. They allowed it to
continue on its way. We have been
found suitable for mailing.
point must be made very clear. ONE is
not grateful. ONE thanks no one for this
reluctant acceptance. It is true that this
decision is historic. Never before has
a governmental agency of this size
admitted that homosexuals not only
have legal rights but might have
respectable motives as well. The
admission is welcome, but it's tardy
and far from enough. As we sit around
quietly like nice little ladies and
gentlemen gradually educating the
public and the courts at our leisure,
thousands of homosexuals are being
unjustly arrested, blackmailed, fined,
jailed, intimidated, beaten, ruined and
murdered. ONE’s victory might seem
big and historic as you read of it in the
comfort of your home (locked in the
bathroom? hidden under a stack of
other magazines? sealed first class?).
But the deviate hearing of our late
August issue through jail bars will not

be overly impressed.

ONE'’s editors knew they weren't
in the clear, but they didn't know where
their next threat would come from. That
threat, it appears, may have come from
the Senate Foreign Relations Committee
Chairman Alexander Wiley (R-WI), who
wrote a letter of protest to U.S. Postmas-
ter General Aurthur Summerfield. Having
run across the March 1954 issue (the
cover story was “The Importance of
Being Different”) Sen. Wiley registered a
“vigorous protest against the use of the
United States mails to transmit a so-
called ‘magazine’ devoted to the ad-
vancement of sexual perversions.” Allow-
ing a homosexual magazine to operate,
he wrote, “(a) runs utterly contrary to every
moral principle, (b) runs utterly contrary to
our intentions to safeguard our nation’s
youngsters, (c) likewise, it is the very
opposite of the entire purpose of our
governmental security program...”

The particulars of this action
wasn’t known by ONE’s editors. But as
defiant as ONE was in the October 1953
issue, they knew that the threat of closure
due to censorship still loomed large —
that is, if finances and distribution prob-
lems didn’'t get to them first. Financial
pressures forced them to skip the August
and September 1954 issues and they
had to extend everyone’s subscriptions
by two months. To try to avoid future legal
problems, ONE’s editors asked Eric
Jubler, their young straight lawyer fresh
out of law school, to write a set of rules for
the staff to follow in the hopes of staying
out of trouble. When readers began to
complain that ONE was too tame, the
editors asked Jubler to print his rules in
the returning October 1954 issue with a
cover declaring, “You Can't Print It!"
Those rules prohibited: (1) Lonely hearts
ads, seeking pen pals or meetings. (2)
“Cheesecake” art or photos. To readers
who ask, “But how about all the girlie
magazines?” | can only reply that in our
society, visual stimulation of man by
woman is tolerated to a far greater extent
than attempted visual stimulation of man
by man, for what is in law a criminal
purpose. (3) Descriptions of sexual acts,
or the preliminaries thereto. Again here,
what is permissible in heterosexual
literature is not permissible in ONE’s
context. (4) Descriptions of experiences
which become too explicit. l.e., permis-
sible: “John was my friend for a year.” Not
permissible: “That night we made mad
love.” (5) Descriptions of homosexuality
as a practice which the author encour-
ages in others, or waxes too enthusiastic
about. (6) Fiction with too much physical
contact between the characters. l.e.,
characters cannot rub knees, feel thighs,
hold hands, soap backs, or undress
before one another. (All examples taken
from recent contributions).

Jubler also insisted that he
review each issue before it was sent to
the publisher. But all this failed to keep
ONE out of trouble — maybe because
Jubler didn't strictly enforce his own rules,
allowing the October 1954 issue to be
arguably the raciest to date. The very
same issue which ran Jubler’s rules also
featured a fictional short story called
“Sappho Remembered,” in which two
young lovers touched four times, de-
clared their love for each other, and the
story had a happy ending. Another
feature, a poem, made light of the arrest
of several British public figures (including
actor John Gielgfud) on “morals” charges
("Lord Samuel is a legal peer / (While
real are Monty’s curls!) / Some peers are
seers but some are queers / And some
boys WILL be girls.”). And there were two
ads — one for a Swedish magazine
(which, postal officials charged, meant
that ONE was advertising “obscene
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materials”) and another for men’s
pajamas and intimate wear. That was
enough for the Los Angeles Post Office
to seize that issue — the one with “You
Can’'t Print It!” on the cover — and
charge the editors with violating the
1873 Comstock Act, which prohibited
sending “obscene, lewd, and/or las-
civious” material through the mail.

The editors were eager to sue
the Post Office, but ONE’s financial
condition was so perilous that they held
off for nearly a year. Jubler took the
case for free and looked for help from
the ACLU, but they wouldn’t touch it —
the ACLU was still defending anti-
sodomy laws at the time. Finally it was
up to young Jubler alone to argue
ONE'’s case in federal district court that
the magazine was educational and not
pornographic. It didn't go well. The
judge ruled for the Post Office in March
1956, and the 9th Circuit Court of
Appeals agreed in February 1957,
calling ONE “morally depraving and
debasing” and saying that the maga-
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zine “has a primary purpose of
exciting lust, lewd and lascivious
thoughts and sensual desires in the
minds of persons reading it.”

ONE then took its case to the
U.S. Supreme Court. To everyone’s
surprise, the Court agreed to take the
case, its first ever dealing with
homosexuality. Even more surpris-
ing, the Supreme Court issued its
short, one-sentence decision on
January 13, 1958 without hearing oral
arguments. That decision not only
overturned the two lower courts, but
the Court expanded the First
Amendment’s free speech and press
freedoms by effectively limiting the
power of the Comstock Act to
interfere with the written word. As a
result, Lesbian and Gay publications
could be mailed without legal reper-
cussions, though many continued to
experience harassment from the
Post Office and U.S. Customs.

Editor Don Slater celebrated
the ONE decision in the February
1958 issue: By winning this decision
ONE Magazine has made not only
history but law as well and has
changed the future for all U. S.
homosexuals. Never before have
homosexuals claimed their right as
citizens. Not even the Berdache, nor
the Greeks, nor the Napoleonic
Code, nor Wolfenden “recommenda-
tions,” nor The American Law Institute
“recommendations” have managed
to mean so much to so many. ONE
Magazine no longer asks for the right
to be heard; it now exercises that
right. It further requires that homo-
sexuals be treated as a proper part
of society free to discuss and
educate and propagandize their
beliefs with no greater limitations
than for any other group. ...The New
York Times has this to say about the
decision: “The court today reversed
a post office ban on a magazine,
One, which deals with homosexuality.

The petition for review filed by the
lawyer, Eric Julber of Los Angeles, had
apparently raised only one question:
was the magazine ‘obscene’ within the
statute banning importation of obscene
matter? The court’s order appeared to
answer: No.”

True to its educational mis-
sion, ONE, Inc founded the One Institute
as an educational arm in 1956. In 1958,
the ONE Institute Quarterly became the
first academic journal on Gay and
Lesbian studies in America. ONE
magazine’s last issue was in 1967
following a very long and acrimonious
split in ONE, Inc.’s governing board.
Today, the ONE National Gay and
Lesbian Archives houses the world’'s
largest research library on Gay, Les-
bian, Bisexual and Transgender his-
tory near the main campus of the
University of Southern California in Los
Angeles.

As of press time, a total of 330

bills, memorials, concurrent resolutions,
joint resolutions and concurrent memori-
als have been submitted by state
legislators, as of press time, with the
potential of more being introduced
before the legislative deadlines (Mon-
day, February 4 for the Arizona Senate
and Monday, February 11 for the
Arizona House).

HB (House Bill) 2002 - employ-
ment discrimination; prohibition. This
proposed legislation would prohibit
discrimination in employment based on
sexual orientation and gender identity in
the entire state.

If approved Arizona would join
13 other states and the District of
Columbia with policies prohibiting both
sexual orientation and gender identity
discrimination in employment: Califor-
nia, Colorado, Connecticut, lowa, lllinois,
Maine, Minnesota, New Jersey, New
Mexico, Oregon, Rhode Island, Ver-
mont, and Washington in the public and
private sector.

However, Hawaii, Maryland,
Massachusetts, Nevada, New Hamp-
shire, New York and Wisconsin have
state laws that prohibit discrimination
based on sexual orientation only.

HB 2002 has been first read and
assigned to the House Judiciary Com-
mittee and then the House Rules
Committee if approved by the Judiciary
Committee.

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G/L Partner Benefit s Would Help
Uncle Sam

WASHINGTON, D.C. - A tsunami of
empty desks is about ready to pound
Uncle Sam. Largely due to baby
boomer retirements, the federal gov-
ernmentis going to lose one-third of its
full-time workforce over the next five
years, according to the nonpartisan
Partnership for Public Service. That's
a staggering 530,000 workers.

In the next two years, Uncle
Sam needs to fill the spots of 23,000
nurses, 3,000 air traffic controllers,
63,000 security or law enforcement
officials — the list goes on and on. If
that weren't challenging enough, Uncle
Sam pays about 23 percent less than
the private sector for comparable
jobs, according to the Federal Salary
Council. Clearly, Uncle Sam can't
afford to alienate talented potential
employees.

And that’s a reality at the heart
of bipartisan congressional legisla-
tion to offer partners of Gay federal
workers the same benefits, including
health insurance, provided to spouses
of married heterosexuals. “Non-fed-
eral employers have told surveyors
that they extend benefits to domestic
partners to boost recruitment and
retain quality employees — as well as
to be fair,” says Senate sponsor Joe
Lieberman, I-Conn. “Government will
always be at a disadvantage in
competing for and retaining highly
qualified personnel if it cannot match
the domestic-partner benefits pro-
grams provided by leading non-
federal employers,” adds Lieberman,
pointing out that most Fortune 500
companies — including the Big Three
automakers, General Electric, I1BM
and AT&T — offer partner benefits.

Lieberman notes that the Gay
former ambassador to Romania quit
the State Department over the lack of
partner benefits. “I have felt com-
pelled to choose between obligations

to my partner — who is my family — and

service to my country. That anyone
should have to make that choiceis ... a
shame for the (department) and our
country,” Lieberman quoted Michael
Guest as saying at his farewell
ceremony.

Even though domestic part-
ner benefits are both fair and a smart
employment practice, Uncle Sam isn't
likely to provide them soon unless
lawmakers hear from Gay and Gay-
friendly people from back home.
Lawmakers need to know the change
isn't expensive: The Congressional
Budget Office estimates partner ben-
efits would increase program costs by
less than one-half of 1 percent.

So Congress need to take
this common-sense step to stop an
inequity that hurts Gay Americans and
Uncle Sam'’s ability to attract workers.
Most of the nation is ready for this
advance. Consider the ABC News-
Washington Post poll released No-
vember 8, 2007 found Americans, by
55 percent to 42 percent, support
“legally recognized civil unions, giving
(homosexual couples) the legal rights
of married couples in areas such as
health insurance, inheritance and
pension coverage.” Back in 2003, just
40 percent favored civil unions. Civil
unions, which of course are much
closer than mere domestic partner
benefits to actual marriage, are popu-
lar with independents — the swing
voting group both parties need: 58

percent favor them. They're em-
braced even more vigorously by
Democrats (66 percent in favor). That
should send a strong signal to the
Democratic-controlled Congress.

Twenty senators — one-fifth
of the Senate — are co-sponsoring
the legislation. They include both
front-runners in the Democratic presi-
dential race, Hillary Clinton and
Barack Obama. Meanwhile, Rep.
Tammy Baldwin, the Lesbian Demo-
crat from Wisconsin, introduced the
bill on the House side.

Empty desks need filling.
And Uncle Sam needs Congress to
lend him a hand by providing partner
benefits.

Petition Drive To Re-
peal Calif. Bully Law
Fails, Legal Threat

Continues

SACRAMENTO, California (Observer
Update) - A conservative Christian
group has failed to collect enough
signatures to force a vote to repeal a
California law protecting students from
discrimination, harassment and bullying
in publicly-funded schools, 365Gay.com
reported. But a legal challenge to the
law is still before the courts.

Save Our Kids, the organization
that spearheaded the referendum effort
says it collected over 350,000 sigha-
tures to overturn the law - far short of the
required 434,000 signatures that had to
be turned in on Friday. The Student Civil
Rights Act, passed and signed into law
by Gov. Arnold Schwarzenegger last
year, mandates that teachers and
school administrators fully understand
their responsibilities to protect LGBT
youth.

Various California laws have
prohibited discrimination in public edu-
cation on the basis of sexual orientation,
gender, religion, race, disability and
gender for a number of years. But in
some instances school administrators
have been unclear about all the laws
and what they need to do to fight bullying.
The Student Civil Rights Act updated the
existing Education Code to bring all the
discrimination laws under one section.

Opponents of the law have
claimed it will force schools to “promote
homosexuality” and to “persecute Chris-
tians who oppose homosexuality”. “Op-
ponents of SB 777 have been spreading
misinformation and outright lies for
months, and whether they actually
collected 350,000 signatures, we will
never know,” said Equality California
Executive Director Geoff Kors. “What is
clear is that they failed. Despite their
vicious attack, Californians stood with us
and said ‘no’ to turning back the clock on
civil rights and protecting all youth from
discrimination in our schools.”

While the voter initiative to
repeal the law has failed, a lawsuit
brought by another conservative Chris-
tian group remains before the courts. Ina
lawsuit against the state of California
fled in November in San Diego,
Advocates for Faith and Freedom and
the Alliance Defense Fund claim por-
tions of the legislation - particularly those
covering “gender identity” - are unconsti-
tutionally vague and violate student

privacy.

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What We Mean When We
Say ‘Chang e’

One of my favorite headlines
coming out of this primary season was
on a Seattle Times editorial: “Change’
Leads Early in the Race.” And it's true
that change is on the tip of everyone’s
tongue — from voters to candidates of
all political stripes, each trying to prove
that he or she is the one who will offer a
new vision for America, the one who will
bring about real change.

But what exactly does change
mean? That often depends on who is
speaking the word, but one fact is
undeniable: The next chief executive
will have the opportunity to preside
over, and hopefully champion, big
changes for LGBT people and those
with HIV. In this spirit, | thought | would
begin the New Year by outlining a few
examples of what real change might
look like for our communities in the
years ahead.

We would have an inclusive
Employment Nondiscrimination law.
Last year's big disappointment was
Congress'’s failure to enact an employ-
ment nondiscrimination law. Adding
insult to injury, the House removed
protections for Transgender people in
the bill it eventually passed. Real
change would give us a law that
Lambda Legal could use to protect all
LGBT people across the country from
workplace discrimination.

“Don’t Ask, Don't Tell” would
end. With lawsuits currently challeng-
ing the policy and more Gay and
Leshian servicemembers speaking
out against it every day, there is no
guestion that “Don’t Ask, Don't Tell” is
losing ground, even in Congress. |
recently talked to Col. Grethe
Cammemeyer — Lambda Legal had
challenged the military’s previous anti-
Gay policy on her behalf and won —
and she talked about the tragedy of
making people choose between living
honestly and serving their country. This
is a choice no one should have to
make.

We would change the
government’s discriminatory HIV poli-
cies. More than four years ago,
Lambda Legal filed a case on behalf of
Lorenzo Taylor who, though he was
more than qualified, was denied em-
ployment by the U.S. Foreign Service
because he has HIV. The State
Department under the current adminis-
tration has stubbornly refused to change
this discriminatory policy, and we are
setto goto trial later this winter. Federal
law prohibits the government from
discriminating against people with
disabilities, including HIV — and the
government, if anyone, must comply
with federal law. Similarly, discrimina-
tory immigration policies targeting
people with HIV must end.

Hate crimes protections would
give young people across America
safer schools and shield all of us from
anti-Gay violence. The defeat of last
year’s hate crimes bill — named after
Matthew Shepherd, the Gay Wyoming
college student who was beaten to
death in 1998 — marked another
Congressional failure. While the bill
was not directly aimed at students, it
would have strengthened protections
for them by making discrimination
based on sexual orientation, gender
and disabilites a federal crime. We
are currently litigating two cases (in
New Jersey and California) on behalf of
Gay students who were harassed in

school. Students deserve to attend
school without fearing violence and
harassment because they are Gay —
real change would bring protections
to help make this happen.

Marriage equality would be a
reality. I've said it before and I'll say it
again: LGBT people will not be truly
equal until those same-sex couples
who want to have the right to marry.
This is beyond marriage. It is simply
about being treated fairly under law.
Real change would pave the way for
marriage equality in every state.

When people speak about
change, they often quote Gandhi, who
said, “You must be the change you
wish to see in the world.” | like this
because it gives each of us the
chance to do our own small part to
change the world we live in. And this is
something we can hold on to regard-
less of who wins the next presidential
election.

Florida Anti-G/L
Amendment In
Trouble

MIAMI, Florida (Observer Update) -
Backers of a proposed amendment
to bar same-sex marriage in Florida
are scrambling to find 20,000 signa-
tures to g@et the measure on
November’'s ballot after the Secre-
tary of State announced Monday,
January 14, that a counting mistake
put them well short of the required
611,000 signatures needed.

Last month the Secretary of
State’s office said that
Florida4Marriage collected 612,192
names, a thousand more than was
required. Then questions arose
about the state’s electronic voter
system and it was determined the
system was miscounting petition
signatures. Petition drives must sub-
mit signatures to counties which then
verify, tabulate and send the totals
electronically to Tallahassee.

Secretary of State Kurt
Browning ordered counties to
retabulate the results and send the
results using paper forms to his
office. Browning announced there
had been a massive error in Dade
County. Browning, said the new
count showed that election officials
in  Miami-Dade had “double-
counted” some 27,000 paper peti-
tions. With two weeks until the
deadline for submitting signatures it
is unclear if FloridadMarriage will be
able to make up the 20,000 name
shortfall. The amendment says,
“Inasmuch as marriage is the legal
union of only one man and one
woman, no other legal union that is
treated as marriage or the substan-
tial equivalent thereof shall be valid
or recognized.”

Florida4Marriage attempted
to have the measure placed on the
2006 ballot but fell short of the
required number of signatures. Un-
der Florida law Florida4Marriage,
was allowed to continue to add
names to the petition in a bid to get it
on the 2008 ballot. Last year it was
discovered that the state GOP was
bankrolling Florida4Marriage. An
investigation by the St. Petersburg
Times into funding for the
Florida4Marriage has found that of

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MONTPELIER, Vermont (Observer Up-
date) - For many who lived through
Vermont’s not-so-civil debate over civil
unions, the memories remain painfully
fresh: hate mail, threatening telephone
messages, tense public meetings, re-
ported the Associated Press on
365Gay.com. This time around, as the
state weighs whether to legalize Gay
marriage, the debate is noticeably tamer
with little of the vitriol and recrimination that
surrounded its groundbreaking 2000 deci-
sion to legally recognize Gay and Lesbian
couples.

It's early: Lawmakers say they're
unlikely to push for a vote this year on
pending legislation that would legalize
Gay marriage, although a state-appointed
panel has been gathering public input and
is due to report to the Legislature in April.
Although that absence of an impending
vote may be what’'s keeping things civil,
people involved in the debate have
noticed a change in atmosphere. “It's a
very different tenor,” said Beth Robinson,
chairwoman of the Vermont Freedom to
Marry Task Force, which supports Gay
marriage. “People have had an opportu-
nity to come to terms. Vermonters have
had eight years to see the two guys next
door, or the two women down the street
who have a legally recognized relation-
ship under the civil unions law.”

On December 20, 1999, the Ver-
mont Supreme Court ruled that barring
same-sex unions was unconstitutional
and ordered the Legislature to come up
with a law accommodating them. That
triggered a yearlong battle in which a state
that prides itself on tolerance seemed to
lack it. Supporters and opponents alike
streamed into Montpelier to rally and
lobby lawmakers. When the law took
effect July 1, 2000, it didn’t quell the
controversy or the fallout. It became a
central issue in that year's elections and
17 incumbents who voted in favor lost their
seats. “It was quite rancorous,” said
Stephen Cable, founder of Vermont Re-
newal, which opposed civil unions then
and opposes Gay marriage now. “l have a
box of hate mail you can’timagine. We got
dried feces and used condoms in the mail.
We had people stalking our vice presi-
dent, who had an armed guard at her
house for three weeks, 24/7,” Cable said.
“It was a time unlike anything since the
Vietnam War era, when you had the sense
that the whole world around you was
divided,” said David Moats, author of “Civil
Wars: A Battle For Gay Marriage,” a book
about Vermont’s civil unions controversy.

An Associated Press exit poll of
voters that November found the state split
49 percent to 49 percent on whether civil
unions were a good idea. Four years later,
the poll asked voters to choose between
three options for recognition of same-sex
unions: full marriage, civil unions or no
recognition. Forty percent said they sup-
ported marriage, 37 percent civil unions
and 21 percent neither. Other states
followed Vermont's lead. Connecticut,
New Jersey and New Hampshire have
endorsed civil unions and California and
Washington have enacted domestic part-
ner laws. Only Massachusetts permits
Gay marriage. Last summer, the Legisla-
ture appointed an 11-member Vermont
Commission on Family Recognition and
Protection to explore the idea of Gay
marriage and hear how Vermonters feel
about it. The panel, which opponents say
is stacked with Gay marriage supporters
and have boycotted, has held seven
hearings and has three more scheduled.

The hearings have generated
plenty of input, but no name-calling or
personal attacks. James LaPierre, who
has a civil union partner and two children,
saw the contrast firsthand. He went to a
2000 meeting on civil unions intending to

get up and speak, but he was
intimidated by the atmosphere and
kept quiet. “People would stand up
and go to the microphone and there
was jeering and catcalling,” said
LaPierre, 43, anurse from Burlington.
“It was hateful, and scary.” Last
month, LaPierre wentto a hearing by
the Commission on Family Recog-
nition. This time, the gathering was
“supportive” and he got up and
spoke. But it had fewer people -
about 100, by his count, compared
with about 500 at the 2000 event.
“Instead of a hateful, unruly, mob-
like meeting, it was civil and
organized. There was representa-
tion of the other side, but only two or
three people,” he said.

Opponents believe the
change in tone may have more to
do with their boycott - and the lack of
impending action - than acceptance
of Gay marriage. “If they'd an-
nounced they were going to move
on it this year and these hearings
were on a bill we intend to have a
vote on this year, you'd be seeing a
much different scenario,” said Rev.
Craig Bensen, president of Take It
To The People, which promotes
traditional marriage. Thomas Little,
chairman of the House Judiciary
Committee in 2000 and now the chair
of Commission on Family Recogni-
tion, acknowledges that some Gay
marriage opponents are staying on
the sidelines - for now. “Most people
don’t expect the Legislature to take
any action in 2008, and opponents,
therefore, are keeping their powder
dry until some point in the future,
when it's more likely to become a
legislative debate,” he said.

NH Civil Unions

Provmg P opular
CONCORD, New Hampshire (Ob-
server Update) - In the two weeks
that New Hampshire’s civil unions
law has been in effect more than 100
same-sex couples have taken ad-
vantage of it, 365Gay.com reported.
The legislation went into effect on
New Year's Day and was marked
by a mass ceremony for 37 couples
on the plaza of the New Hampshire
Statehouse. Another 56 were united
the same day in towns across the
state. The additional unions have
taken place since January 1.

Although the law went into
effect on New Year's Day couples
could begin filling out applications
on December 10. Since then 183
civil unions licenses have been
issued. The licenses are valid for 90
days. That would mean about half
the couples who have applied for
licenses have so far been united.
LGBT activists in the state say many
couples are waiting for the hoopla to
die down and speculate many of
those holding off on their ceremo-
nies will be united on Valentine’'s
Day.

State records show that the
vast majority of couples who ap-
plied for licenses are from New
Hampshire, although they are avail-
able to couples from outside the
state. Gov. John Lynch signed the
legislation last May making New
Hampshire the state fourth to grant
civil unions after New Jersey, Con-
necticut and Vermont. Neighboring
Massachusetts in 2004 became the
only state to allow Gay marriage.
Couples entering civil unions will
have the same state rights, respon-
sibilities and obligations as married
couples. But the federal Defense of
Marriage Act bars them from any
federal rights. Same-sex unions
from other states also would be
recognized if they were legal in the

state where they were performed.

BOSTON, Massachusetts (Observer
Update) - Aspiring Boston lawyer
Stephen Dunne, once on a drive
against same-sex marriage rights as
a result of narrowly failing the Massa-
chusetts bar exam last year, has
publicly apologized to the Gay com-
munity for his actions, pageoneg.com
reported.

On religious grounds, Dunne
skipped a thirty-point question on the
exam that specifically mentioned a
married Lesbian couple, leaving him
with a score of 268.866, with 270.0
required to pass. He then filed a
federal lawsuit against the state,
representing himself, seeking $9.75
million in damages. The suit, which
also challenged the constitutionality
of same-sex marriage, recognized in
Massachusetts since 2003, called the

question part of a push of “Secular
Humanism’s homosexual agenda.”
The suit was discontinued in Septem-
ber.

“I am deeply sorry for the hurt
that | have caused the Gay commu-
nity,” Dunne writes in a letter to LGBT
publication Bay Windows. An Irish
immigrant, Dunne says he began to
see parallels between discrimination
Gays face today and that which Irish
Americans have faced in the past.
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Craig Contin ues Minnesota
Legal Appeal

MINNEAPOLIS, Minnesota (Observer
Update) - Seeking to have his guilty
plea in a bathroom sex sting erased,
the attorneys for Sen. Larry Craig of
Idaho argue in a new court filing that
the underlying act wasn’t criminal
because it didn’t involve multiple
victims, advocate.com reported.

An appeals brief filed Tues-
day (January 8) contends that
Minnesota’s disorderly conduct law
“requires that the conduct at issue
have a tendency to alarm or anger
‘others™
nature of the term. Craig’s brief goes
on to cite other convictions that were
overturned because the multiple-
victim test wasn’'t met. His lawyers
apply the same logic to his case.

The Republican senator
pleaded guilty in August after his
arrest two months earlier at the
Minneapolis airport. It was part of a
broader undercover push targeting
men soliciting sex in public restrooms.

Besides attacking the law he
was prosecuted under, Craig’'s legal
team argues that the hand signal
allegedly used to communicate a
desire to engage in sexual conduct
would be constitutionally protected
speech. They also say the plea is
technically flawed because it lacked a
judicial signature. Patrick Hogan, a
spokesman for the Metropolitan Air-
ports Commission, which oversees the
Minneapolis airport and which brought
the charges, said he was confident the
guilty plea will stand. “Facts are
resilient, and Senator Craig's contin-
ued, transparent efforts to escape them
don’t change the truth of his behavior in
an airport restroom or the fact that he
admitted guilt last August,” Hogan
said.

Prosecutors have 45 days to
respond, and then the case will be
scheduled for oral arguments. Once
heard, a ruling is required within 90
days.

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Golden Globes S tagger Forward

HOLLYWOOD, California (Observer
Update) - Unlike a crippling writers
strike that has dragged on for
months, Hollywood’s first big awards
show was over in a flash, with no key
winners, no stars in sight and no real
fun for fans of show business glitz,
reported the Associated Press on
365Gay.com.

The Golden Globes on Sun-
day (January 13) honored such films
as the tragic romance “Atonement,”
the crime saga “No Country for Old
Men,” and the bloody musical
“Sweeney Todd: The Demon Barber
of Fleet Street.” Yet no one film
gained critical momentum that might
set it ahead of the pack for the
Academy Awards on Feb. 24, and a
compressed Globes show high-
lighted what a joyless awards sea-
son this is for Hollywood.

The two-month-old strike by
the Writers Guild of America scuttled
the big celebrity bash at the 65th
annual Globes, which were replaced
by a bizarre and speedy news
conference to announce recipients,
without any winners around to gush
their thanks. The guild, on strike
since Nov. 5, had planned pickets
outside the show if organizers tried to
move ahead with their usual tele-
vised ceremony. With nominees and
other stars refusing to cross picket
lines, Globe planners had to scrap
their glossy show and hope for better
timesin 2009.

Along with “Sweeney Todd,”
three other films received two prizes,

with the tragic romance “Atonement”
winning the top honor for best drama,
plus the Globe for musical score. The
crime saga “No Country for Old Men”
came away with the screenplay
award for writer-directors Ethan and
Joen Coen and the supporting-actor
Globe for Javier Bardem, who offers
a chilling performance as a Killer
tracking a fortune in wayward drug
money. The other double winner was
“The Diving Bell and the Butterfly,”
which received the directing prize for
Julian Schnabel and the foreign-
language film honor.

Coming into the evening, the
awards season was blurry enough,
lacking any of the front-runners that
usually emerge in key categories.
The Globes did virtually nothing to
sort out the Oscar picture, with the
main prizes up for grabs among
“Atonement,” “No Country for Old
Men” and other critical favorites such
as “There Will Be Blood” and
“Michael Clayton.” A historical epic
set in California’s oil-boom days of
the early 20th century, “There Will Be
Blood” earned Daniel Day-Lewis the
Globe for dramatic actor.

Other winners included
Marion Cotillard, best musical or
comedy actress for the Edith Piaf
saga “La Vie En Rose”; Julie Christie,
best dramatic actress for the
Alzheimer’'s drama “Away From Her”;
Pearl Jam’'s Eddie Vedder, best
original song for “Guaranteed,” from
Sean Penn’s road drama “Into the
Wild”; and the rodent tale “Ratatouille,”
best animated film.

Kennith H. Burns, Leader Of The
Mattachine Society Dead at 81

BURBANK, California - Kennith H.
Burns, an early leader of the
Mattachine Society, one of the
country’s first gay rights organiza-
tions, died December 16, 2007 at
Providence St. Joseph Medical Cen-
ter in Burbank. He was 81, reported
the Los Angeles Times. The cause
was lung failure, according to a
friend, Dale Olson.

Burns was a founding mem-
ber of the Mattachine Society, which
was founded in Los Angeles in 1950
by activist Harry Hay and others. In
1953, when McCarthyism was
strengthening its grip on the national
consciousness, Hay and other
Mattachine leaders with communist
ties were ousted and Burns assumed
a prominent role in the organization.
The society moved in a more
conservative direction during Burns’
tenure as Mattachine presidentin the
mid- to late 1950s. Along with other
Mattachine leaders, including Harold
Call and Don Lucas, he urged
members to temper their public
image and assimilate into society.
“We must blame ourselves for much
of our plight,” Burns said during this
period. “When will homosexuals ever
realize that social reform, in order to
be effective, must be preceded by
personal reform?”

Born January 21, 1926, in
Santa Ana, Burns grew up in Long
Beach. He briefly attended USC
before joining the Army and serving
in the medical corps during World
War Il. After the war, he returned to
USC to study international relations.
Instead of pursuing a career in
diplomacy, he went to work for the
Carnation Co. in Los Angeles as a
safety engineer, eventually rising to
the post of safety director. He retired
from the company in the 1980s. After
stepping down from his duties as
head of the Mattachine Society in

1959, he remained active in the gay
and lesbian community and was
honored for his contributions by the
Los Angeles Gay and Leshian Center
and the Gay and Lesbian Alliance
Against Defamation.
