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Equality Arizona Announces Arizona Republican Legislators
2008 Legislative Priorities

State Senator Paula Aboud

PHOENIX (Observer Update) - At a
press conference on the House of
Representatives Lawn at the Arizona
State Capitol in Phoenix on Monday,
February 11, Equality Arizona Execu-
tive Director Barbara McCullough-
Jones and Public Affairs Director Sam
Holdren announced the organization’s
pro-equality, pro-family legislative pri-
orities.

Eight bills sponsored by sev-
eral legislators have been introduced
in this year’'s session of the Arizona
Legislature. As a whole, according to
Equality Arizona, they represent the
diverse needs of Arizona’s Lesbian,
Gay, Bisexual and Transgender com-
munity.

“These various bills demon-
strate the many ways that Lesbian,
Gay, Bisexual and Transgender
people, their children and their fami-
lies experience discrimination on a
daily basis,” said McCullough-Jones.
“These bills also offer real solutions to
real problems. They also express the
values that the people of Arizona
share: that all people and all families

should be afforded equal protection
and the human dignity of all people
and all families should be respected,
regardless of sexual orientation or
gender identity or expression.

The pro-equality and pro-
family bills that have been introduced
include:

HB 2775 (Bill of Rights for
Children and Youth in Foster Care),
which would provide protections for
children and youth in the care of the
state’s foster care system.

SB 1371 and HB 2743 (Do-
mestic Partner Registry and Rights),
which would allow same- and oppo-
site-sex couples to register as do-
mestic partners and receive all the
same state rights and responsibili-
ties afforded to married couples.

To keep up with the times,
Arizona should support equal rights
among all of its residents by extend-
ing marriage benefits to same-sex
couples, state Senator Paula Aboud
said at the press conference. “This is
not stepping on anybody,” said
Aboud, D-Tucson, in an interview.
“This is a civil rights issue.”

Aboud said it's time for
policy to catch up with 21st-century
society and recognize rights of
same-sex couples and also of het-
erosexual couples who choose to
live together but not marry. Aboud is a
sponsor of SB 1371, which hasn’t
received a hearing date.

SB 1416 and HB 2712 (Civil
Rights Protections), which would add
protections based on sexual orienta-

tion and gender identity or expres-

Arizona S tate University Chapter
Of GBTS Allied Fraternity
Makes History

TEMPE (Observer Update) - The
Arizona State University (ASU) chap-
ter of Sigma Phi Beta Fraternity, the
nation's leading Gay, Bisexual,
Transgeder and Straight (GBTS)
college fraternity, was awarded the
university’s chapter of the year title at
the annual Greek Life Awards Cer-
emony at the Tempe Mission Palms
on February 5, 2008. Competing
against 24 other fraternities at the one
of the nation’s largest university,
Sigma Phi Beta came out on top.

To qualify for the award,
Sigma Phi Beta Fraternity received
the highest score in a variety of
categories, including: community ser-
vice, risk management, chapter man-
agement, academic excellence, mem-
ber development, and campus/com-
munity involvement. Sigma Phi Beta
Fraternity is likely the first Gay and
allied fraternity ever to be recognized
with such a prestigious award by a
university. Over the past several
years, members of the fraternity have
served in leadership positions on the
university’s Interfraternity Council

board and other philanthropic com-
mittees.

“Receiving this award
speaks volumes about the type of
change that Sigma Phi Beta Frater-
nity is creating in the lives of Gay and
allied youth, and in the hearts and
minds of their traditionally-conserva-
tive peers,” said Steven Tran, the
ASU fraternity’s Transgender chap-
ter president.

Sam Holdren, the fraternity’s
national president and chairman and
one of the founders, added, “It is the
perseverance and dedication of the
members of Sigma Phi Beta Frater-
nity that won this award tonight. Itis
that same level of commitment we
are carrying with us to create the
same type of change on college
campuses across the nation.”

Sigma Phi Beta Fraternity, a
501(c)7 nonprofit corporation head-
quartered in Tempe, Arizona, is a

Push G/L Marriage Ban

PHOENIX (Observer Update) - On
Monday, February 11, legislation was
introduced to place before the voters on
the November general election ballot a
measure to amend the Arizona Constitu-
tion to ban governmental and legal
recognition of same-sex marriage.

SCR (Senate Concurrent Reso-
lution) 1038 is sponsored by sixteen
state Senators, all Republicans, includ-
ing Senate President Tim Bee of
Tucson and the House companion
measure, HCR (House Concurrent Reso-
lution) 2065 is sponsored by 31 House
Republicans, including House Speaker
Jim Weiers of Phoenix and one Demo-
crat.

For Concurrent Resolutions,
both chambers would have to approve
the measure in a vote for it to be
included on the November ballot in this
presidential election year.

Under the proposed amend-
ment, “only a union of one man and one
woman shall be valid or recognized as a
marriage in this state.” As of press time,
neither bill had been first read and
assigned to a committee for hearings.

Both proposals comes after
Arizona voters narrowly rejected Propo-
sition 107 in November 2006.

Proposition 107 included the
same definition but also contained
wording that was interpreted as prohibit-
ing government recognition of civil
unions or domestic partnerships. Seven
other states approved amendments that
day. Arizona Together and No on 107,
the primary opposition, focused much of
their campaign on the additional word-

ing.

“When Arizona voters defeated
Proposition 107 in 2006, they sent a
strong message that the people of
Arizona do not want to write discrimina-
tion into the constitution of this state.
Arizonans overwhelmingly support
equality. This renewed effort to place
another anti-equality amendment on the
ballot is an attempt by a small group of
extremists to write their personal beliefs
into the state constitution,” said Barbara
McCullough-Jones, Executive Director
of Equality Arizona.

“At a time when the state is
dealing with a budget crisis, the Legisla-
ture should be spending its time finding
real solutions to real problems, not
doing the dirty work of an extremist
group. If the anti-Gay industry and their
anti-equality forces want to place an-
other amendment on the ballot, then
they should have to spend their own
time and money, not taxpayer money, to
do so,” McCullough-Jones added.

According to a wire service
stories, a leading backer of both
measures said the new one should be
considered a “consensus measure”
because it is intended solely to bar
recognition of same-sex marriage.

“This amendmentis about bring-
ing Arizonans together on an issue
enjoying widespread agreement - that
marriage is a union of one man and one
woman,” said Cathi Herrod, president of

Arizona Senate President Tim Bee

the Center for Arizona Policy, a
conservative anti-LGBT organization,
in an interview.

Arizona already has a state
law that defines marriage as a union
between a man and a woman, adopted
and signed into existence in 1996
(Arizona Revised Statutes 25-101 and
25-112).

In 2003- 2004, Arizona’'s DOMA
(Defense of Marriage Act) withstood a
court challenge by a Phoenix Gay
couple. That statute was ruled
constitutional in 2003 by the state Court
of Appeals, a decision the Arizona
Supreme Court left untouched in 2004.

But Ron Johnson, who lob-
bies on behalf of the Arizona Catholic
Conference, said in an interview, the
initiative still is necessary. At some
point, a court (or) the Legislature could
overturn our statute,” Johnson said.
“So we want to let the people decide
whether to put this in the constitution.”

State Rep. Kyrsten Sinema, a
Phoenix Democrat who led the oppo-
sition campaign to the 2006 measure,
said in an interview she opposes the
new proposal. “l don’t think it's needed.
| don'’t think it's necessary,” she said.
“We've already had this fight a couple
oftimes.”

Sinema also questioned why
the issue was being raised. However,
many also “didn’t see the need for
putting something in the Constitution
that was already in statute and had
already withstood a court challenge,”
Sinema said.

Herrod said there is no ulterior
motive, such as trying to bring “tradi-
tional-values” backers to the polls
where they also would support like-
minded candidates for state and
federal office. “I really try to avoid
playing those games,” she said in an
interview.

Here we go again — with the
right wing targeting Gay men by
claiming we are bringing on a public
health crisis.

Anti-Gay groups and some
newspapers recently seized upon a
wildly misinterpreted study about
drug-resistant staph infections among
some Gay men in San Francisco to
proclaim a full-blown epidemic. And
they're blaming Gay men for a
disease that has been around for a
long time in the general population
and has no particular leaning toward
any sexual orientation.

Recently | received an email
blast from Matt Barber at Concerned
Women for America — the right-wing
women’s organization that proclaims it
is “concerned with the health and well-
being of all God’s children.” The email
implored Lambda Legal and other
Gay organizations to “publicly con-
demn those specific ‘high-risk behav-
iors,” which this study has concluded
are ‘“responsible for the spread of
MRSA among homosexuals.” (MRSA
or Methicillin-resistant Staphylococ-
cus aureus is the name of the drug-
resistant staph infections.)

One big problem: this was not
the actual result of the study in
guestion. Moreover, the information
directly contradicts information re-
leased by the Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention (CDC). But
once again hate groups have pur-
posefully misinterpreted the data to
fuel irrational fear and hatred of Gay
people. As someone who’'s lived
through the AIDS epidemic, | take
personal offense at their response.
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Hate And Public Health Don’t Mix

And as the head of an organization that
has spent decades fighting to eradi-
cate discrimination against people
with HIV, | believe we have a responsi-
bility to counter their efforts to demon-
ize our communities.

The study in question by the
University of California San Francisco
(UCSF) found that about 1/6 of 1
percent of Gay men in Boston and San
Francisco had contracted MRSA — a
small percentage, but significant in
comparison to the rest of the popula-
tion. For a long time, MRSA has been
commonplace in hospital settings.
Several years ago, public health
officials noticed an increasing number
of MRSA outbreaks outside of hospital
settings. Indeed, before the hysteria
created by the UCSF report, the Center
for Disease Control had published fact
sheets regarding how to prevent
outbreaks of MRSA in the workplace,
in schools and among athletes.

After the UCSF study sur-
faced, the CDC released a statement
explaining the actual facts regarding
MRSA. They clarified that the strain of
MRSA in the study has been seen
before, and that it should be ad-
dressed by the simple prevention
steps recommended for all MRSA,
which include covering wounds, wash-
ing hands, not sharing personal items
such as towels or clothes, and consult-
ing a doctor promptly if you think you
have contracted MRSA.

The CDC's discussion of the
report strikes the proper balance: it
explains why attention should be paid
to this strain of MRSA, especially
among those with weakened immune

systems, while explaining that this
strain is nothing new and can be
prevented in the same way that all
MRSA can.

UCSF issued a statement of
regret about the potentially mislead-
ing information in the report, deploring
the “negative targeting of specific
populations” that occurred in its wake.
This episode taught certain public
health officials a lesson that the LGBT
and HIV communities knew all too
well: The imparting of valuable health
information about our communities
must be done with care to prevent
distortions and targeting by those who
oppose us.

At Lambda Legal, we have
been fighting prejudice and discrimi-
nation against people with HIV for
years, and also fighting for fair and
appropriate health care services. This
year, we added “Health Care Fair-
ness” as a specific priority for our work
because we recognize that bigotry
hurts us in many ways as we seek care
in doctors’ offices and hospitals, or
require fertility or other reproductive
health care.

We've seen this kind of fear
mongering before and we know how
harmful it can be. Hate has no place in
solving a public health problem. Let
the public know the facts — and they
won't fall for the bigotry. And we’ll all be
healthier for it.

Lesbian Mom
Convicted In

Murder Of
Infant Son

NEW YORK CITY - Awoman has been
found guilty of killing her 23-month-old
son. Her partner is already serving a
sentence for her part in the murder,
reported 365Gay.com. Zahira Matos,
23, faces a sentence of 15 years to life
behind bars for the death of Yovany
Tellez who was beaten to death in
September 2004 while being repri-
manded for soiling himself.

Matos’ partner, Carmen Molina,
35, is serving a 15 year sentence after
pleading guilty last May. Matos stood
silently, showing no emotion, as the jury
read its verdict. She will be sentenced
next month. Each woman had blamed
the other for the boy’s death. Molina
delivered the fatal blows in a drunken
stupor. Matos waited almost five hours
before calling 911. An autopsy found
the infant suffered broken ribs, a
broken leg and a pulverized liver. He
was bruised extensively over his body
and was covered in feces when found.

In his summation to the jury
Assistant District Attorney Kerry
O’Connell said that Matos was on trial
“for what she did not do.” Matos’ lawyer,
Arthur Friedman, said that he will
appeal the verdict. Her two surviving
children are in the care of their
grandmother.

sion to state civil rights laws pertaining
to housing, employment, and public
accommodations.

SB 1342 and HB 2708 (HIV/
AIDS Prevention Education), which
would repeal an existing state statute
that prohibits schools and educators
from providing medically-accurate
HIV/AIDS prevention education to
Gay and Lesbian students.

SB 1483 and HB 2752
(Amancio Corrales Act), which is
named after a Gay man and gender
performer who was murdered in Yuma
in 2005 in an apparent bias-motivated
attack based on his gender expres-

sion. This bill would add gender
identity or expression to the existing
hate crimes statute to allow law
enforcement officials to prosecute
anti-Transgender and anti-gender
variant crimes as hate crimes.

SM 1004 and HM 2001,
which would urge Congress and the
President to enact the Military
Readiness Enhancement Act, fed-
eral legislation that would end the
discriminatory “don’t ask don't tell”
policy that prohibits Gays and
Leshians from openly serving in the
military and Arizona national guard.

SM 1002 and HM 2002,
which would urge Congress and the
President to enact the Matthew
Shepard Local Law Enforcement
Hate Crimes Prevention Act, federal
legislation that would add gender,
gender identity, sexual orientation
and disability to existing federal
hate crimes statute, granting local
law enforcement agencies addi-
tional resources to combat bias-
motivated crimes.

SM 1003 and HM 2004,
which would urge Congress and the
President to enact the Uniting
American Families Act, federal
legislation that would strengthen
American families by allowing U.S.
citizens and permanent residents to
sponsor their same-sex non-citizen
permanent partners in the same
manner that heterosexual couples
can.

Bill Intended T o Stop Domestic
Partner R egistry P assed
By Utah Sena te Committee

SALT LAKE CITY, UTAH (Observer
Update) - Salt Lake City may have
given a unanimous nod to a domestic
partner registry, but a Senate panel
took a first step toward blocking the
city’s action, after hearing testimony
that the registry is aimed at eroding
the foundation of marriage,
deseretnews.com reported.

The Senate Health and Hu-
man Services Committee voted unani-
mously to send SB267 to the full
Senate for a vote. Key to the debate
was whether or not the city’s registry,
aimed at giving private companies a
way to recognize domestic partner-
ships and granting hospital visitation
rights, violates a state constitutional
ban on same-sex marriage and
domestic unions.

The version of the bill ap-
proved is a substitute version aimed
at keeping in tact Salt Lake’s benefit
program that allows city employees
to choose an adult designee for
benefits, said Sen. Chris Buttars, R-
West Jordan, the bill's sponsor. “We
have never challenged that,” Buttars
said of the existing city program. “It
does not favor or designate a
particular group or class of people.”
However, he said the domestic
partner registry “is nothing more than

an open checkbook” toward future
benefits unique to marriage and that
already “mimics Utah’'s marriage rec-
ognition policy toa T.”

But Salt Lake City Mayor Ralph
Becker and other city officials ques-
tioned whether the bill would nullify both
Salt Lake City policies, even with the
changes. And, they asserted that since
the domestic partner registry is mod-
eled after the city benefit provisions,
that both fall well within state law. “We
want to make it clear to those (compa-
nies) looking for some formal recogni-
tion of that relationship, that domestic
relationship exists,” Becker said, add-
ing that while the legislature does have
the right to override the city, “that would
be a big mistake. Salt Lake City has a
population that wants passage of a
domestic partner registry.”

Sen. Scott McCoy, D-Salt Lake,
who had sharp questions about whether
or not a family pass to the city ice rink
would be prohibited, was absent for the
vote because he was presenting a bill
before another committee. After the
hearing, he said when the bill comes
before the full Senate, “I would just ask
them to judge each piece of legislation
onits merits ... rather than engage in the
paranoid idea there is some sort of
grand conspiracy under foot.”

DENVER, Colorado (Observer Up-
date) - Rev. Ted Haggard who was
outed by a former male prostitute and
subsequently fired from the Colorado
Springs mega-church he founded has
terminated the “recovery program” that
was part of his departure from New Life
Church even though the church says it
is premature for him to leave, reported
365Gay.com.

Little has been said about the
substance of the program. Some Gay
activists have suggested it is akin to
programs in the so-called ex-Gay
movement. An outspoken critic of
homosexuality Haggard was outed in
2006 by former hustler Mike Jones in
the days leading up to a vote in
Colorado to amend the state constitu-

tion to ban same-sex marriage. The
story broke when Jones brought tapes of
conversations with Haggard to Denver
TV station KUSA. Jones told the station
that he had a long term pay for ex
relationship with Haggard and had
helped the pastor buy crystal meth. After
first denying the affair and drug purchase
Haggard admitted both. He was subse-
quently fired by the church and forced to
resign as president of the National
Association of Evangelicals, a position
which had given him unbridled access to
the White House.

Haggard was placed under an
oversight committee of outside pastors
and lay people who ran the “recovery
program”. Haggard is now a member of
First Assembly of God in Phoenix. It's
pastor, Rev. Tommy Barnett, is oversee-
ing an “accountability relationship” New
Life said in a media statement this week.
But the terms of the “relationship” were not
revealed. It is not known why Haggard
ended the “recovery program” and he
has not commented. New Life in an-
nouncing Haggard had ended his partici-
pation in the program said the fallen
pastor should not be allowed to return to
the ministry. “New Life recognizes the
process of restoring Ted Haggard is
incomplete and maintains its original
stance that he should not return to
vocational ministry. However, we wish
him and his family only success in the
future,” the statement said.

NEW YORK CITY - A new online travel
information and social networking
portal - called Gaypedia - has launched
and hopes to become the largest
database of destinations, venues and
events specifically designed for Gay
and Lesbian travelers.

It's a user-generated and
editorially produced travel information
site that allows users to search for
venues and events in a given location
during specified dates. Visitors who
sign up for membership can also add
content, upload photos and videos,
and post about events and vacations
which can be shared with Gaypedia
members. The site celebrated it's
launch by giving a lucky couple a
romantic two-night stay in Dublin,
Ireland.

“The Gay world changes so
quickly that we were finding informa-
tion in travel guides to be constantly
out-of-date or inaccurate,” explains
Gaypedia’s Ryan Haynes. “With such
a large international Gay community
and pride festivals getting bigger and
bigger we designed a site where
Gays and Lesbians can find every-
thing in one place.”

While the Gaypedia team will
continue to add content, members can
share their knowledge on the site.
Venue owners and managers will also
have special privileges to update and
add relevant information about their
property including event details.
Gaypedia.com launches with over 45
destinations, 1,500 venues and nearly
100 events worldwide; its fully inte-
grated mapping service identifies
where all venues and events are within
a chosen city.

Haynes says, “It was essen-
tial we included a section detailing
legislation and equality for homosexu-
als in each destination, many coun-
tries still discriminate against us
however there is often a strong
underground Gay scene. Gaypedia
will give travelers the insider informa-
tion.”

The portal also provides the
current top five destinations, venues
and events; review, rating and blogging
capabilities; member profiling and
social networking tools including chat;
and a unique Gay Googling tool.

Lutherans
Prepare Sexuality
Statement

CHICAGO, lllinois (Observer Update) -
The Evangelical Lutheran Church in
America will soon release a draft of its
social statement on human sexuality,
including proposed teaching on Gay
relationships, reported 365Gay.com.

The document “Free in Christ to
Serve the Neighbor: Lutherans Talk
about Human Sexuality” is scheduled to
be made public on March 13 by the
Task Force for ELCA Studies on
Sexuality. Like many other Protestant
groups, the ELCA has been struggling
for decades to reconcile different views
of what the Bible says about same-
gender relationships.

Current church standards re-
quire clergy to “abstain from homo-
sexual sexual relationships.” But last
year the Churchwide Assembly adopted
a resolution that “urges and encour-
ages” bishops to refrain from disciplin-
ing clergy in “faithful, committed” same-
sex relationships. The task force has
been working on the issue for years.
The final version of the document is
expected to be on the agenda for the
next Churchwide Assembly, August 7-
13, 2009, in Minneapolis. With about 4.8
million members, the ELCA is the largest
Lutheran group in the United States. The
2.5 million-member Lutheran Church-
Missouri Synod, based in St. Louis,
believes the Bible is literally true and
does not ordain Gays.

Where Is The Gay Jesse Jackson?

As the nail biter of a presiden-
tial race becomes more uncertain, the
only thing guaranteed is a good cry on
Inauguration Day. Electing our first
woman or black president will bring
sobs of joy, just as the election of a
Republican will usher in wallowing
walils of woe.

However, there is one more
issue that is worthy of tears, and that is
how few Americans could imagine a
Gay President of the United States. At
the age of 37, if | proclaimed that one
day | would run for president, people
would offer patronizing or quizzical
looks, before they suggested a ran-
dom drug test. They would say, “We
won't see a Gay president in your
lifetime.”

However, if John McCain wins
the prize he will be inaugurated at the
age of 71.

| could count on 34 more years of
social change, which may be enough
time for a Gay or Lesbian American to
be a viable presidential candidate.

If this sounds implausible,
consider that it was 34 years ago that
homosexuality was removed from the
American Psychiatric Association’s
list of mental disorders. The APA
decision was only four years after the
Stonewall riots. Since this time, we
have lived though AIDS, passed a
multitude of Gay rights laws, have had
openly Gay members of Congress
and witnessed same-sex marriage
become a reality in Massachusetts.

Clearly, it is not inconceivable
that in 34 years - 2042 - a Gay person
could theoretically become president.
It is likely that our Barack Obama is
now in grade school. This gifted Gay
individual will be charismatic and able
to appeal to mainstream Americans to
win the greatest prize in politics.

The question is, how are those
of us who don't have a snowball’s
chance in hell of becoming president,
paving the way for this young man or
woman to achieve his or her dreams?

In order for our Obama to fulfill
his or her potential, it is essential that

the GLBT movement runs serious
presidential candidates in the next
election cycle. That's right, “candi-
dates” in the plural — meaning we run a
Democrat and a Republican.

The Democrat would play the
role of Jesse Jackson — a trailblazer
that will lose badly, but earn respect
and lay the groundwork for the future.
This sacrificial lamb will be known as
“the Gay candidate,” so when our Gay
Obama is finally ready — he or she can
transcend sexual orientation and win —
or lose — on the merits.

It is also crucial we run a
credible Republican, in order to articu-
late the case for Gay rights in front of
conservative audiences. This not only
would make the other candidates
uncomfortable in their Gay bashing, but
this candidate could serve as a role
model.

But in the future, this
is unacceptable and we ought to aim for
fair representation in the next election
cycle.

The bottom line is, that until we
first have our Jesse Jackson, we will
never have our Barack Obama. Just
having an openly Gay person on-stage
allows young people to dream and
imagine a world of unlimited possibili-
ties.

The GLBT political groups
ought to make it a priority to find the best
Republican and Democratic candi-
dates to run next time around. Aside
from the historical aspect, it would be
amazing publicity. Each time a Gay
candidate walked on-stage to debate,
it would be worth millions of dollars of
free advertising for the GLBT move-
ment. | can’t think of a better investment
and use of our advocacy dollars.

There are three hundred mil-
lion people in America, so no on can
credibly argue that we can’t find at least
one Gay or Lesbian person up to the
task. After all, you can’'t convince me
that Rep. Barney Frank or former
Human Rights Campaign leader Eliza-
beth Birch can't do a better job than
Gary Bauer or Alan Keyes.

One stereotype is that Gay
people like theatre - so it is past time we
come out from behind the curtain. By
playing supporting on-stage roles in
the next presidential election, our
leaders can set the stage for our
leading man or woman in the future.

When A Bee and ‘Turd Blossom’ Met

At a fund raising event for the
Pima County Republican (GOP) Party,
on January 23, a momentous event
happened when a Bee and a “Turd
Blossom” met.

Karl “Turd Blossom” Rove met
with Arizona Senate President Tim
Bee, R-Tucson and gave some advice
to Bee about his upcoming run for
Congress against Democratic incum-
bent Representative, Gabrielle Giffords.

Meanwhile, on the same day,
word went out that the Arizona House
and Senate would be introducing
legislation to put on the November
presidential election ballot, a measure
to add an amendment to the state
constitution defining marriage as be-
tween “one man and one woman.”

SCR 1038 was first out of the
blocks, entitled “marriage,” is spon-
sored by sixteen state Senators, all
Republicans and the prime sponsor is
none other than current Senate Presi-
dent and Congressional candidate,
Tim Bee.

HCR 2065 soon followed, en-
titted “marriage,” and is sponsored by
31 Republicans and one Democrat,
state Representative Jack Brown from
St. John. HCR 2065’s prime sponsor is
Speaker of the House and rumored
Congressional candidate for District 3,
Jim Weiers.

As of press time, neither mea-
sure had been first read but that won't
be the case and there will be a ballot
proposition on the November ballot
dealing with this, thanks to a “Turd
Blossom’s” advice to make Gays and
Leshians a “wedge issue” for political
gain.

To Lq BTs, Dies

WASHINGTON, D.C. - Rep. Tom
Lantos (D-Calif.), the only survivor of
the Holocaust to serve in Congress
and the founder of the Congressional
Human Rights Caucus, died Monday
(February 11) in Maryland of cancer of
the esophagus. He was 80 years old,
reported advocate.com. Lantos was
a congressional ally for LGBT voters,
as he voted against a measure that
would have amended the U.S. Consti-
tution to ban same-sex marriage and
even stumped for marriage equality
for Gay and Lesbian couples. He also
campaigned to allow adoption for
LGBT couples and supported hate-
crimes legislation and antidiscrimina-
tion employment protections.

Human Rights Campaign
president Joe Solmonese released a
statement following the
congressman’s death at the National
Naval Medical Center in Bethesda,
Md. “Congressman Lantos will be
remembered as a tremendous advo-
cate for all people, including the Gay,
Lesbian, Bisexual, and Transgender
community,” he said. “As the only
survivor of the Holocaust to serve in
Congress, he had a deep understand-
ing of the consequences of hatred and
discrimination.”

Lantos was the chair of the
Foreign Affairs Committee. He was
born in Budapest in 1928 and was 16
when the Nazis occupied Hungary. He
was sent to a labor camp and
escaped twice, eventually going to a
safe house run by Swedish diplomat
Raoul Wallenberg, according to the
San Jose Mercury News. Lantos
eventually came to the United States in
1947 on a scholarship to study
economics. He taught at San Fran-
cisco State University before winning a
congressional seat in 1980.

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Challenging The S tatus Quo:
Creating Change T urns 20

DETROIT, Michigan (Observer Up-
date) - With attendees that included
homeless youth, LGBT and straight
elders, civil rights leader Julian Bond
and New Hampshire Episcopal Bishop
Gene Robinson, the National Confer-
ence on LGBT Equality: Creating
Change celebrated its 20th anniver-
sary, 365Gay.com reported.

At the opening plenary, civil
rights leader Julian Bond said, “Some-
times it is the simplest of acts: sitting at
a lunch counter, going to a new school,
applying for a marriage license, cast-
ing a vote, that can challenge the way
we act, the way we think.”

Bond, who helped integrate
Atlanta’s movie theaters, lunch
counters and parks, said that rights for
Gays and Lesbians are not special
rights in any way. “It isn’t special to be
free from discrimination. That's an
ordinary and universal entittement,” he
added. “That's why when I'm asked,
are Gay rights civil rights, my answer is
always: ‘Of course they are.”™

During the annual event, a
2000-strong mix of university students,
young activists and senior activists
were part of forums aimed at forming
coalitions and acquiring leadership
skills.

There were also workshops
focused on immigration, LGBT Latinos
and the growing senior population,
including one hosted by SAGE (Ser-
vices and Advocacy for GLBT Elders)
that addressed aging with HIV.

“In our churches we have so
much erroneous information on how
you get HIV and how it is transmitted,”
said Rev. James Curry, from Detroit,
during the forum. Rev. Curry — who'’s
affected by the disease and also lost
his own sister Pattie Jean, an intrave-
nous drug user, to the epidemic in 1987
— said that “many churches deliver a
message of hell and damnation. They
have so much erroneous information.”

The Task Force also granted
an award for activism to Mandy Carter
and one for community service to
Barbara Satin to recognize her work as
a Transgender activist in the Minne-
apolis-St. Paul area.

The 73-year-old helped make
possible the ongoing construction of
41 housing units for LGBT seniors
above the Minnesota church “City of
the Lakes” and she’s also a member of
the executive council of the United
Church of Christ, the first Transgender
woman to hold such a high title in that
denomination.

Matt Foreman also delivered
his last speech as executive director of
the Task Force, highlighting that the
percentage of the U.S. population
protected from discrimination on the
basis of sexual orientation has risen
from zero in 1970 to 52 percent now.

Foreman and Satin also talked
about ENDA (the Employment Non-
Discrimination Act) and stressed the
need to continue the fight for a bill that
will not exclude gender identity.

During the Foreman accused
“our friends” (members of the LGBT
coalition to pass ENDA) for doing the
“enemies’ dirty work for them” by taking
out gender identity protections before
that part of the bill was even put on the

floor by anyone in Congress last
year.

Foreman asked the audi-
ence, “Is something wrong with that?
You bet! If we want to pass an
inclusive ENDA we need to do it
together.”

Creating change was held at
the Marriot Hotel in downtown Detroit
and the plenaries were hosted by
comedic political commentator Kate
Clinton, who hilariously took on radio
talk show host Rush Limbaugh and
President Bush among others.

Gay Adverts To
Be Displayed
Acxr oss Britain

LONDON, England (Observer Up-
date) - For the next two weeks people
across the country will be confronted
with a positive message about Gay
people from 600 billboards, Pink
News reported.  The advertising
space in England, Scotland and
Wales has been donated to Gay
equality organization Stonewall by
Titan Outdoor Advertising Ltd.

The message - ‘Some people
are Gay. Get over it - will be
displayed in giant, tabloid-style capi-
tal letters, on a bright red background.
The campaign, originally designed
for schools, was developed in col-
laboration with 150 secondary school
pupils and teachers for Stonewall. In
November 2007 it was launched by
television actor John Barrowman as
part of Stonewall's Education for All
campaign to tackle homophobic bul-
lying in schools.

The posters, stickers and
postcards, distributed to all 5,000
secondary schools across England,
were so well-received by pupils and
teachers that the message has gone
beyond the school gates.
