4. 000 Lost Souls

Last week marked the fifth
anniversary of the start of our nation’s
invasion of Irag. Again we are con-
fronted with a sorrowful reminder of the
consequences of that fateful decision
by the death of four Americans killed in
Baghdad, bringing the total number of
American troops who have made the
ultimate sacrifice in Iraq to 4000. Each
brave soul leaves behind devastated
loved ones — sons, daughters, wives,
husbands, moms, and dads. Each
tragic loss leaves a void — a missing
smile and loving embrace, an empty
chair at the family dinner table —that can
never be filled.

As we mark this painful mile-
stone, we must ask ourselves: what is
the moral justification for allowing this
war to continue? Can we honestly say
that the disastrous mission in Iraq
warrants the sacrifice of more of our
troops and the heartache and loss that
so many loved ones continue to suffer?

In March of 2003, just prior to the
invasion of Iraq, | made a final plea to
the administration and my colleagues in
Congress to avert a war that | believed
would reap sorrowful consequences for
our nation. In a speech entitled “We
Stand Passively Mute”, | expressed my
outrage at the fact that the United States
Senate — the world’s greatest delibera-
tive body — stood “for the most part-
silent-ominously, dreadfully silent” on
this monumental question.

Sadly, my worst fears have
been realized. The decision to invade
Iraq may go down as one of the gravest
foreign policy blunders in our nation’s
history.

Yet the war continues. Ameri-
can troop levels are higher than they
were the day President Bush flamboy-

antly swooped onto the deck of the
aircraft carrier Abraham Lincoln to
declare “Mission Accomplished.”

Four thousand Americans have
now lost their lives, including twenty-
three brave West Virginians. Almost
thirty-thousand Americans have been
wounded in action, many gravely, and
countless thousands of Iraqi civilians
have been killed.

It is long past time to start
bringing our troops home. Our men and
women in uniform toppled the dictator.
There were no weapons of mass
destruction. There is scarce evidence
that the Iragi government is working to
achieve the kind of political reconcilia-
tion that could end the continuing
sacrifice of our brave men and women.

At this somber moment, let us
resolve to take steps to finally bring this
tragic war to an end. In 2008, the
American people must not stand pas-
sively mute, as far too many of their
leaders did five years ago. Let your
voices be heard.

National Conference T o Address
LGBT Black Concerns

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Up-
date) - Hundreds of LGBT African
Americans will meet in Baltimore next
month in the first ever conference aimed
at empowerment.

The three-day conference is
being organized by the National Black
Justice Coalition - the nation’s largest
Black LGBT rights group.

Called the Power of Us Confer-
ence, it will bring together 50 national
experts in 35 workshops, panel discus-
sions, and question and answer ses-
sions.

“[It]is a powerful statement for a
community that is rarely portrayed in
media and entertainment,” the National
Black Justice Coalition said in a
statement Monday.

The conference will showcase
an array of highly successful men,
women and youth who are making a

difference in their community as Black
openly LGBT.

Among those scheduled to
participate are newly out Connecticut
State Legislator Jason Bartlett; Judge
Darrin Gayles; Newark, NJ City Council
Member Dana Rone; Wilton Manors, FL
City Commissioner Joe Angelo; Kathy
Harris and Ray Cunningham of BET's
College Hill; and Comic Karen Williams.

The conference will be divided
into three main areas - Black wellness
including HIV/AIDS, the Black Church
and homophobia, and Black LGBT
Politics including the 2008 Presidential
Race and Marriage Equality.

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Fighting For Anti-Gay Initiative

SAN DIEGO (Observer Update) -
Developer Doug Manchester and other
prominent San Diego County business-
men have given significant financial
support to an initiative that would ban
same-sex marriage targeted for the
November statewide ballot.

Manchester's $125,000 dona-
tion has prompted a Gay-rights activist
to urge a boycott of the Manchester
Grand Hyatt and the Manchester-owned
San Diego Marriott Hotel and Marina. In

addition to Manchester, Mission Valley
developer Terry Caster has donated
$162,500; Robert Hoehn, owner of
Hoehn Motors in Carlsbad, has given
$25,000; and La Jolla businessman
Roger Benson has given $50,000, state
records show.

Manchester said he was moti-
vated by his strong Catholic faith. “I
personally believe that marriage should
be between a man and a woman,” he
said.

Student Beaten

Up And Mocked

As Gay -- Though He Is Not

Fifteen Year Old Billy Wolf was often beaten by other students at his
Fayetteville, Arkansas school for being Gay even though he is not.

FAYETTEVILLE, Arkansas - For years,
bullies have targeted him: left him black
and blue, knocked him unconscious,
mocked him as Gay (though he’s not).
Now his parents, who say school
officials have been unhelpful, are suing
their son’s tormentors.

As reported in a March 24 New
York Times article, 15-year-old Billy
Wolfe has received numerous beatings
from bullies ever since the Fayetteville,
resident was twelve years old,
edgeboston.com reported. A few years
ago, the article reports, Billy was
phoned by another boy from his school
who offered, as a joke, to sell Billy a sex
aide. When Billy told his mother and she
in turn informed the other boy’s parents,
Billy became a target from pay-back.

Only, the pummelings and
harassment didn't stop there. The
Tmes story reports that Billy, who is tall
and thin, wears braces, and suffers a
learning disability, has become the
constant, and literal, whipping boy in his
school. While anti-Gay groups and
activists criticize efforts to curb bullying
nationwide, calling it a means to
“promote” homosexuality, Billy, who is
not Gay, has been depicted as Peter
Pan online and called a “homosexual”
by the kids who deliver the frequent
beat-downs.

The Times report details how
ten years ago the harassment of a Gay
student in Fayetteville led to strict
policies regarding tolerance; but Billy’s
parents, who possess voluminous
records of the attacks against their son,
question whether school officials are
doing anything to address the problem.
In one instance, Billy was beaten up on
a school bus. School officials sus-
pended first and examined the bus

security tape later: they had suspended
Billy, when the evidence showed that he
was not the aggressor, but rather the
victim.

The Times article even reports
on a cell phone video in which a boy
brags to his brother that he’s going to
assault Billy. The video goes on to show
the boy punching Billy so hard that he
staggers, a welt appearing on his
forehead. In another instance, Billy was
struck with such force that he was
knocked out and suffered laceration on
the inside of his cheek had to be sewn
closed by a dentist. Though the attack
took place during a woodshop class, a
school official reportedly declined to
contact the police about the matter and
went so far as to comment that Billy had
had it coming.

Indeed, school records indi-
cate that Billy is not entirely passive in his
interactions with his tormentors. The
article cited records suggesting that Billy
had been involved in verbal exchanges
and shoving matches prior to being
beaten up. That isn't good enough, say
Billy’'s parents. Other than hearing that
they should consider moving away, say
Billy’s parents, they see little evidence of
the school district doing anything about
the attacks.

One incident that did receive
attention from school officials was when
a Facebook page was created by the
name Everyone That Hates Billy Wolfe.
The page depicted Billy as Peter Pan,
with accompanying textthatread, “There
is no reason anyone should like billy
[sic] he’s a little bitch,” the Tiems
reported. Continued the text posted on
Facebook, “And a homosexual that NO
ONELIKES.”

“Sally Kern’s comments hit me
like a punch to the gut. | was enormously

saddened that someone—anyone, re-
ally, but especially an elected official—

could say such mean things about other
human beings. We have so much to

deal with already—the incessant dreary

news about war, about the economy,
about shocking crimes. I'm amazed that
someone like Sally Kern found the time
to push a whole new theory about who
we should fear.

“But as despicable as Sally
Kern's ideas are, she is of course free to
shout them from the rooftops. One of the
oddest responses of people who agree
with her has been that we are trying to
restrict her freedom of speech. In reality,
the Victory Fund gave her a mega-
phone. If she’s that proud of her speech,
she must be thrilled that more than 1

million people have listened to it.

“No, the question isn't whether
she has aright to spew hateful rhetoric.
The question is whether she ought to.

“My son died nearly ten years
ago at the hands of people whose
hatred changed many lives that day. It
hardened hearts and brought others to
their knees. It shook a nation and
enraged millions. At that time, | knew
there was a window of opportunity that |
could use Matthew's story and my
voice in replacing hate with under-
standing, compassion and accep-
tance. Through the Matthew Shepard
Foundation, we are reaching young
people who are at risk of being
poisoned by the dark ideas of people
like Sally Kern.

“I don’t know why Sally Kern is
proud of comparing Gay people to
cancer or terrorism, but count me as
someone who's listening now to people
like her. She may be free to say people
like my son are a threat to America, but
when she does she puts other mothers’
sons in danger. | pray she doesn't say it
anymore.”

Georgia Appeals CodirOwerturns
Conempt Corviction Of Lesbian Mom

ATLANTA (Observer Update) - A long
nightmare has ended for Elizabeth
Hadaway, who was convicted of crimi-
nal contempt of court last year for not
handing her daughter over to foster care
after she lost custody solely because
she’s a Lesbian.

A year and one day after a
county court judge sentenced Hadaway
to 10 days in jail, the Georgia Court of
Appeals has overturned her contempt
conviction. The American Civil Liberties
Union, which represented her in the
appeal and secured the little girl's return
home from foster care last May,
applauded the court’s decision.

“Just yesterday | was watching
Emma hunt for Easter eggs and thinking
how the possibility of going to jail and
being separated from her again made it
hard to just enjoy the moment,” said
Elizabeth Hadaway, a 29-year-old
paramedic who first took in the little girl
when the child’s biological mother
asked her to raise and adopt Emma.
“I'm just so grateful that the court has
lifted this burden so we can move on
and | can keep focused on making sure
Emma has a happy home and a good
life.”

Hadaway’s struggle began in
2006, when a Wilkinson County Supe-
rior Court judge was on the verge of
granting her request to permanently
adopt Emma when he noticed in a
home study that Hadaway was living
with her female partner of seven years.
The judge abruptly changed his mind
about the adoption request solely
because Hadaway is a Lesbian.
Although Emma’s biological mother
told the court that she wanted the child to
be raised and adopted by Hadaway,
the judge denied the adoption and
ordered that Emma be sent back to her
biological mother. Hadaway met with
the biological mother at a truck stop to
hand over the girl. After accepting
custody, thus satisfying the court order,
the biological mother saw how dis-
traught Emma was at being taken from
Hadaway and again insisted that
Hadaway should raise the girl. Be-
cause Hadaway took Emma back, the
Wilkinson County judge then ordered
that Emma be sent to live in a foster
home and sentenced Hadaway and
her attorney to 10 days in jail for
contempt of court. The sentence was

stayed pending appeal.

Emma, now seven years old,
was eventually returned to Hadaway's
care last May after an expert commis-
sioned by Wilkinson County Depart-
ment of Children and Family Services
found that the little girl was experienc-
ing emotional trauma because of the
separation from Hadaway. Next, a
judge in another Georgia county
granted Hadaway permanent cus-
tody. DCFS then let Emma return
home, but not before she had been in
foster care for three months, during
which her welfare was seriously
compromised.

“We're pleased that the court
has agreed with us that Elizabeth
Hadaway shouldn’t do jail time simply
for doing the right thing for her child, but
it's unfortunate that it's taken almost
two years of court proceedings to end
up with things where Elizabeth, Emma,
and Emma’s biological mom wanted
them to be in the first place,” said
Debbie Seagraves, Executive Direc-
tor of the ACLU of Georgia. “Elizabeth
Hadaway did everything the judge
ordered her to do, and she should
never have been punished.”

“None of this would have
ever happened if the trial court had
recognized this child’s needs and not
been swayed by misguided beliefs
about Gay people,” said Ken Choe, a
senior staff attorney with the ACLU’s
national Lesbian Gay Bisexual
Transgender Project. “No child
should fear being torn away from
home just because his or her parents
happen to be Gay.”

Uncle Sam Should W ork To End
Anti-Ga y Abuses Worldwide

DETROIT, Michigan - After Korab Zuka
founded a Gay-rights group in Kosovo in
2005, he received threatening phone
calls and emails and had his car
vandalized.

“We are going to make you hold
your intestines,” Zuka, 22, recalls being
warned. “We will (rape) your mother ... and
we are going to cut your head off.”

The police were indifferent to his
cries for protection.

“I was frightened. A Gay guy had
been beaten to death a few months
earlier. The threats kept coming. There is
only so much a person can resist,” he
says.

So Zuka applied to the United
States for political asylum, which has just
been granted.

Zuka sketched out his terrifying
story in an interview with me and at a
recent news conference called to high-
light the latest State Department report on
human rights violations around the globe,
including outrageous and horrifying
abuses of Gay men, Lesbians and
transgender people.

While the report describes cou-
rageous Gay activists and some court
breakthroughs, it also tells of alarming
anti-Gay violence and harassment by
police and run-of-the-mill bashers, as well
as discrimination in employment, housing
and health care. For example:

Honduras: “(P)olice beat and
detained” a Gay leader, then threw him in
a cell with 57 gang members, who raped
him. A “transvestite activist” was attacked
by five men while “police reportedly
prevented other persons from aiding”
him.

Iraq: Islamist death squads are
thought to be behind a rash of anti-Gay
kilings, kidnappings and torture. The
victims included a taxi driver, a tailor and a
chef.

Indonesia: Two Gay men were
harassed by neighbors, then “arbitrarily
arrested, beaten and sexually abused by
police.”

Croatia: A survey found nearly 15
percent of Gay people said they'd been
physically assaulted in the past three
years. Several tourists also were Gay

bashed, including a hand-holding
German Gay couple and a British man
who ended up with a concussion.

Cameroon: Gays “suffered
from harassment and extortion” by
police. Also a private high school
kicked out 34 students accused of
being Gay or Lesbian.

“The U.S. is a very respected
country in Kosovo. ... If the U.S.
government ... were to say to the
government, ‘This is not OK, how Gay
and Lesbian people are treated,” | am
sure that it would have made a
difference,” Zuka says.

“I hope that Kosovo will
change. And that will be with the help of
the United States serving as a role
model — and not only for Kosovo, but
for many countries,” he added.

Zuka’'s heartfelt plea comes
as a new Gay group, the Foreign
Policy Project, is pushing the State
Department to work harder to reduce
anti-Gay abuses abroad.

The project is getting help
from the nation's only openly Gay
ambassadors: James Hormel, am-
bassador to Luxembourg from 1999 to
2000, and Michael Guest, ambassa-
dor to Romania from 2001 to 2003.

“We need to challenge these
abuses wherever they occur,” Guest
says. “Our embassies must become
advocates for change.”

Hormel adds, “If the State
Department will highlight sexual orien-
tation and gender identity as important
components of a broad U.S. commit-
mentto human rights, it will be taking an
important step toward rebuilding our
credibility abroad.”

Life, liberty and the pursuit of
happiness: Just like their heterosexual
friends and neighbors, Gay people in
every corner of the globe ought to
enjoy those fundamental freedoms.
And Uncle Sam should say so at every

opportunity.

Sexually Ambivalent British
Writer Denied Entry T o U.S.

LONDON (Observer Update) - British
writer and self-styled dandy Sebastian
Horsley was denied entry to the
United States after arriving to promote
his memoir of sex, drugs and flamboy-
ant fashion, reported advocate.com.
Horsley said he was questioned for
eight hours Tuesday (March 18) by
border officials at Newark Liberty
International Airport in New Jersey
before being denied entry on grounds
of “moral turpitude.”

The 45-year-old author was
traveling to New York for the U.S.
launch of “Dandy in the Underworld,”
his account of a life dedicated to sex,
drugs and finely tailored clothes. “I was
dressed flamboyantly - top hat, long
velvet coat, gloves,” Horsley said. “My
one concession to American sensibili-
ties was to remove my nail polish. |
thought that would get me through.”

According to Lucille Cirillo, a
spokeswoman for U.S. Customs and
Border Protection, Horsley was travel-
ing under the CBP’s visa waiver
program, which entitles citizens of
some countries - mostly in the Euro-
pean Union - to enter the United States
for business or leisure without apply-
ing for a visa. Travelers can be
refused entry if they admit on a
customs form to being convicted of a
crime or to being addicted to narcot-
ics, Cirillo said. She declined to
specify what responses Horsley listed
on the form. “We interviewed the
individual extensively and the CBP
officers decided he was not admis-
sible under the visa waiver program,”

she said.

Horsley can still apply for a visa to
return to the United States, Cirillo said.
“They knew more about me than | did,”
Horsley said in an interview from his
London home. “They said, ‘We know
you're a heroin addict, we know you're a
crack addict, we know you're involved in
prostitution.” Horsley’s book - billed as an
“unauthorized autobiography” - vividly
recounts years of heavy drug use and
frequent visits to prostitutes. He says he
has been drug-free for three years. He
said his only conviction stemmed from an
arrest 25 years ago for possession of
amphetamine sulfate, for which he was
given a conditional discharge. He said he
has visited the United States seven or
eight times without incident.

“Dandy in the Underworld” was
released in Britain last year to good
reviews. Carrie Kania, of the book's U.S.
publisher Harper Perennial, an imprint of
HarperCollins, said the book was *“a
cautionary tale of a life lived vividly.” “It is
unfortunate that his voice, in person, is
being stifled. But the book will live on,”
Kania said. Horsley achieved his greatest
notoriety in 2000 when he had himself
crucified in the Philippines as part of an art
project.
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Make Way, Peons,
For the Great And Mighty

Buried deep in a bunker built of
technology, armed guards, state police
and impressive architecture, the legisla-
tors of the Sunstroke State consider their
people and their times with all due care
and solemnity. Theirs is responsibility
dealt large, and they mean to meet the
anti.

Never has it been so clear as
today, when the most protective legisla-
tion imaginable lay under the heavy
consideration of this august body.

The State of Arizona may,
amazingly, offer its citizens a right to
brandish arms. There can be little doubt
that this novel interpretation of the
Second Amendment will provide excel-
lent entertainment for the citizens of this
bold and innovative state, The upshot, if
you will forgive the expression, will be
hardest on the very citizens the pro-
posed legislation seeks to empower.

Arizona law may soon enable
any citizen who feels threatened by any
othercitizen (of any state, for that matter)
to haul out a sidearm and wave it about.
While this may, at first blush, appear to
provide a much needed deterrent to
crime and general incivility, the results
will undoubtedly be drastic. Already,
there is a great body of law that provides
citizens (and even non-citizens) the right
to defend themselves.

In Arizona, where the law allows
most citizens the right to carry loaded
weapons in cars, busses, department
stores, in backpacks and the like without
a concealed weapon’s permit, that
means protection from real threats can
be lethal. It is already legal to shoot and
kill anyone who attacks another in a way
that would put a reasonable citizen in
fear for his or her life, etc, etc. The
obvious reason for the modern citizen to
want to carry a weapon is to provide a
suitable response to other gun carriers
who, on occasion, take them out in
McDonalds and start waving them
about. In this instance, the native
Arizonan is likely to take the long view of
the matter and shoot the first fellow dead.

It will not be the possibly
unarmed, but rude, criminal element that
gets shot, but rather the pompous
brandisher, who, having had enough of
some tough character’'s rude slurs and
general bad manners, pulls out a gun
and starts pointing it at people. There is
no doubt that the act of pointing a loaded
weapon at people in a public place is
bound to excite the citizens in the
general vicinity. Not having been privy to
the specifics of the altercation prompting
the fearful citizen to draw down on his
unfortunate miscreant, the random Arizo-
nan is more likely to shoot whoever is
waving a gun about without waiting to find
out if they are a mass murderer or simply
a pompous ass.

One can only grope for the
motivations behind this proposal. One
can easily picture the average legisla-
tor, after a hard day legislating against
the criminal element and the lax and
miserable citizen, popping out for that
saving cocktail, or out to dinner with a
member of the staff. There is a little
drinking, a little laughing, and a little
eating. Said legislator then totters off to
the parking garage, where he or she
may be intercepted by one of the great
unwashed. Royalty, when caught alone
in such a case, has always had it's
misgivings about personal safety. And
rightly so; the expensive suit, watch, car
and general chic of the royals is a

beacon to beggars and muggers
alike. Who, in the dim confines of a
parking garage, wants to stick around
and find out if a curt “get a job” will
suffice, or if hard cash wil be
demanded?

Better, they must think, to
simply haul out the gold-plated Smith
and Wesson and order the filth away.

Of course, this is a bill that
could only be conceived by a group
so far removed from the public places
and circumstances the average Joe
inhabits that the reality of the coming
shootouts and ambuscades the law
will promote are inconceivable. To
imagine that Jimmy Petrol might
mistake a well heeled and affluent
legislator for a mass murderer about
to begin his workday is beyond them.
But it will happen. People who point
guns at other people in public in
Arizona are simply going to get the
style of frontier justice our lawmakers
dream of. Itjustisn’t going to work out
for them the way they think.

NEW YORK CITY - The New York
Rangers and owner Madison Square
Garden are facing a lavender rebellion.
Gay fans, such as Kevin Jennings, are
growing more vocal in their fight against
homophobic epithets hurled during home
games, reported gqueerty.com.

[Some] fans recalled that the
crowd booed when the name of the New
York City Gay Hockey Association, a
recreational league, flashed briefly
across the jumbo screen.

“It's a pervasive problem,” said
Jennings, who is the executive director of
the Gay, Lesbian and Straight Education
Network, a nonprofit group that promotes
tolerance of Gays and Lesbians. “l took
my godson a few months ago. | won't
take him again. He's 6. | don’t want him
looking around and seeing other men
engaging in this behavior and thinking
this is the way you behave.”

The battle began late last year and
spurred MSG to release a statement
decrying anti-Gay attitudes. Despite their
pledge to boot contentious fans, the arena
still allows Larry Goodman to lead chants,
which often devolve into “Ho-mo Larry!”
Goodman’s well aware of the uproar, but
seem undeterred: That's how it will always
be and that's what makes it part of the fun in
going to a Rangers game in New York City,
for God's sake. It comes to a certain point, it
is sort of like, you've got to have freedom of
speech.

NEW YORK CITY - Shortly after he was
released from California’s Avenal State
Prison in early 2005, Shad Smith got a
call from the organizers of an under-

ground fight club called Felony Fights,
reported the New York Times.

Was he available? they asked. “I
was just out of prison and out of money,”
Smith told me recently. He was incarcer-
ated for failing to comply with the probation
terms of an earlier D.U.l. conviction, a
relatively minor offense in his long criminal
résumé. “They said they'd give me 800
bucks to show up and double that if | won.”
Smith is Gay, and | know of no other
professional fighter who is openly so.

“I was always scared that my mom
and dad would find out and wouldn't like me,
and my brothers wouldn’t like me,” he said. “|
was petrified, because | didn't want anyone
to find out. And | would try to be the toughest
person around. That way, no one would
suspect, no one would ever say it, no one
would thinkit.”

‘More Than A Wedge Issue

During a recent campaign stop in
Medford, Oregon, lllinois Senator Barack
Obama, running for the Democratic
Presidential nomination, decried how
campaigns use wedge issues, “to divide
the electorate, but have ultimately done
little to make a real difference, especially
when there are more important things to
worry about.”

Senator Obama went on to state
to the assembled crowd that there are
campaigns that use Gays and Lesbians
to such extent.

One wonders if whether those
wanting to repeal Oregon's Domestic
Partner Registry (with its benefits and
rights), were just outside the Medford,
Oregon auditorium circulating their peti-
tions to get their measure on its Novem-
ber general election ballot. Oregon has a
law defining marriage as between a “man
and a woman.”

For that matter, will Obama’s
remarks be stated in Pennsylvania, which
has their presidential primary on April 22,
and the Pennsylvania Legislature is
considering a proposal to place on its
November general election ballot a
proposed state constitutional defining
marriage as between “one man and one
woman,” and barring governmental and
legal recognition of civil unions - despite a
state defense of marriage law which has
been on the books for twelve years.

Wedge issue is one thing, but as
we know, read, seen and most likely
witnessed, it goes much further. Some
recent examples (of the many) include:

Ralph Martinelli, a male em-
ployee of Konica and his partner, Robert
Ryan, moved from New Jersey to Idaho
because of the job and the partner no
longer is eligible to be on the company’s
health insurance plan because they live
in a state which doesn't legal recognize a
same-sex relationship either as a civil
union or a domestic partnership.

Elizabeth Hadaway, a Leshian
living in Georgia, faced jail time for

criminal contempt of court last year for
not handing her daughter over to foster
care after she lost custody solely
because of her sexuality.

Jason Hair-Wynn is an HIV/
AIDS counselor living in Attleboro,
Massachusetts, married to his same-
sex partner since 2005 and can’'t get a
passport issued with his hyphenated
last name since he received a letter
from the State Department saying the
federal Defense of Marriage Act
(DOMA) prohibits it from recognizing
his new name. Under DOMA, only
heterosexual marriages are recog-
nized by the federal government.

Billy Wolfe being beaten daily
at school because of his perceived
sexuality. Young people such as
Lawrence King and Simmie Williams
Jr., were brutally murdered because
they were Gay.

People who are HIV+ or living
with AIDS cannot travel or move to the
United States because of federal
government policy prohibiting individu-
als, which this country is only one of
thirteen with such Draconian laws on
the books.

This country is facing many,
many problems and one cannot let
such issues to be marginalized by
politics, either by Democrats or Re-
publicans. Answers must be found and
implemented to solve all the pending
questions since there is no more time
for division.

Speaking out in all forms and
venues is the first step Lesbian, Gay,
Bisexual, Transgendered and those
citizens living with or affected by HIV/
AIDS must take so that issues are
addressed, not spun or used as a
“wedge,” because as Larry Kramer
and ACT-UP (AIDS Coalition To
Unleash Power) put it, “silence equals
death.” Silence isn't golden but is
marginalizing, something that is no
longer affordable since no issue can
be ignored, period.

Gay Playwright
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Kushner T o Be

Honored At Guthrie Theater

MINNEAPOLIS, Minnesota (Observer
Update) - The Guthrie Theater is getting
a lot more Kushner into its lineup next
season. The Guthrie said it will produce
Tony Kushner's musical, “Caroline, or
Change,” as well as a collection of the
Pulitzer Prize-winning playwright's short
plays as part of its 2008-09 season.

The theater announced last fall
that it had commissioned a new Kushner
play, tentatively titled “The Intelligent
Homosexual's Guide to Capitalism and
Socialism With a Key to the Scriptures.”
All three Kushner productions will be
staged simultaneously in spring 2009.
The Guthrie will also organize a series
of speakers, scholars and other special
events to examine Kushner's work. And
the theater will collaborate with the
University of Minnesota on a spring-
semester course about the playwright.

“Tony is one of the most
important voices in American theater
today and it's appropriate and exciting
to be able to devote the Guthrie’s talent
and resources to producing three of his
plays simultaneously,” theater director
Joe Dowling said in a statement.
Kushner won a Pulitzer Prize in 1993 for
“Millennium Approaches,” the first half of

his two-part “Angels in America: A Gay
Fantasia on National Themes,” which
offers a look at AIDS and Gay life in the
1980s. “Angels in America” was later
made into an HBO film. He has won an
Emmy and two Tony Awards.

School district spokesman Alan
Wilbourn was cited by the Times article
as saying that the school's principal
followed up after Billy’s mother com-
plained, contacting the parents of the
boys responsible. The parents, he said,
saw that the page was taken down.

Wilbourn also cautioned
against jumping to any conclusions that
the school district is not taking action
against the bullies who have been
physically assailing Billy these past few
years. The Times article cited Wilbourn
as saying that, as a matter of federal law,
students’ records indicating whether
and what disciplinary actions have
been taken against the student, and for

what, are not available to the public.

Wilbourn also said that it is the
policy of the school district to leave it up
the judgment of school staff to decide
whether any individual act of bullying
warranted police involvement. But Mr.
and Mrs. Wolfe have determined that
they've had enough and have filed suit
against the boys who have bullied their
son, and left the possibility open they
they will sue the school district as well.

The Times reported that D.
Westbrook Doss, Jr., said that the idea
behind the suit was not to collect money
so much as to press the point that
bullying is simply not acceptable in the
schools.

The
women agreed to foster the fowl until a
place could be found with rooster-
friendly zoning codes. It took eight
months, Lee said. ...

Matos McGreevey, 41, will try
to prove in her divorce trial that she’s a
wronged woman who was tricked into
marriage to cover for a closeted
homosexual with grand political ambi-
tions. That constitutes fraud and entitles
her to damages, she contends. Her
estranged husband, Jim McGreevey,
will call withesses like Teddy Pedersen,
a young former campaign aide who
says he had regular sexual trysts with
the McGreeveys for about two years
before McGreevey was sworn in as the
Garden State’s 51stgovernor in 2002. ...

A 59-year-old social worker
says he plans to run against Oklahoma
Representative Sally Kern. lawmaker
whose anti-Gay remarks have pro-
voked calls for her resignation. Demo-
crat Ron Marlett said he will oppose
Republican Rep. Sally Kern in this fall's
election for her Oklahoma City-area
seat in the state House.

the 19th annual Gay and Lesbian

Alliance Against Defamation Media
Awards. “This means more to me.”

The veteran television person-
ality won for the story “My Secret Self: A
Story of Transgender Children,” which
aired on ABC'’s “20/20" and examined
the lives and struggles of young children
who experienced conflicted gender
identity, feeling their true sex was the
opposite of their physical one.

G/L Couples T urn Out T o Fight Florida
Adoption Ban Law

TALLAHASSEE, Florida (Observer Up-
date) - Supporters of a bill in Florida that
would make it easier for Gay couples to
adopt children gathered in Tallahas-
see as part of “Fair Adoption Lobby
Day.”

Florida is the only state with
laws that specifically prohibit people
from adopting children because of their
sexual orientation. The bil's (HB 45)
backers said that with so many children
— about 3,500 in a count last month—in

need of permanent homes, and no
reliable evidence to prove that putting
them in homes with Gay parents is
detrimental, that it's time for a change.

At a press conference on the
issue, House sponsor Mary
Brandenburg, D-West Palm Beach,
pointed out that Gay couples are
allowed by law to be foster parents. If
that's all right, she said, “they should be
able to become the forever parents.”

Marriage Amendment Moves Forward In

Pennsylvania

HARRISBURG, Pennsylvania (Observer
Update) - A Pennsylvania state Senate
committee passed a proposal Tuesday
(March 18) on a 10-4 vote to amend the
state constitution to ban same-sex
marriage and civil unions, the Associ-
ated Press reported on advocate.com.

Titled the Marriage Protection
Amendment, the measure would define
marriage as only the union of one man
and one woman and would prohibit civil
unions. Opponents tried to seek more
hearings because the measure’s word-

ing could result in endangering the rights
Gay and Lesbian couples now hold, AP
reported. Supporters say the measure
would maintain Gay and Lesbian
couples’ current rights, such as domes-
tic-partner health insurance coverage
and the ability to grant power of attorney.

A constitutional amendment re-
quires approval from both the Pennsyl-
vania House and Senate in two con-
secutive sessions and ultimate ap-
proval in a statewide referendum, which
could not be held earlier than next year.

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Company Cancels Domestic
Partner Health Insurance
For 9/11 Survivor

BOISE, Idaho (Observer Update) -
Robert Ryan was one of the lucky ones,
escaping the World Trade Center on 9/
11 with his life. But he continues to suffer
from mental and physical problems that
require regular medical care and expen-
sive medications.

His life partner Ralph Martinelli
was a district sales manager for Konica
Minolta, based in New Jersey, and Ryan
was covered as a domestic partner
under the company'’s health plan.

But that coverage came to an
end after Martinelli was transferred last
year to Konica Minolta’s Idaho opera-
tion.

Konica Minolta (KMBS) says it
only offers insurance to domestic part-
ners or legally married same-sex part-
ners in states where those relationships
are registered.

Martinelli and Ryan have been
registered domestic partners in New
Jersey since 2005, and KMBS allowed
Martinelli to cover Ryan when the couple
lived in New Jersey.

Idaho has no such registry.

Due to the cost of medical
insurance, Ryan says he may have to
go without the care he requires if Konica
Minolta continues to prevent Martinelli
from extending benefits to him.

“'m still working at the same
company, doing the same job. Why
shouldn’t | be able to cover my partner in
Idaho like I did in New Jersey? This
would never happen to a married
couple,” said Martinelli.

“Konica wants everyone to think
they care about their gay employees,
but the way Konica is interpreting its
policy is so restrictive that many employ-
ees are shut out of the coverage.”

Typically, companies that wish
to offer domestic partnership benefits to
employees living in states that do not
recognize same-sex relationships either
accept a marriage, civil union or
domestic partnership certificate from
another state, or have the employee
submit an affidavit attesting to the
partnership.

Monday (March 24) the Ameri-
can Civil Liberties Union sent a demand
letter to Konica's head office in New
Jersey urging the company to interpret
its policy on domestic partner health
insurance so that more employees will
have access to the insurance.

“Konica Minolta wants all the
good will that comes with providing
domestic partner insurance, but they
clearly don’t want to have to provide the
benefits. Otherwise they would never be
interpreting its policy in such a restrictive
way,” said Jack Van Valkenburgh,
Executive Director of the ACLU of Idaho.

“Companies have been provid-
ing domestic partner coverage for many
years now. The only possible reason for
interpreting the policy the way that
Konica does is to make it harder for
employees to be able to provide
coverage for their partners.”

Martinelli said he and Ryan
moved to Idaho so that Ryan, who
experienced mental health trauma as a
survivor of the attacks of September
11th, 2001, could find some relief away
from the daily reminder of the attacks.

On September 11 Ryan man-
aged the insurance licensing division at

Morgan Stanley, and was in his office on
the 74th floor of the South Tower of the
World Trade Center when the first
airplane struck the North Tower.

While he was evacuating,
Ryan became separated from the
employees he supervised, and later
was trampled by a crowd after the
second airplane hit his office building,
only four floors above where he was
working that morning.

After the attack he was unable
to work due to the trauma, went on
disability for one year, and spent his
retirement savings to stay afloat.

He met Martinelli in 2004 and
the couple registered as domestic
partners in New Jersey the following
year.

“Underlying all of this is the
confusion and mistrust engendered by
terms like ‘civil union’ and ‘domestic
partnership’ as opposed to ‘marriage,”
said Ed Barocas, Legal Director the
ACLU of New Jersey.

“Same-sex couples are asked
to prove that their relationships aren’t
imaginary every time they move, and
employers take advantage of the lack
of uniformity to treat people unfairly.”

Konica Minolta has not re-
sponded to the ACLU letter.

NYC Gay
Couple Pr otests
Use Of Wedding
Pics By Anti-Gay
Polish Pr esident

NEW YORK CITY (Observer Update) -
Longtime New York Gay activist
Brendan Fey has delivered a letter of
protest to the Polish consulate de-
nouncing the use of wedding pictures of
Fey and his husband Tom Moulton in
an anti-Gay political message by
Polish President Lech Kaczynski.

Kaczynski used the pictures in
his conservative Law and Order Party’s
campaign against the European
Unions proposed charter of rights
during a national broadcast on Monday
(March 17). The photographs ap-
peared as Kaczynski blasted the
charter, also known as the Lisbon
Treaty, claiming that if it is ratified
Poland would be required to allow Gay
marriage.

Fey and Moulton were legally
married in Toronto in 2003. It was not
clear where Kaczynski obtained the
picture. “I am outraged that the presi-
dent and his party would use images of
Tom and I, of a very sacred moment for
us as a couple,” Fey told Polish Radio
Zet. "It is very sad for me when leaders
of a nation such as the president of
Poland urge people not to support the
Lisbon Treaty because of the possibil-
ity of recognizing equally same sex
couples and our families,” Fey said.
“Tom and |, we are both Catholic, in fact
we met at church at Sunday mass.”

Polish Consul Krzysztof
Kasprzyk accepted Fay's letter of
complaint. The Law and Order Party,
led by Kaczynski's twin brother lost the
last Parliamentary election to the more
moderate Civic Platform Party which
supports ratification of the charter.
Nevertheless, Law and Order has been
able so far to hold up the charter. In
Warsaw, Prime Minister Donald Tusk
denounced President Kaczynski's use
of the photos.
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
