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SAO PAULO, Brazil (Observer Update) - Millions of people waving rainbow flags and
wearing lavish Carnival costumes danced and cheered their way through South
America’s largest city on Sunday to celebrate Gay pride and demand an end to
homophobia and sexism, 365Gay.com reported.

Gay men, Lesbians and cross-dressers paraded down the skyscraper-
lined Avenida Paulista, Sao Paulo’s financial heart, to the beat of loud music blasted
off more than 20 sound trucks.

Organizers expected more than three million people at the 12th annual Sao
Paulo Gay Pride Parade, which traditionally is one of the biggest in the world. Local
authorities did not immediately give an estimate on the number of people attending
the event, but said millions were likely present.

who sued the Air Force over her
dismissal, 365Gay.com reported.

The three judges from the 9th
U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals did not
strike down the military’s “don’t ask, don’t
tell” policy. But they reinstated Maj.
Margaret Witt’s lawsuit, saying the Air
Force must prove that her dismissal
furthered the military’s goals of troop
readiness and unit cohesion. The “don’t
ask, don’t tell, don’t pursue, don’t harass”
policy prohibits the military from asking
about the sexual orientation of service
members but requires discharge of
those who acknowledge being Gay or
engaging in homosexual activity.

The ruling led opponents of the
policy to declare its days numbered. It is
also the first appeals court ruling in the
country that evaluated the policy through
the lens of a 2003 Supreme Court
decision that struck down a Texas ban
on sodomy as an unconstitutional
intrusion on privacy. When Gay service
members have sued over their dismiss-
als, courts historically have accepted
the military’s argument that having Gays
in the service is generally bad for morale
and can lead to sexual tension.

But the Supreme Court’s opin-
ion in the Texas case changed the legal
landscape, the judges said, and re-
quires more scrutiny over whether “don’t
ask, don’t tell” is constitutional as
applied in individual cases. Under the
ruling, military officials “need to prove
that having this particular Gay person in
the unit really hurts morale, and the only
way to improve morale is to discharge
this person,” said Aaron Caplan, a staff
attorney with the American Civil Liberties
Union of Washington state who worked
on the case.

Witt, a flight nurse based at

McChord Air Force Base near Tacoma,
was suspended without pay in 2004 after
the Air Force received a tip that she had
been in a long-term relationship with a
civilian woman. Witt was honorably
discharged in October 2007 after having
put in 18 years - two short of what she
needed to receive retirement benefits.
She sued the Air Force in 2006, but U.S.
District Judge Ronald B. Leighton
dismissed her claims, saying the Su-
preme Court’s ruling in Lawrence v.
Texas did not change the legality of
“don’t ask, don’t tell.”

The appeals court judges dis-
agreed. “When the government at-
tempts to intrude upon the personal and
private lives of homosexuals, the gov-
ernment must advance an important
governmental interest ... and the intru-
sion must be necessary to further that
interest,” wrote Judge Ronald M. Gould.
Gay service members who are dis-
charged can sue in federal court, and if
the military doesn’t prove it had a good
reason for the dismissal, the cases will
go forward, Caplan said. Another attor-
ney for Witt, James Lobsenz, hailed the
ruling as the beginning of the end for
“don’t ask, don’t tell.”  “If the various
branches of the Armed Forces have to
start proving each application of the
policy makes sense, then it’s not going
to be only Maj. Witt who’s going to win,”
Lobsenz said. “Eventually, they’re going
to say, ‘This is dumb. ... It’s time to scrap
the policy.’”

Witt joined the Air Force in 1987
and switched from active duty to the
reserves in 1995. She cared for injured
patients on military flights and in operat-
ing rooms. She was promoted to major
in 1999, and she deployed to Oman in
2003 in support of the U.S. invasion of
Afghanistan. A citation from President
Bush that year said, “Her airmanship
and courage directly contributed to the
successful accomplishment of impor-
tant missions under extremely hazard-
ous conditions.” Her suspension and
discharge came during a shortage of
flight nurses and outraged many of her
colleagues - one of whom, a sergeant,
retired in protest. “I am thrilled by the
court’s recognition that I can’t be
discharged without proving that I was
harmful to morale,” Witt said in a
statement. “I am proud of my career and
want to continue doing my job. Wounded
people never asked me about my
sexual orientation. They were just glad
to see me there.”

Federal Anti-GL  Marriage Amend-
ment Returns In W ake Of Ruling

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Up-
date) - Republican Congressman Paul
Broun has announced plans to reintro-
duce an amendment to the U.S. Constitu-
tion to bar same-sex marriage, reported
365Gay.com.  Broun (R-GA) said the
California Supreme Court ruling recog-
nizing same-sex marriage has made it
an imperative to reign in what he called
“activist judges”.

“My amendment will preserve
the original intent of the drafters of the
Constitution, by ensuring that no state or
federal judge can take it upon them-
selves to suddenly discover a right to
homosexual marriage within the text of
the document,” Broun said in a state-
ment. “It will also provide a defense
against activist judges who seek to
overturn the will of the people by
manipulating state constitutions in order
to impose their preferred policy posi-
tion.”

Conservatives in California al-

ready are organizing a proposed
amendment to ban Gay marriage but
Broun said even if approved by voters in
that state would not prevent similar ruling
elsewhere in the country. Voters in
Broun’s home state of Georgia ap-
proved an amendment to the state
constitution outlawing same-sex mar-
riage in 2004. “There simply is no basis
for the suggestion that homosexual
‘marriage’ is a right protected by the
United States Constitution,” Broun said.

Republicans have been trying
to amend the Constitution since 2004, as
a result of; the Massachusetts high court
ruling that legalized Gay marriage there.
Despite GOP control of Congress and
support from President Bush, a pro-
posed amendment failed to garner
enough votes to succeed in either 2004
or 2006.

With Democrats now in control
of both the House and Senate it is
considered unlikely Broun’s move to
reintroduce the measure will even make
it to committee. Still, Broun said he
intends to make it a key issue in his re-
election campaign. While all three
presidential hopefuls oppose amend-
ing the US Constitution, Republican Sen.
John McCain has said he supports
proposed state amendments in his
home state of Arizona and in California.
Amending the U.S. Constitution requires
approval of two-thirds of the House and
Senate and then would have to be
passed by three-fourths of state legisla-
tures.

LGBT Ser viceMember s Warned
About Calif . Same-Sex Marria ges
WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Up-
date) - An organization that advocates
for Gays in the military is warning
servicemembers that if they take advan-
tage same-sex marriage in California
they risk being drummed out of the
armed services, 365Gay.com reported.
But the Servicemembers Legal De-
fense Network says that under “Don’t
Ask, Don’t Tell” members of the military
face dismissal if they marry a person of
the same sex.

“The California Supreme Court
should be applauded for its decision
extending rights to same-sex families. It
is heartening to see further recognition of
our fundamental right to enter into legal
relationships. Unfortunately, our cel-
ebration is tempered by the reality that
Lesbian, Gay and Bisexual military
personnel cannot take advantage of
these opportunities without risking their
careers,” said SLDN executive director
Aubrey Sarvis. “‘Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell’
jeopardizes the livelihood of any ser-
vice member who seeks to enter into a
civil union, domestic partnership or
marriage.” “Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell,” how-
ever, prohibits service personnel from
entering into “marriage or attempted
marriage,” and service members who

do so face dismissal under the law.

“Before my husband and I
decided marry in Massachusetts, I had
to sit down and ask myself which is more
important, love and marriage or my
career in the U.S. Army,” said retired
Army Staff Sergeant Jeffrey Schmalz.
“So I left the Army, and took with me my
twenty-five years of experience, so that I
could get married and start a family. It is a
choice I never thought I would have to
make and a choice that no American
patriot should ever have to make.”

Legislation that would repeal
“Don’t Ask, Don’ Tell” is currently before
Congress. The Military Readiness En-
hancement Act which would repeal the
decade old DADT has bipartisan
support and hearings are expected to
be held this year.  Under DADT two
people every day are dropped from the
military for being Gay. In the 10 years that
DADT has been in force more than
10,000 personnel have been discharged
as a result of thed policy, including 800
with skills deemed ‘mission critical,’
such as pilots, combat engineers, and
linguists.  The number of Gay men and
Lesbians turned way by military recruit-
ers is unknown.

Oregon Supr eme Cour t Lik ely To
Decide G/L Mar riage Ban

SALEM, Oregon (Observer Update) -
The legality of Oregon’s constitutional
amendment restricting marriage to op-
posite-sex couples is expected to be
decided by the state Supreme Court
after an appeals court ruled that the
amendment was valid, 365Gay.com
reported.

The Court of Appeals upheld a
lower court ruling that found the amend-
ment which was approved by voters in
2004 did not violate Oregon’s law
restricting ballot measures to one issue.
Basic Rights Oregon maintained that the
question on the ballot violated state law
by being so broad it affected a host of
other rights. “We believe that Constitu-
tional Amendment 36 fundamentally
altered the promise of equal protection
under the law for all Oregonians,” Basic
Rights Oregon Executive Director Jeana
Frazzini said, following Wednesday’s
ruling.  “Using the initiative process to
treat one group of citizens differently
insults the spirit of the Oregon Constitu-
tion and violates every Oregon tradition
of fairness.”

Lead attorney Mark Johnson
said he expects the plaintiffs to appeal
the case to the State Supreme Court.
“Constitutional Amendment 36 contained
significant constitutional flaws even be-
fore it was placed on the ballot,” Johnson
said. “The measure should never have
been presented to Oregon voters.”

RALEIGH, North Carolina - Police are
charging two adults for sodomy in
private, although the U.S. Supreme
Court appears to have outlawed such
charges five years ago.

Police on Saturday (May 24) charged
two West Raleigh men with a “crime
against nature” for having sex early that
morning. Each faces up to two years in
prison if convicted of the Class I felony.
But that charge is unconstitutional, a

state lawmaker says. And the circum-
stances of the encounter are murky.

Raleigh police first charged
Nelson Keith Sloan, 40, who called
them to his apartment about dawn,
saying he had been attacked. Police
later filed the same charge against
Ryan Christopher Flynn, 25. They also
charged Flynn with simple assault for
biting Sloan. And they charged him with
communicating threats by telling Sloan
he was going to disembowel him and
show him his innards.

SAN FRANCISCO (Observer Update) -
Do religious beliefs give doctors the
right to withhold medical treatment from
Lesbians and Gay men? That’s the
question the California Supreme Court is
scheduled to take up this in a discrimina-
tion lawsuit brought by a Lesbian who
was denied artificial insemination at the
only local obstetrics and gynecology
office covered by her insurance.

Guadalupe Benitez, of
Oceanside, alleges that after treating
her with fertility drugs for nearly a year the
staff of the private North Coast Women’s
Care Medical Group refused to insemi-
nate her eight years ago because of her
sexual orientation. The case is being
closely watched by civil rights and
physician groups who think it could have
consequences for other medical proce-
dures, including abortion and end-of-life
decisions.

“There is confusion among
many health care providers who believe
doctors have the freedom to pick and
choose their patients,” said Jennifer
Pizer, an attorney with the Gay rights
legal group Lambda Legal who repre-
sents Benitez. “But doctors’ ethics may
not be exercised in a discriminatory
way.”

Benitez, now the mother of a 6-
year-old boy and 2-year-old twin girls,
sued Vista-based North Coast under a
state law that prohibits for-profit busi-
nesses from arbitrarily discriminating
against clients based on characteristics
such as race, age and sexual orienta-
tion.

The fact is, people change

countries when they get it in their heads
that this place is no fun anymore or that
place will be better.

My Mexican grandmother came
fleeing the Mexican Revolution; she and
her seven brothers swam the Rio
Grande to save themselves from war.
She lived knowing we were better off as

well. For a long time, Greece and Mexico
had held our family.  Now, for three
generations, America has received the
benefit of our work; we are workers
all....some would say work-aholics...but
we produce, day in, day out, year after
year.  We contribute to America with
sweat, skill and toil. America, in return,
has kept us safe from the civil war that my
grandmother fled, from the senseless,
endless wars of the Middle East and the
Balkans.

And now, having been built with
the blood and sweat of the immigrant,
America has embarked upon this last
war, the War of Resources.  Without a
doubt, our country pursues a military
plan that is predicated on the presence
of natural resources; we only  go where
there is stuff to get control of.  We will
pretend that we are fighting for some-
thing else, but we are not and we all know
it. The problem with this final scarcity, as
we poise to consume the last of the
earths bounty, is that lots of people are
going to do without.  That is a
euphemism for die.

This is not an indictment.  Some-

one will have to eat the last fish, the last
rabbit, and drink the last water.  There will
not be enough for all.  The question as to
who will get to eat and drink and dance
till the last is settled; it will be the
Americans. The proof is in the American
attitude; Americans consume not by
need, but by right.  Americans perceive
the divine right of money; if they can buy
it, then it is all right to eat it right up....even
if there is nothing for someone else.  That
is what it is to be an American and drive a
huge truck that is not needed for
work....few Americans would stoop to
haul anything like wood or dirt in the big
American truck; most see themselves
as too good to do manual labor.

So what will people of con-
science do now, here?   Shall we flee to
the North, and man the lines against
America when she goes after the
Canadian water to fill her pools and grow
her lawns? Or to the south, to suffer with
my relatives when the Great Mexican
Famine begins? Farther south, the
cannibals masquerade as presidents
and generals....the jungle hides the
dead.  There is no road there.

Europe goes Muslim next week;
the holy wars began anew in Paris this
last decade.  Muslims are interesting,
like any religion...but a bit of a stretch for
Jimmy Petrol to start wearing a veil. But I
digress.  The religion is not at question;
all will be fighting for the same thing: that

divine right to life, to the bread and water
of the chosen people.   Choosing for
myself, I am at a loss.

To stay is to begin to fight in
earnest against the ideal of consump-
tive right; to become militant. To go is to
cast the only vote that counts; the one we
cast with our feet. To do nothing but keep
driving that truck, voting for fools...that is
madness.  Bad Monkey....how will you
spend your days?

HRC Pledges

Marriage Ruling
SAN FRANCISCO (Observer Update) - -
A California group fighting a proposed
constitutional amendment that would
overturn the state Supreme Court ruling
on same-sex marriage has received a
half-million dollar cash infusion from a
national LGBT civil rights group, re-
ported 365Gay.com.

The Human Rights Campaign
(HRC) is contributing the money to
Equality for All, an umbrella organization
formed to defeat the proposed constitu-
tional amendment that is expected to be
on the November general election
ballot in California. HRC already has
given Equality for All $100,000 and said
that more money may be added to the
additional $500,000 pledged.

The California Supreme Court
ruled that the prohibition of same-sex
marriage is unconstitutional. The ruling
came after a coalition of conservative
groups, expecting the ruling, began
gathering signatures to amend the state
constitution to limit marriage to opposite-
sex couples.

A coalition, under the banner
‘Protect Marriage’, have submitted more
than required 694,354 signatures to
qualify. The signatures are being veri-
fied.  Last month, Gov. Arnold
Schwarzenegger said that if an initiative
to ban Gay marriage qualifies for the
November ballot, he’s prepared to fight
it.

“The California Supreme Court’s
decision is a victory for justice and
fairness,” said Human Rights Campaign
President Joe Solmonese in announc-
ing the $500,000 donation. “But the fight
for equality has just begun.  “With the
$500,000 commitment to Equality for All
today, HRC aims to ensure that Califor-
nia remains a state where every person
has the opportunity to realize their hopes
and dreams by being able to marry the
person they love,” said Solmonese.

Equality for All, a large and
diverse coalition of civil rights, faith,
choice, labor and communities of color
organizations working to stop the ballot
measure.

Up at the state capital, it is
another week and Arizona’s Legislature
is still in session, as of press time, 138
days into their 100-day, self-set dead-
line, considering frivolous measures
and are no closer to dealing with the real
issues, such as the next fiscal year’s
budget, thanks to the Republican lead-
ership of House Speaker Jim Weiers of
Phoenix and Senate President (and
Congressional District 8 candidate), Tim
Bee of Tucson, who hold their super-
secret meetings with Republican legis-
lators on the matter.

This means for taxpaying Arizo-
nans, struggling to make ends meet,
paying for gasoline and trying to stay in
their “homes,” that the “gang of ninety”
continues to get into your pockets and
collect their per-diem money thanks to
the posturing of the Republican leader-
ship.

With the continuing legislative
session, no bills, memorials and most
importantly, concurrent resolutions are
“dead” until that magic phrase “sine die,”
are uttered and the “gang of ninety”
leave 1700 West Washington, putting an
end to the second regular session of the
48th Arizona Legislature.

SCR (Senate Concurrent Reso-
lution) 1042 still lives and if the elephan-
tine nitwits come up with a budget
proposal for the next fiscal year,
resulting in very quick negotiations with
Democratic Governor Janet Napolitano,
all happening within the next proverbial
“15 minutes,” the proposed state consti-
tutional amendment to make Gays and
Lesbians “a wedge issue” on the
upcoming November general election
ballot can still happen.

As previously reported SCR
1042 was amended and passed by the
Arizona House of Representatives and
awaits a concur/refuse vote by the
Arizona Senate.

One vote only will it take to give
Cathi Herrod, Peter Gentala and the
Center for Arizona Policy (CAP), a
“$500,000 handout,” to place a pro-
posed state constitutional amendment
to define marriage, even though their
law, approved by their minions and
signed by their governor has been
upheld in court, this despite their
protestations over the recent California
state Supreme Court decision on the
subject.

CAP, on their website, have
proclaimed that it can happen here!  “We
are less than 30 days away from an
Arizona same-sex couple being able to
‘marry’ in California, then return to
Arizona to file a lawsuit challenging our
state to recognize their California ‘mar-
riage.’ CAP has already received
reports of Arizona same-sex couples
registering for gifts and making prepara-
tions for California weddings,” Family
Facts Arizona, CAP’s newsletter breath-
lessly and factlessly reported in their
May 20 edition.

Standhardt V. Superior Court,
filed in Arizona Superior Court and
upheld by the Arizona Supreme Court
(during the time frame of July 2003 - May
2004) upheld the law (Arizona Revised
Statutes 25-101 and 25-112 respec-
tively) as constitutional (per the state
constitution), so that same-sex mar-
riages conducted in states that recog-
nize them within their boundaries are not
recognized in Arizona.  So how many
legal challenges have been filed since,
CAP?

It is interesting that CAP, the

group whose previously leader, Len
Munsil, drafted and lobbied the law into
existence, had prior to the decision,
ignored their previous work, quotes and
writings (scrubbing their website,
azpolicy.org of mention) to get their
ballot measure but then embrace it when
it is convenient, just after the May,
California Supreme Court ruling or in
April, when the Arizona Governor’s
Regulatory Review Council considered
and subsequently approved a measure
giving the domestic partners of state
employees (same and opposite sex)
medical and dental benefits.

So once again let your state
Senators know that SCR 1042 should not
see the light of the “legislative day,” not
for fairness, not for equality but at a cost
to Arizona taxpayers: for the businesses
who open offices in Arizona resulting in
lost income to the state and its citizens
due to the missed opportunities; due to
the printing cost of the sample ballots,
ballot measure books, postage and
subsequent election expenses; donat-
ing to both the proponents and oppo-
nents when the money could be better
spent elsewhere on more important
issues and, for the all the time wasted
and the per-diem money spent.

Later in the interview, Ellen
said, “Let’s talk about the big elephant in
the room.” She told the senator and the
audience that she will be soon marrying

her longtime girlfriend. She said she was
planning on marrying her before the state
made it legal and asked McCain what his
thoughts are on the same-sex marriage
issue.

McCain said, “I think that people
should be able to enter into legal
agreements and it’s something that we
should encourage, particularly in the
case of insurance and other areas and
decisions that have to be made. I just
believe in the unique status of marriage
between a man and a woman and I know
that we have a respectful disagreement
on that issue.”

PORTLAND, Oregon

Sam Adams, a child of
poverty, an openly Gay
man and a self-pro-
fessed policy wonk, will
be Portland’s next
mayor.

Sam Adams soundly defeated
12 other candidates to assume the top
office in the city and one of the tallest bully
pulpits in the Pacific Northwest. He
captured 58 percent of the vote to avoid a

November runoff against travel agency
owner Sho Dozono.

Adams, 44, won by stressing
specifics: He promised to work with
school leaders to cut the dropout rate,
make Portland a leader in environmen-
tally friendly businesses and use the
Portland Streetcar and better planning to
spur urban renewal.

& Johnson Athlete Family Support
Program to have [his boyfriend]
Lachlan near him in Beijing. We can’t
afford for Lachlan to go at the moment,”
Mitcham said. “But Johnson & Johnson
offer grants to go to Beijing and I’ve
nominated Lachlan as the support
person I want to go.”

Mitcham is very talented and
has a serious shot at a medal in the 10-
meter platform. He won the USA Diving
Grand Prix in Ft. Lauderdale, Fla., on
May 11.

SEATTLE, Washington (Observer Up-
date) Organizers of the annual Pride
festival are expecting 25,000 people at
Seattle Center on June 29 after the
downtown pride parade, Seattle P-I
reported.  However, it appears that for the
first time since 1977, there won’t be a pride
march on Broadway on Capitol Hill.

Michael Wells, head of
Broadway’s business association, said
he does not know of any events planned
for the street this year. Anna Bacler,
operations manager of The Seattle
LGBT Community Center, which helped
plan the march on Broadway after
organizers moved the parade downtown
in 2006, said nothing is on the books this
year.

The LGBT Center, which is
recovering from financial problems,
“believed it would not be in its best
financial interests” to work on the march
this year, she said. The annual parade
and march has faced difficulties in recent
years. Seattle Out and Proud, the group
that organizes the parade, angered
some in the community by moving the
procession from Broadway. The group
also piled up debt from the after-parade
festival at Seattle Center in 2006 .

NEW YORK CITY - Raymond Burr, who
played Perry Mason in the wildly popular
television show “Perry Mason” and later in
“Ironside,” lived a secret Gay life in
Hollywood when such a revelation would
destroy a career.  Burr invented a
biography for himself that included a wife
and son who’d died, and used his busy
schedule as a way to explain why he
wasn’t married. But Burr and his partner,
Robert Benevides, had a relationship for
35 years that was secret to most of the
world except for a handful of close friends.

Michael Starr, a writer for the New
York Post, chronicles Burr’s life in a new
Burr biography, “Hiding in Plain Sight: The
Secret Life of Raymond Burr.”

The complete story of the actor’s
career, including his secret Gay life.
Raymond Burr (1917-1993) was an
enigma. A film noir star regularly known for
his villainous roles in movies like Rear
Window, he delighted millions of viewers
each week with the top-rated shows Perry
Mason and Ironside, which ran virtually

uninterrupted for 20 years. But Burr was
leading a secret Gay life at a time in
Hollywood when such a lifestyle was akin
to career suicide. He invented a tragic
biography for himself in which he was
mythologized as a heartbroken husband
and father. There was even an invented
affair with a teenage Natalie Wood, 21
years his junior. He fought for truth as
Perry Mason and Robert T. Ironside, yet
he couldn’t admit his own deception. Burr
met his partner, struggling actor Robert
Benevides, on the set of Perry Mason,
and they remained together for over 35
years until Burr’s death. Together, they
built a business empire, traveled the
world, and shared their passion for
orchids and fine wine - keeping the true
nature of their relationship a secret from all
but their closest friends - a secret
revealed here for the first time in depth.

By definition, Memorial Day is a
time to remember. One day, out of 365,
set aside to remember all those who
came before that paid the ultimate price
so I could live as a free American.

I grew up as an Army brat and
then served 22 years in the Air Force,
thus this day means much to me. My
father was a Green Beret who spent the
prime of his career during the Vietnam
era. To this day, 27 years after he retired,
he still lives and breathes what his
service means to him. “My” war was the
first Gulf War. I was at Incirlik Air Base,
Turkey and although it was a very
challenging time, I certainly was never
engaged in anything remotely close to
hand-to-hand jungle combat of the
Vietnam era or the close up and
personal urban warfare our troops see
today. In every war though, the saying
that “all give some and some give all”
certainly applies. On Memorial Day, we
pause to honor these heroes of our past,
the sacrifices not only they made, but
those of their loved ones as well, so they
might know how very much we appreci-
ate what they gave. Yes, it is not only
about remembering, but also about truly
appreciating their gift to us and asking
ourselves what our responsibility is in
maintaining that gift for those that follow
us. At the very least, we have a
responsibility to reflect on where we are
today as both a nation and a people. Is
our country the shining city on the hill that
our predecessors fought to preserve?
Are we a people that others look up to? I
learned in my 22 years in the Air Force
that the best way to lead is to set the right
example. What kind of example are we
setting to the world? Would our forefa-
thers be proud?

The Declaration of Indepen-
dence states: “We hold these truths to be
self-evident, that all men are created
equal, that they are endowed by their
Creator with certain unalienable Rights,
that among these are Life, Liberty and
the pursuit of Happiness.” This is one of
the drivers that led our predecessors to
march into battle and give their lives. Yet,
even today, 232 years later, we are
deficient in living up to this ideal. Just as
the Tuskegee Airmen flew valiantly in
the Army Air Corp during WWII and
afterwards still suffered segregation,
and women were also allowed to serve
in many critical positions (to include
flying) but then were relegated back to
their kitchens after the war, Gay men and
women today are told they are unequal,
not due the same liberties, nor the same
right to happiness. Instead, they are told
that as long as they pretend to be
someone else, they can serve. Never
mind they are giving their lives for their
country without the right to even name
their partner to receive their Survivor
Benefit, should they be called to die for
their country.

I was recently reminded of how
far behind the rest of the westernized
world the United States is on this issue
when a friend of mine travelled to the
Netherlands to lay a wreath at the Dutch
Homomonument. This monument was
raised on September 5, 1987 in memory
of Lesbians and Gay men who were
harassed, imprisoned, or executed.
Every May 4th, during the annual
national memorial service, Gays and
Lesbians, many in uniform, gather
around this monument in the evening to
remember all the victims of Gay hate.
The Netherlands is not alone in such
acceptance of Gays and Lesbians. In

fact, the United States is the last of 22
Allied countries with troops in Iraq and
Afghanistan to allow Gays to serve
openly in their Armed Forces. Israel and
South Africa also allow Gays to serve
openly and studies regarding the inte-
gration of Gays in the militaries of
Australia, Israel, Britain and Canada
have shown the change to be a non-
event. When I contemplate the sacrifices
our men and women in uniform have
made, and continue to make, I think
about selfless devotion to duty and
courage. I also think about honesty and
integrity as these are essential charac-
teristics for those responsible for de-
fending our country. That’s why, year
after year, the military ranks at the top of
careers most admired by the American
people. Why then, when honor and
integrity are such valued traits of our
military men and women, are Gays and
Lesbians forced to hide the truth about
who they are…in direct conflict with those
values?

There are at least 65,000 homo-
sexuals in the military today and another
one million Gay and Lesbian veterans
around the country. These men and
women are valued members of their
squadrons, their battalions, their ships,
and their communities. They serve
honorably and in some cases, they die
honorably, such as Major Alan Rogers
who was killed in Iraq by an IED in
January, 2008. According to his com-
mander, he shielded two others from the
blast who likely would have been killed
were it not for Alan’s bravery. The enemy
and the IED they deployed didn’t care
that Alan was Gay. Neither did Major
Margaret Witt’s patients, (an Air Force
flight nurse who was discharged after 18
years of decorated service), care that
she was a Lesbian, only that she could

provide them the medical care they
needed.

Our military has a history of
leading change; of doing the right thing
before the rest of the country follows suit.
This was certainly the case with the
integration of African Americans into the
Army. Long before the Civil Rights Act of
1964, President Truman, in July of 1948,
signed Executive Order 9981, calling on
the armed forces to provide equal
treatment and opportunity for black
servicemen. This policy was the right
thing to do, not only for equality, but also
for national defense. Because of post-
war racial quotas, black servicemen
comprised a large portion of the force
and therefore, had a direct impact on the
nation’s cold war defenses. Today, Gay
men and women also play a critical role
in our nation’s defense. One case in
point is that the military has discharged
at least fifty-five Arabic and Farsi
linguists under “Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell” in
the last five years. Discharging these
linguists hurts military readiness and
ultimately costs the taxpayer much more
when either the military is forced to find
and train another recruit, or hires the
discharged member as a contractor
who gets paid much more for doing the
same job as before (sometimes with the
same unit). “Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell” has
forced the Pentagon to discharge nearly
800 vital personnel critical for national
security, including linguists and military
intelligence analysts, according to a
2005 GAO report. Keep in mind that
these men and women were not
discharged for being homosexual, but
for others finding out they were. Truth is,
homosexuals serve every single day, in
virtually every single way and assimilate
just fine. They are doing the job as

valued members of the team and to top
it off, most of their co-workers, and
sometimes even their bosses, know
they are Gay. So, you have to wonder,
what is the problem?

Our national anthem, the Star
Spangled Banner, ends with the words:
“the land of the free and the home of the
brave”. It is up to each and every one of
us to ensure those words always
describe our great nation. Apathy and
complacency are not the answer,
engagement and advocacy are. I am
reminded of the powerful message
sent by the lone man at Tiananmen
Square in the standoff with the tank. That
man displayed courage that most of us
will never know. He must have been
afraid, but he knew that his cause was
worth any price, even his life. We have
many such causes in America today
and all of us must work together to make
the right changes. We all should ask
ourselves: “if not me, who” and “if not
now, when.”

This Memorial Day 2008 is
especially poignant for me. As I retired
from the Air Force last July, this is the first
Memorial Day I can celebrate as my
true self. Because of how profoundly
that new found freedom has changed
my life, the cause I’ve chosen to support
is repeal of Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell. I
believe civil liberties are a fundamental
right of American citizens, and of those
civil liberties, none can be more
fundamental than the right to be yourself
and to love whom you choose. In 1777,
Edmund Burke, an Irish philosopher
and statesman said, “the true danger is
when liberty is nibbled away, for
expedience, and by parts”. “Life, Liberty
and the pursuit of Happiness” must

apply to all Americans, not just some. I
am proud of our country, I’m proud to be
one of its citizens, I’m proud that
citizenship affords me some of the rights
few in the world share, and I’m proud to be
working with SLDN (Servicemembers
Legal Defense Network) to ensure every
American enjoys all the rights to which we
are entitled.

ANNAPOLIS, Maryland - Despite the objec-
tions of some religious leaders, Maryland Gov. Martin
O’Malley has signed into law two bills that grant Gays
hospitalization rights and tax breaks. Signed by
O’Malley on Thursday (May 22), the laws become
effective July 1. The Health Care Facility Visitation &
Medical Decisions law grants Gay Marylanders the
right to visit a partner in the hospital and make certain
medical decisions for them. It passed the Senate 30-17
and the House 88-46. Another law, which adds domes-
tic partners to a list of blood and legal relatives that are
exempted from recordation and transfer taxes, passed
the Senate 26-21 and the House 86-47. Both bills were
targeted by Catholic protestors, who pushed for
O’Malley to veto the measures.

DENVER, Colorado - A Gay and Lesbian
grassroots Democratic group and conservative
Christian lobbyists are battling over a Colorado bill
expanding prohibitions from discrimination in public life
based on religion and sexual orientation. Senate Bill
200 would ban discrimination based on a person’s
religious belief or sexual orientation — including
Transgender people — in places of public accommo-
dation, housing practices, family planning services and
20 other public spheres. Gov. Bill Ritter (D) has until
June 5 to sign or veto the bill; with no gubernatorial
action, the bill automatically becomes law. Ritter has
not indicated whether he will make the bill law, spokes-
man Evan Dreyer said.

COLUMBIA, South Carolina - A high school
principal in Columbia, S.C., is stepping down from his
post after being asked to allow the creation of a Gay-
straight alliance club at his school. Irmo High School
principal Eddie Walker’s resignation won’t take effect
until June 2009, according to WIS TV in Columbia.
Walker said in a resignation letter he wrote to the
school that allowing the group creates a conflict
involving his professional and religious beliefs. “I feel
the formation of a Gay/Straight Alliance Club at Irmo
High school implies that students joining the club will
have chosen to or will choose to engage in sexual
activity with members of the same sex, opposite sex, or
members of both sexes,” he wrote. The school district
said in a statement that the federal “Equal Access Act
does not permit the school to discriminate against a
club based on the club’s purpose and viewpoint by not
allowing it to form unless the purpose of the club is
unlawful.”
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
