DURHAM, NC (Observer Up-
date) - Sen. Edward M.
Kennedy underwent what his
doctors called successful sur-
gery Monday (June 2) to treat
his cancerous brain tumor,
and told his wife shortly after
that he felt “like a million
bucks,” a family spokes-
woman said.

The surgery at Duke
University Medical Center took
about 3 1/2 hours. He is
expected to undergo chemo-
therapy and radiation in com-
ing weeks, and will remain at
the North Carolina facility for
about a week.

The 76-year-old Massachu-
setts Democrat was diagnosed last
month with a malignant glioma, a lethal
type of brain tumor. Experts had said Dr.
Allan Friedman - the top neurosurgeon
at Duke and an internationally known
tumor and vascular surgeon - was likely
try to remove as much of the tumor as
possible while balancing the risk of
harming healthy brain tissue that affects
movement and speech.

Friedman said the surgery “was
successful and accomplished our goals.”
Kennedy was awake during the proce-
dure, and should not experience any
permanent neurological effects, he said.

“After a brief recuperation, he
will begin targeted radiation at Massa-
chusetts General Hospital and chemo-
therapy treatment,” Friedman said. “I
hope that everyone will join us in praying
for Senator Kennedy to have an un-
eventful and robust recovery.”

Family spokeswoman
Stephanie Cutter said Kennedy spoke
to his wife, Vicki, and told her: “I feel like a
million bucks. I think I’ll do that again
tomorrow.”

Kennedy was hospitalized May
17 at Massachusetts General Hospital
after undergoing a seizure at his home
on Cape Cod. Doctors later announced
that he had a malignant glioma in his left
parietal lobe, a brain region that governs
sensation but also plays some role in
movement and language. A malignant
glioma is one of the worst kinds of brain
cancer, and malignant gliomas are
diagnosed in about 9,000 Americans a
year.

Kennedy said in a statement
released by his office earlier in the day
that he and his wife “along with my
outstanding team of doctors at Massa-
chusetts General Hospital, have con-
sulted with experts from around the
country and have decided that the best
course of action for my brain tumor is
targeted surgery followed by chemo-
therapy and radiation.”

Details about Kennedy’s par-
ticular type of tumor, which plays a key
role in survival odds, have not been
disclosed. Some cancer specialists
say it appears likely to be a glioblas-
toma multiforme - a serious and tough-
to-remove type - because other kinds of
brain tumors are more common in
younger people.

Typical radiation treatment is
five days a week for a month, using 3-D
imaging techniques that narrowly deliver
the beams to the tumor, affecting as little
surrounding tissue as possible. Experts
said the surgery could give subsequent
treatments a better chance of working.

“Almost no malignant gliomas
are cured by surgery, but many of us
believe that the more you get out, the
next treatments, whether they be radia-
tion or chemotherapy, have a better
chance of working because there’s less
tumor there to fight,” said Dr. Matthew
Ewend, neurosurgery chief at the Univer-
sity of North Carolina at Chapel Hill.

Kennedy has a history of seek-
ing top medical care available for his
family. He pulled daughter Kara out of
Johns Hopkins and brought her to a
Boston hospital when he was not
satisfied with the initial course of treat-
ment she was getting for lung cancer five
years ago.

In addition to his congres-
sional health insurance plan, which is
often described as one of the most
generous in the country, Kennedy’s
wealth gives him the means to afford
the best possible health care. The
senator is known to reach into his own
pocket and pay supplemental salary to
staffers who otherwise might be tempted
to leave his office for better paying jobs.

WASHINGTON, D.C. - Hunter College
just released the results of a compre-
hensive study, touted by that institution
as the most comprehensive study of
Lesbian, Gay and Bisexual attitudes
and behavior to date.

When the results went public,
the headline news was its finding that
roughly 2.9 percent of Americans are
Lesbian, Gay or Bisexual. Instinctively
that number feels low to me (my kids
might argue, in the context of that stat, that
I know all the Gay people in America).
But this is not the finding of most interest
to me. And it’s certainly not the most
disturbing statistic.

Respondents to the survey who
identified as Gay were tested on their
knowledge regarding the law as it
relates to their rights. They were asked
four questions. And no, the first one was
not “why are you as a person different
from all other people?”

Rather than give you the an-
swers, I’ll pose the questions, so you can
play along. For each question below,
see if you know the answer. And then, for
each question, guess what percentage
of Gay people surveyed answered the
question correctly.

Ready? Here goes.

1. Is marriage between two men
or two women legal in your state?

2. Can Gay men and Lesbians
serve openly in the military?

3. Does the U.S. Constitution
have an amendment that bans same-
sex marriage?

4. Is there a national law making
it illegal to fire someone for being
Lesbian, Gay or Bisexual?

OK, I’ll give you a minute. …
Time’s up.

Here are the answers:

1. If you are from California, you
should have gotten that one right.
Massachusetts is the only other state
where U.S. Gays can legally marry. A
small number of other states offer civil
unions and other kinds of relationship
recognition. No one gets the federal
benefits of marriage and if you move
from California or Massachusetts to
another state, best of luck to you. They
won’t have a clue what to do with your
marriage license. See, I told you it was
complicated.

2. Gay and Lesbian people
CANNOT serve openly in the military
(even my mother knows that one).

3. There is currently no constitu-
tional amendment banning same-sex
marriage. But if a Republican is inaugu-
rated on 1/20/09, all bets are off.

4. There is no national law
protecting a Gay person from being
fired.

OK, so there are the answers.
How did you do?

I sure hope you did better than
the Gay people surveyed by the gifted
Ken Sherrill and his colleagues at
Hunter.

Only 38 percent of Gay men and
Lesbians answered all four questions
correctly.

Let me say that again in a
different way.

Sixty-two percent of the Gay
people surveyed are clueless about
their own rights.

For those of you who think the
big challenge of the Gay rights move-
ment is to educate straight people about
the rights and protections we don’t have,
I suggest you think again.

Not that this isn’t a challenge. A
straight friend of mine, who assumed she
had aced the quiz, answered question
four incorrectly. “I really did think that a
national law passed a few years ago.”

My straight friend is in good
company.

Or should I say, poorly informed
company. Forty-one percent of the LGB
people surveyed thought that law
passed years ago, too.

I struggle to understand how this
could possibly be. A college student
who reads my blog offered this explana-
tion: “I bet a lot of LGBT students here
would flunk the test. I think it’s in part a
lamentable side effect of increasing
acceptance of LGBT people. They
come out early, their parents are OK with
it and they therefore think they can live
their lives just like everyone else —
marriage, suburbs, picket fence, no
problem at all. So they know zip about
Gay rights … and assume everything will
be hunky dory.”

Hunter College offers this ex-
planation: “ … Research generally finds
that Americans tend to be poorly
informed about politics.”

This ain’t politics, folks. It’s
about the laws relating to where you
work, how you live, who you love. I
wouldn’t use the word “politics.” I’d use
the word “life.”

The survey was conducted in
the midst of one of the most exciting
political seasons in which Democratic
candidates talked quite a bit about Gay
people. It is beyond embarrassing to
think that Sens. Hillary Rodham Clinton
and Barack Obama seem to know more
about our rights (or lack thereof) than we
do.

We aren’t paying enough atten-
tion.

You can’t fight for what you don’t
have if you don’t know you don’t have it.

SAN FRANCISCO, California (Observer
Update) - The attorneys general of 10
states are urging the California Supreme
Court to delay finalizing its ruling to
legalize same-sex marriage. The attor-
neys general say in court documents
filed Thursday (May 29) that they have
an interest in the case because they
would have to determine if their states
would recognize the marriage of gay
residents who wed in California.

They want the court to stay its
ruling until after the November election,
when voters likely will decide whether to
amend the state constitution to ban gay
marriage. California Attorney General
Jerry Brown is urging the court not to
grant the stay.

The states involved are Alaska,
Colorado, Florida, Idaho, Michigan,
Nebraska, New Hampshire, South Caro-
lina, South Dakota and Utah.

Lesbian Couple

SEATTLE, Washington - Sirbrina
Guerrero says she was approached at
a baseball game and told to stop
kissing her girlfriend after a woman
complained to staff at Seattle’s Safeco
Field that they were “groping and
making out,” reported pageoneq.com.
Guerrero was told by a seating host
that the woman didn’t want to explain to
her son why two women were kissing,
she said to KOMO 4 TV, but she
refused to give in.

“If you want to kick me out,
you’re going to have to,” she told the
host. After the exchange, Guerrero
took pictures of heterosexual couples
kissing that were not targeted by staff.
“We were eating garlic fries,” Guerrero
told the reporter, when asked if she
and her partner were acting inappro-
priately or “carrying on.” “The last thing
we want to do is make out with each
other.”

While a portion of Safeco
Field’s code of conduct mentions
“displays of affection not appropriate
in a public, family setting,” Mariners
spokesperson Rebecca Hale told the
Seattle Post-Intelligencer on Thursday
that they don’t specifically target
same-sex couples. “We would like
folks to know that we’re treating these
complaints and concerns very seri-
ously,” Hale said. “We’ve definitely not
got a policy that states that if you’re
gay, you can’t kiss at Safeco Field. Our
policy is, if your behavior is inappropri-
ate in a public setting, we are going to
proactively intervene.” Hale also said
that the couple were not kicked out by
the seating host, but spent a “good
chunk” of the game filing their formal
complaint at Guest Services. “This is
not a place where we are targeting
people based on sexual orientation or
any other classification,” Hale went on.
“Our goal is to have an atmosphere
where everyone is welcome. If it turns
out we were in error, we’ll do what we
can to make it right.”

SAN FRANCISCO, California (Ob-
server Update) - More California
voters now support allowing same-sex
marriage than oppose it, according to
a new poll released, reported the
Associated Press on 365Gay.com.

The results mark the first time
in over three decades of polling that
more California voters have approved
of extending marriage to Gay couples
than have disapproved, said Field
Poll director Mark DiCamillo. The
survey of 1,052 registered voters was
conducted over the phone.

“I would say this is a historic
turning point or milestone,” DiCamillo
said. “We have speculated in the past
there would be some time in the future
when a majority would support same-
sex marriage. Well, the lines have
crossed.”

The poll found that 51 percent
of respondents backed legalizing
same-sex marriage and 42 percent
opposed it, DiCamillo said.

In 2006, when participants
were asked, “Do you approve or
disapprove of California allowing ho-
mosexuals to marry members of their
own sex?” 44 percent said they
approved and 50 percent objected. In
1977, the first year Field posted the

question to voters, 28 percent ap-
proved and 59 percent were opposed.

The poll was conducted from
May 17 to May 26 in the days after the
California Supreme Court handed
down its historic ruling legalizing
same-sex marriage in the nation’s
most populous state. A smaller per-
centage of respondants- 48 percent -
said they agreed with the court’s
decision and 46 percent disagreed.

DiCamillo said the jump in
support for same-sex marriage indi-
cates that voters were “influenced in
some way by the judgment of the high
court.”

“I am left to surmise that had
some impact on voters who might
have been on the fence or marginally
opposed,” he said.

Voters were similarly divided
on the subject of a proposed ballot
initiative that would overturn the court’s
ruling by putting a Gay marriage ban in
the state constitution. Field asked
respondents about it two ways - once
referencing the specific measure a
group is seeking to get on the
November ballot and once talking
about a marriage amendment more
generally.

Fifty-four percent opposed the
amendment when presented with the
issue generally, a figure that dropped
to 51 percent when respondents were
told they might have the chance to vote
on a specific measure in November.
Support for the amendment stood at 40
percent and 43 percent.

DiCamillo said the numbers
could change once the amendment
qualifies for the ballot, but the early
results indicate “the concept itself is
not widely embraced.”

The Field Poll’s finding con-
flicts with a Los Angeles Times/KTLA
poll of 705 voters that found 54 percent
backed the proposed Gay marriage
ban and 35 percent opposed it. The
Field survey had a margin of sampling
error of plus or minus four percentage
points on the general amendment
question, and plus or minus five
percentage points on the more spe-
cific question.

ALBANY, New York
(Observer Update) -
Gay and Lesbian
rights advocates
had reason to cel-
ebrate on both
coasts with New
York set to recognize same-sex mar-
riages performed elsewhere and Cali-
fornia preparing to begin issuing
marriage licenses to Gay and Lesbian
couples on June 17.

Hours after California issued a
directive authorizing that date, word
came that New York Gov. David
Paterson instructed state agencies -
including those governing insurance
and health care - to immediately
change policies and regulations to
recognize Gay marriages.

For years, Gay rights advo-
cates have sought recognition for
same-sex marriages so couples could
share family health care plans, receive
tax breaks by filing jointly, enjoy
stronger adoption rights and inherit
property. Many or all of those rights
would now appear to be available to
New Yorkers who legally wed same-
sex partners in other states and
countries, according to the memo sent
earlier this month from the governor’s
counsel. Agencies have until June 30
to report back to the counsel on how,
specifically, the directive will change
existing state benefits and services for
Gay couples.

“This is a milestone in the fight
for fairness in New York,” Donna
Lieberman, executive director of the
New York Civil Liberties Union, said in
a statement. “Couples in New York
who have never known true security for
their families will be officially entitled to
treatment by our state government that
respects their rights.”

The Rev. Duane Motley, di-

rector of New Yorkers for Constitu-
tional Freedoms, which has lobbied
against the legalization of Gay mar-
riage, declined to comment on
Paterson’s directive. State Conser-
vative Party Chairman Michael Long
didn’t immediately respond to a
request for comment.

Massachusetts is currently
the only U.S. state that recognizes
same-sex marriage, but its residency
requirements would bar New Yorkers
from marrying there.

New York residents could
instead flock to California, where Gay
couples will be able to wed begin-
ning June 17 - unless that state’s
Supreme Court decides to stay its
own ruling same-sex Gay marriage.
Upon their return home, in the eyes of
the state, their unions would be no
different from those of their hetero-
sexual neighbors.

Gay couples could also
travel outside the country to marry in
Canada or one of the other nations
where same-sex marriage is legal.

The move by Paterson’s
administration does not legalize
same-sex marriage in New York. The
state’s highest court, the Court of
Appeals, has said it can only be
legalized by the Legislature, which
failed to pass a proposed measure
last year. The memo, one of the
strongest steps the state can take
short of action by the Legislature,
cited a February 1 ruling by a New
York Appellate Division court in a
case involving a woman wed in
Canada who was denied benefits by
her partner’s employer.

The appellate judges deter-
mined that there is no legal impedi-
ment in New York to the recognition of
a same-sex marriage. The state
Legislature “may decide to prohibit

the recognition of same-sex marriages
solemnized abroad,” the ruling said.
“Until it does so, however, such mar-
riages are entitled to recognition in New
York.”

Paterson spokeswoman Erin
Duggan said the May 14 memo is
intended to guide the actions of state
agencies. It states that agencies must
change policies and regulations to
make sure “spouse,” “husband” and
“wife” are clearly understood to include
Gay couples. The memo says failure to
include Gay marriages in the dispens-
ing of state services such as health care
benefits could violate state human rights
law. The agencies could face sanctions
for any violations, it warns.

The agency changes can be
instituted through internal memos or
changes in regulations and would not
require legislative action, Paterson
counsel David Nocenti said in the
memo, first reported by The New York
Times.

Former Gov. Eliot Spitzer and
Paterson, his running mate for lieutenant
governor, campaigned in 2006 on a
platform that included bringing equal
rights to Gays. Spitzer, however, said
the state constitution didn’t sanction Gay
marriage. Last year, a bill to legalize
same-sex marriage in New York was
approved by the Democrat-led Assem-
bly, but the Republican-led Senate
hasn’t taken it up.

The guidelines from Janet
McKee, chief of California’s office of vital
records, contained copies of new
marriage forms that include lines for
“Party A” and “Party B” instead of bride
and groom. The gender-neutral nomen-
clature was developed in consultation
with county clerks, according to the
letter. “Effective June 17, 2008, only the
enclosed new forms may be issued for
the issuance of marriage licenses in
California,” the directive reads.

Go outside sometime and find
your electric meter; watching it go
around and around is almost as good
as watching the clothes in a big washer
tumble around, or fish in an aquarium
wriggle back and forth in their little
universe.   Nearly as fun, but start
counting the revolutions on the electric
meter in pennies, dimes and nickels;
now it’s only fun for the utility company.
For you it sucks. Every revolution of that
little wheel sucks a little more money out
of your pocket. Remember, lots of our
electricity comes from coal-burning
electrical plants located nearby.  We
burn coal to make electricity...this is not a
green thing.

So get it and flip them off....all the
little things that make that nasty, ever-
spinning, cash-depleting wheel turn.
Here are the things that make it go in
most of our houses, in the order of their
appetite for electricity:

Large appliances, like: air-
conditioning, heating, stoves, clothes
dryers, water heaters, washing ma-
chines, dishwashers, microwaves and
refrigerators.

Small appliances next: toast-
ers, coffee pots, electric can openers (if
you use an electric can opener and don’t
have arthritis, stop it) televisions, com-
puters, stereos and the like.  All the little
things we use for a little while.

After all those big and little
machines come the lights.  Lights make
up the smallest energy use for most of
us, but it is a big number when we add it
up for all of us all at once.  It takes a
horrible amount of coal-burning to spin

the turbines to light our nights.

Here’s how the numbers work:
there are may be as many as a million of
us in the Tucson area     ( the 2000 census
says there are 486,699 humans in
Tucson proper).  A cool million...easy to
do the math on this one.  If you are alone
in your house and you have on one extra
light, just one, and we all do the same
lame-o thing, leaving lights on where we
are not just because we can, then there
are one million extra lights burning in
Tucson.  One million lights that we don’t
have to have on....hell of a big fire to spin
those turbines to make a million little
nasty lights burn for no reason.  Hell of a
fire.   Get my drift?  Anybody believe in
the Hereafter?  Your gonna go to Hell if
you burn that extra light; the Devil’s
gonna get you, sure.  All we have to do is
turn them off to save a lot of coal.   Pretty
easy...just one light each.

After we all run into the back
room and Flip It Off, can we rest?  Nope.
Still a lot of coal going up in smoke so we
can watch the clothes go ‘round and the
fish jiggle frenetically in the aquarium.
Edison started the light bulb business
with bulbs almost exactly like the ones
you are probably using for most of your
light.  Funny that a population that
replaces computers (that most don’t use
to compute) every time a new chip
comes out settles for stone-age light
bulbs.

There are (surprise!) new light
bulbs called compact  fluorescent  that
put out (approximately) three times the
lumens-per-watt!  And, they last about
ten times as long as regular (incandes-
cent) bulbs. The 60-watt incandescent

and the 18-watt fluorescent give off about
1000 lumens each,  for example.   Sixty
watts burning...or 18 watts....same
light...compact fluorescent lasts ten times
as long and is therefore even
cheaper....hm....what to do, what to do!
Oh My Head!  Such a dilemma!   Get
yourself down to one of  the Big Box
stores and make use of the warehouse
philosophy; buy those new-fangled light
bulbs by the ten-pack (just like beer, sort
of...).

Next comes all the other
stuff....you really don’t need me to tell you
most of it.   Turn off everything when you
are done with it.  No-brainer.  Don’t use
machines you don’t need (Dante, per-

haps would have provided a special
level in his Hades for the electric-can-
opening-monkeys, right next to the
electric carving-knife murderers).  Hang
up stuff that takes forever to dry, like the
little bathroom rugs and the fake sheep-
skin bedspread.  Use a motion sensor
on the porch light instead of leaving it on
all night.  Really, it is easy...just keep
thinking about that hellacious coal-fire
and those busy, busy, spinning
turbines....all going, all the time....slow
them down!

Remember, burn less coal here
and maybe I can get you a cooler spot in
the Hereafter.

In a press release, the Human
Rights Campaign (HRC)  PAC, the
federal political action committee of the
nation’s largest LGBT civil rights organi-
zation, has announced the release of a
comprehensive report  –  “Senator John
McCain: A Record of Opposing the
Interests of LGBT Americans.”

As the general election nears,
Sen. John McCain and his “supporters”
in the corporate hack media will tout his
reputation as a maverick, an indepen-
dent and a moderate, but a review of
Sen. McCain’s record paints a different
picture.

HRC-PAC’s report provides an
in-depth view of Sen. John McCain’s
record on LGBT issues and the likeli-
hood that a McCain presidency would
be similar to that of President George W.
Bush and which can be viewed online at
hrc.org/McCain.

“We’ve witnessed President
Bush over the last seven years repeat-
edly side with ultra-conservatives and
the religious right at the expense of
protections for LGBT Americans.  Judg-
ing by his record, a McCain presidency
would be another four years of more of
the same,” said Human Rights Cam-
paign Vice President David Smith in the
press release.

“Similar to Bush, Sen. John
McCain opposes equal benefits for
same-sex couples; opposes the Em-
ployment Non-Discrimination Act to
prohibit discrimination against LGBT
Americans in the workplace; opposes
expanding the hate crimes act to include
sexual orientation and gender identity,
and supports the military’s discrimina-
tory Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell policy.”

“Sen. McCain voted against the

Federal Marriage Amendment, which
would have rewritten discrimination into
our Constitution, but his position on
equality for same-sex couples is no
different than that of President Bush and
the conservative right,” said Arizona
State Representative Kyrsten Sinema
(D-Phoenix), who serves on the HRC
Arizona Steering Committee and previ-
ously directed Arizona Together, the
group responsible for defeating the 2006
Arizona constitutional amendment
against marriage equality.  “The same
year Sen. McCain voted against the
FMA, he worked to oppose equal rights
in his home state of Arizona by
appearing in a television advertisement
in support of a constitutional amendment
that not only would have banned same-
sex marriage, but also would have taken
away existing benefits and legal protec-
tions for unmarried families.”

From the report, some ex-
amples of McCain’s maverick, moder-
ate votes on issues of concern.

Senator McCain cast a decid-
ing vote against the federal Employment
Non-Discrimination Act;

Voted three times against ex-
panding the federal hate crimes law to
include sexual orientation and gender
identity;

Supports Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell
and does not believe that Gays should
serve in the military;

Voted for the Defense of Mar-
riage Act which prohibits same-sex
couples from receiving federal rights
and benefits in any state;

Voted to confirm President
Bush’s judicial nominees who had taken
anti-LGBT positions and has pointed to
Justice Samuel Alito as a role model for
future Supreme Court appointments;

Supported a strategy to cut off
funding for prevention efforts aimed at
the G/B community and voted to prohibit
foreign nationals with HIV from immigrat-
ing to the United States.

NEW YORK CITY (Observer Update) -
While Rockefeller family’s attempt to
get oil giant ExxonMobil to focus more
on climate change got more publicity,
there was another resolution that went
before shareholders as well—Gay and
Lesbian rights. ExxonMobil (XOM:
89.35, -1.08, -1.19%) shareholders
voted down a resolution to add “sexual
orientation” and “gender identity” to
Exxon’s non-discrimination statement.

Approximately 40% of Exxon’s
outstanding shares voted in favor of
the clause, but it was not enough to
send the issue to the oil company’s
board of directors.

The shareholder resolution
has come up every year since 2000,
when it got 8.2% approval among
shareholders. The percentage that
voted in favor of the resolution has
grown every year since then.

SALT LAKE CITY, Utah (Observer
Update) - A support group for gay
Mormons is urging church leaders to
stay on the sidelines after the Califor-
nia Supreme Court said same-sex
marriage there is legal.

The church has expressed
disappointment in the May 15 ruling.
Some critics want to overturn it through
a constitutional amendment. In a
statement Wednesday (May 28), lead-
ers of the gay group Affirmation are
asking The Church of Jesus Christ of
Latter-day Saints not to meddle in
politics that harms gay families.

Instead, the group wants Mor-
mon leaders to help people who are
hurt by the church’s teaching that
homosexuality is a sin. The church
believes God only sanctions marriage
between a man and a woman. In 2000,
it actively supported a California ballot
measure similar to that stance.

The image has stayed with

me — an anti-choice activist rushing
toward Sen. Ted Kennedy as he
stood at a podium addressing a
group of delegates to the 2004
Democratic National Convention.

I watched with fear — certainly
because of what had happened to
Ted Kennedy’s brothers, but even
more because of who Ted Kennedy
is and all that he has accomplished
for me, for America.

Years ago, long before
Democrats began wondering about a
dream ticket of Hillary Clinton and
Barack Obama (reverse the order if
you prefer), I gathered with friends for
drinks in Chicago and fantasized
about another dream team — Ted
Kennedy and Ann Richards (reverse
the order if you prefer). The year was
1988, Kennedy had been an insurgent
presidential candidate eight years
earlier and Richards had just deliv-
ered a convention speech as memo-
rable and historically significant as
Obama’s much-praised address in
2004.

Without Richards and without
Kennedy, the Democratic Party’s
embrace of GLBT equality might not
be so warm, so loving, so firm.

We lost Ann Richards in
September 2006, and just typing that
fact I get tears in my eyes. I’ll confess
to balling when I saw Clinton’s tribute
to Richards earlier this year just
before the Texas primary.

I’ll also confess to supreme
sadness after learning of Sen.
Kennedy’s illness. He has served in
the U.S. Senate longer than I have
lived and he has served in the Senate
well. He is a champion of GLBT
equality — a tireless advocate for hate
crimes legislation, a staunch adver-
sary of the federal anti-Gay marriage
amendment and the ban against
openly Gay servicemembers, a vocal
proponent of increased HIV/AIDS
funding and opponent of federally
promoted abstinence-only education.

When he entered the Senate
in 1962, Kennedy was 30 years old
and, many speculated, too young to
serve. He was a cub who would
become an old lion, the pride of his
party, perhaps the most important
Democrat since FDR.

I think of Kennedy’s reputation
and record as I think of the “change”
mantra coming from the Obama camp
in pursuit of the presidential nomina-
tion. Change. Hope. New. Different.
You’ve seen the signs, heard the buzz

words.

For weeks now I’ve
wanted Clinton to continue her
fight for a selfish reason — so I
can delay supporting Obama as
the nominee for as long as
possible.

Why?

What’s going on in my
political brain?

Or is it my heart?

In large part, it’s this
theme of “change.” Obviously the
Obama campaign wants change
from the past seven years under
the Bush administration, but
listen (you don’t even have to
listen too closely) and you will
know that “change” also implies
a new direction for the Demo-
cratic Party, a change of the old
guard, so to speak.

This eagerness for
“change” concerns me because
what’s wrong with the left turn
mapped out by liberal lions such
as Kennedy?

Despite the length of this
primary battle, Obama’s course
still seems to me uncharted, like
a road trip with no definite
destination — maybe it will be
monumental and maybe a bust.
Sometimes, as I follow the
politics of 2008, I feel like an old-
timer who doesn’t get the new
music or the new slang or the
new fashion — “Eh, what does he
mean ‘change?’” But I share that
question with so many others
who say, “Exactly, what kind of
‘change?’ It’s so vaguely de-
scribed.”

I know what Clinton’s
map to the future looks like, clear
and as familiar to the party
faithful as a Rand McNally
highway map. I like her course, it
will get me where I need to go —
and the rest of America too.

But other than some-
where different, I don’t quite get
where Obama’s course take us.

After learning of
Kennedy’s illness, Obama said
on CNN, “I think you can argue I
would not be sitting here as a
presidential candidate had it not
been for some of the battles that
Ted Kennedy has fought. He’s
somebody who battled for voting
rights and civil rights when I was
a child. I stand on his shoulders.”

I wish I knew better what
he sees from that vantage point.

So, in these months
before the party heads for the
party in Denver, I’m still looking
for Obama’s TripTik.

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NEW YORK CITY - Many career shifts
involve an “aha” moment. In Lisa
Sherman’s case, the moment was not
only the catalyst for a career change but
also led her to tell her boss she was a
Lesbian, reported the New York Times.
And her experience ultimately became
memorialized in a case study for the
Harvard Business School.

It all started in 1993 with a
diversity training seminar at what was
then Bell Atlantic, where Ms. Sherman
was a vice president for marketing. She
kept the fact that she was a Lesbian to
herself at work because, she said, she
worried that being openly Gay would
derail her career. She was, by her own
account, a master at what she calls the
“black art of pronoun puppetry, substi-
tuting ‘him’ and ‘we’ for ‘her’ and ‘she.’ ”

During the seminar, partici-
pants were asked to write on flip charts,
filling in the blanks on a variety of
sentences: “Blacks are ...,” “Asians are
...,” “Jews are. ...” Ms. Sherman said that
many of the answers reflected certain
stereotypes. “Latinos are family ori-
ented,” “Asians are hard workers,”
“Jews like big offices.” (She admitted
writing that last one.) But when she got to
the page with Gay people on it, she said
that seeing the words written by her
colleagues literally made her sick.
“Pathetic,” “perverse” and “immoral”
were among the ones she recalls.
Some were written by people she had
worked with for 15 years, many of whom
she considered to be friends.

At that moment, she said, she
decided she had to leave the company
since she could not imagine working
with people who thought those things
about her. But before she left, she made
an appointment to see the chief execu-
tive of the company, Raymond W.
Smith, with whom she had a good
relationship. She told Mr. Smith, she
said, what had happened at the diver-
sity seminar, and in the process, told
him about being a Lesbian. Even
though Bell Atlantic officially supported
diversity, including sexual orientation,
under its antidiscrimination policy, she
said she wanted him to know the real
atmosphere that people like her worked
in.

The meeting lasted several
hours. She said she told him about her
life and about her partner, a side of her
personal life she had never shared with
him. She called the meeting “extraordi-
nary,” yet she stuck by her decision to
leave the company, using this incident
as a push to try other things in her
career.

After a foray into entrepreneur-
ship and another stint in corporate
America (both in environments where
she was open about her sexual
orientation), Ms. Sherman, who lives in
New York, is now the executive vice
president and general manager of
Logo, the Gay television channel
owned by MTV. As she puts it, “I went
from being in the closet to being a
professional Gay person.”

Last year, Ms. Sherman told a
version of this tale in a speech at the
annual Reaching Out Conference, a
gathering of Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual
and Transgender students in master’s
of business administration programs.
After her speech, Jens Audenaert, a
Gay student in the audience, asked her
if she would agree to be interviewed for
a case study for a class at the Harvard
Business School taught by Bill George,
author of the book, “True North” and the
former chief executive of Medtronic.
Ms. Sherman agreed, and Mr.
Audenaert wrote up the case with
guidance from Mr. George.

Mr. George said in an interview
that he believed the case study was the
first at Harvard to take a look at sexual
orientation and leadership that also
revealed the subject’s name. But he
said the case has far broader implica-
tions than the issue of sexual orienta-
tion. “The color of our skin and our
genders are obvious, but many of us
have hidden differences,” he said. And
in using this case, he said he wanted
students to ask themselves the ques-
tion, “Why am I afraid to tell you who I
really am?”

The case consists of two parts,
with the first part ending just as Ms.
Sherman leaves the diversity training
seminar. That way the students can
place themselves in Ms. Sherman’s
shoes and discuss what they would do

at that moment.

According to the rules of the
class, if students know the actual
outcome of a case, they should
debate the issues as if they did not
know. The case identifies four
courses of action. She could quit.
She could “face her reality and try to
change her work environment for the
better.” She could meet with Mr. Smith
and seek his advice. Or she could
“just continue to do her job and build
her career without saying anything.”

“The question is what would
you do in this situation, and these are
not easy questions,” Mr. George
said. “Would you be a whistle-
blower?

Ms. Sherman’s coming out
left its mark on Bell Atlantic, where her
departure spurred Mr. Smith to take
significant steps to enhance policies
and instill the kind of inclusive culture
that Ms. Sherman thought was lack-
ing. Now the chairman of Rothschild
North America, an investment firm,
Mr. Smith said he was disappointed
but not completely surprised by Ms.
Sherman’s colleague’s comments in
the training seminar.

He testified before Con-
gress in 1997 in support of the
Employment Non-Discrimination Act,
a proposed federal law that would
prohibit discrimination against em-
ployees on the basis of sexual
orientation. And he wrote accounts of
that experience for internal company
publications to ensure that the entire
company knew his views. He also
made sure that the company moved
forward on changing its benefits
policies to include domestic part-
ners, something that Ms. Sherman
told him was being delayed by the
committee responsible for putting
through the changes. “I met with the
group on a Thursday and made sure
the policy was in place by the
following Monday,” he said.

Mr. George said he believed
that policies and training could
create an inclusive culture and
change the minds of people who
“wrote such ugly things.”

“I’ve done it,” he said. “But, to
be blunt, some of them will have to
leave.”

Mr. Smith also takes a realistic
view. “In any organization, there will be
people with these kinds of intolerant
and illegitimate feelings, so you can’t
be surprised when people behave this
way,” he said. “You do your best to
enact policies, which can affect behav-
ior if not what is in people’s hearts. After
a while, if people behave in a tolerant
way, they may start to think in a tolerant
way.”

PARIS, France (Observer Update) -
Yves Saint Laurent, 71, died Sunday
night (June 1) at his  home after a
yearlong battle with brain cancer, said
Pierre Berge, Saint Laurent’s close
friend and business partner for four
decades, reported the Associated Press
on 365Gay.com.

“Chanel gave women freedom,”
and Saint Laurent “gave them power,”
Berge said on France-Info radio. He
called Saint Laurent a “true creator” who
went beyond the aesthetic to make a
social statement.  The Gucci Group,
which acquired the Yves Saint Laurent
fashion house in 1999, said the
designer’s death “leaves a great empti-
ness but also a sublime inheritance.”
“This genius of creation shattered the
codes to create French elegance which
today makes Paris a grand capital of
fashion,” Gucci said.

Berge, speaking Monday on
the France-2 TV station, stressed Saint
Laurent’s “profound love” for women. He
used fashion to “serve women” and not
“use them,” said Berge, who collabo-
rated with the designer for four decades
and was his former romantic partner.  In
his own words, Saint Laurent once said
he felt “fashion was not only supposed
to make women beautiful, but to reas-
sure them, to give them confidence, to
allow them to come to terms with

themselves.”

Saint Laurent widely was con-
sidered the last of a generation that
included Christian Dior and Coco Chanel
and made Paris the fashion capital of
the world, with the Rive Gauche, or Left
Bank, as its elegant headquarters.  The
designer raised the stature of fashion
while making it more accessible, it is
widely agreed.

French president Nicolas
Sarkozy praised Saint Laurent for
“putting his mark on a half-century of
creation, in luxury as well as ready-to-
wear.” First lady Carla Bruni-Sarkozy,
who graced Saint Laurent’s runway
during her modeling career, said she
had a “heavy heart” on learning of his
death.

Saint Laurent was born August
1, 1936, in Oran, Algeria, where his father
worked as a shipping executive. He first
emerged as a promising designer at
age 17, winning first prize in a contest
sponsored by the International Wool
Secretariat for a cocktail dress design.
A year later, in 1954, he enrolled at the
Chambre Syndicale school of haute
couture, but student life lasted only three
months. He was introduced to Christian
Dior, then regarded as the greatest
creator of his day, and Dior was so
impressed with Saint Laurent’s talent

that he hired him on the spot.

When Dior died suddenly in
1957, Saint Laurent was named head of
the House of Dior at age 21.  He opened
his own haute couture fashion house
with Berge in 1962. The pair later started
a chain of Rive Gauche ready-to-wear
boutiques.  When Saint Laurent an-
nounced his retirement in 2002 at age 65
and the closure of the Paris-based
haute couture house, it was mourned in
the fashion world as the end of an era.
His ready-to-wear label, Rive Gauche,
which was sold to Gucci in 1999 for $70
million cash and royalties, still has
boutiques around the world.

Saint Laurent had long been
rumored to be ill, and Berge said on
RTL radio Monday that he had been

Boy Scout s Sue Philly Over Rent
Or Gay Policy Change

PHILADELPHIA, Pennsylvania (Observer Update) - A Boy Scouts chapter
engaged in a long fight over Gay rights has sued the city of Philadelphia to try to
avoid paying $200,000 a year in rent to stay in the city-owned space that has been
its headquarters for 80 years.

The Cradle of Liberty Council currently pays $1 annually for the space,
but the city has given it until Saturday (May 31) to open their membership to Gays
or start being charged fair-market rent.  The federal suit filed Friday (May 30)
accuses the city of censorship for targeting the Scouts but maintaining free or
nominal leases with other groups that limit membership, such as Baptist and
Roman Catholic church groups and The Colonial Dames of America.

The U.S. Supreme Court ruled in 2000 that the Boy Scouts, as a private
group, have a First Amendment right to bar Gays. But the policy has had
consequences, with municipalities, charities and donors withholding support.

RALEIGH, NC (Observer Update) - Charges of crimes
against nature have been dropped against two men
who were arrested for having consensual sex in
Wake County, N.C.

Nelson Keith Sloan, 39, and Ryan Christo-
pher Flynn, 25, were each charged May 24 after Sloan
called Raleigh police to report that he had been
assaulted by Flynn, the News and Observer
newspaper reported. Sexual-assault charges were
not filed, but Flynn was charged for assault for biting
Sloan on the lip. He said he had to pay $450 to be
released from jail. Though the U.S. Supreme Court
ruled in Lawrence v. Texas in 2003 that consensual
gay sex is not a punishable offense, North Carolina
still classifies sodomy as an illegal activity, as it does
cohabitation.

“I am grateful that the D.A.’s office has a better
understanding of the constitution than the Raleigh
Police Department,” Sloan said in a statement Friday
(May 30).  “However, as long as this law remains on
the books, it is a crime punishable by an arrest, a stay
in jail, media attention, and a fine of $450.”
