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AP Misrepresents
Obama, McCain LGBT
Positions

NEW YORK CITY (Observer Update) -
An August 28th ‘The Associated Press’
(AP) article titled ‘McBama agenda:
Common ground between candidates’,

misrepresents both Senator John
McCain’s and Senator Barack Obama’s
positions on LGBT issues, reported On
Top Magazine on pageoneq.com.

The AP piece, written by Calvin
Woodward, attempts to make the case
that both men share common ground on
many issues. The story leads the reader
to believe that both candidates share a
similar outlook with regard to Gay &
Lesbian rights due to the fact that they
both oppose Gay marriage. “Both say
Gay marriage should be left to the states
and oppose a constitutional amend-
ment to ban it. President Bush, in
contrast, proposed such a ban but did
not push for one. McCain has obliquely
endorsed at least some of the rights
inherent in Gay civil unions while Obama
has expressed strong support for those
rights. Both say they oppose Gay
marriage,” Woodward writes.

MccCain, in fact, has endorsed a
federal constitutional amendment to ban
Gay marriage. He said in early March
that he would support an amendment if
the Supreme Court required states to
recognize Gay marriages performed in
other states; that is, if his first line of
defense — state bans — failed. “I believe
that states like mine and other states
should amend our state constitutions,”
he said on Fox News' ‘Hannity &
Colmes’. “And | will stick to that position
until such time, if ever, a higher court says
that my state or another state has to
recognize the other sta — another status
of marriage. ... 'm committed to maintain-
ing the unique status of marriage
between man and woman.” Additionally,
McCain not only endorsed but cam-
paigned for a constitutional ban on Gay
marriage and civil unions in his home
state of Arizona in 2006. The measure
was rejected by voters, the first to do so,
but opponents of Gay marriage in the
state have returned with a new version
for the November ballot.

Openly Gay Conn. State Rep.
Jason Bartlett, a DNC delegate, dis-

agreed with the notion that the two
candidates share common ground,
saying, “Everything that I've heard come
out of his [John McCain’s] mouth has
been homophobic, and to try to suggest
that just because the two of them oppose
Gay marriage that they both have the
same position on the [Gay & Lesbian]
issues is absolutely ridiculous” Indeed
Obama favors civil unions over mar-
riages, but does so for more pragmatic
reasons, not personal bias. In stark
contrast to McCain, Obama recognizes
the need for some legal protections for
Gay couples in loving relationships.

McCain believes that Gay rights,
particularly in the areas of marriage and
adoption, need to be halted, in some
form — he simply happens to prefer the
state level. Whereas, Obama endorses
Gay rights, as is evident in his recent
Democratic nomination acceptance
speech in Denver: “l know there are
differences on same sex-marriage, but
surely we can agree that our Gay and
Lesbian brothers and sisters deserve to
visit the person they love in a hospital
and live lives free of discrimination.” One
is mistrustful of Gay voters, while the
other seeks them out.

Lesbian Activist Del Martin
Dies At 87

“By being honest about who we
are, we have freed most Americans from
the misperception that they were sup-
posed to be homophobic,” U.S. Rep.
Barney Frank, D-Mass., said. He was
speaking within the fold to the flock,
talking with members of the GLBT
caucus at the Democratic National
Convention in Denver.

Thatday, August 27, we learned
of the death of Del Martin, a pioneer in
the GLBT civil rights movement who did
so much to free so many Americans
“from the misperception that they were
supposed to be homophobic.”

Martin, 87, was an activist, one
of the earliest in the modern GLBT
movement, and as such she did much to
show people the truth, the way, the right
from wrong on Gay and Lesbian issues.

She also did much to show
people the truth, the way, the right from
wrong on Gay and Lesbian issues by
being a committed, loving, devoted
partner and eventually, after way too
many years of struggle, as a bride.

Martin and Phyllis Lyon, part-
ners of more than five decades, married
on June 16, after the California Supreme
Court ruled that marriage is a fundamen-
tal right that cannot be denied same-sex
couples. They had met in 1950, became
committed partners in 1953, and to-
gether, in 1955, purchased the San
Francisco home they would share for the
next53years.

The couple “defined, from my
perspective, what marriage was sup-
posed to be about,” San Francisco
Mayor Gavin Newsom said the day
Martin died. From my perspective, too. |
remember early in my own romance —
now approaching a 16th anniversary —
writing about my partner and | following in
the tradition of Martin and Lyon, our
names forever linked, not two but one.

Martin’s death brought condo-
lences from Barack and Michelle Obama
to “her spouse Phyllis Lyon, and all
those who were touched by her life.”

Her passing also brought calls
to action from activists facing another
round of ballot initiatives intended to
corrupt state constitutions with prohibi-
tions against our marrying and the
recognition of our unions.

The right for which Martin,
alongside Lyon, fought for so long faces
a threat in California Proposition 8, a
Nov. 4 ballot initiative that would amend
the state constitution to read, “Only
marriage between a man and a woman
is valid or recognized in California.”
(Noonprop8.com)

Floridians also will vote in
November on a proposed constitutional
amendment — the Florida Marriage
Amendment — that would ban recogni-
tion of unions outside the marriage of a
man and a woman. The amendment
would read, “Inasmuch as a marriage is
the legal union of only one man and one
woman as husband and wife, no other
legal union that is treated as marriage or
the substantial equivalent thereof shall
be valid or recognized.” (Sayno2.com)

In Arizona, where voters de-
feated an anti-Gay marriage measure in
2006, Proposition 102 would amend the
constitution to state, “Only a union of one
man and one woman shall be valid or
recognized as a marriage in this state.”
(Arizonatogether.org,
votenoprop102.com)

GLBT activists have long looked
to Martin and Lyon as leaders and
examples, asking what would Del and
Phyllis do?

Now, inheritors of Martin's
legacy, beneficiaries of Martin's fight,
say, Do it for Del. Don't get so wrapped
up in this year's partisan campaign for
the White House that you neglect the
peoples’ battles in the states.

Do, for Del, engage in the
campaign for “no” votes if you live in one
of the states facing an anti-Gay initiative.
And do, for Del, support those vote “no”
campaigns financially if you live in a
state safe from an initiative this election
season.

Do listen to Barney Frank and
be honest, inform the American elector-
ate that they are not supposed to be
homophobic.

And do heed Del Martin’s own
call to action, written so many years ago:
“Nothing was ever accomplished by
hiding in a dark corner. Why not discard
the hermitage for the heritage that
awaits...”

POLL: Opposition W idensTo
Calif. Marriage Ban (Prop. 8)

SACRAMENTO, California (Observer
Update) - A majority of California voters
oppose a ballot initiative to ban same-
sex marriage, though they are evenly
split on the practice itself, according to a
poll released Wednesday (August 27),
reported 365Gay.com. The ballot ques-
tion essentially will ask voters to prohibit
the practice of same-sex marriage,
which was approved in May by the
California Supreme Court.

The discrepancy between vot-
ers’ general attitudes against Gay
marriage and their position on banning it
could be explained by a hesitancy to
remove a constitutional right, said Mark
Baldassare, president and chief execu-
tive of the Public Policy Institute of
California, which conducted the poll. A
majority of likely voters, 54 percent,
oppose ending same-sex marriage,
compared with 40 percentwho supportit,
the poll said. The result is similar to the
findings of a Field Poll in July, which
found that 51 percent of likely California
voters opposed ending Gay marriage,
while 42 percent said they supported it.

But when it comes to general
attitudes about same-sex marriage,
voters in the Public Policy Institute poll
are evenly split, at 47 percent for and
against — as they have been for the past
three years. “It's early in the campaign
season, and in the end the vote on this
measure ... could be hard to predict,”
Baldassare said. “Overall views on Gay
marriage have not budged.” The Public
Policy Institute began asking voters how
they feel about Gay marriage in 2000, the
year voters approved an initiative to ban
same-sex marriage but did not enshrine
it in the Constitution. That year, the poll
found 55 percent opposed to Gay
marriage and 38 percent in favor.

In May, the state Supreme Court
ruled the 2000 initiative unconstitutional,
opening the door to same-sex wed-
dings throughout the state. The new poll
indicates that those opposed to Gay

marriage will have to mobilize voters if
they are to be successful in November,
Baldassare said. “The burden is always
on the yes side to convince people there
is good reason to vote for the measure,”
he said. The institute surveyed 2,001
California residents, including 1,047
likely voters, in English and Spanish
from Aug. 12 to 19. The poll has a margin
of sampling of error of 2 percentage
points for all residents and 3 percentage
points for likely voters.

Arizona Secretary of State Jan
Brewer and Attorney General Terry
Goddard had settled their dispute over
the wording and information to be
provided to voters in the publicity
pamphlet and ballot in regard to
Proposition 102 but another lawsuit was
filed.

Peter Gentala, lead mouth-
piece for the Center for Arizona Policy,
acting as the counsel for
yesformarriage.com and the confeder-
ate flag hoisting Republican state
Senator, Ron Gould had filed suit
seeking an injunction in Maricopa
County Superior Court.

comply with subsection E of this section:

. A“no” vote

spaces shall be filled with a brief phrase,
approved by the attorney general,
stating the essential change in the
existing law should the measure receive
a majority of votes cast in that particular
manner.”

Gentala said he still believes
the wording is unfair and is designed to
convince voters that Proposition 102 is
unnecessary.

101, that reads:- Void and prohibited
marriages - A. Marriage between par-
ents and children, including grandpar-
ents and grandchildren of every degree,
between brothers and sisters of the one-
half as well as the whole blood, and
between uncles and nieces, aunts and
nephews and between first cousins, is
prohibited and void. B. Notwithstanding
subsection A, first cousins may marry if
both are sixty-five years of age or older
or if one or both first cousins are under

sixty-five years of age, upon approval of
any superior court judge in the state if
proof has been presented to the judge
that one of the cousins is unable to
reproduce. C. Marriage between per-
sons of the same sex is void and
prohibited?

Or Peter for that matter, A.R.S.
25-112, covering - Marriages contracted
in another state; validity and effect - A.
Marriages valid by the laws of the place
where contracted are valid in this state,
except marriages that are void and
prohibited by section 25-101. B. Mar-
riages solemnized in another state or
country by parties intending at the time to
reside in this state shall have the same
legal consequences and effect as if
solemnized in this state, except mar-
riages that are void and prohibited by
section 25-101. C. Parties residing in this
state may not evade the laws of this state
relating to marriage by going to another
state or country for solemnization of the
marriage?

Then there is the case of
Standhardt v. Superior Court (2003),
upholding these two statutes in a ruling
by the Arizona Superior Court (Maricopa
County) and that the Arizona Supreme
Court refused to hear the appeal,
making the decision precedent!!

TUCSON - Hundreds of Tucsonans
harkened back to the days of Stonewall
1969 as five of Tucson’'s LGBT bars
produced a spectacular show to benefit
AIDS education and support services in
Tucson during the 12th annual “Turn-
about for TIHAN" benefit.

Under the leadership of the
participating bars Yard Dog Saloon,
Woody's, IBT's, Howl at the Moon, and
Colors, bar staff undertook a “turn-about”
from male to female (and female to
male) and performed to raise money for
the Tucson Interfaith HIV/AIDS Network
(TIHAN). In one of the most talent-filled
shows in its long history, this year's
Turnabout benefit raised over $13,000
for TIHAN!

The efforts of the event's pro-
ducers, performers, employees from
Tucson’s LGBT clubs, and their special
guests paid off well, not just in terms of
financial support for TIHAN’s programs,
but also in terms of a spectacular
evening of entertainment for the crowd.
After opening the show with a re-
enactment of the 1969 Stonewall upris-
ing, Scott Blades, TIHAN's Executive
Director, who came out to welcome the
audience, pay tribute to the long history
of drag as a tool for protest and
mobilization, and talk about TIHAN’s
work. Then the evening’'s emcees,
Tucson’s Queen of Comedy Lucinda
Holliday and Arizona’s Entertainer of the
Year Barbra Seville, took over and
entertained the crowd and introduced
excellent performances from the staff
and owners of the five participating bars.

From the opening number fea-
turing the cops who were stripped to their
underwear to a show-stopping big
production number from “Hairspray”
performed by Woody's staff and backup
dancers from the University of Arizona
School of Dance, to the special guest
appearance from Miss Gay Tucson
America/Miss Gay Tucson USofA Tem-
pest Du Jour, to the traditional closing
number with all the cast singing “We Are
Family,” the show was loaded with
spectacular and often hilarious perfor-
mances by the amazingly talented staff
of participating bars and our two

emcees. This year's show was filled
with creativity and an abundance of
gifted performers treating the packed
house to an array of pop, Latin, country,
disco, alternative, Broadway, and Holly-
wood songs, giving their everything to
entertain the packed house and raise
funds for AIDS awareness and support
services.

The $13,000 was raised through
community members pledging money
to support their favorite bar staff/owners,
as well as through tips, admission
tickets, program advertising, raffle ticket
sales, sponsorships, and donations
from the audience.

“Tucson’s bars and the Tucson
GLBT community have been so gener-
ous in their support of TIHAN’s work, and
it's so good to see everyone joining
together for this common cause,” said
Scott Blades, TIHAN'’s Executive Direc-
tor. “We are especially grateful to our
donors, to the participating bars and
their staff, to emcees Lucinda Holliday
and Barbra Seville, and to David Zinke,
our stage manager and lead volunteer.”

Florida Amendment Could Be In
For Rough Ride

ORLANDO, Florida (Observer Update) -
A proposed amendment to Florida's
constitution that would limit marriage to
people of the opposite-sex could be in
for a rough ride at the polls this
November a new survey of likely voters
shows, reported 365Gay.com. The
Mason-Dixon poll, taken for The Or-
lando Sentinel, shows that 57 percent of
voters support the amendment while 36
perecent said they intend to vote against
it. Florida’s constitution requires a 60
percent majority to amend the docu-
ment.

With a four percent margin of
error in the poll results are too close to
say the amendment is likely to be
defeated, but most political analysts say
usually such voter initiatives start out with
a large percentage which becomes
whittled down as opponents make
voters aware of the issues and conse-
guences. The issue likely will be
determined by the seven percent who
said they were undecided. A broad
coalition of LGBT groups and their allies
say they are mounting a massive
campaign to defeat the amendment.

The proposed amendment
says, “Inasmuch as marriage is the legal
union of only one man and one woman,
no other legal union that is treated as
marriage or the substantial equivalent
thereof shall be valid or recognized.”
Florida already has a law restricting

marriage to opposite-sex couples but
supporters of the amendment say the
law could be overturned in court. The
conservative FloridadMarriage at-
tempted to have the proposed amend-
ment placed on the 2006 ballot but fell
short of the required number of signa-
tures. Under Florida law the organization
was allowed to continue to add names
to the petition in a bid to get it on the 2008
ballot. It was certified in February to go
on the November ballot. Last year it was
discovered that the state GOP was
bankrolling the amendment effort. An
investigation by the St. Petersburg
Times into funding for the
FloridadMarriage found that of the
$193,000 that had been raised by the
group $150,000 came from a single
donor - the Florida Republican Party.

Opponents of the proposed
amendment say in addition to barring
Gay marriage it would bar civil unions
and would be used to deny partner
benefits not only to same-sex couples
but also to unmarried couples who live
together. That has spurred Florida Red
and Blue a non-partisan organization to
enter the fray on behalf of unmarried
opposite-sex couples. Last year in just
60 days the group amassed more than
$1 milion to battle the proposed
amendment.
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Advocate To Go Monthly And
Report More Hard News

tions, will go
monthly  be-
ginning in
January, its
new editor
said.

Jon Barrett, the magazine’s new
editor-in-chief, made the announcement
during the National Lesbian and Gay

Journalists Association’s LGBT Media
Summitin Washington, D.C. “I don’t think
there is a need for a biweekly magazine
anymore with the Web,” Barrett said.
“We will have more room for bigger
stories and we're going to get better
writers,” he added. “You will see more
news in the magazine.”

Barrett took over editing the
magazine earlier this summer. The
Advocate was purchased from PlanetOut
by Regent Entertainment, which also
owns Here Television. The last several
months have seen staff reorganization
and some layoffs. The magazine also
has moved into smaller offices in Los
Angeles.

GOP Axes Delegate Guide Over
G/L Listings

ST. PAUL, Minnesota (Observer Up-
date) - The Virginia delegation can-
celled an order of a publication it
planned to hand out to visitors at the
Republican National Convention in St.
Paul, Minnesota, because it included a
six-page section for Gays and Lesbhi-
ans, KSTP reported.

One Hundred Fifty copies of the
“Secrets of the City” guide, printed by
The Rake, were ordered by the cam-
paign for Virginia Lieutenant Governor
Bill Bolling to hand out to delegates as

gifts on arrival at the convention, which
starts on September 1.

“l am so terribly sorry to do this,”
Bolling’s political director Melissa Busse
wrote to The Rake, “especially when the
both of you have been so ‘out of your
way’ helpful, generous and easy to work
with. But, we need to cancel the order for
150 of the ‘Secrets of the City
guidebooks...having a section dedi-
cated solely to GLBT (sic) will be a BIG
problem for many of our folks. We simply
can'thand them out.”

Lesbian Senator’s Staff Sent Home
After Screaming Flap

SAN FRANCISCO, California (Observer
Update) - State Senate officials told Sen.
Carole Migden's Capitol staff to go
home for the week after the combustible
San Francisco Democrat was over-
heard berating them.

Enedina Hidalgo, the director of
personnel for the state Senate, was in
the hallway when she heard Migden
screaming at the staff, according to a
witness to the event. The source said
Hidalgo later entered the office while the
senator was not present, informing the
staff of their rights. Soon after, Hidalgo
returned to Migden’s office with Tony
Beard Jr., the chief sergeant-at-arms of
the state Senate.

They told staff members to
pack up their belongings and then
helped them out of the building, the
witness said. It was the latest transgres-
sion for Migden, whose decade in the
Capitol has been marked by contro-
versy, volatile behavior and high staff
turnover amid complaints that she is
unreasonably demanding and verbally
abusive.

NBC Apologizes For Snubbing
Gay Golden Medalist Diver

NEW YORK CITY (Observer Update) -
NBC Olympics President Gary Zenkel
has issued an apology for his reporting
team not mentioning on air that gold-
medal diver Matthew Mitcham is Gay
and has a partner.

“We regret that we missed the
opportunity to tell Matthew Mitcham’s
story. We apologize for this unintentional
omission, Zenkel said in the statement.

The statement comes after an
NBC spokesperson defended the
network’s decision not to mention it.
Zenkel's response was pretty short and
sweet, but is this case closed?

“The problem with you people,”
my critic scolded, “is that you're no
longer happy with merely being left
alone. You don't just want us to tolerate
homosexuality. You want us to think it's
RIGHT.” Well, duh.

Seriously: no matter how many
times | hear this complaint - and it’s pretty
often - it still surprises me. Of course |
want people to think that homosexuality
is morally equivalent to heterosexuality.
Why think otherwise?

Thisis notto say that | anticipate
universal approval. But | can still aspire
to - and work towards - as much
approval as possible. One reason is
that such approval makes our lives
easier. True, my life is pretty good asiitis.
But it would be better with the legal
protections that straight couples take for
granted.

And it's not just about me. | care
about teens kicked out of their homes,
workers fired from their jobs, servicemen
and women discharged from the military,
and so on - all simply for being Gay.
Increased moral approval of homo-
sexuality would help.

Yet there’s another reason for
seeking to change people’s false moral
beliefs about homosexuality. Moral truth
matters.

It matters both for its own sake
and for what it achieves. Morality has a
crucial social function. It shapes our
behavior; it coordinates our life projects;
it defines our community. These are all
good things.

But morality doesn’t work in the
abstract. It works only when people
recognize and encourage it. This re-
quires moralizing - the voicing of
approval and disapproval that gives
morality its public face and force.

Moralizing often gets a bad rap.
The term “moralist” conjures up an
image of a finger-wagging busybody,

hypocritically pointing out the specks in
his neighbor's eye while ignoring the
planks in his own.

But at its best, moralizing can
protect and nurture us. It steers us in
ways that are good for us, good for those
we love, and good for the community at
large.

As social creatures, we depend
on moralizing. We benefit from our
parents’ scolding, which keeps us out of
trouble. We benefit from our neighbors’
raised eyebrows and encouraging
glances, which nudge us to be the best
people we can be.

In order for moralizing to work,
however, we have to care to some
extent about what other people think. We
have to take moralizing seriously.
Imagine life in a world where no one
cared about other people’s moral
opinions. Such a life would be, in
Thomas Hobbes’ words, “solitary, poor,
nasty, brutish, and short.”

Now imagine a world where
vast numbers of people—maybe half
your neighbors or more—morally disap-
prove of some of the most intimate and
important aspects of your life. Most
readers of this column don't have to
imagine that. As LGBT people, we live it
daily.

What do we do in the face of
such widespread moral disapproval?
Often we avoid or ignore it. That's an
understandable response, but it worries
me.

It worries me because of how
morality works. Morality has a job to do,
and it can't do it well if we become too
comfortable with ignoring others’ moral-
izing. Just as unreasonable or unen-
forceable laws erode our confidence in
law itself (think Prohibition), widespread
dismissal of others’ moral views erodes
morality’s social function.

Don't misunderstand: | believe

people should think for themselves, and
of course we shouldn't worry about
everything our neighbors think. Some
neighbors are thoughtless and stupid.
What's more, there are sometimes
good moral reasons for bucking the
majority.

But when large numbers of
people - many of them educated,
intelligent, and decent - disapprove of a
central feature of our lives, that's
troubling. Not just for pragmatic reasons
- although those are important - but
because of morality’s role in the social
fabric.

The alternative to avoiding or
ignoring other people’s disapproval is
to try to reverse it. Reversing it means
convincing them that same-sex relation-
ships are not merely tolerable, but
morally good.

And that's what we should aim
to do. Not because we desperately
need to be patted on the back, and not
merely because their moral approval
would make our lives easier.

Ultimately, we should do it
because morality matters—to us, to
them, to everyone.

In a move that is Orwellian in its
aspect, the U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture (USDA) has refused to allow a large
Midwestern meat packing plant to test its

product for mad-cow disease.

The USDA is a functional arm of
the Bush administration and acts in direct
accord with the policies and direction of
the White House.

Creekstone Farms Premium Beef
wants to test all its cows to meet the
market demand for beef that is proven
free from the deadly disease. Oddly
opposed to this market driven and
consumer friendly testing, the Bushies
refuse to allow testing on the basis that it
will raise the cost of beef.

The government reports that
“other” beef suppliers fear that if
Creekstone is allowed to label its product
as “tested”, that all suppliers will have to
follow suit, adding expense to the already
over-burdened consumer. These un-
named “others” are hard to find. | have not
been able to find them and suspect that
they are another of the administrations
fantastic fabrications, as were the Weap-
ons of Mass Destruction (WMD’s) that
provided the excuse to invade Iraq and
install Lord Cheney’s company as gov-
ernment-in-fact.

The USDA does do some
testing for Mad Cow; the press reports that
fully one percent of the beef slaughtered
in the US is tested. It also reports that no
cattle that are visibly ill are tested. The
Orwellian Doublespeak that the Bushies
use to explain all this is of the best quality;
without a doubt, they employ only the
finest, most diabolical minds to produce
the official position statements and court
briefs.

What you and | know is simpler:
for an administration (and congress) that
is so pro-market forces to alter position
like this is a sure sign of deeper trouble.

United States beef is currently
believed to be clear of mad-cow, due
entirely to the fact that nobody is allowed
tolook for it. Creekstone has beenin court
fighting this prohibition since March of
2006, when it filed suit to gain access to
mad-cow test kits. It wants to assure
foreign buyers that its meat is safe to eat;
currently, US beef is barred from foreign
markets in a variety of ways and
conditions because the people in other
countries find US testing inadequate to
protectits citizenry.

The Bush’s, hailing from Texan
cattle country, have a Machiavelian
purpose in preventing us from knowing
whether our beef is safe to eat. What is
really at stake here is the preception
American beef-eaters have of safety.
Since no mad-cow disease can be found
if no effective testing is allowed, no market
panic can result.

The amazing fact that sick ani-
mals are not tested, due to the convoluted
reasoning in the USDA testing protocols,
coupled with the fact that voluntary testing
is prohibited by law can mean only one
thing: the USDA is certain that mad-cow
will turn up in US beef if tested for.

What the USDA and the Bushies
claim is that new standards in processing,
feeding and the like are sure to eliminate
the threat of contamination. Butthe testing
standards are designed to protect the
beef-market from boycott, not to assure
the safety of the consumer.

The USDA has authority to
administer treatment for livestock dis-
ease. Claiming that the test for mad-cow
is part of a “treatment” is the highest order

of double-think; Creekstone intends to
test the animals after they are killed. If this
is “treatment”, then we can expect the
administration to soon reveal success in
resurrecting the dead, since my under-
standing is that treatment of a disease is
meant to provide a cure, unlike the
autopsy, which can only investigate the
cause.

When a government finds it
acceptable to mislead its people, when
the primary purpose of the intelligent
people in the government is to mislead
and trick the people, it is time for those in
office to be replaced.

Birmingham Mayor
Sued For
Discrimination

BIRMINGHAM, Alabama (Observer Up-
date) - A Gay rights group in Alabama is
filing a lawsuit against the mayor of
Birmingham for not allowing city workers
to hang banners supporting Gay Pride
Week. Central Alabama Pride Inc. filed
the federal suit, claiming that Mayor Larry
Langford's actions violated workers’ First
Amendment rights, according to the
Birmingham News.

Some workers wanted to hang
banners on city property, as other
workers have done to promote football
games and music festivals. However,
individuals were denied use of city
property to advertise for Birmingham's
20th annual Gay pride parade on June 7.
Langford said he turned down the request
because it was inappropriate for the
governmentto endorse a“lifestyle choice,”
according to the lawsuit. He then said he
would not interfere with a permit request
as long as he did not have to sign it.
Birmingham police later issued the
permit, and the Birmingham City Council
passed a resolution supporting the event,
reported advocate.com

“The bottom line is, | don't
condone the lifestyle and what they were
asking me to do,” Langford said in the
article. “Proclamations are under my
purview as mayor, so they're asking me
for a personal endorsement.”

Calif. Prisons
Prepare To Permit
Same-Sex
Weddings

SACRAMENTO, California (Observer
Update) - Now that same-sex couples
can get married in California, state prison
officials are trying to figure out what that
means for Gay inmates.

No prisoners so far have sought
to arrange weddings with same-sex
partners since the state Supreme Court
granted same-sex couples the right to
wed as of mid-June, according to Michele
Kane, spokeswoman for the California
Department of Corrections and Rehabili-
tation. Nonetheless, department lawyers
are drafting guidelines to bring the state’s
33 adult prisons into compliance with the
court’s ruling that same-sex couples must
be treated the same as opposite-sex
couples under the California Constitution,
Kane said.

What they have determined so
far is that would mean allowing Gay
inmates to marry someone on the
outside, but not a fellow prisoner — the
same rules that apply to straight inmates,
according to Kane.

Military Courts HS
Dropouts While Ban-
ning College-Trained
Gays and Lesbians

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Update) - The U.S.
Army, eager to fill its ranks amid wars in Iraq and
Afghanistan, is turning to high school dropouts, opening
a prep school to enable prospective enlistees to gain
the GED.The military has turned six World War ll-era
buildings at Fort Jackson, South Carolina into a mini-
campus of spartan classrooms and barracks. Under the
year long pilot project, classes of about 60 soldiers will
enter the month long program, reported 365Gay.com.

“It's academic immersion,” Col. Jeffrey
Sanderson, chief of staff at Fort Jackson told The
Associated Press. “Our studies show that with only three
out of every 10 people of military age being capable of
joining the Army, we are going to have to do something
different.” Last October, Army officials said they intended
to expand the force by adding 74,000 soldiers by 2010,
with the active duty force growing to a total of 547,000. But
while the military reaches out to high school dropouts the
number of gays drummed out of the armed forces under
“Don’t Ask, Don't Tell” continues to grow. Under DADT
two people every day are dropped from the military for
being gay. In the 15 years that DADT has been in force
more than 10,000 personnel have been discharged as a
result of the policy, including 800 with skills deemed
“mission critical,” such as pilots, combat engineers, and
linguists. The number of gay men and lesbians turned
away by military recruiters is unknown.

A study conducted last year for the
Servicemembers Legal Defense Network concluded
thatthe U.S. military could attract as many as 41,000 new
recruits if gays and lesbians in the military were able to
be open about their sexual orientation. An ABC News/
Washington Post poll released last month found that 75
percent of Americans believe LGBT people should be
allowed to serve. A similar poll taken shortly after Pres.
Bill Clinton signed the law in 1993 found that only 44
percent of Americans supported the idea of letting gays
serve openly. A study published by a University of
California think-tank found that “allowing gays and
lesbians to serve openly is unlikely to pose any
significant risk to morale, good order, discipline or
cohesion.” Democratic Presidential candidate Barack
Obama supports repeal of DADT and the party platform
contains language calling for an end to the policy.
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Palin And LGBT Rights: The Straight Dope

Republican Presidential Candidate John McCain with his
Vice-Presidental candidate Sarah Palin

DAYTON, Ohio (Observer Update) -
Republican Senator John McCain has
selected Sarah Palin, Alaska’'s gover-
nor and a little-known conservative with
a slim record on Gay and AIDS issues,
to be his running mate in the 2008
presidential race, Gay City News
reported. “She’s fairly socially conser-
vative, she’s fairly anti-choice,” said
Jeffrey A. Mittman, executive director of
the American Civil Liberties Union of
Alaska (ACLU).

Palin became governor in
2006 after serving as a councilwoman
and then mayor of a small Alaskan
town. She made an unsuccessful run at
becoming Alaska’s lieutenant governor
in 2002. Palin has confronted a single
piece of Gay rights legislation in that
time. In 2005, Alaska’s highest court
ruled, in a case brought in 1999 on
behalf of nine couples, that the state
could not deny benefits to the domestic
partners of state government employ-
ees. The court ordered the state to
implement that ruling in late 2006.

The ruling was seen by right
wingers as conflicting with a 1998
amendment to the Alaska Constitution,
passed by voters in a ballot referen-
dum, that defined marriage as solely
between one man and one woman. The
Republican-dominated State Legisla-
ture passed a bill that barred the state’s
administrative agency from implement-
ing the ruling. Palin vetoed it. “The
Department of Law advised me that this
bill... is unconstitutional given the recent
court order... mandating same-sex
benefits,” Palin said in a statement.
“With that in mind, signing this bill would
be in direct violation of my oath of office.”
The statement added, “The governor’'s
veto does not signal any change or
modification to her disagreement with
the action and order by the Alaska
Supreme Court. It is the governor's
intention to work with the Legislature and
to give the people of Alaska an
opportunity to express their wishes and
intentions whether these benefits should
continue.”

Eight days before signing the
veto, Palin signed another bill that
called for a “statewide advisory vote”
regarding the ruling from Alaska’s high
court, saying in a statement, “We may
disagree with the rationale behind the
ruling, but our responsibility is to
proceed forward with the law and follow
the Constitution... | disagree with the
recent court decision because | feel as
though Alaskans spoke on this issue
with its overwhelming support for a
Constitutional Amendmentin 1998 which
defined marriage as between a man
and woman. But the Supreme Court has
spoken and the state will abide.”

The ACLU's Mittman framed
the way the bill calling for the statewide
advisory played out in the ongoing
controversy about the high court's
order. “Then what happened was the
anti-Gay forces came up with what they
called an advisory vote,” he said. “It was
essentially a way for anti-LGBT people
to try and rally public opinion to try and
move their agenda forward.”

In 2007, the state spent an
estimated $1 million to hold that vote
and Alaskans expressed their opposi-
tion to the court ruling by a narrow

margin. The vote did not have the effect
of making law. The McCain campaign
has very effectively spun the veto to
show Palin, 44, as sympathetic toward
the Gay and Lesbian community.

Palin opposes same sex mar-
riage. A 2006 Anchorage Daily News
story, said of Palin: “She’s not out to
judge anyone and has good friends
who are Gay, but that she supported the
1998 constitutional amendment.”

Some press reports following
the McCain campaign announcement
have repeated that right-wing rhetorical
flourish that has Palin declaring that she
has Gay friends. That softer image is not
what some Alaskans saw.

“That's just completely wrong,”
said Allison E. Mendel, the attorney who
brought the 1999 case. “She spoke on
radio programs all throughout the
campaign saying, ‘I want a constitu-
tional amendment, | think these things
are only for a man and a woman.’ ... |
don't think she’s ever said a friendly
word about Gay people, that they ought
to have health benefits like other people
do or anything along those lines.”

On AIDS issues, Palin simply
has no record at all. “There is not a lot to
speak of for AIDS policy because she
hasn’t done much,” said Trevor Storrs,
executive director of the Alaskan AIDS
Assistance Association. “She’s never
been given the opportunity to address
our situation here because it has never
been put before her.” With roughly 1,200
AIDS cases, Alaska is a “low incidence
state,” Storrs said, and most of its HIV
funds come from the federal govern-
ment.

Then Palin’'s 20 months in the
governor's office have been taken up
with the state’s oil and gas industry.
Health issues generally, such as
substance abuse or mental health,
have not received much attention,
Storrs said. “She has done very little to
address the major epidemics,” he said.

There’s quite a lot to say about
Sarah Palin. There's actually quite
more to say about Barack Obama'’s
magnificent speech, but John McCain
kicked the soccer ball and the media
herd is chasing it. So we’'ll go with Palin
for now and come back to Obama’s
speech on the weekend.

What's striking to me is what
has happened in Alaska since Palin
was swept into office as a reformer. In
20086, sitting governor Frank Murkowski
finished third out of four in the primary
due to corruption scandals. A good
chunk of the Republicans in the state
legislature are either under indictment
or under suspicion. Ted Stevens will go
to court in September. Palin offered a
new direction from that culture of
corruption.

And then she came into office
and did the same thing as every other
Republican in Alaska. The most promi-
nent scandal, for which she is currently
under an ethics review, concerns her
trying to get her sister's ex-husband
fired as a state trooper.

Gov. Sarah Palin, a rising
young GOP star mentioned as a

possible running mate for John McCain,
could see her clean-hands reputation
damaged by a growing furor over
whether she tried to get her former
brother-in-law fired as a state trooper. A
legislative panel has launched a
$100,000 investigation to determine if
Palin dismissed Alaska’s public safety
commissioner because he would not
fire the trooper, Mike Wooten. Wooten
went through a messy divorce from
Palin’s sister.

Palin has denied the
commissioner's dismissal had any-
thing to do with her former brother-in-law.
And she denied orchestrating the
dozens of telephone calls made by her
husband and members of her adminis-
tration to Wooten'’s bosses.

There’s actually tape of a Palin
aide pressuring the Public Safety
Department to fire Wooten. And when
the Public Safety Commissionerwouldn't,
she fired him and replaced him with
someone who would. Someone who
had a history of sexual harrassment and
is now the PUBLIC SAFETY commis-
sioner.

That's shades of Archibald
Cox and Elliot Richardson and William
Ruckleshaus. | understand that the state
trooper and her sister had a messy
divorce, and he’s been alleged to have
done all sorts of terrible things to the
sister and the kids, but firing people who
refuse to carry out your wishes - well,
that's good for Woodward and
Bernstein's career, but not for the
country. And there's more.

Siun reports that Palin broke
the law to ensure that Alaskan water
would stay dirty: It is against the law for
the governor to officially advocate for or
against a ballot measure; however,
Palin took what she calls “personal
privilege” to discuss one of this year's
most contentious initiatives. Along with
taking a position on the big mine’s side,
Palin’s administration apparently used
state Department of Natural Resources
resources to lobby for defeat of the
Clean Water Initiative under the pre-
tense of creating a state run website to
“educate” citizens. The citizen group
Alaskans for Clean Water responded
by filing “a complaint against DNR for a
recently-launched state website meant
to clarify the issue for voters. “

The complaint alleges that the
Department of Natural Resources (DNR)
improperly attempted to influence the
outcome of an election by publishing
information against the initiative on its
website. It also alleges that DNR failed
to report to APOC the expenditures,
including employee time, related to
creation of the information.

“It has become clear to us that
the Department of Natural Resources is
working hand-in-hand with the industry,
and that the state is inappropriately
making efforts to influence voters on this
ballot initiative,” said Art Hackney, a co-
sponsor of Ballot Measure #4.

Now, this reflects Nixon as
much as it reflects our current White
House resident. When the laws con-
strain you, use a “personal privilege” or
make a signing statement. The point of
similarity is contempt for the rule of law
and a belief in the expansion of
executive power. There are a lot of
ways to talk about Palin. She is a
creationist-loving anti-choice, environ-
ment-despoiling gift to the fundie right
who’s resume is so thin that she doesn't
really know what the Vice President
does. It's clear that McCain, who has
only met Palin a few times, sees the
election as an uphill climb and tried to
use the pick to command the news
cycle with a surprise. Maybe that works
for a day, but over time this could
backfire heavily. Like Eagleton heavy.
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Not to mention that she is
completely in line with Fourthbranch
Cheney and Spiro Agnew and the rest
of the Corruptocrats on the issue of
abuse of power. The Anchorage Daily
News put it best: She can look you in
eye and tell you black is white.
Especially when there’s oil involved.

BALTIMORE, Maryland (Observer Up-
date) - Gov. Martin O’'Malley spoke
briefly Monday (August 25) with the
Washington Blade on the floor of the
Democratic National Convention about
the merits of civil unions versus civil
marriage, Montgomery County’s up-
coming transgender rights referendum
and other Gay issues.

“I think that there is a growing
awareness of the shortcomings of our
laws and the manner in which they
shortchange the children of committed
couples who happen to be Gay. And |
think that there is certainly an aware-
ness in the General Assembly of the
need to update our laws in Maryland so
that we can treat people equally, more
equally, and closer to the ideal that we
hold as a country that believes that
individuals should have their rights
protected equally. So in Maryland, |
think that there’s a lot of consensus for
civil unions. And the last session, some
advocates chose instead to go a
different route. And so, we'll see. | don't
know.”
