WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Up-
date) - Sen. Barack Obama’s presi-
dential campaign is seeking help from
LGBT voters to win some surprising
new battleground states in
November’s election, reported the
Washington Blade.  Dave Noble, who
is in charge of mobilizing the Gay vote
for Obama, said Democrats are “really
expanding the map and there are
states in play for Barack Obama that
haven’t been in play for Democrats in
years past.”

Foremost among the new
competitive states in this year’s elec-
tion is Virginia, which has not been
claimed by a Democratic presidential
candidate since President Lyndon
Johnson won the state in 1964. Another
surprisingly competitive state is North
Carolina, which no Democratic presi-
dential candidate has won since
Jimmy Carter took the state in 1976.
Other states in play are Colorado,
Missouri and West Virginia. President
Bill Clinton won those states at least
once in his elections, but the states
were solidly “red” when President
George W. Bush ran for the White
House in 2000 and 2004.

Some traditional battleground
states are also competitive, such as
Florida and Ohio.

Dan Pinello, a Gay govern-
ment professor for the City University
of New York, said the “overwhelming”
concern over the economy is making
Obama competitive in states where
Democrats have historically not per-
formed well.

Noble said Obama’s Gay
supporters can help win these states
by talking to friends, family members

and co-workers about how the Illinois
senator would be a more effective
president on Gay issues. “They should
be telling their own story about why
they support Barack,” Noble said.
“Let’s talk about the fact that we have a
candidate who’s unafraid to talk about
the need for LGBT laws.”

Noble, a former official with
both the National Stonewall Demo-
crats and the National Gay & Lesbian
Task Force, noted that Obama favors
passing the Employment Non-Dis-
crimination Act, hate crimes legislation
and a bill repealing “Don’t Ask, Don’t
Tell.”
Obama’s Gay supporters can also
help by knocking on doors in battle-
ground states and participating in “get
out the vote” activities, Noble said.
While Obama is competing neck-and-
neck with McCain in key states,
national polls show Obama with a
considerable lead. A poll published
by CBS News/New York Times gives
Obama a 14-point lead over McCain.

Noble said the Obama cam-
paign “is taking nothing for granted” in
the election and said rather than focus
on polls, Obama supporters “need to
make sure that [they’ve] spoken to
absolutely everybody” to encourage
support for the candidate.

The McCain campaign did not
respond to a request for comment on
what Gay supporters could do for his
campaign. While same-sex marriage
supporters are celebrating the ruling
by the Connecticut Supreme Court
legalizing Gay nuptials there, experts
predict the ruling will have little effect
on the presidential campaign. The
campaigns of both presidential candi-
dates had little, if anything, to say
about the Connecticut ruling. Obama
campaign spokesperson Shin Inouye
said his candidate “has always be-
lieved that LGBT Americans should
enjoy equal rights under the law.” “He
supports civil unions and opposes
same-sex marriage,” Inouye said. The
McCain campaign did not respond to a
request to comment.

Clyde Wilcox, a straight
Georgetown University government
professor and author of “The Politics of
Gay Rights,” said the Connecticut
ruling, “is far less important to the
presidential election” than the Massa-
chusetts high court ruling four years
ago. Wilcox said the Republican Party
is unlikely to “pounce on this issue”
because the “public is becoming more
accepting of same-sex couples, and
among younger voters there is consid-
erable support for marriage.”

FLORENCE, Alabama (Observer Up-
date) - Three Equality Riders were
arrested for trespassing at Heritage
Christian University. They were on
campus to deliver letters describing
their personal experiences and advo-
cating for the safety and acceptance of
Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, and
Transgender students.

Prior to the arrests, an HCU
administrator read a letter stating that
the university was officially declining
their request for dialogue. Equality
Riders met with one student from HCU
who described the climate on campus
as a “homophobic panic.” He explained
that students and staff were discour-
aged from speaking to members of the
Equality Ride. “The way we were
treated today is a clear indication that
Gay and Transgender people are not
welcome at this institution. The school’s
choice to arrest us shows just how far
they will go to suppress the message
we bring,” said Jarrett Lucas, Equality
Ride co-director. “HCU trains missionar-
ies to go beyond the walls of their school
to spread the inclusive gospel of Christ,
but today they chose not to uphold the
principles they preach.”

The visit to HCU is the sixth
Equality Ride stop this year. Now in its
third year, the Equality Ride has visited
over 50 schools, most of which have
been welcoming. At other schools,
participants have hosted public forums,
participated in panel discussions, and
taken part in worship services and Bible
studies. The goal is to inspire further
conversation and to empower students,
faculty, and administrators to make their
school welcoming to all students, a
statement from Equality Ride said. The
three women arrested were Caitlin
MacIntyre, 19, of Houston, Tex., Katie
Higgins, 26, of Charleston, S.C., and
Taueret Manu, 21, of the Bronx, NY. The
remaining Equality Riders are standing
vigil in hopes that students will come out
for conversation.

Thousands of people, straight,
Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, Transgender
(LGBT), questioning or otherwise gath-
ered Saturday, October 18, along
Country Club Road and Reid Park’s
DeMeester Band Shell for “Pride on
Parade” and “Pride in the Desert.”

These two events are orga-
nized by Tucson Pride Inc. (TPI), a
described “an Arizona non profit corpo-
ration, an IRS 501©3 non profit organiza-
tion that produces and promotes cul-
tural, educational and recreation events
for the GLBT community in Tucson
Arizona.”

According to the program pro-
vided and its website (tucsonpride.org),
TPI produces three events each year -
Pride Week in June, Pride on Parade
and Pride in the Desert in October.

TPI’s “Mission Statement” is as
follows - Our Purpose is to produce and
promote Pride events for Tucson,
Arizona, throughout the year.  Our Intent
is to create forums through which
Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, Transgender
and Heterosexual people can express
their Creativity, Visibility, Unity, and
Diversity with Dignity. Our Aim is to
nurture Cultural and Artistic expression
throughout the Community. Our Goal is to
Educate, Commemorate, and Celebrate
Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual and
Transgender History, Uniqueness, and
Diversity in all the facets of our
Community.  All in the Pursuit of Equality.

How can a community pursue
equality when Tucson’s LGBT history
seems to have been put down a

“memory hole” since no mention of it, the
successes, failures, triumphs and trag-
edies don’t appear either in the TPI
program or website.  TPI’s “history”is
posted but not Tucson’s LGBT history.

What about Tucson’s anti-dis-
crimination ordinance - on the books
since 1977; Tucson dealing with the
AIDS crisis with the formation of TAP
(Tucson AIDS Project), Shanti Founda-
tion and the People With AIDS Coalition
when it was the “Gay Cancer” in the
1980’s; the formation of Wingspan; the
first proclamation by then Tucson Mayor
TomVolgy, twenty years ago in 1988;
Tucson’s Mayor and Council becoming
the first governmental entity to approve a
hate crimes ordinance with full criminal
penalties in 1995; Tucson’s Mayor and
Council, in 1997,  recognizing the
committed same-sex relationships (and
families) of its employees by extending
medical and dental benefits to them with
Pima County following suit and being
victorious in a court battle a year later;
the formation of the City of Tucson
Commission on LGBT issues in 1999;
the election of Karin Uhlich in 2005, the
first open Lesbian to the Tucson City
Council and Paula Aboud to Arizona’s
State Senate in 2006?  None of which
were nary to be seen or read about, a
bad note for an event marking pride in
the accomplishments of a community.
History, the good and the bad, will
repeat itself and knowledge is power,
something TPI advocates.

Speaking of advocating, TPI
has stated and noted that proceeds
from the events they organize and
produce are given back to the commu-

nity - a nice statement and thought but the
process of which groups are deter-
mined to be given funds and for how
much isn’t known or is taken for granted,
something TPI needs to remind the
community, especially those who paid
the $15 fee this year, about the history of
this, something the organization has an
open invite and space in this publication,
Tucson’s LGBT weekly newspaper,

online website and blog, to use, inform,
educate and encourage.

TPI’s efforts are to be ap-
plauded but the “educate and inform”
sentenced of their Mission Statement
needs to be upheld, encouraged and
embraced so that all can give pride by
taking pride.
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After Setbacks, Hunt For
AIDS Vaccine Pushes On

Palin Expresses Support For
 Federal Marriage Amendment

CAPE TOWN, South Africa - One year
after a puzzling setback in the hunt for an
AIDS vaccine, researchers say their
defeats have forced them to look for
entirely new ways of creating a defence
against the disease, reported Agence
France Presse (AFP).

After nearly 30 years, 25 million
deaths and billions of dollars spent with
no vaccine to show for it, scientists at this
year’s international AIDS Vaccine Con-
ference said they were turning to novel
approaches to overcome their defeats.
“We are in the middle of quite a profound
shift of mindset in the research commu-
nity,” said Alan Bernstein, director of the
Global HIV Vaccine Enterprise, an
alliance of organizations working on a
vaccine.

Speaking to AFP on the side-
lines of the meeting that ended in Cape
Town, he said that startling setbacks
had forced scientists to delve into
sophisticated new research to tackle the
disease. Last year scientists were
forced to abandon two advanced
clinical trials of a vaccine by pharma-
ceutical company Merck, after it ap-
peared to actually heighten the risk of
AIDS infection.

“The Merck result was such a
surprise and everyone was kind of
knocked off their horses... What hap-
pened no one could have predicted,”
Mitchell Warren of the AIDS Vaccine
Advocacy Coalition said. “They still
don’t understand exactly what hap-
pened. That finding forces people to
realign and look at new ways and new
approaches to how we are going to find
an AIDS vaccine because it was so
surprising.”

About 30 other clinical trials are
underway around the world, but the most
watched is a study in Thailand that
began in 2003, with results expected next
year. That study is the biggest ever, with
16,000 people enrolled. Scientists say
that whatever the outcome, it will provide
valuable information on the pandemic,
which most agree won’t see a vaccine
for decades.

Meanwhile, Warren says the
failure of the Merck trial has already
forced scientists to rethink their basic
assumptions about how vaccines work.
“People are really grappling with new
ways of doing things,” he said. In the past
vaccines have either caused the body

to develop antibodies that kill a disease,
or to attack infected cells to kill them off
before a disease spreads. But HIV
mutates at every turn, making it almost
impossible to design a vaccine to attack
it.

Bernstein said the most exciting
new research involves newly discov-
ered defences in the human body called
the innate immune system, which serves
as an early warning system for invading
diseases. That system could provide a
way to stop HIV, if scientists found a way
to trigger it early enough, he said. “We
now know we may have only hours, at
most days, before we have a window of
opportunity to stop HIV. So that’s reason
to think this early warning system might
be critical to activate if we are going to
design a vaccine,” he said. The disap-
pointments in the quest for a vaccine
have sparked calls for an end to the
research, with critics arguing the money
could be better spent on other preven-
tion or treatment efforts.

But Anthony Fauci, one of the
world’s top AIDS researchers at the US
National Institutes of Health, insisted that
a vaccine would eventually provide the
world’s best defence against the dis-
ease. The NIH, the main global funder of
HIV vaccine research, spent 1.5 billion
on the field in 2008. “If you look
historically, vaccines have been the
most cost-effective health interventions
in history,” by preventing the incredible
financial burden of treating diseases,
Fauci said.

NEW YORK CITY (Observer Update) -
Republican vice presidential nominee
Sarah Palin expressed support for a
federal marriage amendment on the
Christian Broadcasting Network on Sat-
urday. In an interview with CBN’s David
Brody the Alaska governor said, “I wish
on a federal level that that’s where we
would go, because I don’t support Gay
marriage.”

Her running mate, Sen. John
McCain, has said he doesn’t support the
federal amendment, saying Gay mar-
riage should be decided by each state.
“In my own state, I have voted along with
the vast majority of Alaskans who had
the opportunity to vote to amend our
constitution defining marriage as be-
tween one man and one woman,” Palin
also told Brody.

She added: “I’m not going to be
out there judging individuals, sitting in a
seat of judgment telling what they can
and can’t do, should and should not do,
but I certainly can express my own
opinion here and take actions that I
believe would be best for traditional
marriage.... It’s the foundation of our
society,” advocate.com reported.

My first years as a reporter I
covered elections in New Hampshire,
and I got a hands-on tutorial in direct
democracy. Sure, voters in New Hamp-
shire go to the polls and cast ballots for
candidates of choice in the ordinary
manner.

But many voters also gather in
halls or local gymnasiums in the early
spring for town hall meetings — lengthy
affairs in which citizens approve a
budget and vote up or down, usually with
much discussion, questions on a range
of issues — from white-washing town hall
to opposing war, creating affordable
housing, guaranteeing healthcare, ex-
panding access to education and
banning nukes.

The debates were inspira-
tional. The level of citizen involvement
was amazing. I remember asking why
more issues were not decided by direct
democracy, by a vote of the people. I
wrote a column then about New England
town meeting politics and referenda. I
know the forums and initiatives are not
new, but they were new to me. I had
grown up in the Chicago area in the era
of machine politics. My editor put a
headline on my column referring to me
as a “rube,” not really flattering, but
accurate in hindsight.

I became fascinated with the
concept of voting on issues, town
meeting referendums, ballot initiatives
and questions. Got a cause, hold a vote.

“Rube” was right, a naïve,
inexperienced person.

But I became a jaded journalist
in a few short years, and I got a personal
tutorial in direct democracy damage. I
had known machine politics. I came to
know the electoral activism of New
England politics. Then, with a change of
locale and a change of job, I got to know
all about the big-money anti-this, anti-
that initiative. Initiatives had once been
the tool of progressives seeking to
counter the money-influence in legisla-
tive chambers — the idea was to defeat
the special interest groups by the power
of the people. Initiatives increasingly
seem the tool of conservatives seeking
to roll-back, deny or withhold rights.

This week, as I think about the
questions voters will face not at town hall
forums but at the polls Nov. 4, I am
reminded of a statement by William
Jennings Bryan from 1920: “We have the
initiative and referendum. Do not disturb
them. If defects are discovered, correct
them and perfect the machinery. Make it
possible for the people to have what
they want. We are the world’s teacher in
democracy. The world looks to us for an
example. We cannot ask others to trust
the people unless we ourselves are
willing to trust them.”

I think of this as I consider the
152 ballot questions facing voters in 36
states on election day. Many of the
questions seek to address social
issues and 60 of them were placed on
the ballot by citizen initiative. Do you,
voters are being asked in California,
Arizona and Florida, want to amend the
state constitution to ban same-sex
marriage? Do you, voters are being
asked in Arkansas, want to ban people
cohabitating outside marriage from
adopting children? Do you, voters are
being asked in Colorado and South
Dakota, want to ban abortion? Do you,
voters are being asked in Colorado and
Nebraska, want to eliminate affirmative
action? Do you, voters are being asked
in Colorado, want to diminish labor
unions by prohibiting the deduction of

union dues from public employee
paychecks? Do you, voters are being
asked in Arizona, want to prohibit
universal healthcare programs? Pro-
tect payday loan businesses? Do you,
voters are being asked in Missouri,
want to pass a constitutional amend-
ment requiring English be spoken at all
government meetings?

A search for progressive is-
sues on ballots finds too few across the
country — and the interests seem more
with protecting domestic animals than
people. There is a real possibility that
in California, the vote will be to ban
Gays and Lesbians from marrying and
another vote will require a more
humane treatment of pregnant pigs,
calves and hens by mandating a
minimum living space.

Please, don’t get me wrong — I
support the animal rights matter, known
as Proposition 2. I just wish I could
count on more support for humane
treatment of people. Over the years, a
number of anti-Gay measures have
been put to a vote — 29 out of 30
propositions to define marriage as the
union of one man and one woman
have passed.

“We cannot ask others to trust
the people unless we ourselves are
willing to trust them,” Jennings said.

I am afraid, today, I don’t trust
the people, and I miss the innocence of
being a rube, when I felt so passionate
about got a cause, hold a vote.

Florida’s measure on the No-
vember ballot, includes Amendment 2, a
proposed state constitutional amend-
ment that if approved by 60% of
Floridians casting ballots, would deny
governmental and legal recognition of
same-sex marriages, civil unions and
domestic partnerships, by amending
the state constitution.  Amendment 2’s
proponents are known as
Florida4Marriage with their website lo-
cated at yes2marriage.org,

In another time zone and ballot,
Arizona also has a measure pertaining
to same-sex marriage is known as
Proposition 102, that if approved by the
voters, would bar governmental and
legal recognition of same sex marriage
by amending the state constitution,
despite current state law and court
precedent. Proponents of Proposition
102 are known as Yes for Marriage and
their website is located at
yesformarriage.com.

Florida4Marriage announced
(October 17) the running of their new
television ad, called “One Thing,” that
states that Amendment 2 only defines
marriage as the union of a man and a
woman. “That’s it,” it says. “No one loses
benefits.” Those against Amendment 2
say it may allow discrimination against
unmarried heterosexual couples.

Look and sound a little familiar?
For Arizonans, they have seen the same
television advertisement as “Yes on
102,” a month prior, as it has been
running on Arizona television stations
and cable channels.  Both the ads are
posted at
tucsonobserver.blogspot.com/2008/10/
look-lot-familiar-by-mark-r-kerr.html.

Florida’s television ad, says at
the end paid for and sponsored by
“Florida4marriage.org.” and the Arizona
ad at the end, says it is paid for by
yesformarriage.com supporting Propo-
sition 102, so how then two state issues
can have the same video, audio but with
a slightly altered script and a are
Floridian’s paying for Arizona’s ad or
vice versa?

According to the campaign
finance reports for yesformarriage.com
(Arizona Proposition 102), a firm called
Design4 Advertising, with the address
given of 106 N. Collins Street, in Plant
City, Florida, has received a total of
$2,309,000 (with the last installment on 8/
29/08) for “communications - advertis-
ing.” When one searches for this firm on

the Internet nothing turns up but if you
Google, “Design4” and “Marketing,” the
following turns up for this firm: “Design4
Marketing Communications,” eighteen
years of applying modern media to a
timeless message in service to national
Christian ministries, public policy organi-
zations and issue advocacy groups,”
and are located at 106 N. Collins Street,
in Plant City, Florida. This is the only
page on this website, so how then can
two different campaigns, similar issue,
two to three time zones apart have the
same ad, if proponents of such mea-
sures are donating to each campaign?

When asked by the Miami
Herald (for a story that ran Monday,
October 20) about the coincidence,
John Stemberger, the state chairman of
the Yes on Amendment 2 campaign,
admitted that the backers of Florida’s
Amendment 2 and Arizona’s Proposi-
tion 102 hired the same media com-
pany, adding that it was  “irrelevant.”

Stemberger is an attorney, and
President and General Counsel of the
Florida Family Policy Council (FFPC),
described on their website(flfamily.org),
as a state-based, pro-life, pro-family,
pro-marriage, educational advocacy
group, and is associated with Dr. James
Dobson and Focus on the Family.
Proposition 102’s proponents, the Cen-
ter for Arizona Policy is also associated
with Dr. Dobson and his minions, who
are major contributors to the Yes on
Proposition 102 campaign (known as
yesformarriage.com).

So then is Focus on the Family
bilking their supporters in two states?  Is
the one advertising firm, Design4 Mar-
keting Communications double billing
for their work?  Are the hard earned
dollars of those people who contributed
to these campaigns have been di-
verted?  How many campaign laws
does all this violate?

Complaints are being filed, on
behalf of the proponents in both states to
the Secretary of State’s of Florida and
Arizona, as well as the Attorneys
General for both states, since Joseph
Kanefield, State Election Director for
Arizona Secretary of State Jan Brewer,
stated in a letter dated October 8 that  “ ...
Any person can give a contribution to a
ballot measure ... ” Indeed, but hopefully
this isn’t another Jim Bakker, “PTL”
1980’s type scandal involving dona-
tions.

Ann Landers read her readers’
letters in the bathtub, banged out her
columns on a typewriter, wrote for
anyone and everyone, and batted away
any back-office meddlers with the roar of
a lioness of the printed word.

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Supreme Court Unlikely  T o Hear
G/L Cases This Year

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Up-
date) - A conservative legal group is
unlikely to convince the U.S. Supreme
Court to review a Virginia child visitation
rights case involving Lesbian parents,
according to legal experts, reported the
Washington Blade.

On the first day of its new
session, the court denied Oct. 6 a
petition on the case based on the ruling
from the Vermont Supreme Court, where
the case was first heard. But the court
must still decide to accept or reject a
case petition based on the Virginia
Supreme Court’s ruling. The plaintiff in
the case, Lisa Miller, is suing to keep her
former partner, Janet Jenkins, from
having visitation rights with the child they
had in 2002 while they were in a civil
union together in Vermont. Miller, the
biological mother of the now 6-year-old
child, dissolved her civil union with
Jenkins in 2003, announced she no
longer identified as a Lesbian and
moved to Virginia to raise the child
without Jenkins.

But the Vermont Supreme Court
ruled that Jenkins had visitation rights to
the child and held Miller in contempt
when she refused to comply with the
ruling. Miller asked the Virginia Supreme
Court to take up the case, but justices in
June unanimously ruled that the court
could not weigh in on a child visitation
case that another state court had
already decided.

The Liberty Counsel, which is
representing Miller, filed two U.S. Su-
preme Court petitions based on the
Vermont and Virginia decisions. The
petition based on the Virginia ruling was
filed in September. Tessa Sturgill, a
Liberty Counsel spokesperson, said her
organization expects justices to decide
in December whether to take up the
case. The petition says that the U.S.
Supreme Court should take the case
because requiring Virginia to recognize
the Vermont court’s visitation rights ruling
conflicts with the Defense of Marriage
Act.

But Jon Davidson, legal direc-
tor for Lambda Legal, said the U.S.
Supreme Court has turned down four
petitions to hear the Miller case and is
unlikely to take up the case based on the
recent petition. He said the Liberty
Counsel also “missed their deadline” to
have the U.S. Supreme Court hear the
case based on the issue presented in
the petition. “I also think that the court is
not itching to get a Lesbian or Gay
custody case in front of them right now,”

he said. “They don’t hear very many
custody cases to begin with and I just
don’t think they will see it as a pressing
issue.”

Davidson said the Miller court
rulings do not conflict with DOMA
because the decisions are based on
the Parental Kidnapping Prevention Act.
The law prevents parents from circum-
venting family court decisions by taking
children to another state and obtaining
an order to their liking. Mat Staver, a
Liberty Counsel attorney, said he did not
know whether the U.S. Supreme Court
would take up the Miller case, but
regardless of the justices’ decision, his
organization would initiate another law-
suit for the case through the Virginia state
courts based on Virginia’s Constitution,
which prohibits same-sex marriage and
civil unions there.

Besides the Miller case, ex-
perts are predicting that the U.S.
Supreme Court will not hear any Gay
cases this session. Nan Hunter, a law
professor at Georgetown University who
is Gay, said that in this session, it
“doesn’t seem likely that there will be an
explicitly Gay-related case in the Su-
preme Court.”

The U.S. Supreme Court on
October 6 denied a petition to hear
Parker v. Hurley, another case involving
Gay issues.  Plaintiffs in that case are
parents with children in a public school in
Lexington, Mass., who argued that
school curriculum could not include
books with Gay themes or characters
because it violated freedom of religion.
But the 1st Circuit U.S. Court of Appeals
decided in favor of the school and ruled
that parents who don’t like books on a
school reading list need to take re-
course through local political processes
and not the courts.

The U.S. Supreme Court could
take up Cook v. Gates, a case handled
by the Servicemembers Legal Defense
Network that is challenging “Don’t Ask,
Don’t Tell.” The 1st Circuit U.S. Court of
Appeals ruled in June against the
plaintiffs. Judges noted that the “special
deference we grant Congressional de-
cision-making” on military matters means
“Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell” is constitutional. A
petition for the case has not yet been
filed with the U.S. Supreme Court.

LOS ANGELES, California (Observer
Update) - On the heels of an announce-
ment that talk-show host Ellen DeGeneres
would be starring in her own PSA urging
Californians to vote against Prop. 8
comes the news the LGBT community
has been waiting for — she’s giving
money to the campaign by paying for
the ad to air on television.

The No on 8 campaign an-
nounced that DeGeneres had pur-
chased an initial $100,000 in airtime for
the ad. YouTube postings of the PSA
have already racked up 80,000 views
and counting.  Equality California said

DeGeneres filmed the PSA earlier and
advised the LGBT media of the impor-
tance of voters’ seeing No on 8
messages to counteract the high visibil-
ity of Yes on 8 ads. According to No on 8,
when voters are exposed to both sides
equally, they find the No on 8 message
more persuasive.

DeGeneres has been a vocal
opponent of Prop. 8 in recent months. In
addition to appearing on Jay Leno’s
late-night talk show to discuss the
proposed constitutional amendment,
she took John McCain to task on her own
show for not supporting marriage equal-
ity, advocate.com reported.

experts warn that if prevention programs
don’t take hold in Hong Kong, as many
as one third of the city’s Gay and
Bisexual men could be infected with HIV
by 2020. The number of infections
among that group has risen every year
since 2003, while the rate of infection for
heterosexuals has stayed steady over
that same amount of time, Reuters
reports.  “If all our actions fail, by 2020 we
can have one third infected in the
community,” Wong Ka-hing, a consultant
to Hong Kong’s Center for Health
Protection, told Reuters. “Some of them
may go on to infect women,” he added.
At the moment, 4% of Hong Kong’s Gay
and Bisexual men are HIV-positive.

Anthony Morley was handed a
life sentence in London for murdering a
Gay sex partner and then cannibalizing
part of the body.  Under British law
Morley, 36, must serve 30 years. A jury
took just over two hours to find Morley
guilty in the killing of Damian Oldfield, 33.
The public gallery in the courtroom in
Leeds burst into applause Monday as
Judge James Stewart passed sen-
tence. One man yelled “murderer” and
Stewart had to gavel the court to order.
Stewart called the killing “one of the most
gruesome murders” he had ever en-
countered. “Not only did you murder
your victim by cutting his throat and
stabbing him but you cut him up, cooked
him and ate part of him,” Stewart said.

An examination of police com-
plaints across Scotland reveals a
tripling of hate crimes against members
of the LGBT community, The Daily
Record newspaper reported.  The
paper said that the situation may be
worse than what it uncovered. A spokes-
person for one police force admitted to
The Record that it does not keep
records on crimes based on the victim’s
sexuality. Of those forces which do keep
records, the number of hate crimes has
jumped from only a handful three years
ago to the hundreds this year. The worst
area was Strathclyde, where 50 crimes
were reported in 2005, but so far this
year, 216 have been reported.

TRIAL BEGINS IN DUTCH ‘HIV AT-
TACK’ THAT INFECTED 14 MEN

AMSTERDAM, The Netherlands (Ob-
server Update) - Three men have gone
on trial in the Netherlands accused of
deliberately infecting at least 14 other
men with HIV.

The prosecution says the three
promoted Gay sex parties on the
internet, then drugged and raped their
guests and injected them with HIV-
infected blood. Twelve of the alleged
victims have tested positive for HIV. The
three defendants, all HIV-positive, deny
the charges. They face up to 21 years in
prison if convicted.

They are charged with assault,
rape and possession of illegal drugs.
The court, in the northern city of
Groningen, heard that the three men
allegedly drugged their party guests
with a combination of ecstasy and a date
rape drug before sexually assaulting
them and injecting them with their own
HIV-positive blood.

G/L Black Couples Fall Behind
Earnings Of Straight Couples

LOS ANGELES, California (Observer
Update) - As Californians prepare to vote
on a proposed constitutional amendment
to ban same-sex marriage in the state a
new study shows a wide gap between the
incomes of same-sex African American
couples and straight black couples,
reported 365Gay.com.

The study, by the Williams
Institute at the University of California Los
Angeles, found there are approximately
55,000 Lesbian, Gay, and Bisexual black
adults living in California and the state is
home to 7,400 black men and women in
same-sex relationships. At 9 percent, it
makes California home to the second-
largest percentage of the nation’s coupled
black men and women.

The study also shows that nearly
55 percent of black women and 11
percent of back men in same-sex
couples in California are raising children.
But when compared to opposite-sex
black families, Gay families have far
lower incomes.  “These analyses break
stereotypes about Gay, Lesbian, and
Bisexual people, like the idea that they
are all wealthy.  We find that Gay and
Bisexual black men in California have
household incomes that are 44 percent
lower than their heterosexual counter-
parts,” said study co-author Christopher
Ramos.

Black Gay and Bisexual men
have median household incomes aver-
aging $25,000 compared to $45,000 for
their straight counterparts. Black women
in same-sex couples earn, on average,
less than black men in different-sex
marriages as well as black males in
same-sex couples in California. The
median household income of black
individuals in same-sex couples with
children is $60,900, less than the $76,000
median household income of black
parents in different-sex marriages, the
study found.

“African-American men and
women raising children in same-sex
couples experience economic disad-
vantage compared to their different-sex
married counterparts with lower house-
hold incomes and home ownership
rates,” said Williams Institute Senior
Research Fellow Gary Gates.

The homeownership rate of black
individuals in same-sex couples raising
children is 29 percent compared to 63
percent of those in different-sex mar-
riages raising children.

BRIEFLY “Q”
MONTPELIER, Vermont - The path to legaliz-

ing same-sex marriage in Vermont may have just gotten
easier. Eight years after Vermont’s landmark civil union
law, three states have moved beyond that level of
recognition to fully embrace same-sex marriage,
including Connecticut, where its top court last week ruled
that civil unions fall short of marriage’s full benefits. This
latest development comes just six months after a
Vermont Legislature-sponsored commission — after
months of testimony and public input — urged
lawmakers to “take seriously” the difference between
civil unions and same-sex marriage. Bills proposing
Gay marriage are commonly introduced at the
Statehouse, but usually gain little traction in the relevant
committees.  “I feel the landscape has changed,
especially from eight years ago,” said Rep. Mark
Larson, D-Burlington, who was the lead sponsor of a
Gay marriage bill during the last legislative session.

SALT LAKE CITY, Utah - A Magna, Utah,  man
has been charged with attacking a Salt Lake man
apparently because he was Gay. Fa Junior Moimoi, 20,
took a picture with an 18-year-old man he met Aug. 9 at
an overlook of the city on Churchill Drive, according to
charges filed Thursday in 3rd District Court. A girl with
Moimoi asked the teen if he was Gay, and later Moimoi
and four other men attacked the teen and his friends,
according to the charges. Moimoi faces two counts of
aggravated assault, a first-degree felony, and one count
of misdemeanor assault.

BALTIMORE, Maryland - Two women blocked
from ordination as United Methodist ministers because
one is a married Lesbian and the other disagrees with
church rules on Gay rights received “extraordinary
ordination” in Baltimore yesterday. Organizers said it
was the first such action by dissenters hoping to change
Methodist policies toward Gays. Neither woman will be
eligible for assignments to lead Methodist churches
under existing policies, but they both believe their new
credentials will make them eligible for other jobs within
the church, or as ministers in other denominations. “This
day is historic. We have all chosen to live the future now,”
said Annie Britton. Her legal marriage three years ago to
another woman in Massachusetts ended her path to
ordination within her church.
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
