WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Up-
date) - In the glow of the election of Illinois
Senator Barack Obama as the country’s
44th President, the first African-American
in the country’s history to hold the office,
LGBT (Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual,
Transgender) rights groups were dealt
four setbacks when ballot measures
were approved by voters stripping
away what few rights they had.

In Arizona, the second time
around proved the charm, as Arizona
voters approved a constitutional amend-
ment that bans same-sex marriage.
Proposition 102, the Yes for Marriage
campaign, proposed a 20-word amend-
ment to the state Constitution to define
marriage as between one man and one
woman. It’s an attempt to do what
backers couldn’t do in 2006: ensure that
Arizona’s existing law banning same
sex marriages will not be overturned by
a judge.

Florida voters approved a con-
stitutional ban on Gay marriage Tues-
day, handing a victory to social conser-
vatives who pumped millions into the
ballot drive aimed at ensuring the courts
cannot legalize same-sex unions, civil
unions or domestic partnerships  in the
Sunshine State. After a fierce battle
waged on TV airwaves, Amendment 2

was poised to comfortably clear the 60
percent threshold to become law,
according to unofficial election results.

A measure to once again ban
Gay marriage in California was passed
by voters in Tuesday’s election, throw-
ing into doubt the unions of an estimated
18,000 same-sex couples who wed
during the last 4 1/2 months.

As Proposition 8, the most
divisive and emotionally fraught issue
on the state ballot this year, took a lead in
early returns, supporters gathered at a
hotel ballroom in Sacramento and
cheered.

“We caused Californians to
rethink this issue,” Proposition 8 strate-
gist Jeff Flint said. Early in the campaign,
he noted, polls showed the measure
trailing by 17 points. “I think the voters
were thinking, well, if it makes them
happy, why shouldn’t we let Gay
couples get married. And I think we
made them realize that there are
broader implications to society and
particularly the children when you make
that fundamental change that’s at the
core of how society is organized, which
is marriage,” he said.

In Arkansas, which already has

date) - The Obama-Biden transition
team is telling prospective employees
in the new administration it will not
discriminate against LGBT workers.

“The Obama-Biden Transition
Project does not discriminate on the
basis of race, color, religion, sex, age,
national origin, veteran status, sexual
orientation, gender identity, disability, or
any other basis of discrimination prohib-
ited by law,” the Transition team says on
its official Web site.

Although the commitment per-
tains only to transition team workers,
LGBT civil rights activists say they
believe Obama will issue an Executive
Order shortly after being sworn in to
extend that throughout the administra-
tion. “The inclusion of gender identity is
a bold departure from the past – and it
sends a clear message,” said Christo-
pher E. Anders, ACLU Senior Legisla-
tive Counsel. “By including sexual
orientation and gender identity in its
non-discrimination policy, the Obama-
Biden transition team makes clear that it
will focus on the relevant qualities that
actually predict an applicant’s success
on the job – professional experience,
character, skills and education.”

Although President Bill Clinton
signed Executive Order 11478, which
prohibits discrimination on the basis of
sexual orientation, there are no explicit
federal protections from gender identity
bias in government hiring.  During the
Bush administration, U.S. Special Coun-
sel Scott Bloch refused to protect LGBT
workers. The Office of the Special

Counsel is supposed to protect
whistleblowers and investigate com-
plaints of discrimination by federal
workers. Bloch’s stonewalling of com-
plaints of discrimination by LGBT fed-
eral workers dates to February 2004,
when he ordered references to sexual
orientation removed from the Office of
the Special Counsel website.

A month after the references
disappeared from the OSC website,
Bloch said Gay workers were no longer
protected. After intense pressure from
Federal Globe - the LGBT organization
for federal civil servants - and from
Democrats on the Hill, the White House
said it would honor the Executive Order
signed by Clinton that assured LGBT
workers of civil rights protections. But
with Bloch’s approval, several union
contracts negotiated with various
branches of the government removed
the list of categories that are protected,
replacing them with the more nebulous
phrase “any class protected by law.”
Bloch said in May 2005 before the
Senate Homeland Security and Gov-
ernment Affairs subcommittee that his
interpretation of the Clinton executive
order cannot be used to protect Gay
workers, because it does not specifi-
cally name LGBT workers.

“President-elect Obama and
Vice President-elect Biden, by explicitly
rejecting the bigotry and intolerance of
the past, are committing that Gay,
Lesbian, and Transgender profession-
als can serve in government without fear
of discrimination,” said Anders.  “This is
a critical next step in securing the basic
rights of LGBT community.”

said he hoped the California Supreme
Court would overturn the measure.

Speaking on CNN Sunday
(November 9), the governor called
passage of the constitutional amend-
ment “unfortunate … but it’s not the end.”

“I think that we will again maybe
undo that, if the court is willing to do that,
and then move forward from there and
again lead in that area,” Schwarzenegger
said.

The governor spoke out against
the amendment during the campaign.  In
April, at the national convention of the
Log Cabin Republicans, the nation’s

largest Gay Republican group, in San
Diego, he said for the first time he
opposed the measure, but predicted it
would not get voter approval.

The measure succeeded, how-
ever, with a slim margin. LGBT rights
groups immediately petitioned the Cali-
fornia Supreme Court to overturn it on the
grounds the measure is invalid, be-
cause the initiative process was improp-
erly used in an attempt to undo the
constitution’s core commitment to equal-
ity for everyone, by eliminating a
fundamental right from just one group –
Lesbian and Gay Californians.

The petition also says that
Proposition 8 improperly attempts to
prevent the courts from exercising their
essential constitutional role of protecting
the equal protection rights of minorities.

Appearing on CNN,
Schwarzenegger urged Gays not to
give up in the fight for marriage equality.
“They should never give up. They
should be on it and on it until they get it
done,” he said.

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a constitutional amendment banning
same-sex marriage, now will limit adop-
tions and foster care of children to people
who are legally married. The ballot
measure passed by a wide margin - 57-
43 percent.

The measure grew out of a state
Supreme Court ruling last year that
overturned a Child Welfare Agency
Review Board policy that banned Gay
people from serving as foster parents. In

its unanimous ruling, the court said that
“the driving force behind adoption of the
regulations was not to promote the
health, safety and welfare of foster
children but rather based upon the
board’s views of morality and its bias
against homosexuals.” The Arkansas
Family Council - the same group that
spearheaded Arkansas’ constitutional
ban on same-sex marriage - collected
enough signatures to place the adop-
tion referendum before voters.

his earlier positions on Gay marriage.
Legislation to legalize same-sex mar-
riage passed the California legislature
twice and each time Schwarzenegger
vetoed the bills, saying that the courts, or
the people through a plebiscite, should
decide the issue.

The California Supreme Court
ruled in May that it was unconstitutional to
ban Gays and Lesbians from marrying.
Opponents immediately began work on
Prop 8.

Supporters of same-sex mar-
riage have demonstrated at a number of
churches across the state. Evangelical
Christians, the Roman Catholic Church
and the Mormon Church actively sup-
ported passage of Prop 8.

Carrying signs that read “You
Cannot Vote Away Civil Rights,” hun-
dreds protested in front of the
Saddleback Church, an Orange County
mega-church.

In Oakland, demonstrators
crowded onto a roadway in front of a
Mormon temple, prompting the Califor-
nia Highway Patrol to close off an exit
ramp, because they feared some
demonstrators could be hit by traffic.

Thousands of others demon-
strated against the amendment in front of
the state Capitol in Sacramento.

On Saturday (November 8),
10,000 supporters of Gay marriage took
to the streets in Los Angeles.  Another
10,000 demonstrated in San Diego.
About 2,000 people gathered in Long
Beach Friday night (November 7) and
there were three arrests. A thousand
people also marched Friday (Novem-
ber 7) in San Francisco.

More demonstrations have

Obama Consulted Three Times
With Bishop Gene Robinson

LONDON, UK (Observer Update) -
During his campaign for the White
House, president-elect Barack Obama
had three conversations with openly
Gay Episcopal bishop Gene Robinson
about what it’s like to be a “break-
through” figure. The discussions oc-
curred in May and June 2007, The
Times of London reports.

“”The first words out of his mouth
were: ‘Well, you’re certainly causing a lot
of trouble,’” Robinson, who became the
Anglican Communion’s first out bishop in
2003, told The Times. “My response to
him was: ‘Well, that makes two of us.’”
The head of the New Hampshire
diocese was in London to be honored

by the Gay rights group Stonewall. He
told the paper that his chats with Obama
were part of the candidate’s overall
outreach to faith leaders of all stripes. But
because of Robinson’s unique — and
controversial — position, he had particu-
lar advice to offer the Illinois senator.

“At the end of the day,” he told
Obama, according to The Times, “you
have to decide whether or not you are
going to be paralyzed by threats and by
violent possibilities or whether you just
move on and do what you feel called to
do despite the risks,” reported
advocate.com.

Refuse Service T o Anyone

In some businesses, one may
find an antiquated sign still posted,
saying “we reserve the right to refuse
service to anyone” but now thanks to
many laws still on the books has
become irrelevant and potentially costly
for the proprietors.

That saying still has a powerful
meaning for the consumer, who can
utilize it when they are spending their
hard earned dollars on various goods,
services and sundries.

Consumers expect honesty and
to be treated equally and fairly from the
businesses they deal with so if they are
not, why should one continued to
associate with and most important,
spend their monies in such a place that
treats them as second class citizens or
believes these customers don’t de-
serve the same rights as other custom-
ers who utilize the business’ goods and
services.

So those consumers, the LGBT
(Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual and
Transgender) community of Tucson,
Southern Arizona and the rest of the
Grand Canyon State in the wake of the
passage of Proposition 102 - the
marriage amendment, despite Arizona
law and court precedent, on November
4, a boycott is in order of those
businesses who supported the mea-
sure.

A boycott is a form of consumer
activism involving the act of voluntarily
abstaining from using, buying, or dealing
with someone or some other organiza-
tion as an expression of protest, usually
of political, religious, and economic
reasons.  A boycott is normally consid-
ered a one-time affair designed to
correct an outstanding single wrong.
When extended for a long period of time,
or as part of an overall program of
awareness-raising or reforms to laws or
regimes, a boycott is part of moral
purchasing on those economic or
political terms are to be preferred.

When Anita Bryant in the 1970’s,
launched her crusade against local anti
discrimination ordinances, the LGBT
community launched a boycott of the
state of Florida and Florida’s orange
juice industry - which subsequently
dropped Bryant as a spokesperson.

In 1992, when voters in Colo-
rado passed Amendment 2 - repealed
all anti discrimination ordinances in the
state, a national LGBT boycott was
launched and subsequently the amend-
ment was overturned by the U.S.
Supreme Court.

AM/PM stores in Tucson where
boycotted during the 1990’s, when it was
reported that they had fired individuals
from a couple of their stores simply
because the individuals were LGBT.

In September 2000, Tucson’s
LGBT community launched a boycott
against KGUN 9 for airing the “Dr. Laura”
television program, hosted by Laura
Schlessinger, known for her virulently
anti-LGBT views, as well as those
businesses who advertised on the
program (all of whom were listed in this
publication), for which the program was
subsequently pulled and cancelled in
March of 2001.

So as was done with the “Dr.
Laura” program in Tucson in 2000, once
again it is time for the LGBT community
of Tucson and Arizona to speak with
their purses and wallets about basic
rights and equality, in the wake of
Proposition 102 and the Observer, in
subsequent editions, will report (using
campaign finance reports - Filer ID
200810206) on those businesses who
gave contributions or were supportive in
regard to the Proposition 102 ballot
measure and subsequent campaign.

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World AIDS Day 2008 Adds The
Theme Of ‘Leadership’ To Its

 Worldwide Campaign Of ‘Stop
AIDS, Keep The Promise’

TUCSON (Observer Update) - The
Tucson World AIDS Day Committee
supports the World AIDS Day Cam-
paign efforts and public announcement
to encourage leaders at all levels to
stop AIDS.  In order to halt the spread of
HIV and AIDS, our community must
show leadership and empowerment in
helping Southern Arizona to realize a
community with no new HIV infections.

2008 marks the 20th anniver-
sary of this day of remembrance through
World AIDS Day.  Since 1988 many of
the challenges surrounding HIV and
AIDS have changed.  Although many of
these changes have been positive (and
are highlighted below), the fight is not
over.  Instead, this anniversary is a
reminder of the work that is still left to be
done.

Accomplishments over the last
20 years worldwide:

Leaders in most countries from
around the world now acknowledge the
threat of AIDS, and many have commit-
ted to do something about it. As of 2007,
nearly all countries have national poli-
cies on HIV. However, despite these
policies, most have not been fully
implemented and many lack funding
allocations.  While treatment for HIV and
AIDS has improved and become more
widespread, many still do not have
access to it – in 2007 only 31% of those in
low- to middle-income countries who
need treatment received it.

Despite HIV awareness now
reaching nearly all areas of the globe,
infection rates are still happening 2.7
times faster than the increase in number

of people receiving treatment. While
the number of countries protecting
people living with HIV continues to
increase, 1/3 of countries still lack legal
protections and stigma and discrimi-
nation continue to be a major threat to
universal access. More broadly, real
action is still lacking on HIVAIDS and
human rights. Legal barriers to HIV
services still exist for groups such as
women, adolescents, sex workers,
people who use drugs, and men
having sex with men, and program-
matic responses promoting HIV-re-
lated human rights have yet to be
prioritized.

World AIDS Day was estab-
lished in 1988 by The World Health
Organization designating December
1st of each year as a day to
demonstrate the importance of AIDS
and show solidarity for the cause.

As previously reported in this
column and publication, ballots (vote by
mail and/or provisional), are still being
tabulated by election officials in Arizona’s
fifteen counties for the general election
held November 4.

With the ongoing counting of
votes cast, the outcome of who was won
seats on the Arizona Corporation Com-
mission, as well as the Arizona House of
Representatives and Senate for a
couple of Legislative Districts (including
Pima County’s District 26) is still pending
as well as Proposition 101, the ballot
measure that would prohibit the imple-
mentation of a universal health insur-
ance program in Arizona, which was
losing in the most recent count - by a
narrow margin but could not be called.

Arizona Senator John McCain,
the Republican nominee for President,
despite name recognition and a home-
state edge, narrowly won the popular
vote cast by registered voters in the
state, by a little more than just 10% to the
winner, Democratic Senator and presi-
dential nominee and now, president-
elect, Barack Obama of Illinois, who won
the national popular vote, as well as the
Electoral College vote.  In addition,
Obama won the neighboring state
(surrounding Arizona) of New Mexico,
Nevada, Colorado and California, as
well as 365 total Electoral votes.

Arizona’s delegation in Con-
gress, specifically the U.S. House of
Representatives, will be a majority
Democratic one for the upcoming 111th

Session of Congress, holding five of the
eight House seats, occurring when
former Democratic state Representa-
tive Ann Kirkpatrick defeated the Repub-
lican Legislative lobbyist, Sydney Hay,
in the Congressional District One race.
In Southern Arizona, incumbent Demo-
crat and strong support of the LGBT
(Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual and
Transgender) and HIV/AIDS communi-
ties, U.S. Representative Raul Grijalva,
romped to an easy victory in Congres-
sional District Seven, over his Republi-
can, anti immigrant and virulently anti-
LGBT opponent.

In Southern Arizona’s other U.S.
House seat, in District 8, U.S. Represen-
tative Gabrielle Giffords, the Democratic
incumbent, faced the soon-to-be former
state Senate President and Republican
challenger, Tim Bee.  Senator Bee, who
was the prime sponsor and deciding
vote to place Arizona’s Proposition 102
on the ballot, hoping it would be the
“wedge issue” to help propel him to
victory, had his political “ass handed to
him on a plate” by Giffords superb
record and exemplary campaign, losing
by more than 12% of the vote, making
Giffords the first Democrat to win
reelection in the history of this Congres-
sional District.

Giffords, Grijalva and Kirkpatrick
will be joined in the 111th Congress by
Democratic incumbents, Harry Mitchell
(Congressional District Five) and Ed
Pastor (Congressional District Four).
Incumbent Republican Congressman
Trent Franks (Congressional District
Two), John Shaddegg (Congressional
District Three) and Jeff Flake (Congres-
sional District Six) were also reelected.

Republican state Representa-
tive Marion McClure of Tucson spon-
sored legislation and subsequent voted
for the measure to place Proposition 102
on the ballot.  Like Tim Bee, McClure,
with her public declaration’s of “Chris-
tianity,” hoped the ballot measure would
be the springboard to higher office, the
Arizona Corporation Commission, es-

pecially after McClure’s half-assed effort
to get a measure on the ballot, a watered
down one to boot, dealing with payday
loan businesses.  As with Bee, the voters
gave McClure the “voided” sign on her
candidacy for the Commission on
election day, November 4.

Arizona voters had several
ballot measures to consider on Novem-
ber 4, most of which they gave their
“thumbs down” in the polling booth to:
extending the life of payday loan
centers, check cashing businesses and
auto title loans, saying no to Proposition
200; rewarding voters for not casting
ballots (Proposition 105); providing le-
gal protections for new home buyers
(Proposition 201); a real estate transfer
tax (Proposition 100); a pay raise to
Arizona’s Legislators (Proposition 300)
as well as a bond override in the Tucson
Unified School District (Proposition 403).

Two other overrides for smaller
school districts in Pima County were
approved by their voters, as well as a
ballot proposition, setting standards of
cuisine for racing greyhounds at
Tucson’s Greyhound Park and then
there was Proposition 102, showing that
greyhounds in Arizona will get better
treatment in the eyes of the law than
Gays and Lesbians will.

Proposition 102 was the pro-
posed state constitutional amendment
to define marriage as a union between
one man and one woman and was
defeated by Pima County voters but
unfortunately, the other fourteen counties
cast ballots and despite state law and
court precedent, voters bought the lies
and spin and approved the “wedge
issue” from Karl Rove’s “political
playbook by a 56% to 44% margin and
in turn helped the Republicans, the
primary supporters and sponsors of the
proposition to gain two seats in Arizona’s
state House of Representatives.

Despite Proposition 102 and
the lower turnout of voters in this election,
Pima County is sending Democrats
Manny Alvarez, Jorge Luis Garcia,
Paula Aboud and Linda Lopez to the
Arizona Senate, as well as Republican
state Representative and Proposition
102 supporter, Jonathan Paton, who won
his bid for the state’s upper chamber.
For the Arizona House, Pima County is
sending Democrats Pat Fleming, Nancy
Young-Wright, Olivia Cajero-Bedford,
Phil Lopes, Steve Farley, David Brad-
ley, Daniel Patterson and Matt Heinz.
Republicans Vic Williams, Frank
Antenori and David Gowan were also
elected.

On November’s ballot in Pima
County, there were two contested elec-
tions for the Board of Supervisors
(District 3 seat) as well as for County
Attorney.  Observer endorsed candi-
date Sharon Bronson, the Democratic
Supervisor and incumbent, was easily
reelected, as well as current County
Attorney, Democrat Barbara LaWall
who triumphed over her Republican and
Green Party challengers.

DALLAS, Texas (Ob-
server Update) -
Nation’s only Lesbian
Latina sheriff fends off
anti-Gay attacks,
pledges to put aside
differences and “do the
right thing,” reported the
Dallas Voice.

Earlier this year,
Dallas County Sheriff
Lupe Valdez’s critics
tried to make a big deal
out of the fact that her
campaign was getting a
lot of financial support
from LGBT donors out
of state. Jonathan Neerman, chairman
of the Dallas County Republican Party,
told The Dallas Morning News in
October that Valdez — the nation’s only
Lesbian Latina sheriff — was receiving
contributions “because of her sexuality
and not because of her competence.”
“What interest do they have in a local
sheriff’s race?” Neerman asked.

On Tuesday, Nov. 4, however, it
was the LGBT community within Dallas

County that appeared to give Valdez a
big boost as she cruised to re-election
over Republican challenger Lowell
Cannaday. In a race many expected to
be close, Valdez trounced the former
Irving police chief by more than 65,000
votes, according to unofficial results
from the Dallas County elections office.
Valdez captured 388,327 votes to
Cannaday’s 322,808, or 55 percent to 45
percent.

PHOENIX (Observer Update) - The
passage of Arizona’s constitutional ban
on same-sex marriages didn’t quite
ignite the legal firestorm that has raged
in California since voters approved its
marriage amendment, reported the
Arizona Republic. But Arizona’s vote in
favor of Proposition 102 has deepened
the social divide as much here as in
California and in Florida, the third state
where voters approved a constitutional
amendment defining marriage as be-
tween one man and one woman.

Activists say battles will con-
tinue in Arizona over issues related to
same-sex couples: inheritance rights,
medical decision-making and burial
rights, to name a few of the estimated 300
rights that Arizona automatically confers
on married couples. Federal law grants
an additional 1,100 rights. “There are
many more rights that we need to fight for
and address instead of just the right to
marry,” said Barbara McCullough-Jones,
executive director of Equality Arizona.

Others agreed.  “This amend-
ment, cruel as it was, was not the final
word,” said Evan Wolfson, executive
director of the Freedom to Marry
coalition, which promotes marriage
rights for people of the same gender.
More than 200 supporters of the Gay
community rallied at the corner of
Camelback Road and Central Avenue
in Phoenix on Monday night.

They held candles and signs
that said “Stop the LDS” and “Prop 102
makes me a second-class citizen.”
They chanted, “Equality now, equality
today,” and they sang the civil-rights
anthem We Shall Overcome. “We’re
here to recognize the families that our
constitution does not,” said Gay-rights
organizer Meg Sneed, 26, of Phoenix.
“Losing 102 will just cause us to fight
harder. As Barack Obama said, ‘Yes,
we can,’ and yes we will.”

State Sen. Ken Cheuvront, a
Phoenix Democrat and one of several
openly Gay politicians in attendance,
said that history would be against those
who voted for this initiative. “Whether it be
today or tomorrow, we will have Gay
marriage one day,” he said.

For now, Arizona will, in many
respects, continue business as usual.
Same-sex marriage has been outlawed
in Arizona for 12 years. Gay-rights
supporters say they don’t see a legal
battle erupting here. Arizona resolved a
legal fight over the constitutionality of
same-sex marriage earlier this decade
when the Arizona Court of Appeals
upheld the one-man, one-woman intent
of Arizona’s law.

Wolfson said views on same-
sex marriage, like other issues, evolve
over time, and that civil rights advance in
a patchwork fashion, with some states
ahead of the pack and others trailing.
Laws, and even constitutions, can
change as society changes its views, he
said. Same-sex couples can obtain
many rights through powers of attorney,
but that involves costly legal fees,
something married couples don’t have
to bear, McCullough-Jones said.

In the aftermath of Prop. 102,
she said, opponents first need a way to
vent their anger and hurt. Monday’s
candlelight vigil was designed as a
peaceful way to do just that, she said.
“We’re taking a step back, taking a deep
breath and letting the anger of Prop. 102
pass,” McCullough-Jones said.

Others are wasting no time in
taking action. Linda Perdue canceled a
Colorado River rafting trip that she, her
partner and another Gay couple had
planned for May. Perdue, an Indianapo-
lis resident, said her group was poised
to spend $10,000 on the trip, but last
week’s vote brought an abrupt end to
those plans. “Why would we bring
$10,000 to $12,000 into a state that
thought that this (discrimination) is OK?”
she asked. “It probably means we won’t
go to Florida for a long time, too.”

McCullough-Jones said she
understood the sentiments, but said that
she didn’t encourage the kind of tourism
boycotts that made Arizona famous
during the state’s struggle to establish a
holiday recognizing Martin Luther King
Jr. Instead, Gays and Lesbians should
make some noise about their travel and
tourism impact on Arizona so people
realize their economic impact, she said.

SILVERTON, Oregon (Observer Up-
date) Plenty of politicians reinvent
themselves, but few do it quite like
Mayor-elect Stu Rasmussen, reported
365Gay.com.  Rasmussen has been a
fixture in Silverton politics for more than
20 years, and had twice before been
mayor of the small city 45 miles south of
Portland. Those terms, however, were
before Rasmussen began earing
dresses and 3-inch heels in public,
receiving breast implants and begin-
ning to transitioning.

Silverton has made
Rasmussen the country’s first openly
Transgender mayor, according to the
Gay and Lesbian Victory Fund, a group
that works to help openly Lesbian, Gay,
Bisexual or Transgender people win
elected office. Rasmussen, 60, un-
seated incumbent mayor Ken Hector,
with whom he had long clashed, by 1,988
votes to 1,512. Because Rasmussen’s
appearance was no secret, the cam-
paign was dominated by policy issues.
“I’ve blackmail-proofed myself,”
Rasmussen said.

The story of Rasmussen’s
election was first reported by JustOut, a
bimonthly publication for Portland’s Gay,
Lesbian, Bisexual and Transgender
communities. “Stu never sought this
recognition out,” said JustOut reporter

Stephen Marc Beaudoin. “He’s inter-
ested in doing a great job for the
community that he loves. The gender
identity thing is just a total backseat
thing.” That comes across when
Rasmussen speaks in his decidedly
masculine voice. “I am a dude,” he said.
“I am a heterosexual male who appears
to be a female.” His longtime live-in
girlfriend, Victoria Sage, told The Orego-
nian newspaper that she and
Rasmussen have been an item for
almost 35 years.

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BOISE, Idaho (Observer Update) -
Since June, outgoing U.S. senator Larry
Craig of Idaho has managed to raise just
$4,645 to pay for his effort to overturn his
guilty plea for disorderly conduct, ac-
cording to the Pioneer Press.

Following his arrest in a sex
sting at the Minneapolis-St. Paul Airport
in 2007, Craig has been fighting his initial
guilty plea in Minnesota’s courts. He
pleaded guilty by mail without consulting
an attorney. Once news traveled that
Craig had been arrested, he tried to
rescind his guilty plea. His latest court
appearance was September 10 in front
of the Minnesota court of appeals, which

denied his request. The Ethics Commit-
tee said Craig’s arrest and his attempt to
cover it up cast a shadow over the U.S.
Senate. The bipartisan committee also
found that Craig spent more than
$200,000 in leftover campaign money in
an attempt to overturn his guilty plea
without the the committee’s approval.
Craig then established the so-called
Fund for Justice in June to solicit
donations.

Craig, who did not seek reelec-
tion this month, will retire in January after
nearly three decades in Congress.
Idaho lieutenant governor Jim Risch
won Craig’s seat on Tuesday Novem-
ber 4, reported advocate.com.

LOS ANGELES, California (Observer
Update) - Grey’s Anatomy has axed
actress Brooke Smith, successfully
putting the nail in the coffin in what could
have been a thoughtful blossoming
Lesbian relationship between her char-
acter, Erica, and Sara Ramirez’s Callie.
While Grey’s writers have teased and
taunted audiences while amassing a
devoted Lesbian following in anticipa-
tion of what was purportedly going to be
a well-written love story between two
women, producers curtailed the story
line in a fell swoop, firing Smith.

Shonda Rhimes, the show’s
executive producer, issued a statement
regarding Smith’s release, but accord-
ing to EW ’s Michael Ausiello, it appears
the show intends to straighten out a few
upcoming episodes that originally
boasted more Lesbian-themed content.
“Brooke Smith was obviously not fired
for playing a Lesbian. Clearly it’s not an
issue as we have a Lesbian character
on the show — Calliope Torres,” Rhimes
said in a statement released Tuesday.

“Sara Ramirez is an incredible comedic
and dramatic actress, and we wanted to
be able to play up her magic. Unfortu-
nately, we did not find that the magic and
chemistry with Brooke’s character would
sustain in the long run.

“The impact of the Callie/Erica
relationship will be felt and played out in
a story for Callie. I believe it belittles the
relationship to simply replace Erica with
‘another Lesbian.’ If you’ll remember,
Cristina mourned the loss of Burke for a
full season.” In an interview with (in which
the pointedly asked “What the hell
happened?!”) said, “I was very excited
when they told me that Erica and Callie
were going to have this relationship. And
I really hoped we were going to show
what happens when two women fall in
love and that they were going to treat it
like any heterosexual couple on TV.
And so I was surprised and disap-
pointed when they just suddenly told me
that they couldn’t write for my character
anymore, reported advocate.com.

Equality Ride Arrest s Mount Up
CONWAY, Arkansas (Observer Up-
date) Four more members of the
nondenominational Soulforce Equality
Ride have been arrested attempting to
enter the grounds of a conservative
Christian college, reported 365Gay.com.
The latest arrests came at Central
Baptist College, in Conway, Ark. Upon
their arrival, Riders were met by Presi-
dent Terry Kimbrow, who informed
Riders that they were not permitted onto
campus and that they would be arrested
for trespassing if they proceeded.

Riders began a vigil just out-
side CBC property but four Riders, who
said they wanted to speak with students
who had gathered on campus several
yards from the vigil, entered onto
college property and were arrested for
trespassing. They are identified as
Lauren Parke of Seattle, Wash.; Alex
Lundy of Syosset, N.Y.; and Katie
Higgins and Enzi Tanner, both of
Minneapolis, Minn. They were released
after formal charges were pressed.  “It is
unfortunate that the school chose to
deny us the opportunity to create
dialogue on campus,” Lundy said after
his release. “We feel that the message
of safety and inclusion for all students,
including those who are Lesbian, Gay,
Bisexual, and Transgender is too
important to be limited by property lines.”
Following the arrests, a number of
students crossed out of the campus to
speak directly with the Riders. They
were later joined by students from
nearby Hendrix College and by Arkan-
sas residents Bob and Mary Lou
Wallner, who are featured in the film “For

the Bible Tells Me So.”

“I think it’s unfortunate that they
intentionally went to jail to make a point,”
said college president Kimbrow. “What
they are espousing is opposed to our
beliefs. That’s why I denied having them
on campus.”

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Up-
date) - Colorado Democrat Jared Polis
will become the third openly Gay
member of Congress when he is sworn
in in January, 365Gay.com reported.
Polis, a 33-year-old entrepreneur who
made millions creating Internet-based
businesses, beat Republican Scott
Starin to represent the 2nd District , which
includes his hometown of Boulder.

Polis will join fellow Democrats
Barney Frank (Mass.) and Tammy
Baldwin (Wisc.) in the House. There
have been at least five other Gays and
Lesbians in Congress, including cur-
rently serving Reps. Frank and Baldwin.
Frank came out while in Congress.
Baldwin was open about her sexuality
when first elected. Frank and Baldwin
had little difficulty winning re-election.
Polis’ 2nd District is firmly Democratic,
but he took no chances and ran a strong
campaign, putting much of his own
money into the run. He also had the
support of the Gay and Lesbian Victory
Fund. Previously, Polis was elected
statewide to the Colorado State Board of
Education from 2001 - 2007. During that
time he served a term as vice-chairman

and one as chairman. In 2000, he
founded the Jared Polis Foundation,
which works to improve and expand
access to education. Its annual Teacher
Recognition Awards celebrate the enor-
mous commitment and importance of
teachers. Hundreds of teachers and
their schools receive micro-grants as
part of this program. Polis came out
publicly while serving on the Board of
Education. During his tenure on the
Board, he successfully worked to estab-
lish new ways to help schools close the
learning gap, improved access to
online education, helped win increased
funding for at-risk students, and worked
to improve teacher preparation pro-
grams at our colleges and universities.

Polis also co-chaired a suc-
cessful $300 million bond initiative in the
Boulder Valley School District to make
repairs and upgrades to learning envi-
ronments across the district as well as
improve energy efficiency. The only
other candidate seeking a seat in
Congress, Democrat Linda Ketner, lost
her bid for South Carolina’s 1st District.
She ran against four-term Republican
incumbent Henry Brown.

NEW YORK CITY (Observer Update) -
A third theologically conservative dio-
cese has broken away from the liberal
Episcopal Church in a long-running
dispute over the Bible, Gay relation-
ships and other issues. The Diocese of
Quincy, Ill., took the vote at its annual
meeting that ends Saturday (November
8).  Two other dioceses - San Joaquin,
based in Fresno, Calif., and Pittsburgh -
have already split off. Next weekend, the
Diocese of Fort Worth, Texas, will vote
whether to follow suit.

The three breakaway dioceses
are aligning with the like-minded Angli-
can Province of the Southern Cone,
based in Argentina, to try to keep their
place in the world Anglican Communion.
The 77-million-member Anglican fellow-
ship, which includes the U.S. Episcopal
Church, has roots in the missionary work
of the Church of England. Meanwhile,
National Episcopal leaders are reorga-
nizing the seceding dioceses with local

parishioners who want to stay in the
church. Complex legal fights have
already started in San Joaquin over
control of millions of dollars in diocesan
property and assets.

The head of the New York-
based denomination, Presiding Bishop
Katharine Jefferts Schori, said in a
statement Saturday: “We lament the
departure” in Quincy. The Quincy dio-
cese, based in Peoria, has 24 churches
and missions, and about 1,800 mem-
bers. The Rev. John Spencer, a
diocesan spokesman, said local lead-
ers would comment after the convention
concludes. Clergy and lay delegates at
the Quincy meeting approved with-
drawal on a 95 to 26 vote. Episcopalians
and their fellow Anglicans have been
debating for decades over how they
should interpret what Scripture says on
issues ranging from salvation to sexual-
ity.

MILWAUKEE, Wisconsin (Observer
Update) - A Gay arts group in
Milwaukee, Wisconsin, is suing the city
for forcing it to shut down a racy show.
The Milwaukee Gay Arts Center al-
leges its free-speech rights were
violated when the city had them close
the show Naked Boys Singing! while
the center’s application for a theater
permit was reviewed, the Associated
Press (AP) reports on advocate.com.

In August 2005, the center
opened a run of performances of the
show, which features nude actors
singing musical numbers, even though
it hadn’t yet received a permit. The local
police department soon received a
complaint of “illegal nude theater,” the
AP reports, and when a detective
visited the center, he said the partici-

pants could be arrested for performing
without a permit. Consequently, the
show’s director decided to cancel the
remaining performances.

Larry Dupuis, legal director of the
American Civil Liberties Union of Wiscon-
sin, who’s representing the center, told
the AP that he thought the way the city
handled the matter was extreme. “I think
the title made it kind of controversial,”
Dupuis said. “But of course, The Full
Monty has nudity in it, and that doesn’t get
it threats to shut it down.” Dupuis added
that Milwaukee’s theater-permits pro-
cess is so vague that it can be used in
political ways. “It could be used to
discriminate,” Dupuis told the AP, “and we
suspect that there was some sort of
discriminatory thinking that went into the
decision-making somewhere along the
line.”

HARTFORD, Connecticut (Observer
Update) - A ballot measure to hold
Connecticut’s first constitutional con-
vention since 1965 was defeated by
voters on Tuesday by a 2-to-1 margin.
The proposed convention was in-
tended to address concerns over the
general assembly’s handling of Gay
rights issues, eminent domain, and
state spending, according to the Hart-
ford Courant. “This election came down
to basics: Most people do not want to
use the state constitution to take away
people’s rights,” Peggy Shorey, cam-
paign manager for Vote No, told the
Courant.

Opponents of same-sex mar-
riage had expressed hope that a
convention could lead to a ballot
initiative to ban the practice, which the
Connecticut supreme court ruled legal
last month This particular ballot ques-
tion, which can be posed to Connecticut
voters every 20 years, asks simply,

“Shall there be a Constitutional Conven-
tion to amend or revise the Constitution of
the State?” The Connecticut Catholic
Conference — same-sex marriage foes —
pushed for the convention, paying for a
television commercial that urged a yes
vote on Election Day.

If voters had answered yes,
delegates would be appointed by the
state general assembly and given the
chance to propose any changes to the
Connecticut constitution, which provides
the framework for all branches of state
government. Any proposed changes
would then go to a statewide vote,
according to the [Bridgeport] Connecticut
Post. About 40% of voters said yes the
convention, but it needed a simple
majority to pass, reported advocate.com.

Lesbian Becomes
Highest Elected LGBT

State Official In The
Country

SALEM, Oregon (Observer Update) - State Sen. Kate
Brown (D) won a narrow victory to become Oregon
Secretary of State. Oregon has no lieutenant governor,
so Brown’s win makes her the second most powerful
state politician in Oregon and the highest-ranking LGBT
elected state official in the country, 365Gay.com
reported.  Brown defeated Republican Rick Dancer and
Green Party candidate Seth Woolley.

In the state senate Brown had been majority
leader, but she faced a tough battle for her party’s
nomination for Secretary of State. During the general
election she sparred with Dancer, a former TV news
anchorman, over campaign reform and limits on
campaign contributions. Brown had been endorsed by
the Victory Fund, a national LGBT organization that
helps Gay candidates get elected. “The early and
significant support I received from the Victory Fund
provided the foundation I needed to run a strong winning
primary campaign and positioned me for a successful
election,” she said.

In other state races across the country, San
Francisco Supervisor Tom Ammiano (D) was elected to
the California Assembly. Ammiano had served on the
Board of Supervisors for 14 years.  He had little difficulty
defeating Republican Harmeet Dhillon for the seat in
Sacramento. Veteran lawmaker Mike Lawlor (D) won a
twelfth term to the Connecticut House of Representa-
tives.  Prior to his election to the legislature in 1986,
Lawlor served as a state prosecutor. Matt Titone (D) won
a second term to the NY State Assembly. Two open
Lesbians, Jackie Biskupski and Christine Johnson,
were re-elected to the Utah House of Representatives.
After being term-limited out of the Nevada Assembly,
David Parks has won a seat in the state’s legislature.
Jim Splaine won another term in the New Hampshire
House. He said he plans to introduce a marriage
equality bill in the legislature in the new session.

Gay Marriage: Arizona Loses
More Than Money

Arizonans voted last week to
enshrine discrimination of a minority into
our state’s constitution. Same-sex mar-
riage already was not legal in our state.
Yet nearly $8 million was spent gaining
the passage of Proposition 102.

What has this fortune bought?
And what does Arizona have in store for
itself now that it joins 12 other states in
this dubious distinction?

Judging by the national anti-
Gay movement’s history, there is still a
long road ahead of us.

The state of Maine has been
locked in anti-Gay ballot initiatives time
and again over the past 17 years, even
though its Legislature passed anti-Gay
discrimination laws years ago.

Michigan Gov. Jennifer
Granholm opposed a similar marriage
initiative in her state because she
feared its passage had the potential to
take away domestic partner benefits,
which have been recognized by For-
tune 500 companies as critical tools to
attract and retain a world-class work
force.

This fear came to fruition;
Michigan is now locked in a Supreme
Court challenge to deny domestic
partner benefits to all citizens of the
state.

While Arizonans may hope the
same situation won’t befall our state, the
fact that the state’s anti-Gay group tried
to eliminate domestic partner benefits
via a ballot initiative in 2006 indicates
we’re on the list for a similar court
challenge.

Arizona is in a desperate
financial hole. Several important stud-
ies have shown that other states that
have passed anti-marriage initiatives
will suffer varying degrees of economic
loss from the ban on same-sex mar-
riages.

For example, professors at the
University of California-Los Angeles,
using the best data available to conduct
a study, estimated California’s eco-
nomic loss to be approximately $63.8
million over three years.

Arizona’s state universities
have informed the Legislature that the
loss of domestic partner benefits is one
more way they are limited in their ability
to compete for the best and brightest
professors.

In addition, the state’s reputa-
tion for being intolerant to diversity will
cost us lucrative corporate business
opportunities and professionals seek-
ing quality of life as a criteria for
relocating to Arizona.

How will this state’s tourism
industry be affected by the intolerance
we’ve enshrined in our constitution?
Only time will tell.

Proposition 102 will not stop
Gay people from falling in love. Its
passage will not stop Gay couples from
having children and sharing their lives
together.

What Proposition 102 will do is
prohibit same-sex couples and their
children from ever having the protec-
tions to which they’re rightfully entitled:
hospital visitation rights, pension ben-
efits, health insurance coverage and
inheritance rights, to name just a few of
the 1,000-plus federal benefits hetero-
sexual couples have that are not
afforded to the Gay community.

Proposition 102 will also drive
a wedge between families, forcing
couples to leave their home state or
forgo the essential protections and
equal social status afforded by civil
marriage. Proposition 102 will also have
a harmful economic impact on Arizona
and trigger cultural strife at a time when
we desperately need to come together
to battle the bigger social and eco-
nomic ills facing the state and the
country.

In these hard economic times,

for a state that is $1.2 billion in debt,
every dollar counts.

But what Arizona has lost is far
greater than the mere dollar. It has
tarnished its reputation and doomed
itself to another national spotlight of
negative proportions. And that harms all
of us for a long time to come.

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LOS ANGELES, California (Observer
Update) - Commercial Closet Associa-
tion, which founder Michael Wilke
started 12 years ago to advocate for
LGBT diversity in advertising and
marketing, will merge with GLAAD and
Wilke will leave the operation, reported
towleroad.com.

As part of its mission, CCA
hosted the Commercial Closet Images
in Advertising Awards, which honored
progressive and positive portrayals of
gay culture in advertising (and, some
years, shamed offensive work as well).
It also built an online collection of more
than 4,000 ads (print and video) that
portray Gay lifestyles or imagery. CCA’s
work will be integrated into GLAAD’s
new Advertising Media Program. ‘Our
work will become the basis for their
advertising-media program,’ said An-
thony Cirone, president of the CCA
board of directors.”

Said GLAAD President Neil
Giuliano: “Advertising is woven through
every form of media and impacts
awareness and understanding of the
LGBT community. ... We are excited
about this new opportunity to expand the

impact of GLAAD’s culture-changing
work and build upon the trailblazing
work of CCA as we launch our
Advertising Media Program.” The
merger has been underway for about
six months.

TEHRAN, Iran (Observer Update) -
Institutions funded by the British tax-
payer could be used to promote the
extremist, homophobic, racist, and
violent interpretations of Islam used in
Iran.

The Tehran Times reports that
Iran’s Ministry of Science, Research
and Technology “feels the necessity to
help establish and strengthen depart-
ments of Islamic studies.” “The ministry
is currently studying proposals by
numerous world academic centres and
universities including several universi-
ties from Britain, the United States, and
Germany,” an official from the cultural
department of the ministry announced
last month.

“The departments will be set up
to train and educate experts on Islam so
as to assist in the introduction of Islam
and its realities to the world in a proper
academic setting,” he explained.
