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Tens Of Thousands Attend
Tel Aviv Rally For
Gay Shooting Victims

TEL AVIV, Israel (Observer Update) - At
least 25,000 and perhaps as many as
70,000 people gathered in Tel Aviv's
Rabin Square for a rally in solidarity with
Israel’'s LGBT community in honor of the
victims of last weekend'’s shooting at a
Gay youth center in the city. Tel Aviv
Mayor Ron Huldai, President Shimon
Peres,  Education Minister Gideon
Sa’ar, family members of victims, and
prominent Israeli LGBT leaders spoke
at the event, which also featured
performances by Yehuda Poliker, Dana
International, Ivri Lider, Ninet Tayeb,
Corin Alal, Keren Peles and Margalit
Tzanani, according to Haaretz.

Said Peres: “The shots which
struck this proud community affected us
all as human beings, as Jews and as
Israelis. The man who targeted the two
victims targeted all of us...Everyone has
the right to be different and proud. Noone
has the right to interfere in other people’s
lives so long as everyone respects law
and order. | came to share your tears
after the death of two young innocents.
Be strong and courageous.” Nir Katz, 26,
and Liz Trubeshi, 16, were killed in the
shooting by a lone gunman, who injured
15 others. The gunman is still at large.

Two of those injured in the
shooting spoke at the rally: “Uri Gil, who
was injured during the attack on the
center, took the stage at the rally
together with his friend Chen Langer and
said, ‘That place was a warm and loving
home for them and they met wonderful
people there....This past week | have
been haunted by nightly fear, especially
when | think that the murderer is walking
around out there,” he added. ‘No
murderer will keep us in the closet.’ Chen
Langer, a youth counselor at the center
who was also injured in the attack,
arrived in a wheelchair and spoke after
Gil. ‘This is the day in which we cease to
be silent, to hide, and to alter the
appearance of reality.” Langer tearfully
added, ‘The home that was a place of
security for youths became a slaughter-
house of youths.” Haaretz reports that
threats were made before tonight's rally:
“Earlier Saturday, a soldier in the Israel
Defense Forces’ Nahal Haredi unit was

arrested on suspicion that he had
threatened rally organizers on an online
forum. While in custody, the soldier
confessed to making the threats. Mean-
while, operators of transportation to the

Tel Aviv rally received telephone
threats from an anonymous caller who
warned that grenades will be hurled at
attendants of the rally. “

APA: Stop
Ex-Gay Therapy

WASHINGTON. D.C. (Observer Up-
date) - The country's leading authority
on psychology is urging therapists not to
tell clients that they can change their
sexual orientation through therapy or
treatment, reported advocate.com.

Judith M. Glassgold, PsyD,
chair of the American Psychological
Association’s task force on the matter,
said there is insufficient evidence to
support the use of psychological inter-
ventions to change sexual orientation.

“At most, certain studies sug-
gested that some individuals learned
how to ignore or not act on their
homosexual attractions,” Glassgold said
in a statement. “Yet, these studies did not
indicate for whom this was possible, how
long it lasted, or its long-term mental
health effects. Also, this result was much
less likely to be true for people who
started out only attracted to people of the
same sex.”

A task force on so-called
reparative therapy was started in 2007,
to update the APA’'s 1997 study on
changing one’s sexual orientation. The
task force examined 83 peer-reviewed
journal articles ranging from 1960 to
2007. However, it was found that many
studies had serious flaws, and few could
even be considered “methodically
sound, and none systematically evalu-
ated potential harms.”

The APA suggested that since
many undergo such therapy for religious
reasons, some should consider switch-
ing churches, or celibacy.

U.S. Attorney Says He
won't Investigate Rainbow
Lounge Inspection

FORT WORTH, TX
attorney’s office will not conduct an
independent investigation into the Rain-
bow Lounge incident in June, nor will it
review the Fort Worth Police
Department’s internal investigation as
had been requested by the city, U.S.
Attorney James Jacks said, reported
the Fort Worth Star-Telegram. In a
statement e-mailed to the Star-Tele-
gram, Jacks wrote that although his
office  monitors reports of excessive
force by local or state police, it is the role
of the FBI to investigate complaints of
civil-rights violations.

“At the conclusion of the local
investigation, the FBI will, if appropriate,
review the available evidence to see if
there is predication to initiate a federal
investigation for violations of federal
criminal laws,” Jacks stated. Jacks also
wrote that his office is not authorized to
“review the investigations of other law
enforcement agencies for the purpose
of issuing some type of grade or report
on the quality or results of that investiga-
tion.”

Gay-rights activists had called
for an independent investigation after
the June 28 “bar check” by Fort Worth
police and Texas Alcoholic Beverage
Commission agents, in which six people
were arrested and one bar patron
seriously injured. On July 21, the Fort
Worth City Council passed a resolution
asking Jacks to investigate the incident,
a step up from Mayor Mike Moncrief's
earlier request that Jacks conduct an
independent review of the findings of the

— The U.S.

Police Department’s internal investiga-
tion.

Jacks had not commented
publicly on whether he would conduct a
review or investigation, and a city
spokesman had declined to say what
communication had been received from
Jacks. Moncrief did not return a phone
message seeking comment Thursday
evening. Jason Lamers, a city spokes-
man, declined to comment, saying
officials want to speak to Jacks’ office
and the city’s attorneys before respond-
ing. Councilman Joel Burns, who with
Councilwoman Kathleen Hicks had
called for an independent investigation,
said Thursday night that he was “disap-
pointed.” “We as a city . . . made evident
our desire to have an investigation done
that both honors our citizens and the
police that are involved — an investiga-
tion that yields irrefutable results about
what happened that night,” Burns said.

Mark White, an FBI spokes-
man, said the agency had received no
complaints of any violations of federal
statutes, including civil-rights violations.
“There hasn't been any specific allega-
tion that has been brought to our
attention that warrants us stepping inand
conducting an investigation outside
what is occurring at this point,” White
said. “That doesn’'t mean there aren’t
internal policy issues. That doesn't
mean there might not be violations of
state law. But it has to meet federal
statutes. Right now, we don't have that.
Maybe this will prompt someone to step
forward. We haven't had that.”

Internal Report Shows Multiple
Violations In Fort Worth Raid

AUSTIN, TX (Observer Update) - An
internal Texas Alcoholic Beverage
Commission (TABC) report shows that
the agents who participated in the raid of
the Rainbow Lounge on the 40th
anniversary of the Stonewall riots did not
have official approval to make the raid in
the first place, reported 365Gay.com.
The internal investigation is still going
on. The Fort Worth city council had
asked the Dallas U.S. attorney’s office to
investigate as well, but they refused,
See story above..

The TABC agents involved

were not scheduled to be taking part in
any raids, and in fact were supposed to
be supervising a motorcross event.

The TABC is still investigating
the incident that left Chad Gibson in the
hospital with a brain injury. The TABC
agents and police officers involved say
that they used force after Gibson
slapped or groped one of the officers in
the groin, but multiple witnesses at the
bar say that no such thing happened,
and the officers had no physical
provocation.

Mixner: ‘Good Wishes Helping Quite A Bit’

NEW YORK, NY (Observer Update) -
Civil rights activist David Mixner has
been moved out of the intensive care
unit at New York Presbyterian Hospital
at Cornell, where he was admitted, friend
and Gay rights activist Corey Johnson
told The Advocate. Johnson said it was
“very close over the weekend” and that
doctors still aren’t completely sure
what's wrong with him, though they are
continuing to monitor him closely.

“He told me to be completely
honest with you,” Johnson said. “He
wants people to know he really appreci-

ates the good wishes — they're actually
helping him quite a bit.” Johnson said he
isn't sure when Mixner will be released
from the hospital but that he is doing
better. He said that while Mixner still isn’t
able to read much, friends visited him in
the hospital to read e-mails to him and
show him some of the blogs he visits
regularly. “He’s overjoyed to see all the
support he’s been receiving,” Johnson
said. “Blogs like Towleroad, Pam
Spaulding, Joe over at Joe My God — it
really means so much to him.”

NEW YORK, NY (Observer Update) - In the Huffington Post, Unfriendly Fire author
Nathaniel Frank questions Obama’s use of signing statements with regard to his
refusal to halt discharges under “Don’t Ask, Don'’t Tell.”

“According to the New York Times, the President has used signing

statements—which instruct officials to ignore portions of Congressional law—five

times to challenge nineteen provisions of federal statute, including a law restricting
the use of U.S. troops in United Nations commands and a war spending bill that funds
troops and U.S. operations worldwide. These signing statements, when used by
President Bush around 1200 times, were reviled by the Progressive community for
usurping Congressional authority, and President Obama vowed during his
campaign to use them with ‘restraint.” Whether he has done so is debatable. But
what's not debatable is this: A signing statement that tells executive officials to ignore
Congressional law is a far more aggressive exercise of the President’s power than
using his stop-loss authority to allow willing Gay service members to continue serving
their country. This is because the stop-loss powers, unlike signing statements, have
been explicitly granted to the President by Congress in a 1983 statute, 10 U.S.C. §
12305,” Frank writes, according to towleroad.com.

In related news, in an interview with U.S. News, Human Rights Campaign
President Joe Solmonese is asked about Obama and Gay rights. One of the topics
covered is DADT. Solmonese is asked whether he’s confident that Obama will
overturnit.

Says Solmonese: “I'm certain. The president has made the commitment,
and people working for the president that we work with have made the commitment.
| have no doubt it will be overturned. The administration views this in the context of the
broader issues agenda they are working with Congress on, everything from the
economy and healthcare to hate crimes. They see the overturning of don’t ask, don't

tell along that spectrum as something that will likely happen next spring. | see a road
map of six-month windows: the hate crimes bill, then the Employment
Nondiscrimination Act, then don’t ask, don't tell. And the administration is building a
case in the military leadership and Congress and the rank-and-file members of the
military...I don’'t see them dragging their feet. But where the LGBT community is feeling
frustration is that the road map and timetable have not been made as clear to them.”

New HIV Strain Discovered

Mixner: Good Wishes

PARIS, France (Observer Update) - A

new, fourth strain of the Human Immuno-

deficiency Virus has been discovered

by French and British researchers in

France, according to the medical journal

Nature Medicine. HIV-1 group P —as itis
being called — is believed to have
originated from gorillas, and bears no

resemblance to three other HIV-known

strains (groups M, N, and O), which

derived from chimpanzees.

“We have identified a new
human immunodeficiency virus in a
Cameroonian woman,” researchers
wrote on Nature Medicine. The 62-year-

old woman at the center of this research
was diagnosed with the virus after
moving to Paris from Cameroon in 2004.
Discrepancies in her viral load were
revealed in a blood test. Although
“findings indicate that gorillas, in addition
to chimpanzees, are likely sources of
HIV-1,” researchers add that the woman
has denied any contact with any apes.
Doctors also suggest that she was
infected by another person. The woman,
who remains untreated, carries the virus
but shows no signs of AIDS. She is the
first person to be documented with the
new strain.

Researchers also said that this
was the first definitive transfer of HIV
seen from a source other than a
chimpanzee. “This demonstrates that
HIV evolution is an ongoing process,”
the report noted. “The virus can jump
from species to species, from primate to
primate, and that includes us; pathogens
have been with us for millions of years
and routinely switch host species.” “The
discovery of this novel HIV-1 lineage
highlights the continuing need to watch
closely for the emergence of new HIV
variants, particularly in western central
Africa, the origin of all existing HIV-1
groups,” the researchers cautioned.

Last month, Mixner made head-
lines when he came out swinging (in a
series now being reprinted in the
Observer. See Page Seven in this
issue) against Gay rights activists
suggesting Gays and Lesbians should
be patient and wait for the right time to
demand equal rights. One of the first
people to support the National Equality
March on Washington, Mixner wrote an
open letter on his blog in response to a
coalition of Gay groups who hold that
2010is too soon to put another measure
on the ballot for marriage equality in
California.

El Paso D.P. Benefits Challenged

EL PASO, TX (Observer Update) -
Opponents of a new law extending
benefits to the domestic partners of El
Paso city employees interrupted a city
council meeting to demand a public
vote on the measure, reports KVIA-TV.
Some 25 religious leaders told city
council members that the law, which
grants benefits to the domestic part-
ners of Gay and straight El Paso
employees, is an “abomination” that
runs contrary to the teachings of the
Bible and wastes taxpayers’ money.

The EI Paso City Council
passed the measure by a 6-1 vote. Itis

estimated to cover about 45 employ-
ees at an annual average cost of
$200,000 in a $700 million municipal
budget, reported advocate.com. Ap-
proval of the domestic-partnership law
followed a June incident in which five
Gay men said they were harassed and
ejected from a Chico’'s Tacos restau-
rant on the basis of an outdated and
unconstitutional Texas sodomy law
after two of them kissed.

El Paso city officials said it
was unclear if the domestic-partner-
ship law, as a budgetary matter, could
go to a popular vote.
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G/L Marriage Lawyers Say
No Help From San Francisco

Attorneys Ted Olsen and David Boies

SAN FRANCISCO, CA (Observer Up-
date) - The prominent lawyers leading
the fight to legalize Gay marriage in
California formally told San Francisco
officials and three other groups sup-
portive of same-sex weddings “thanks,
but no thanks” for trying to join their
federal lawsuit, reported 365Gay.com.

Attorneys David Boies and
Theodore Olson petitioned U.S. Dis-
trict Court Judge Vaughn Walker with
legal arguments meant to block the
city and the groups from standing
together with the lawyers at trial. San
Francisco put Gay marriage front and
center on Valentine’s Day 2004 when
Mayor Gavin Newsom opened City
Hall to same-sex weddings. Boies and
Olson argued that allowing San Fran-
cisco into the legal fight would need-
lessly delay the case’s resolution.

A spokesman for San Fran-
cisco City Attorney Dennis Herrera
didn't return a telephone call seeking
comment.

Boies and Olson also asked
that three other Gay-rights groups
should be barred from joining the case
on similar grounds. They also argued
that the conservative Campaign for
California Families be prevented from
joining the case in opposition, saying
the group also doesn’t have standing
in the case. “Campaign has failed to
offer any argument that differs from
those raised by” the parties already
officially fighting the lawsuit, Boies and
Olson wrote. The lawyers said all of
the organization’s concerns are being
addressed by lawyers with the Alli-
ance Defense Fund, which the judge
has allowed to intervene to argue
against the lawsuit.

Boies and Olson, who repre-
sented Al Gore and George W. Bush
respectively in the legal fight over the
2000 presidential elections, filed the
lawsuit on behalf of two Gay couples
seeking to marry in California. They
argued that they are now in the best
position to legalize Gay marriage in
the state with arguments that the ban
violates federal anti-discrimination pro-
tections.

The court filing highlighted the
continuing disagreement among Gay
marriage supporters over how best to
fight for same-sex weddings in the
state.

Many influential Gay rights
groups fear a fight in federal court will
ultimately end up before a U.S.
Supreme Court comprised of a so-
cially conservative majority that could
deal the same-sex marriage cam-
paign a significant setback with an
adverse ruling.

Critics of that tack complain
about the failure of the same-sex
marriage campaign to defeat Proposi-
tion 8, which passed in November with
52 percent of the vote and limited
marriage to a man and a woman.
Boies, Olson and many others now
contend the fight is ripe for a federal
anti-discrimination challenge and at
least three other federal challenges
have been filed in Los Angeles and
Boston.

Boies and Olson argued that
the case should proceed to trial before
a judge without a jury before the end of
the year. Lawyers with the Alliance
Defense Fund argued in court papers
Friday that the case could be decided
rapidly without a trial.
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On-Line LGBTQ-Friendly High
School Launching In January

MAPLEWOOD, MN (Observer Up-
date) - A GLBTQ High School will be
launched online in January 2010
reports the Pioneer Press. Started by
David Glick, the online high school
would be the first of its kind, reported
365Gay.com. “We may not bring
people closer physically - but we will
in every other way,” Glick said. “We
want to make them feel more confident
about who they are.”

Glick started working on the
website, which will be called the
GLBTQ Online High Schoal, in order
to reach students who live in rural
areas that do not have access to
many resources. While Glick argues
that this online school would protect
students from bullying and act as a
safe-haven, many fear that they will
simply be further isolated from their
peers. “The danger of the online high
school is that kids will stay isolated
and feel uncared for,” said David
Johnson, a social psychology teacher
at the University of Minnesota. “It

would be much better to have these
kids in a regular high school.”

Others, such as Glick and
Curt Johnson, disagree and believe
students gain a closer relationship
with their teachers online due to
increased interaction. “The individual
transactions of e-mailing and tele-
phoning regularly creates a relation-
ship between students and teachers,”
said Johnson, a managing partner at
Education Evolving, a joint venture of
the Center for Policy Studies and
Hamline University that promotes
technological progress in schools.

Ballot Prospects For Anti/GL
Rights Measure Dim

OLYMPIA, WA (Observer Update) -
The latest count of 6,140 petition
signatures on Referendum 71 con-
tains an error rate of 14.2 percent,
somewhat dimming chances for a
statewide vote on the Legislature’s
“everything but marriage” law for
state-registered same-sex partners,
seattlepi.com reported. Overall, State
Election workers have checked 23,457
names, accepting 20,335 and reject-
ing 3,122, for a total error rate of 13.31
percent.

A group called Protect Mar-
riage Washington turned in 137,689
signatures to the Secretary of State on
July 25. The sponsors need to get
120,577 valid voter signatures to
secure a place on the ballot. The
figure means that R-71 petitions can
sustain an overall error rate of 12.42
percent. The count was the second
consecutive day that rejections rose
above 14 percent. The rejection rate
on Tuesday was 14.4 percent. Over-

all, 68 signatures have been rejected
as duplicates, 221 as no-match, 2,764
as people not registered to vote, with
69 missing a checkable signature.

“We always need to be wary
of early counts, but prospects do not
look well for them (R-71 sponsors),”
said Andrew Villeneuve, director of
the Northwest Progressive Institute, a
liberal policy group. If 14 percent error
rates persist, predicted Villeneuve, R-
71 “is on track to be rejected” for a
place on the ballot. Liberal, Demo-
cratic and gay rights advocates
mounted a don’t sign campaign,
which conservative Christian groups
mounted a last-minute push to get the
measure onto the state’s November
ballot.

With the larger workforce, the
Elections Division hopes to wrap up
the full-signature check by sometime
in the week of Aug. 17.

Johnson Family Foundation
Pitches In Against Teen Suicide

NEW YORK, NY (Observer Update) -
The Johnson Family Foundation (JFF)
gave a $45,000 grant to the American
Foundation for Suicide Prevention
(AFSP) in its effort to reduce the
number of LGBT teen suicides,

advocate.com reported.

Andrew Lane, executive di-
rector of JFF, said, “Significant efforts
must be undertaken to reduce suicide
behavior and risk among LGBT
people. JFF's grant to AFSP will
ensure that the best available re-
search informs the design of interven-
tions that will hopefully save lives and
promote well-being.”

Studies show that LGBT
youths are more likely to commit
suicide than their heterosexual peers.
In response, the AFSP laid out a
program designed to spark national
LGBT suicide prevention strategies
that work with other suicide prevention
programs, government organizations,
and researchers who will look more
closely into the social and emotional
stigma that often serves as the
catalyst for LGBT teen suicides.

“The Knowledge to Practice
Initiative will take all that is currently
known about suicide behavior and
risk in the LGBT community, and what
we hope to learn, and then direct that
knowledge towards tangible and
effective prevention programs,” said
Ann Haas, Ph.D., director of suicide
prevention projects for AFSP.

ENDA

S. 1584 is the U.S. Senate
companion version of ENDA (the
Employment Non Discrimination Act),
which if passed by Congress and
signed into law by President Obama,
would prohibit employment
discrimination on the basis of sexual
orientation or gender identity.

“There is no place in the
workplace for employment
discrimination,” said U.S. Senator Jeff
Merkley in a press release. “No worker
in America should be fired or denied a
job based on who they are.
Discrimination is wrong, period. I'm
proud to join Senator Kennedy, who is
a civil rights legend, and Senators
Collins and Snowe, both champions for
equality, in taking this next step in our
ongoing effort to create a more perfect
union and guarantee every American,
regardless of sexual orientation or
gender identity, the right to earn a
living.”

“The promise of America will
never be fulfilled as long as justice is
denied to even one among us,” said
U.S. Senator Edward M. Kennedy in a
press release. “The Employment
Non_Discrimination Act brings us
closer to fulfilling that promise for gay,
lesbian, bisexual, and transgender
citizens. I'm proud to join Senators
Merkley and Collins in introducing this
important legislation.”

ENDA is supported by a broad
range of civil rights, religious, civic and
professional organizations, including

the Leadership Conference on Civil
Rights, NAACP, AFL_CIO, Service
Employees International Union,
AFSCME, National Education
Association, National Employment
Lawyers Association, Anti_Defamation
League, Religious Action Center,
Unitiarian Universalist Association,
United Church of Christ, American Civil
Liberties Union, and many others.

Federal law provides legal
protection against employment
discrimination on the basis of race, sex,
religion, national origin, age and
disability, but not sexual orientation or
gender identity but in 29 states across
America, it is still legal to fire someone
based on his or her sexual orientation,
and in 38 states, it is still legal to fire
someone for being Transgender.

S. 1584 was introduced August
5, read and referred to the Senate
Committee on Health, Education,
Labor, and Pensions.

H.R. 3017 (the U.S. House
companion version) was also
introduced in the U.S. House on June
24, and was referred to the House
Committee on Education and Labor,
and in addition to the House
Committees on House Administration,
Oversight and Government Reform,
and the Judiciary, for a period to be
subsequently determined by the
Speaker, in each case for
consideration of such provisions as fall
within the jurisdiction of the committee
concerned.

G/L Adoption Debated In
Louisiana

BATON ROUGE, LA (WAFB) - The
controversial issue of same sex adop-
tion was front and center at the Louisiana
Capitol as a Gay rights group out of New
Orleans met face-to-face with members
of a marriage and family commission
appointed by Governor Bobby Jindal
called the Louisiana Commission on
Marriage and Family. The Gay rights
group, Forum for Equality, made a video
presentation to the Louisiana Commis-
sion on Marriage and Family with heart-
felt hopes of changing a few minds. The
group says it promotes Gay adoption
and its benefits. “The state of Louisiana
shouldn't be kicking Gay families,
instead it should be doing what it can,
assisting all families in Louisiana and
helping children,” said Randy Evans.

While the commission can't
actually write legislation, what it can do is
make suggestions to the House and
Senate, leaving open the possibility of
stricter laws that may include making
single-parent adoptions illegal. “If they
want to see changes in the laws as they
exist, perhaps they need to provoke or
advocate a change within the law,” said
Louisiana Senator Sharon Weston
Broome, D-Baton Rouge. Right now, the
state allows single-parent adoption.
Some say it's an alternative way for Gay
couples to adopt. Forum for Equality
members say they're afraid the commis-
sion will ask the legislature to ban the
practice altogether. “It's mean to kids
because you are affecting them,” said
Mary Griggs. “You are hurting children
by not allowing Lesbians and Gays to
adopt.” Broome says the commission’s
job is to follow Jindal's executive order,
which promotes adoption by a man and
a woman. “They need to find a strong
advocate for their issues, if they want to

see the particular law changed,” Broome
said.

Forum for Equality says this
commission was its advocate and
members say they'll continue their fight.
Broome says she looks forward to
continuing the business of the commis-
sion. When asked directly if the commit-
tee would propose legislation to ban
single parent adoption, she said there is
no way of telling what will happen when
the session convenes next spring.

The LGBT Civil Rights Movement:
Part Three: Picking Our Issues

Over the few last years, | have
found myself amused while giving a
speech when someone stands up and
demands to know why we picked this
or that issue to fight. Especially in the
early years of the marriage debate,
concerned members of the community
wanted to know why we were struggling
with this issue now when clearly
America wasn't ready. | was amused
because often there is this image of a
group of leaders sitting around the table
deciding that we will go with this issue
or that issue at any particular moment.
That simply has not been my
experience.

Instead, | have found the
leaders, including myself, running to
catch up to an issue that was suddenly
thrust forward by events rather than by
carefully planned decisions. No one put
Rosa Parks on the bus, she was just
tired and the Montgomery Boycott took
place. The police dogs and fire hoses
of Birmingham did more to pass the
1964 civil rights bill than all the meetings
in the world. The same can be said of
the bridge at Selma and the role it
played in pushing passage of the 1965
Voting Rights Act. Average citizens
exhibiting extraordinary courage forced
the rest of the world to catch up with their
sheer determination to be free.

With the war in Vietnam, it was
the same. The Tet Offensive propelled
Senator Eugene McCarthy forward in
New Hampshire and Senator Robert
Kennedy into the race. The Life
Magazine picture of the naked young
girl running down the street in Hue
covered in burns from napalm helped
turn a horrified America away from this
war. The man burning himself alive
outside the Pentagon to protest the war
changed Defense Secretary Robert
McNamara more than the tens of
thousands who marched on that
building. Again, the individual with
courage suddenly was showing us the
way. Challenging us to do more and to
do it now.

For us inthe LGBT community,
there has been excellent work by such
groups as Freedom to Marry and
especially Evan Wolfson to prepare for
such a moment. However it was the
thousands and thousands who stood
in the pouring rain in San Francisco
waiting to get married that inspired a
nation to embrace this cause. Those
brave souls gave us clarity _ not to
mention humanity _ on a complicated
issue. Standing in that line, those
renegades realized that marriage
provided the solution to so many of
issues that would give them total
citizenship in  America. The
Massachusetts ruling gave the needed
boost and caught many of us
attempting to play catch up. No one can
deny that the crucifixion of young
Matthew Shepard gave us a new
energy around hate crimes. In good,
part the hate crimes legislation was
passed this week because of the
agonizing hours that Matthew spent on
that fence. So many others who were
brutally murdered and beaten,
especially in the transgendered
community, forced us to fight back
literally for our lives. Anita Bryant, who
came out of nowhere in Miami, did more
to define our issues in the late 1970's

than all the planners who had a neat
agenda. The first cases of HIV/AIDS
changed our long term plans for Gay
liberation into a fight for survival and
holding our own against hateful
amendments introduced by the likes of
Senator Jesse Helms. Bill Clinton
saying “l have a vision and you are part
of it" in 1992, led the community into a
more political direction to seek answers
and solutions to our oppression.

Now once again we are being
transformed by the courage of
individuals (especially our young!) and
current events. There is no question that
the passage of Proposition 8 and even
more interestingly the Department of
Justice brief on DOMA have
transformed us to into an unstoppable
civil rights movement. LGBT citizens are
no longer willing to wait, to have their
rights handed to them at the whim of or
for the convenience of any politician.
They want full equality now. They want
marriage and they want to serve their
country. They want to keep their lover
from another country with them in
America. They want our young to be
protected against harassment in the
schools. They want all the 1,000 rights
and privileges granted to all our
Americans under civic marriage. Itis not
about emulating traditional marriage or
assimilating or losing our culture; it is
simply about full equality and total
freedom.

No longer is it about fighting this
bigot in one state and another bigot in
another state next year. Nor is it about
picking our issues at pleasure and
choosing which ones to fight and often
basing that decision on the needs of
some elected official. Quite honestly we
don’t care anymore if President Obama
believes marriage is between a man
and a woman or if Majority Leader Harry
Reid has problems because of his
Mormon faith or Speaker Nancy Pelosi
worries about the 50 plus “Blue Dog
Conservative Democrats” who are up
for reelection next year. Their issues
pale compared to the oppression,
injustice and system of Apartheid being
established against the LGBT
community. They can deal with their own
conflicts politically and we will proceed
spiritually with sheer determination for
our freedom. We can't line up our issues
like planes over Chicago’s O’'Hare
airport, calmly allowing the easy smaller
planes to land first and then saving for
last the bigger more complex jumbo
jets. That strategy could take decades.
Can any of you imagine the civil rights
leaders cheering President Kennedy if
he told them in 1962 at a White House
reception to trust him and they would be
happy in eight years? As a group, they
would have walked out, appalled at the
suggestion that their freedom had to be
stretched out nearly a decade in some
nice plan. They simply would have not
tolerated it. Nor can we.

The community has let us know
what they want. They want full equality
now. Included in that package are all of
our issues. LGBT citizens don’t want to
negotiate our freedom away and take
years to achieve it. That is the issue: full
equality. One day more of any denial of
any of our freedoms is unacceptable.
The brutality and anger directed to our

transgendered allies is unacceptable.
Creating a new language to describe
our relationship thus continuing the
march toward Apartheid s
unacceptable. Tolerating our allies
ducking and weaving to avoid taking
tough stands on behalf of our freedom
is unacceptable. Allowing our freedom
to be an issue of majority rights is
unacceptable. We come from a proud
history and culture, brought together by
a common oppression. Many have
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died for us to be at this moment and
many more have been beaten, lost their
jobs, served time in jail and suffered in
order for us to stand together now. We
cannot dishonor them nor can we
dishonor each other by accepting
anything less than the honor, dignity
and rights given to all other Americans.
Until that moment, we will not stand
patiently by waiting until others decide
it is our turn. We have too much pride
for that.

Openly Gay Pugh Wins
Detroit City Council Primary

DETROIT, MI (Observer Update) - Gay
rights activists are expressing praise
after openly Gay Charles Pugh received
the most votes in the Detroit City Council
primary. The former broadcaster is the
first openly Gay person to win a major
election in Detroit.

“I was truly humbled,” said
Pugh. “I know there were people who

didn’t vote for me because | was Gay ...

but | think people looked at me to see
who | was as a complete person and
where | was on the issues and that's what
made the difference.” Pugh will now
move on to the November 3 primary. He
was one of 18 candidates to advance
after earning 8.9 percent of the vote with
59,560 votes. He received almost

10,000 more votes than City Council
President Kenneth Cockrel Jr., who
came in second.

The Detroit Gay community has
expressed their excitement over Pugh'’s
success, but several religious institu-
tions in Detroit have backed him as well.
Both the AME Ministerial Alliance and
the Council of Baptist Pastors have
decided to support Pugh despite the fact
that Detroit churches have historically
condemned homosexuality. “He was
young and energetic, and he had good
ideas,” said Rev. Lonnie Peek, a
spokesman for the Council of Baptist
Pastors. “He’s just the right person to
bring about change. He did great.”
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Are LGBT Churchgoers More
Devout, More Active?

NEW YORK, NY (Observer Update) - A
report on PoliticsDaily.com suggests
that Gay and Lesbians may be more
spiritually active than is publicly per-
ceived, reported 365Gay.com.  The
survey indicates that not only do a
majority of Gay and Lesbian Americans
consider themselves Christian, but the
pollster's anecdotal findings suggest
that Gays and Leshians who actively
attend church may be more invested
and committed participants in their
church than their straight counterparts.

The article on PoliticsDaily.com states:
“A new surveyof 9,000 Gay, Lesbian,
and bisexual Americans from George
Barna, a well-known evangelical poll-
ster, showed that 70 percent of Gay
adults describe themselves as Christian
and 60 percent say their faith is ‘very
important’ in their lives. Granted, those
figures are lower than the population as
a whole, which register 85 and 70
percent on those rankings, respectively.
But Barna, himself a Bible-believing,
born-again Christian, points out that the
numbers demonstrate that ‘popular
stereotypes about the spiritual life of
Gays and Lesbians are simply wrong.”
Furthermore, while the numbers may
suggest that Gay and Lesbian parishio-
ners may be squeamish when it comes
to being officially active participants in
institutionalized religious organizations,
those who do attend church are serious
aboutit.

The report attributes this to
several factors, perhaps the most
persuasive being that “...Gays and
Lesbians are drawn to ministering to
others as a result of their own experi-
ence, and that the Christian journey of
forgiveness and redemption and ac-
ceptance resonates deeply with them.”
In greater details the report notes: “One
reason homosexuals are drawn to the
church is that many of these people
have been wounded themselves, so
they know what it's like to feel broken,
and they want to help others in whatever
way they are hurting,’ said the Rev.
James Martin, a Jesuit priest and author,
who knows many Gays and Lesbians
who work in ministry despite the fact that
they cannot openly identify as homo-
sexual. ‘The Christian paradigm of the
scapegoat — the marginalized one, the
one who suffers unjustly — is quite
powerful, especially for Gay people.”
Also, Gays may be more active voices
in their church, as they're attuned to
activism and how to affect changes, the
survey analysis suggests. Specifically,
it notes how the ordeal of coming out as
Gay may be akin to a similarly personal
journey of spiritual self-discovery and

acceptance.

“I have a theory that once you
discern one call — that God has created
you to be Gay — that you are more adept
at understanding God’s call in other
ways, as into ministry,” states Ann
Kansfield, Lesbian co-pastor of a
Reformed congregation in Brooklyn,
N.Y., in the PoliticsDaily.com report.
Thusly, “homosexuals who have come
to terms with their sexuality also tend to
be active in church, and especially in
lobbying to change church policies on
homosexuality, for the same reasons
they are involved in these causes in the
secular sphere: because they want
Christianity, and America, to live up to
their stated beliefs.”

The report goes into greater
detail suggesting (often via speculative
methods) as to why Gay and Lesbians
may make for more avid or devout
churchgoers.

Life Sentence
For Murder Of
Ryan Skipper

BARTROW, Florida (Observer Up-
date) - Joseph Bearden, a known
methamphetamine addict, has been
sentenced to life behind bars for his
part in the killing of Ryan Skipper in
2007. Prosecutors had sought the
death penalty, 365Gay.com reported.

The jury took two days to find
Bearden guilty Friday (Feb. 27) of
second-degree murder, theft of a
motor vehicle, accessory to after-the-
fact, tampering with evidence and
dealing in stolen property. Bearden’'s
co-defendant, William Brown Jr., will
be tried separately. Throughout the
trial Bearden maintained Brown killed
the then 25-year old.

Brown, on the witness stand
pled the fifth, declining to testify.
Skipper, who was openly Gay, was
attacked in his own car. His body was
found on the side of a road. His throat
had been slashed and there were
multiple stab wounds - as many as 20-
covering his torso. John Kirchoff, a
friend of Brown, testified that Bearden
planned to rob Skipper at Skipper's
home. “He was going to rob the guy at
his house,” Kirchoff testified, “but
somebody came home, so they left.”

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OLYMPIA, Washington (Observer Up-
date) - It's enough to make you blush:
Some politicians want a bigger taste
of the economy’s naughty side, push-
ing for special taxes on dirty maga-
zines, racy movies, sex toys and strip
clubs, 365Gay.com reported.

In Washington state, a half-
dozen cash-strapped legislators re-
cently endorsed a huge sales tax
increase on explicit movies, maga-
zines and other sex-themed products.
New York officials recently acknowl-
edged that Gov. David Paterson’s
proposed “iPod tax” on Internet down-
loads also would apply to online porn
purchases, along with tamer diver-
sions such as pop music and com-
puter software. And in Texas, state
lawyers are fighting to preserve the
“pole tax,” a $5 cover charge on strip
clubs that's being challenged by
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Gay, Straight Adult Enter tainment,
Toys Face ‘Sk in Tax’

business owners. In the past five
years, lawmakers from Tennessee to
Kansas to California have pitched
special taxes on porn, escort ser-
vices, exotic dance clubs and other
adult businesses. A U.S. senator even
toyed with the idea of an Internet porn
tax on the federal level.

Most of the proposals - call
them skin taxes - have stalled, often
because of conflicts with First Amend-
ment protections of free expression.
Washington's proposed porn tax
earned little support, despite the need
to close an $8 billion budget deficit.
But even with serious constitutional
problems, lawmakers haven't stopped
trying to capitalize on the fact that sex
sells, especially when facing big
budget shortfalls and weary voters
who aren’t likely to stomach an
across-the-board tax hike.

Prison F or Austr alian Who
Blac kmailed Closeted P olitician

MELBOURNE, Australia (Observer
Update) A man who attempted to
blackmail a closeted member of
Australia’s Parliament was sent to
prison, 365Gay.com reported. Jake
Michael Della-Vedova, 25, will serve
four months behind bars. He pleaded
guilty to one count of blackmail.

The name of the politician has
been suppressed. All that is known

about him is he is married.

“You intentionally exploited
an aspect of the victim's sexuality
which you knew made him vulnerable,
especially in light of his position in our
community,” Judge Lisa Hannan said
in passing sentence. “It is sad that this
remains the sort of information that in
our society is used for blackmail, but it
is the reality,” she said.

California Bill T argets
LGBT Domestic V iolence

AN FRANCISCO, California (Observer
Update) - The California Supreme
Court will hear oral arguments on
Thursday (Mar. 5) challenging Propo-
sition 8, the measure passed by
voters in November that bars same-
sex marriage, 365Gay.com reported.

Proposition 8 was passed by
voters by a slim 52 percent. The
American Civil Liberties Union,
Lambda Legal and the National
Center for Lesbian Rights immedi-
ately filed lawsuits challenging the
constitutionality of the vote. They
were joined by additional suits by the
cites of San Francisco and Los
Angeles and a legal opinion by
California Attorney General Jerry
Brown. The lawsuits charge that
Proposition 8 is invalid because the
initiative process was improperly
used in an attempt to undo the
constitution’s core commitment to
equality for everyone, by eliminating a
fundamental right from just one group —
Lesbian and Gay Californians.

They also say that Proposi-
tion 8 improperly attempts to prevent
the courts from exercising their essen-
tial constitutional role of protecting the
equal protection rights of minorities.
The suits say that under the California
Constitution, such radical changes to
the organizing principles of state

government cannot be made by
simple majority vote through the
initiative process, but instead must, at
a minimum, go through the state
legislature first.

The California Constitution
itself sets out two ways to alter the
document that sets the most basic
rules about how state government
works, the groups said in a written brief
to the court. Through the initiative
process, voters can make relatively
small changes to the constitution. But
any measure that would change the
underlying principles of the constitu-
tion must first be approved by the
legislature before being submitted to
the voters. That didn't happen with
Proposition 8, and that's why it's
invalid, the petitioners said.

Brown’s office took a slightly
different approach, arguing in its brief
to the court that Proposition 8 should
be invalidated on the ground that
certain fundamental rights, including
the right to marry, are inalienable and
cannot be put up for a popular vote.
The brief said said the measure
should be overturned because it
deprives people of the right to marry —
an aspect of liberty that the Supreme
Court has concluded is guaranteed by
the California Constitution.
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Charles Perez: Fired For Being
Gay On Air?

MIAMI, FL (Observer Up-
date) - After telling Miami-
Dade’s Equal Opportunity
Board that network brass
demoted him from his
anchor slot in a discrimi-
nation complaint that
claims his sexuality played
a role, Gay Miami news-
caster Charles Perez has
been booted from the
station entirely, reported
gueerty.com.

The move comes
a week after Perez’'s com-
plaint alleged he’d been
pushed into a chain of demotion after
personal emails to his therapist made
their way into the inboxes of colleagues
(allegedly forwarded his ex, who he’s in
the middle of a domestic dispute with).
And while Perez says he plansto file a “7
or 8 figure lawsuit” against ABC affiliate
WPLG (wrongful termination? discrimi-
nation?), TMZ notes that “the boss who
demoted him is himself Gay and issued
a statement saying, ‘As a Gay man

myself, | can safely say the station does
not discriminate against Gay people.”

Maybe so. And while we’'ll let
the courts work this out, it's not going to
bode well for WPLG that they fired him
one week after he complained about
being discriminated against. Please,
Perez, have some of your boss’
comments on tape!

Arnold Under Attac Kk
For Health Cuts

California Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger

SACRAMENTO, CA (Observer Update)
- California senate president pro tem
Darrell Steinberg announced that he will
sue California governor Arnold
Schwarzenegger over his alleged lib-
eral use of line-item veto authority,
reported advocate.com. Following the
announcement of Steinberg v.
Schwarzenegger, the senator said in a
release, “We elected a governor, not an
emperor. In making these line-item
vetoes the governor forced punishing
cuts on children, the disabled, and
patients that he couldn’t win fairly at the
bargaining table. And in doing so, he
overstepped his constitutional author-

ity.”

Schwarzenegger's cuts would

have a major impact on health and
welfare programs; some determine
state-funded HIV/AIDS support. While
California faces major budget deficits,
the state’s Legislative Counsel Bureau
issued an opinion that said the governor
violated the system of checks and
balances outlined in the state’s constitu-
tion. The bureau said Schwarzenegger
could use the line-item veto on appro-
priations, but only current ones, not those
that had already passed through the

legislative process—which were the

kinds of cuts the governor made.

The suit will address the
governor's constitutional authority and
will be paid for by Steinberg’s campaign
funds.

Gay Ex-Cop Settles
Harassment Suit With NJ City

MILLVILLE, N.J. - A New Jersey city has
agreed to pay a former police officer
$415,000 to settle a lawsuit he filed
claiming other officers harassed him
because he is Gay.

As part of the deal, Robert Colle
has resigned from the Millville police
force. He had been on leave since
August 2007. Colle sued in October
2007, claiming he was ridiculed by the
man who was then chief and other
officers because he’s Gay. He said city
officials ignored his harassment com-

plaints.

He also said officers refused to
back him up when he was dealing with a
disorderly woman. According to his
legal filings, the woman bit his finger to
the bone.

LONDON (Observer Update) - Straight-laced Lon-

don police have expressed “concerns” about
frisking some prisoners - because they're
Transgender.

Officers in the London borough of Lewisham
have apparently told top brass they do not want to
‘shake down’ people who have had a sex change.
The prudish police claim it could be against their
religion. But ex-top cop Brian Paddick has blasted
them for trying to shirk their responsibilities. The
former Deputy Assistant Met Commissioner — who
was Britain’s most senior openly gay policeman —
said: “As far as | know there’s no religion that says
you can't search Transgender prisoners is there?”

Minutes from a senior management team
meeting show Superintendent Wayne Nash, head of
operations in Lewisham, had raised concerns
among his officers with the borough’s top cops. The
note said: “Supt Nash has circulated some papers
regarding searching trans-gender prisoners.
