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White House And L GBT Group
Talk Health

ASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Update)
- An LGBT advocacy group for seniors
has attended a meeting about health
care reform held by White House
senior adviser Valerie Jarrett and
director of public liaison Tina Tchen to
discuss the needs of older Americans,
advocate.com reported.

Services & Advocacy for
GLBT Elders (SAGE) joined groups
like the American Association of
Retired People and the National
Council on Aging to talk about the
health care debate and, in particular,
the large number of falsehoods being
peddled to the public.

“They said very clearly that
with a lot of the backlash and misinfor-
mation that's out there — the heated
debate around end-of-life planning
being turned into ‘death panels,’” for
example — they had called us together
to get information about the pieces of
the bill that are not being talked about
and need to get more coverage,” said
Karen Taylor, director of advocacy
and training for SAGE.

Taylor said one key provision
for the aging that's currently in the
health bill is the Community Living
Assistance Services and Supports
Act, or the CLASS Act, which is focused
on supplying the services that older
Americans sometimes need to stay in
their homes and their communities for
as long as possible. “If you have an
older adult who's living alone and they
are facing a manageable but chronic
issue, if they do not have a family
friend, a daughter, a sibling who lives

nearby to help them, then that chronic
issue may become far worse and they
end up hospitalized,” explained Tay-
lor, “which is far more expensive, and
nobody wants to end up there.”

Sometimes, it's as simple as
having someone help with making a
meal in the morning, and this is
particularly important for older LGBT
people, since Taylor said they are
twice as likely as their heterosexual
counterparts to live alone. “Our entire
health system today is based upon the
assumption that you have at least one
caregiver who can help you,” she said,
noting that two thirds of LGBT people
live by themselves.

Taylor said that all the groups
who attended agreed that raising the
visibility of the CLASS Act was critical.

She added that simply being
included in the small group of about 30
participants was, in itself, a step
forward. “The thing that's very exciting
for me personally was knowing that
now SAGE is being seen as a national
aging organization along with other
organizations,” she said, “and our
colleagues in the Obama administra-
tion expect us to continue to add our
voice.”

Though President Obama had
hoped Congress would vote on health
reform before the August recess, the
health debate continues with nation-
wide town hall meetings and constant
negotiations around what to include in
the bill and what can muster the votes
to pass.

Groups Rejected F rom
Prop. 8 Case

SAN FRANCISCO, CA (Observer Up-
date) - A federal judge ruled that a
group of legal organizations will not be
allowed to join a high-profile lawsuit
challenging California’s Proposition 8,
now set for a January trial date,
reported advocate.com.

Judge Vaughn R. Walker of
the U.S. district court for Northern
California denied a motion to intervene
by the National Center for Lesbian
Rights, Lambda Legal, and the Ameri-
can Civil Liberties Union.

The three legal groups had
sought to represent several California
LGBT community groups in the case, a
move strongly opposed by Ted Olson
and David Boies, the attorneys who
filed the suitin May.

The two attorneys have ar-
gued that adding more parties to the
legal battle would delay a swift
resolution of the case.

The Alliance Defense Fund, a
right-wing legal organization, already

has been allowed to intervene to
defend Prop. 8 in federal court.
Lambda, the NCLR, and the ACLU
expressed immediate dismay at the
ruling.

“On behalf of our clients, we
are disappointed that the court did not
permit organizations that represent
California’s diverse Lesbian, Gay,
Bisexual, and Transgender (LGBT)
community to participate in the case as
the Court weighs the harms inflicted by
Proposition 8,” the coalition said in a
joint statement. “The significance of
this case for our entire community is
enormous. To exclude the people
whose very freedom is at stake is
troubling.”

Judge Walker has allowed
intervention by the City of San Fran-
cisco, which also filed a motion to join
the case, but only to examine Prop. 8’s
impact on local government, accord-
ing to the Associated Press. The
judge has set a court hearing for
January 11, 2010.
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TUCSON (Observer Update) - Orga-
nizers of the Tucson Latin Gay Pride
2009 festival are seeking artists to
perform or exhibit their creations at a
cultural showcase Oct. 3.

The free event will highlight the
contributions of local Latino Gay,
Leshian, Bisexual and Transgender
artists.

HIV/AIDS Discussions’

WASHINGTON, DC. (Observer Up-
date) - President Obama announced
the launch of the National HIV/AIDS
Community Discussions, a series of
events to be held across the country.
These events, hosted by the White
House Office of National AIDS Policy
(ONAP) will offer the public a chance to
provide input as the White House
works to fulfill the President’s pledge to
develop a National HIV/AIDS Strategy
(NHAS). The first event, the Atlanta
HIV/AIDS Community Discussion, will
be held on August 25th at the 2009
National HIV Prevention Conference.

“HIV remains an serious chal-
lenge to the American people and | am
committed to developing an effective
National HIV/AIDS Strategy,” said
President Obama. “The National HIV/
AIDS Community Discussions will
provide an opportunity for members of
the public to give their input on how we
can best address this crucial issue.
With the insights from communities
across the country, we will have a
strategy that is focused on the goals of
reducing HIV incidence, getting people
living with HIV/AIDS into care and
improving health outcomes, and re-
ducing HIV-related health disparities.”
With more than 56,000 new HIV
infections occurring in the United
States each year, the President be-
lieves that we must re-focus national
attention on the domestic epidemic.
He has articulated three goals for the
NHAS: reducing HIV incidence, in-
creasing access to care and optimiz-
ing health outcomes, and reducing
HIV-related health disparities. The
national HIV/AIDS community discus-
sions are just one mechanism for
engaging the American people and

obtaining input.  The Presidential
Advisory Council on HIV/AIDS
(PACHA) will also provide input, and
public comments submitted to the
ONAP website will also be taken into
consideration.

ONAP is part of the White
House Domestic Policy Council and is
tasked with coordinating the continuing
efforts of the United States government
to reduce the number of HIV infections
across the U.S., and respond to the
needs of people living with HIV/AIDS.
The Atlanta HIV/AIDS Community
Discussion will be held on August 25th
as part of the 2009 National HIV
Prevention Conference, which is being
held in Atlanta from August 23-26. The
Community Discussion is open to
conference participants and 200 tick-
ets have been set-aside for the local
Atlanta community. ONAP is also
meeting with local HIV services orga-
nizations while it is in Atlanta.

Other cities in which communi-
ties discussions will be held are:
Washington, DC; New York, NY; San
Francisco, Oakland, and Los Angeles,
CA; Houston, TX; Albuquerque, NM;
Jackson, MS; Fort Lauderdale, FL;
Minneapolis, MN; Columbia, SC; Puerto
Rico; and the Virgin Islands. Specific
dates will be announced later.

HIV/AIDS Survey
Being Conducted

As many in the community are already
aware, the state funding for ADAP
medication to Pima county residents
living with HIV/AIDS has been cut. The
biggest impact will be felt by those
whose doctors have prescribed medi-
cation to control side effects, address
behavioral heath needs, and pain
management; as the cost of these
drugs will no longer be paid by ADAP.

Also, the MAP co-pay cover-
age has been eliminated for many
medications. The Pima County HIV/
AIDS Consortium is seeking input from
the community about the effects of
these changes on finances, health,
lifestyle and general welfare of HIV/
AIDS persons in the form of a brief
survey. It can be taken online at http://
surveymonkey.com/consortium2009 or
it can be filled out on paper. Local
health care providers have made
space available for the distribution and
collection of the paper surveys. They
include: SAAF, El Rio-SIA, UMC, and
COPE. We will also have drop boxes at
the COPE, CODAC, and HOPE center
methadone clinics.

The survey is open right now
untii Monday, September 14. The
results will be forwarded to the state
health department in Phoenix to assist
in planning for future policy, and used
here in Tucson by the Consortium and
the Community Foundation of Southern
Arizona to improve assistance for HIV/
AIDS persons.

U.S. Judge Nixes
Gay Marriage Suit

SANTA ANA, CA - A federal judge in
Southern California has dismissed on
a technicality a same-sex marriage
lawsuit that created a rift between
President Barack Obama and his Gay
supporters.

U.S. District Judge David O.
Carter ruled that the case challenging
the federal Defense of Marriage Act
must be refiled in federal court. He
said it had been improperly filed in
state court before it was transferred to
his jurisdiction.

The case, brought on behalf of

a Gay Orange County couple, argues
that banning same-sex marriage vio-
lates the U.S. Constitution. Gay mar-
riage supporters criticized Obama this
summer after U.S. Justice Department
lawyers filed court papers defending
the 1996 act. As a candidate, Obama
pledged to work for the law’s repeal.

There is a $50 fee, and the
applications must be notarized.
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Police Revising Policies After
Texas Bar Raid

FORT WORTH, TX (Observer
Update) - The Fort Worth police chief
said that he is revising bar inspection
policies in the wake of a raid on a
Gay bar that left one customer
seriously injured and several officers
facing allegations of wrongdoing,
reported the Associated Press on
365Gay.com. Chief Jeff Halstead told
the City Council that problems hap-
pened at the Rainbow Lounge in the
early morning hours of June 28
because the department’s bar
inspection policy lacked specific
guidelines, which he said was why no
policies were violated. He said a
revised policy should be in place by
Sept. 1 with rules for a three tiered-
system: bar checks, inspections and
investigations.

The department is also trying
to mend its relationship with the Gay
community - which held several
protest marches after the raid - by
having meetings, appointing an
officer as a liaison and providing
more diversity training to officers,
Halstead said. “Once the policy is
complete, we're never going to come
here again,” he said after giving his
preliminary report on the investigation

into the raid. “We are recovering from
this, and I'm very proud of that.”

A final report should be
finished in late September or October,
Halstead said. It will include the
department’s findings on whether
allegations against some officers -
including excessive force and
unprofessional conduct - are justified
and any recommended disciplinary
actions. Gay rights groups initially
demanded independent investiga-
tions, saying the bar was targeted
because it catered to a Gay clientele.
Police have denied the accusation.

The woman seated behind
me hissed. “Dyke,” she muttered with
obvious abhorrence for a stranger, an
assistant state’s attorney who walked
into the courtroom and took a seat at
the prosecution’s table. | was cover-
ing a routine session to review felony
cases at the local courthouse. The
assistant state’s attorney was on
hand to update the judge on the
status of her cases, as well as to
negotiate pleas with defense attor-
neys.

It turns out the hisser behind
me was in the courtroom hoping for a
lenient plea on a felony drug charge.
Reporters, with notebook and re-
corder in hand, can listen to conver-
sations in public settings without
gualms about eavesdropping. So |
listened to the hisser and the chum
who accompanied her to court.
“Dyke,” she snickered. Her friend
paused, seemingly uncomfortable
with her mean-girl attitude, but offen-
sive in his own way. “I give everyone
the benefit of the doubt,” he replied.
He said he used to bother trying to
guess who is, who isn’t, but “anymore
you can'ttell.” “You can tell with her,”
the woman replied with a superior air.

The conversation turned to a
new subject — her trials and tribula-
tions in the court system. | would
learn, from her confessions and
admissions to her friend, that the
woman with the haughty attitude is a
repeat felon. She is a drug addict.
She is a bad mother in the midst of a
custody dispute. She is looking at up
to six months in jail, and has been to
jail before. She is facing federal
charges of lying to a law enforcement
officer and interfering with an investi-
gation.

My, my, she does have

cause — if anyone did — to sneer and

shicker and reign high-and-mighty
over another woman with a short
haircut and wearing a wrinkled shirt
and baggy suit trousers. The mean-
girl in me — she visits occasionally —
wanted to pass a note to the assistant

state’s attorney: “Say, this woman who
wants leniency is making fun of you.”
“Hey, this woman behind me, in
addition to being a repeat felon who
just admitted she’s guilty of what you
charged with, is a bigot.” | did not do
that, though | know the hisser’'s name
and case number.

Instead, | met up with her
outside the courtroom to tell her how
hateful she sounded and to warn her
that | so wanted to tell the assistant
state’s attorney with whom her free-
dom might rest exactly what | over-
heard. She listened, red-faced and
pouty, and then stepped on the
elevator to head down into the heat
and humidity of Florida in August. And
| spent the rest of the day considering
this woman who thinks that by reason
of her sexual orientation — or by
reason of another’s sexual orientation
or perceived sexual orientation — that
she is superior.

| wondered, as | read the
news flash that Barack Obama had
honored 16 individuals with the
Presidential Medal of Honor, about
the jeers, the sneers, the hisses that
medal recipients Billie Jean King, the
late Harvey Milk and the Rev. Joseph
Lowery endured. My mom says |
worry too much about “what people
think.” While | don't fret over whether
someone thinks my hair is too short or
my clothes are too baggy, | do
concern myself with bigotry, with
prejudice, with a woman who hisses
hate at a stranger.

How does a person grow up
to detest another because they love
someone of the same sex, because
they are black or white, Mexican or
Irish, Catholic or protestant or Jewish?
The question is not easily answered
with a dismissal that bigots are repeat
felons with drug addictions and not to
be recognized. But the answer does
escape me.

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Trans Cricket Teams Win First
Game

LONDON (Observer Update) - A cricket team made up of hijras — the com-
mon term for South Asia’s “third sex” population, most of whom identify as
female — played its first official match in Pakistan, scoring 65 runs to beat a
local men’s team, reports the BBC.

Sanam Xl (“sanam” means “beloved” in Urdu) beat the Olympians
men’s cricket club in an exhibition game in Sukkur, in southern Pakistan. “I
want to dedicate our victory to Justice Iftikhar Chaudhry,” Sanam Khan, captain
of Sanam XI, told the BBC. “Itis only due to him that things are changing for
eunuchs in Pakistan.”

Last month Chaudhry ordered the government to stop discriminating
against hijras and paved the way for medical and public facilities to help
them. Hijras are largely shunned by society and many earn a living through
sex work, performing at ceremonies, or begging — though they are also
considered sacred, as it is believed that they have the power to bring fertility
and good luck to a birth or a marriage, advocate.com reported.

Tel Aviv Gay Center Managers
Threatened

TEL AVIV, ISRAEL (Observer Update) - An ultra-Orthodox website published
a letter calling for Israeli police to arrest the managers of the Tel Aviv Gay
youth center where two people were fatally shot this month and prosecute
them for “depraved behavior” including child sexual abuse, reports Haaretz.
The Haredi website Tzofer ran an article containing the anonymous letter,
which said that the Gay youth center managers should be investigated for “the
acts they carried out on minors behind the walls of that club of perversion.”
The letter was sent to the website and a national children’s advocacy organi-
zation.

The article appeared under the byline of writer Yisrael Artzi, who told
Haaretz that he did not know who wrote it. However, he agreed with the letter,
and told the newspaper that the “perverts” who manage the Gay center
“should be forced to face a firing squad.” A youth counselor and a young
woman were killed in the August 1 attack, which injured at least 10 others. The
gunman is still at large.

The Jerusalem Post reported that Open House, the Jerusalem Gay
community center, decided to hire an armed security guard for the first time
and take other security precautions in the wake of the Tel Aviv tragedy,
reported advocate.com.

Lateisha Green Murderer
Sentenced

SYRACUSE, NY (Observer Update) - Convicted killer Dwight R. DeLee was
sentenced to the maximum prison term of 25 years on Tuesday for the murder
of Lateisha Green, an African-American Transgender woman, in Syracuse,
N.Y., reports the Transgender Legal Defense and Education Fund.

Last month, a 12-member jury found DelLee, 20, guilty of manslaughter
in the first degree as a hate crime and criminal possession of a weapon for
the shooting death of Green, who was 22, on November 14, 2008. The hate-
crime conviction was the first involving the death of a Transgender person in
New York state, according to TLDEF, and only the second such conviction in
the United States. Onondaga County court judge William Walsh also sen-
tenced Delee to a concurrent prison term of 3% to 7 years for the weapon
possession conviction, reported advocate.com.

Green’s family released a statement about the sentencing: “Today’s
sentencing sends a clear message that violence motivated by anti-
Transgender bias is unacceptable and wrong,” read the statement. “It affects
everyone in a community and it has left many hurt and distraught. We can only
hope that Teish’s story will prevent any more loss of life simply because
someone is different.”
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Cambridge Mayor To Marry Her
Long-time Partner

On 2 p.m. on Sunday, Aug. 30
at St. Bartholomew’s Episcopal Church
in Cambridge, Mayor E. Denise
Simmons shall be marrying her long-
time partner, Ms. Mattie B. Hayes, in a
celebration of love, acceptance, and
togetherness. The couple shares a
passionate interest in advocacy and
support work for children and families,
and their wedding ceremony shall
touch upon those themes. This is
certainly a joyous milestone for the
Cambridge Mayor and her family,
which is to be expected of a loving
union; however, this same-sex mar-
riage is also important on a broader
scale, as it seems indicative of a more
accepting, more tolerant society.

The wedding will take place at
the historic St. Bartholomew’s Episco-
pal Church, which has predominantly
been serving Cambridge’'s African-
American community for over 100
years, and is presided over by the
Rev. Leslie K. Sterling. The wedding
ceremony shall be conducted by Rev.
Irene Monroe, who has cultivated a
reputation as a progressive and
nurturing spiritual leader, and who has
conducted extensive outreach efforts
to the GLBT community. The Rever-
end writes religion columns for In
Newsweekly (the largest Lesbian,
Gay, Bisexual, and Transgender news-
paper in New England), for The
Advocate, and for The Witness, a
progressive Episcopalian journal.
Mayor Simmons is honored to have
this progressive spiritual leader pre-
side over her wedding, and to have the
ceremony take place in such a historic
and inclusive house of worship.

Mayor Simmons is also cogni-
zant of the deeper societal implica-
tions of this marriage. As the nation’s
first African-American, openly-Lesbian
mayor, she has already blazed a trail
for anyone who seeks to assume a
leadership role within their community.
Moreover, the Mayor presides over a
diverse city that consists of people
from every racial, religious, economic,
and cultural background, and she
continues to work to bridge the divides
between all her constituents. The
Mayor appreciates that her city has
made great progress in bringing
people together, even within her
lifetime. “Ibelieve this may be the very
first African-American church to hold a
same gender wedding, and that's
something that just wouldn't have
happened years ago,” says Mayor
Simmons. “But times are changing,
people are becoming more accepting
of their fellow citizens, and we are
slowly arriving at more of a ‘live-and-
let-live’ kind of world.” The Mayor
adds, “It's not an easy process, and
there have certainly been some de-
tours along the way, but | think all the
kind words I've received about this
ceremony suggest we're living in a
friendlier, more open society. Our
society is definitely making progress.”

As Maine Goes

On May 7, 2009, previously
reported online and in this publication,
the state of Maine had become the fifth
state in the New England area and the
sixth state overall that its government
recognizes committed, same-sex rela-
tionships equally as opposite sex
couples in similar relationships.

As soon as Maine Governor,
John Baldacci, signed the legislative
measure, an effort to derail this started
when statewide and national anti-
LGBT groups, especially those who
worked to defeat California’s Proposi-
tion 8 last year, gathered signatures of
registered Maine voters to force a
“people’s veto” referendum vote on
the law - which they succeeded.

More than 100,000 signatures
were submitted, more than the 55,087
needed and the “people’s veto” refer-
endum” has been scheduled to take
place on Tuesday, November 3, 2009.

Equality Maine, the statewide
LGBT (Leshian, Gay, Bisexual and
Transgender) rights organization
formed No on 1/Protect Maine Equal-
ity.

Maine is a much smaller
state, so we don t have to identify six
million people, we have to identify
250,000 people — 50% of the people
who are predicted to vote in Novem-
ber, Betsy Smith, executive director of
Equality Maine, said in an interview
with another publication.

According to news accounts,
and public campaign financial records
(mid-July), opponents of Maine s
same-sex marriage law have the
upper hand financially thus far, raising
more than $343,000 compared to No
on 1's $143,000.

Four groups account for most
of the anti G/L marriage funds:

$160,000 from the National
Organization for Marriage;

$100,000 from the Roman

Catholic diocese of Portland;

$50,000 from the Knights of
Columbus, and Focus on the Family
Maine added $31,000.

Proponents of measure, Stand
for Marriage PAC, according to reports
and records, spent a little over $293,000
to date, much of it on professional
signature-gathering companies.

What the anti-LGBT groups
want to do by approving Measure 1 on
Tuesday November 3, is to prevent
committed L/G couples, in the state of
Maine, from getting the same benefits
and responsibilities that heterosexual
married couples take for granted, such
as:

Hospital visitation when there’s
been an accident or illness;

Obtaining family health cover-
age;

Taxation and inheritance rights
and protection in case the relationship
ends.

Itis only in effect statewide due
to the thirteen-year-old, federal De-
fense of Marriage Act.

Maine’'s law recognizing
same-sex couples, doesn’t impose on
religious freedom or force churches to
perform ceremonies for same-sex
couples, since under the current stat-
ute, no minister is required to perform
any marriage that s/he disapproves of,
and religious communities and institu-
tions are not bound by anti-discrimina-
tion laws in employment or housing
now, and that will not change so
people will still be free to follow the
teachings of their faith, just as they are
now.

AUGUSTA, ME (Observer Update) - The organization trying to overturn
Maine’s same-sex marriage law, Stand for Marriage PAC recently turned in
100,000 signatures to place the question on the November ballot. These Gay
marriage opponents hope to repeal LD 1020 — the law passed by the State
Legislature and signed by the Governor allowing same-sex marriage in Maine.

Of the $343,689.50 raised to pay the Brighton, Michigan based National
Petition Management, Inc. to collect the signatures, only $400, or a mere .001 of
that total came from individuals. The remaining $343,289.50 was given by
various religious organizations and James Dobson’s Focus on the Family. The
National Organization for Marriage (NOM) gave nearly half of that total,
$160,000. The remainder came from Catholic organizations ($150,000) and
James Dobson’s Focus on the Family ($31,000).

It sure looks like they are trying to hide the donors in their latest effort to
strip away marriage equality. There is no way these organizations like NOM
and the Roman Catholic Diocese of Portland had all this money sitting in their
treasuries (except for possibly Focus on the Family). They went out and raised
it expressly for this campaign. It's very expensive to hire these signature
gathering firms to collect 100,000 signatures in a short period of time.” National
Organization for Marriage is a Mormon Front Group

There is an ongoing investigation into the Church of Jesus Christ of
Latter-day Saints (Mormon Church) by the California Fair Political Practices
Commission (FPPC Case #08/735). The FPPC is looking into both the Church’s
lack of reporting its non-monetary contributions to Prop 8, and also whether
NOM was, in fact, established as a front group by the Salt Lake City based
Mormon Church. The Mormon Church has used this tactic in several states
beginning in Hawaii in 1996. | sent a letter to Jonathan Wayne, Executive
Director of the Maine Commission on Governmental Ethics and Elections
Practices (link to letter copy and release on our Blog) and warned of suspected
money laundering by the major donors to Stand for Marriage PAC.

It begs the question; are they directing all contributions to their existing
organizations, who in turn then give the money to Stand for Marriage PAC? We
are very familiar with how this coalition operates, and we want to warn the
political leadership and the residents of Maine to beware. The coalition has
also hired the highly regarded Schubert, Flint Campaign Management firm of
Sacramento, California who ran their successful Yes on Proposition 8 cam-
paign in California last year. Who are the Victims Here?

These major backers of Stand for Marriage PAC will do their best to
play the poor victim. They like to say that their contributors are being targeted
simply because they give money to “preserve marriage.” That's what they did
in California after running a very nasty campaign and spending $40 million to
take away marriage equality from millions of Californians. Let’s be clear. They
are not the victims here. The Mormon Church and its coalition have qualified
and passed Constitutional Amendments in 30 states to yank away civil rights
from Gay and Lesbian Americans.

The Mormon Church began this fight in 1988. They have been destroy-
ing lives, intimidating people and demonizing an entire class to solidify their
base and raise millions and millions of dollars. After two decades of assaulting
the LGBT Community, we are now fighting back with our talent, our numbers, our
friends, our money and our purchasing power.

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NEW YORK, NY (Observer Update) -

He was also a board member
for organizations including the
NAACP Legal Defense and Educa-
tional Fund, the National Coalition
Against Censorship, and the Lawyers
Alliance for Nuclear Arms Control.
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Nashville Non-Discrimination
Measure Advances

NASHVILLE, TN (Observer Update) -
A bill that would ban discrimination
against city government workers
based on sexual orientation or
gender identity passed the metropoli-
tan council of Nashville on its second
reading, likely assuring its passage
on a third and final reading in Septem-
ber, reports Nashville Scene.

City legislators approved the
bill by a vote of 23-16. It passed the
first reading by a vote of 24-9 in July.
The second reading was regarded
as the more crucial phase for the bill,
sponsored by council member

Megan Barry, reported
advocate.com.

Legislators also debated a
substitute bill from council member
Sam Coleman that would ban dis-
crimination for metro workers based
on “nonmerit factors.” The bill does
not explicitly mention sexual orienta-
tion or gender identity. Critics said it
was intended as an easy out for
legislators who wanted to reject the
LGBT-inclusive bill without appearing
anti-Gay. The LGBT nondiscrimina-
tion bill will have its third and final
reading September 15.

Bowling Green Passes
Anti-Discrimination Ordinances

BOWLING GREEN, OH (Observer
Update) - The Bowling Green City
Council approved two new and
tougher anti-discrimination ordi-
nances, reported WTOL-TV. The
new ordinances widen the anti-
discrimination laws when it comes to
fair housing, education and employ-
ment.

They prohibit discrimination

based on sexual orientation, military
status, and pregnancy as well as
other information. At a standing room
only meeting, both sides debated for
more than two hours.

City council unanimously
approved the fair housing ordinance
and passed the education and
employment ordinance by a vote of 6
to 1.

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Male Or Female? Gender
Tests Are Not Always Easy

LONDON (Observer
Update) - South African
runner Caster
Semenya has been
ordered to undergo a
gender verification
test, to prove she
rightfully won the gold
medal in the women'’s
800 meters at the world
championships in
Berlin, reported the
Associated Press on
365Gay.com. Proving
one’s gender isn’t
always so easy. Aside
from the obvious
physical signs, chro-
mosomes usually
determine whether a
person is male or
female. Males are born
with XY chromosomes
while females have two
X chromosomes.

About 1
percent of people are
born with some kind of
sexual ambiguity,
sometimes referred to
as intersexuality.
These people may
have the physical
characteristics of both
genders, a chromo-

somal disorder, or
simply have ambiguous features.
People who have both male and
female organs are hermaphrodites.
Until 1999, the International Olympic
Committee analyzed chromosomes
from saliva samples to confirm the
gender of female competitors and
prevent men from masquerading as
women. Other sports organizations
have called the tests unreliable. The
tests were scrapped before the 2000
Sydney Games.

The most common cause of
sexual ambiguity is congenital
adrenal hyperplasia, an endocrine
disorder where the adrenal glands
produce abnormally high levels of
hormones. In women, this means a
masculine appearance. They may
have female sexual organs, but the
ovaries may be unable to produce

estrogen, preventing the growth of
breasts or pubic hair. There are also
several rare chromosomal disorders
where women may have some male
characteristics. Women with Turner
syndrome, which affects about 1 in
2,000 babies, typically have broad
chests and very small breasts. Their
ovaries do not develop normally and
they cannot ovulate. About 1 in 1,000
women are also born with three X
chromosomes. They tend to be
exceptionally tall, with long legs and
slender torsos. They usually have
female sexual organs and are fertile.
A handful of athletes have typically
dropped out or been thrown out of the
Olympics for failing gender tests over
the years. But no evidence supports
the idea that such competitors have
an unfair athletic advantage.

Two Arrested For Beating
Gay Teen

PORTAGE, MI (Observer Update) -
Two teenagers have been arrested
and charged with aggravated assault
for allegedly beating a Gay 15-year-
old, advocate.com reported. Por-
tage, Mich., teen Steven Harmon
suffered a skull fracture, bruising, and
a swollen lip and eye. He said the 15-

and 16-year-old suspects yelled
homophobic slurs as they beat his
face about 20 times on August 13,
according to the Kalamazoo
Gazette.

The attackers, whose
names have not been released,
were charged as juveniles. The
elder suspect pleaded guilty and is
being held in a county juvenile
facility until his disposition hearing
on September 14.

Harmon was with a 17-year-
old female friend when the incident
occurred. The two suspects
approached Harmon, his friend,
and her nephew in a Chuck E.
Cheese restaurant, calling them
anti-Gay slurs. Harmon'’s friend was
able to get the manager to remove
the boys from the establishment, but
they followed Harmon and his friend
back to her apartment complex.
They tried to get away, but the boys
started hitting Harmon’s head.
Eventually, the girl was able to
shield him from the attackers, who
then ran from the scene. Harmon'’s
family had stressed that they
wanted to press bias charges, but
Michigan’s hate-crimes law does
not address sexual orientation.

The Al
Forney Center currently offers eight residential sites in New York City to provide
shelter and housing to homeless LGBT youth, all of which it rents. AFC has
recently received generous financial support from the Oak Foundation to
support a plan to purchase housing sites. The Ali Forney Center is committed
to naming its first purchased site the Bea Arthur Residence for LGBT Youth.

“Before Bea became involved with us, we only had two sites, and could
only shelter 12 kids.” says Siciliano. “We were struggling to respond to an
epidemic of homelessness that was not very well understood, even in the
LGBT community. Bea’s support and advocacy really helped raise awareness
in our community. Bea Arthur played a crucial part in our efforts to expand our
capacity to respond to the hundreds of LGBT youths who come to us for help.

The National Organization for Marriage plans to use its projected 2009

budget of $6 million to, among other things, help ban same-sex marriage in the
District of Columbia and prevent President Barack Obama and a Democratic-
controlled Congress from repealing the Defense of Marriage Act, according to
Brian Brown, the group’s executive director. “The fight over Proposition 8, as far
as the ballot initiative, is over. We won,” Brown told the Blade in a telephone
interview. “So right now | think both sides agree that the real focus is on what's
happening in the Northeast.”

Brown said that in addition to focusing on D.C. and Congress, his group
is working to overturn through a ballot measure a same-sex marriage law in
Maine and head off pending same-sex marriage bills in New York and New
Jersey.

Wisconsin Attorney General Won’t
Defend DP Partnership Law

MADISON, WI (Observer Update) -
Wisconsin’s attorney general said he
will not defend a new law that grants
same-sex couples spousal benefits
such as hospital visitation and inherit-
ance, saying lawmakers went against
voters’ decision not to extend such
privileges, reported 365Gay.com.
“When the people have spoken by
amending our Constitution, | will abide
by their command,” said Attorney Gen-
eral J.B. Van Hollen, who believes the
law is unconstitutional. “When policy
makers have ignored their words, | will
not.”

The law, which took effect Aug.
3, allows Gay and Lesbian partners to
receive dozens of the same legal
protections as married spouses. So far,
413 couples have been added to the
state registry and more have applied.
The conservative Wisconsin Family
Council asked the state Supreme Court
last month to invalidate the law. The
group argued that it conflicts with a 2006
constitutional amendment approved by
voters that banned Gay marriage and
any “substantially similar” relationships.

Wisconsin was the first state to
grant domestic partnerships to Gay
couples despite having the constitu-
tional ban. It was also the first Midwest-
ern state to give Gay couples some
legal protections legislatively. Van
Hollen, a Republican, said the domes-
tic partnerships as defined by the law
are “substantially similar” to marriage.
He accused the Democratic-controlled
Legislature and Gov. Jim Doyle of
ignoring the will of the people. The
decision by Van Hollen to declare the
law unconstitutional will force the state to
pay the expense of hiring an outside
counsel to defend the law, a task
normally performed by the attorney
general’s office. Outside lawyers typi-
cally cost taxpayers about $175 per
hour.

The high court asked the state
to respond to the lawsuit by Aug. 31 as it
considers whether to take the case.
Four of the seven justices would have to

agree to do so. If they decline, the law
would stand but the group could file a
challenge in circuit court. Attorney Brian
Raum, who is representing the conser-
vative group, said Van Hollen’s deci-
sion strengthens the group’s case. ‘I
certainly think it helps,” he said. “The
attorney general’s opinion in regard to
the registry’s unconstitutionality may be
a positive factor in helping the court to
make a decision on this.”

Rep. Mark Pocan, an openly
Gay Madison Democrat who champi-
oned the law, said Van Hollen was
trying to score political points with his
conservative base. “That's clearly a
statement by J.B. Van Hollen the
politician, not J.B. Van Hollen the
attorney general,” he said. “He’s trying
to make a name for himself but this is the
kind of sloppy political decision that
hurts the institution.”

The governor and lawmakers
who supported the law have expressed
confidence it will be upheld since the
rights granted to same-sex couples
gives them only 43 of the 200 rights
given to married couples. Registering
will make it easier for same-sex couples
to complete legal transactions like
transferring property and executing
wills, and can be used to obtain health
insurance through employers that ex-
tend coverage to domestic partners.
They also will be guaranteed the right to
visit each other in hospitals and care
facilities, make end-of-life-decisons and
take off work under the Family and
Medical Leave Act to care for each
other. They will not have the right to
jointly file taxes, among others.

The nonpartisan Legislative
Council concluded the law should
survive a legal challenge because it
does not give “comprehensive, core
aspects of the legal status of marriage
to same-sex couples.” Those include
the ability to divorce and to share
marital property.
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Tennessee Looks At New Bid
To Ban G/L Couples From Adopting

Nashville, Tennessee (Observer Up-
date) - With Republicans now in control
of both houses in the Tennessee
legislature GOP lawmakers say they
are confident of passing a bill to ban
Gay couples from adopting children,
365Gay.com reported. Similar bills
failed in 2006 and 2008. The latest bill
was filed by Sen. Paul Stanley (R) - in an
effort to counter charges of Gay dis-
crimination, the measure also would
apply to wunmarried opposite-sex
couples.

The bill “prohibits any indi-
vidual who is cohabitating in a sexual
relationship outside of a marriage that is
valid under the constitution and laws of
this state from adopting a minor.” Same-
sex couples are barred from marrying in
Tennessee by a constitutional amend-
ment passed in 2006 with 80 percent
approval. Stanley also was respon-
sible for the 2008 attempt to bar same-
sex couples from adopting. The bill
would not forbid single Gays and

Lesbians from being adoptive parents -
so long as they did not live with a
partner.

In 2007, the state Attorney
General's office prepared a legal
opinion saying there is nothing in the
Tennessee constitution or in state law to
prevent same-sex couples from be-
coming adoptive parents. The opinion
was sought by a county judge who was
asked to approve and adoption by a
same-sex couple in Wilson County. The
legal opinion said that under current
state law anyone 18 years of age or
older may adopt, assuming the adop-
tion is found to be in the best interest of
the child.”

“There is no prohibition in
Tennessee statutes against adoption
by a same sex couple,” it said. The
opinion also noted that before a judge
grants an adoption there must be a
finding that the adoptive parents “are fit
persons to have the care and custody of
the child.”

Full FDA Approval Sought
For HIV Treatment

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Up-
date) - A division of Johnson & Johnson
has asked federal regulators to grant
full approval to an HIV drug designed to
treat patients who have stopped re-
sponding to other treatments, the Asso-
ciated Press reported.

The Food and Drug Adminis-
tration gave Intelence preliminary ap-
proval in January under its accelerated
approval program, which allowed J&J
to market the drug. In order to gain full
approval, FDA required the company to
submit follow-up data on the drug’s
effectiveness.

Data submitted by J&J’'s
Tibotec unit showed that 60 percent of
patients taking the drug for four months

had undetectable levels of HIV in their
blood compared with 39 percent of
patients taking a placebo. Intelence is a
non-nucleoside reverse transcriptase
inhibitor, or NNRTI, that blocks the
enzyme HIV needs to multiply.
