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My Son’s Murder in Laramie,

Schmidt, Jonas Slonaker, Beth Loffreda
and others.

“The Tectonic Theater Project
set out to find out how Laramie had
changed in the ten years since the
murder of Matthew Shepard. When we
arrived, we were forced to confront the
guestion, ‘How do you measure
change in a community?’ One of the
things we found when we got there,
which greatly surprised us, was people
in Laramie saying this was not a hate
crime,” said Moisés Kaufman, Artistic
Director of Tectonic Theater Project.

“We found the people of Laramie
still fighting to own their own history,
their own identity, their own story, and
part of that is shaped by how they
understand what happened that night
to Matthew,” continued Leigh
Fondakowski.

“Creating the epilogue also gave
us the opportunity to talk to Aaron
McKinney about his crime, what his
thinking is about it now, and what his
experience has been in prison over the
past decade,” said Greg Pierotti, the

Tectonic Theaer Project member who
interviewed McKinney. “We were also
able to speak with Matthew’s mother,
Judy Shepard, whose striking transfor-
mation from privately grieving mother
to civil rights activist has captured the
nation’s attention,” concluded Andy
Paris.

On September 19-20, a special
workshop will be held with Laramie
Project Head Writer Leigh
Fondakowski for the actors from the
Tucson production. Directed by the
UA School of Theatre Arts’ Bobbi
McKean, the actors will include stu-
dents from the University of Arizona
and other local actors. The workshop
will focus on Moment Work, a tech-
nique for creating and analyzing the-
atre created by Moisés Kaufman and
members of Tectonic Theatre.

“But the phone call that Thursday morning wasn’t from Matt. It was about
him. When the man on the other end of the line announced who he was, an
emergency-room doctor from Ivinson Memorial Hospital in Laramie, | went numb.
| don’t remember what he said, or what | did next. I'm not sure whether it was the
ringing phone or my subsequent gasp that startled the still-sleeping Dennis.
Whatever it was that woke him, Dennis took the phone from me and then, after a
seemingly endless silence, made a noise—a sort of helpless and mournful
groan—that I'd never heard before and haven't heard since. Coming as it did from

PTUCSON (Observer Update) - As
many in the community are already
aware, the state funding for ADAP
medication to Pima county residents
living with HIV/AIDS has been cut. The
biggest impact will be felt by those
whose doctors have prescribed medi-
cation to control side effects, address
behavioral heath needs, and pain
management; as the cost of these
drugs will no longer be paid by ADAP.

Also, the MAP co-pay cover-
age has been eliminated for many
medications. The Pima County HIV/
AIDS Consortium is seeking input from
the community about the effects of
these changes on finances, health,
lifestyle and general welfare of HIV/
AIDS persons in the form of a brief
survey. It can be taken online at http://
surveymonkey.com/consortium2009 or
it can be filled out on paper. Local
health care providers have made
space available for the distribution and
collection of the paper surveys. They
include: SAAF, El Rio-SIA, UMC, and
COPE. We will also have drop boxes at
the COPE, CODAC, and HOPE center
methadone clinics.

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - Attorney General Eric Holder
announced plans to reshape the
Justice Department’s Civil Rights Divi-
sion after the 2010 Census is con-
ducted, fulfilling a campaign promise
from President Barack Obama, re-
ported advocate.com.

The Justice Department is
looking to hire about 50 civil rights
attorneys to get the division “back to
doing what has traditionally been
done,” Holder told The New York
Times.

The expanded division would
concentrate on cases pertaining to
employment and housing discrimina-
tion — issues at the crux of the
Employment Non-Discrimination Act,
introduced by a team of bipartisan
senators on August 5. The division
would also work on bank lending
practices, redistricting, voting rights,
and other high-impact civil rights cases.

Matt Nosanchuk, an attorney in
the civil rights division, has also been
appointed as the liaison for upcoming

LGBT-related cases.

Holder's Justice Department
is attempting to break away from its
tarnished image following revelations
that only those who showed dedication
to the Republican Party and conserva-
tive values would be hired and re-
tained during President George W.
Bush’s administration. Leslie Hagen, a
liaison between the Justice Depart-
ment and the U.S. Attorneys’ commit-
tee on Native American affairs, was
fired in 2006 after a top department
aide learned that she is a leshian,
despite sexual-orientation discrimina-
tion protections within the Justice
Department. Monica Goodling, senior
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tment of Justice F or Civil Rights

counsel to Attorney General Alberto
Gonzales, was reportedly responsible
for removing Hagen from her position.
After an investigation by the inspector
general it was discovered that Goodling
had also been instrumental in prevent-
ing Hagen from seeking a new position
within the Justice Department. Hagen
was rehired to her former post in
February.

This summer, the Department
of Justice has issued two briefs
defending the law that bans federal
recognition of same-sex marriages
performed in states where they are

legal.

Public campaigns designed
to warn the public about the dangers of
AIDS have not shied away from the
shocking and salacious. But the latest
effort in Germany to preach the gospel
of safe sex is employing images of
women having sex with tyrants like
Josef Stalin, Sadaam Hussein, and,
unbelievably, Adolf Hitler. Three differ-
ent posters have been produced,
reports the blog AnimalNewYork. All
the posters bear the tagline “AIDS is a
mass murderer” and feature different
women having sex, or about to have
sex, with one of the despots. The ad
agency behind the posters, Germany’s
Das Comitee, also produced a graphic
video of a woman having sex with Hitler
that appears on the campaign’s
website.

The website describes the
posters and video as an effort to ignite
dialogue: “Our campaign to mark
World AIDS Day 2009 (on December
1) speaks in clear terms: The new
slogan is ‘AIDS is a mass murderer.’
The few mass murderers who have
claimed a similar number of human
lives are shown: Adolf Hitler, Joseph
Stalin, and Robert Mugabe. The cam-
paign is designed to shake people up,
to bring the topic of AIDS back to centre
stage, and to reverse the trend of
unprotected sexual intercourse. Be-
cause anyone can become infected.”
“Every 15 seconds, another person
dies of AIDS,” reads a message on the
site, with a ticker counting how many
lives have already been taken by the
disease: currently over 28 million. ...

An Italian Catholic editor known
for his attacks against the “immoral”
lifestyle of Italian prime minister Silvio
Berlusconi resigned after sustaining
allegations from Berlusconi associ-
ates that he is Gay. Dino Boffo, editor of
Avvenire, the newspaper of the Italian
Catholic Bishops Conference, said that
the smears, published by a newspaper
owned by the Berlusconi family, had
thrown his professional and personal
livesinto tumult. ...

The city of Keetmanshoop in
southern Namibia will holds its first ever
Gay pride march on Saturday, and

inaugurate"a new group for LGBT rights
and HIV/AIDS in a country where
sodomy remains illegal. Some 40
people are expected to participate in
the first Gay pride march to be held in
Keetmanshoop, a city in southern
Namibia, on Saturday. The historic
event, which has generated some
criticism, is being sponsored by People
in Need (PiN), a Czech Republic—
based NGO. ...

Lawmakers in Uruguay have
approved a bill allowing Gay and
Leshian couples to adopt. Despite
opposition from Uruguay’'s Roman
Catholic Church and some of the
political opposition, the 99-seat Cham-
ber of Representatives passed the bill
40-13, with the remaining members
absent. It goes next to the Senate,
which approved an earlier version of
the bill in July but must now vote again
on modifications. If it becomes law,
Uruguay would be the first country in
Latin American to allow adoption by
Gay and Lesbian couples. The law
supported by socialist President
Tabare Vazquez's Broad Front coali-
tion, which has already legalized Gay
civil unions and ended a ban on
homosexuals in the armed forces. ...

India’s government is set to
accept a landmark court ruling that
decriminalizes Gay sex between con-
senting adults, a report said. The July
verdict by the Delhi High Court was
non-binding outside the Indian capital,
meaning the government had the
choice to appeal to the Supreme Court
or repeal the law nationwide. A note
from the cabinet, reproduced by the
CNN-IBN television network, recom-
mended that the government should
accept the court ruling while letting the
Supreme Court rule on appeals by
some religious groups. Prime Minister
Manmohan Singh is expected to make
a final decision shortly, but CNN-IBN
said he was in favour of following the
advice in the cabinet note. Homosexu-
ality has been illegal in India since
1860 under a statute introduced by
British colonial rulers that banned
“carnal intercourse against the order of

nature.”
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WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - The National Organization
for Marriage (NOM) and other groups
opposing marriage equality are facing
ethics investigations in both Maine and
lowa, advocate.com reported. Ac-
cording to complaints filed with two
state ethics boards, NOM has repeat-
edly accepted large sums of money
and functioned as a political action
committee (PAC) in those states but
failed to disclose the names of its
donors.

The executive director of the
Maine Commission of Governmental
Ethics and Elections, Jonathan Wayne,
sent a four-page letter on Monday to
Joseph Keaney, treasurer of Stand for
Marriage Maine PAC, and Brian Brown,
executive director of NOM, seeking
written responses by September 17 to
charges made by Fred Karger of
Californians Against Hate that the two
organizations are “laundering money.”

According to the ethics com-
mission letter, potential violations in-
clude section 1060(6) of Maine’s elec-
tion law, which states, “All PACs are
required to report the names and
addresses of contributors who have
given more than $50 to the PAC,” and
section 1004(3) and 1004-A(3), which
states, “it is illegal for a PAC to
knowingly accept a contribution made
by one person in the name of another
person.”

Karger noted in his letter to the
ethics commission filed last week that
the four largest organizational donors
to the anti-equality Stand for Marriage
Maine PAC — the National Organiza-
tion for Marriage ($160,000), the Roman
Catholic Diocese of Portland
($100,000), Knights of Columbus, Wash-
ington, D.C. ($50,000), and Focus on the
Family ($31,000) — “gave 99.999% of
the money raised” by the PAC.

While the Stand for Marriage
PAC raised just over $343,500 from 12
donors according to its quarterly report
ended July 15, 2009, the pro—marriage
equality No on 1 PAC raised a little
over $143,000 from 187 donors. Dona-
tions of less than $50 are not required to
be listed.

The charges parallel those
made in a joint complaint filed Monday
in lowa by LGBT advocacy group One
lowa and the Interfaith Alliance of lowa
Action Fund alleging that NOM has
violated the state’s campaign disclo-
sure laws.

The complaint charges that
NOM reported spending $86,060 in TV
and radio ads in support of Stephen
Burgmeier for the Hawkeye State’s
September 1 special election — an
action that seemingly constitutes NOM
as a political action committee in the
state — but has not disclosed the
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NOM Faces Multiple Ethics Probes

names of its donors.

The lowa Ethics and Cam-
paign Disclosure Board already sent
a letter to NOM'’s Brian Brown warn-
ing, “if people are going to donate to
your organization for express advo-
cacy activities in lowa and those
donations exceed $750 in the aggre-
gate in the calendar year, your
organization will be required to form a
PAC and disclose those contribu-
tors.”

The complaint filed with the
ethics commission says, “NOM has a
history of funneling secret money
throughout the country to engage in
similar activity. They refer to their lowa
campaign as a ‘targeted intervention’
into lowa politics yet refuse to dis-
close who is behind their activity. lowa
voters deserve better than this and
have enacted laws to prevent this
type of deception.”

NOM’s lawyer, Barry
Bostrom, has flat-out denied the
allegations, calling them “unfounded
and scurrilous.”

“These accusations and
complaints are intended to inhibit our
freedom of speech and freedom of
association,” Bostrom told The lowa
Independent. “But we intend to ag-
gressively safeguard these rights,
while complying with all state and
federal laws.”

But Des Moines attorney
Sharon Malheiro says the lack of
transparency undermines the demo-
cratic process.

“Election laws are necessary
to protect public confidence in our
democratic system,” she says. “When
outsiders try to pervert the justice
system and work around the election
laws of our state, our public officials
must call them out and hold them

Birmingham,
LGBT Pride

Group Settle
Suit

BIRMINGHAM, AL - An LGBT
pride group has settled its lawsuit with

the city of Birmingham, reported the
Associated Press on pageoneg.com.

The group filed the federal
lawsuit in 2008 over Mayor Larry
Langford’'s attempt to withhold a
parade permit from the group and his
banning city workers from installing
parade banners on city property.
David Gespass, an attorney for
Central Alabama Pride, said the city
will craft a nondiscrimination policy
when it comes to hanging banners
and will pay the group’s costs and
legal fees. The city will pay $40,350
for legal fees and the lawsuit filing fee.

The group sued after the
parade, saying there was no rational
basis for Langford to restrict city

workers from hanging the banners.
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National Equality March
Endorsements Pour In

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Update) - Charlize Theron, Dustin Lance
Black, Rep. Tammy Baldwin, and activist Cleve Jones are among the 140 LGBT
leaders and allies to officially endorse October’'s National Equality March on
Washington, D.C., reported advocate.com. The National Equality March on
Washington has been met with mixed reactions, but judging from the sudden
groundswell of support from LGBT leaders and allies, the October event looks
to be off to a good start.

Towleroad.com has an exclusive list of the 140 leaders and allies who
have backed the march, which will take place October 10th and 11th. The march
seeks equal protection in all matters governed by law in all 50 states. Among
the 140 new endorsers of the march are activists, strategists, and leaders in the
fight for LGBT equality, including Neil Giuliano, Cleve Jones, David Mixner,
Nicole Murray-Ramirez, Torie Osborn, and Judy Shepard.

Domestic Parther Update

During the recent session of
the Washington State Legislature, held
in Olympia, SB 5688 was approved by
both chambers and signed into law by
Washington's Governor, Christine
Gregore.

SB 5688, the Domestic Partner
Law ensures that all families in the
state, who are registered as domestic
partners, are treated the same as
married couples, with the same protec-
tions, the same rights and the same
obligations as their neighbors.

This legislation was warranted
since Washington’s Legislature in 1998,
approved legislation defining mar-
riage as between “one man and one
woman.” Then Washington Governor
Gary Locke vetoed the bill which was
overridden by the Washington Legisla-
ture.

In the Domestic Partner Law of
2009, SB 5688 provides for:

Death benefits for the partners
of police and firefighters killed in the
line of duty;

Pension benefits for the part-
ners of teachers and other public
employees;

Victims’ rights, including the
right to receive natifications and ben-
efits allowances; using sick leave to
care for a seriously ill partner;

Workers’ compensation ben-
efits if a partner is killed in the course of
employment; receiving unemployment
benefits if an employee must leave a
job to care for a seriously ill partner and
the right to adopt a partner’'s child
without paying for a home study.

Under SB 5688, areas cov-
ered by the law include labor and
employment law, pensions, survivor,
and other public employee benefits,
family law, insurance rights, higher
education, banks, financial institutions
and loan agencies, creditors’ rights
and business licenses.

As reported in this publication
as well as other online sources,
opponents have gathered the mini-
mum required signatures of registered
Washington voters to force a vote on
the Domestic Partner Law.

Pending current court chal-
lenges, voters on November 3 will go
to the polls to determine the fate of it,
through Referendum-71, also known
as R-71, by either approving or
rejecting it.

Proponents’ of Washington’s
Domestic Partner Law have organized
as Washington Families Standing
Together and launched their cam-
paign to ensure the Domestic Partner
Law of 2009 remains in effect.

Meanwhile, Republican Ari-
zona Governor Jan Brewer has told the
700 state employees who had signed
up for medical and dental benefits for
their domestic partners, and families,
what she thought of their loving and
committed relationships by signing HB
2641, a budget reconciliation bill into
law, ending their benefits.

Education, Not Race Determines
Voting Patterns

TALLAHASSEE, FL (Observer Update) - Education is about five times
more important than race when determining whether voters in Florida favored
the ban on same-sex marriage in 2008, reported advocate.com. According to a
new study by the University of Florida, the results contradict previously held
assumptions that newly registered African-Americans who voted for Barack
Obama were the ones to blame for voting to constitutionally ban same-sex

marriage.

Dan Smith, a political science professor and coauthor of the study, told
the Gainesville Sun that education levels are the leading contributor to voting
patterns. “There is a lot of evidence showing increased education leads to

greater tolerance,” he said. The report shows that “for each additional 1% that a
county’s population had attained bachelor’'s degrees, the county showed a 1%
decrease in support for the amendment. Comparatively, for each 1% increase in
a county’s black population, the county showed a 2/10% increase in support.

Twenty percent of Floridians above the age of 16 lacked the basic
literacy skills to read a newspaper article, according to data from the National
Center for Educational Statistics released in January. Only 58% of Floridian high
schoolers earn a diploma in four years, compared to the national average of
69%, according to the Alliance for Excellent Education. Smith also agreed with a
study by the National Gay and Lesbian Task Force Policy Institute revealing
that the National Exit Poll, which has been cited as proof that African-Americans
voted in favor of such marriage bans, consistently overrepresented that
population’s support for California’s Proposition 8. Early exit polls said that 70%
of blacks voted for Proposition 8 in California. However, the NGLTF study
revealed that the figures were closer to 58%, similar to numbers in polls leading
up to the November 2008 vote.

Though they are often seen as a voting bloc, especially given the first
viable option to elect an African-American president, black voters have differing
education levels and religious observances, leading to more varied results,

Smith said, adding, “I think the study shows they shouldn’t be written off.”
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Harvey Milk Day Passes

California

SACRAMENTO, CA (Observer
Update) - The California legislature
passed a bill to honor Harvey Milk, the
Gay rights leader who was assassi-
nated in 1978, with a day of recognition
as opponents of the symbolic measure
appealed to Gov. Arnold
Schwarzenegger to veto the legislation
for the second year in a row.

The contentious bill, authored
by openly Gay state senator Mark
Leno of San Francisco, also passed
the legislature last year, but the
governor rejected it with the claim that
Milk held only local significance.

According to the Los Angeles Times,
“Conservatives are pushing hard for
Schwarzenegger to veto Lenao’s legis-
lation, which would proclaim Milk's May
22 birthday a day of recognition and
encourage schools to consider com-
memorating his life.”

Since last year, Milk has been
the subject of an Academy Award—
winning film, and the governor recently
announced that he would be inducted
into the California Hall of Fame. A
decision on the proposal to honor Milk
annually on his birthday is expected

soon from Schwarzenegger.

Kennedy Led Gay March For
Progress

Teddy Kennedy was the star
attraction at a Gay Hollywood
fundraiser | covered in the early 1990s
at a posh home that wealthy guests
called a “bungalow.” A cameo ap-
pearance — with the legendary
senator quickly ushered in and out by
a whirlwind of aides — would have
been enough to dazzle the crowd. But
instead of dashing for the door,
Kennedy proceeded in a very down-
to-earth way to get acquainted with
folks. | knew he was Gay Americans’
fiercest advocate in the Senate, but |
was struck by how comfortably he
chatted about Gay issues.

On his broad shoulders, he
carried his family’s legacy, especially
that of his brother John. President
Kennedy, of course, was killed before
the quest for Gay rights broke into the
consciousness of mainstream
America. At the fundraiser, | asked
Ted Kennedy whether John would
have become a Gay-rights supporter.
The senator paused to reflect. “That
was a different time.

But | really think that had he
lived he would have become a
supporter. I'd like to think that,” he told
me. Over the years, | heard Sen.
Kennedy umpteen times. But our brief
encounter in California is what really
taught me the depth of his commitment
to marching toward full equality for
Gay men and Lesbians: He wanted to
believe that his beloved brother John
would have traveled that road with
him.

“I call this ... the march for
progress,” he declared in a rip-roaring
pep talk to the Gay Human Rights
Campaign (HRC) early last year, just
two months before his cancer diagno-
sis. “We're never going to be America
until we have freed ... ourselves, this
country, from all forms of bigotry.”

Kennedy's off-the-cuff re-
marks were often a bit jumbled, but his
big-hearted meaning was never in
doubt: He championed the underdog
and knew his embrace of Gay rights
was all the more important because
SO0 many politicians were too afraid to
take up the cause — or were actively
hostile.

When the AIDS crisis hit in the
1980s, Kennedy’s was the voice of
reason as Sen.

Jesse Helms stirred up fears. In
the 1993 uproar that led to “Don’t Ask,
Don't Tell,” Kennedy fought to allow
Gay Americans to serve openly.
Likewise, he fought to protect Gay and
trans workers from discrimination. ?He
was a longtime supporter of Gay
marriage, saying that Massachusetts’
experience “has refuted the critics. We
only strengthen our society when we
allow our citizens to enter into a
solemn commitment to share in life’s
joys and difficulties.”

And, as he told the HRC
gathering on March 7, 2008, “| can give
you the assurance that as long as |
have a voice and as long as | have a
vote in the United States Senate, it's
going to be for the agenda of the

LBGT community.”

Gay Americans have other
friends in the Senate. With Kennedy
gone, will one now emerge as a
passionate gladiator for Gay rights?

Worth watching is 42-year-old
Kirsten Gillibrand, D-N.Y., whore-
placed Hillary Clinton. A Gay-mar-
riage supporter, she got Senate
Armed Services Committee Chairman
Carl Levin, D-Mich., to agree to hold
Don't Ask, Don't Tell hearings this fall.

Among senior senators, keep
an eye on 65-year-old Chris Dodd, D-
Conn., who has young daughters.
He's evolved to support Gay mar-
riage: “I believe that, when my daugh-
ters grow up, barriers to marriage
equality for same-sex couples will
seem as archaic and as unfair as the
laws we once had against interracial
marriage. And | want them to know
that, even if he was a little late, their
dad came down on the right side of
history.”

Teddy Kennedy believed in
picking up fallen torches. Who will try
to lead his march for progress?

SAN ANTONIO, TX (Observer
Update) - The San Antonio police
officer responsible for accidentally
shooting a drag performer who was
being robbed at gunpoint has been
cleared of charges of criminal con-
duct, advocate.com reported.

Officer William Karmen
stepped in to stop a robbery in
progress against 45-year-old James
Lee Whitehead. According to the
Associated Press, three men had
jumped out of a car, demanded
money from Whitehead, and then
began pistol-whipping him. When
Karmen demanded that the attackers
stop, suspect Jesse Ramon, 22,
allegedly pointed his gun at the officer.
Karmen fired his gun five times, with
four bullets hitting Ramon. One of the
bullets struck Whitehead in the chest,
fatally wounding him. Ramon survived
the spray of bullets. Whitehead, also
known as Niki Hunter, was a performer
at the Saint, a club near the site of the
attack. Whitehead was not in drag at
the time of the attack.

“This is absolutely, totally a
clean case of justification of an
officer’'s actions,” Bexar County district
attorney Susan Reed said. “The
officer was doing what he was hired to
do, which is protect the public.” Ramon
and the other two men, 21-year-olds

Michael Martinez and Fernando
Rodriguez, are being charged with
capital murder. They will not be
charged with a hate crime. Police
spokesman Sgt. Gabe Trevino said
witnesses don't recall the attackers
voicing any derogatory slurs when
attacking Whitehead.

Jim Kane, afriend of the victim,
told Advocate.com that the police and
district attorney’s office had been
improving relations with the Gay
community after years of tension
between local law enforcement and
LGBT people. In 2007, police chief
William McManus received backlash
from conservatives when he partici-
pated in the local pride parade as its
grand marshal. There was even more
uproar when Mayor Julian Castro
aligned himself with the celebration
this year. However, sentiments were
not helped when the police depart-
ment came under fire for arresting two
Lesbians for kissing at a local mall last
December. According to
QSanAntonio, Shanenn Yvonne
Johnson and Jessica Louise Garcia
were arrested for trespassing and
other charges when they were kissing
at the Rolling Oaks Mall. They were
escorted out of the building by a
security guard and Bexar County
deputy sheriff Fernando Luna, who

was on duty at the mall.

Lawyers Boycott Meeting At
Homophobic Hotel

SAN DIEGO, CA (Observer Up-
date) - The State Bar of California’s
Annual Meeting will convene in San
Diego without a slew of LGBT mem-
bers and allies, advocate.com re-
ported. This year's meeting is
scheduled to be held at the Manches-
ter Grand Hyatt hotel in San Diego,
which is owned by key Proposition 8
proponent Doug Manchester. The
hotel magnate gave $125,000 to the
campaign to repeal marriage rights for
Gay and Lesbian couples in 2008.
After a boycott was launched by
several organizations, including Cali-
fornians Against Hate and Unite Here
Local 30, a hotel workers’ union,
several conferences and meetings
were moved to other locations.
Manchester has since pledged $25,000
in support of LGBT causes and an
additional $100,000 in the form of hotel
credits to be used by LGBT organiza-
tions for fund-raising events, as re-
ported in May.

Lambda Legal Marriage
Project director Jennifer Pizer issued a
statement on Wednesday about the
decision to boycott this year’s confer-
ence. “The bar associations recog-

nize that many of their members will not
feel comfortable attending conference
activities at the Manchester Hyatt given
its owner's extraordinary personal
support of the campaign that made
Gay people and their families unequal
under law, and undermined the basic
rights of all minority groups in Califor-
nia,” she wrote. Howard Bragman,
Manchester’s publicist, told
Advocate.com that the boycott is
fruitless at this point because of
Manchester's donation. “A boycott is
not an end point,” he said. “It is a tactic
used to get to an end point, and the end
point we are trying to achieve is
converting people. In the case of Doug
Manchester, we've won. He's pledged
to never give a nickel to an anti-Gay
cause, has given an equal amount to
pro-Gay causes, and this is now
reeking of something that is very mean,
vindictive, and inappropriate. Despite
Mr. Manchester’s donations, what our
own community needs to understand is
that we lost Prop. 8 because of the

decisions we made — because of the

ways we campaigned and didn’t
campaign. The only way we're ever
going to win is by reaching in to the
middle to change hearts and minds.”

Bragman added that the boy-
cott was less about LGBT rights, and
more about the hotel workers trying to
unionize. “The union issues and the
boycott and the GLBT issues are
apples and oranges,” he said. “They
are two separate issues. We frankly
have a boycott that is being funded and
designed by people who have mo-
tives other than the GLBT community in
an effort to unionize the properties.”
The meeting will take place from
September 10 to 13. Though Lambda
Legal will not participate, as it has in
recent years, staff attorney Tara L.
Borelli will be a featured panelist in a
seminar held in a nearby hotel titled

Gay Sailor T errorized By Unit
Mates For Years

WASHINGTON, D.C (Observer
Update) - Petty Officer Third Class
Joseph Rocha was assigned to the
Bahrain Military Working Dogs
Division, according to Youth Radio,
which uncovered military documents
chronicling the abuse, reported
advocate.com.

Rocha’s unit mates reportedly
abused him by tying him to a chair

and pushing him, still bound, into a
dog kennel full of feces. The sailor
also said he was forced to simulate
oral sex with a man more than 30
times, on video tape, as part of a
training exercise to teach sailors how
to respond to a hypothetical complaint
about homosexual sex. They also
reportedly hit him as hard as they
could repeatedly while forcing him to
bend over a desk. The abuse began
six weeks into his deployment in 2004
when he was ostracized for not being
interested in prostitutes.

While one of the sailors
involved was later promoted as chief,
even though documentation of the
abuse was on record with the Navy,
Rocha was eventually discharged for
revealing voluntarily that he is Gay.
Rocha did not report the abuse to the
Navy until 2006, for fear of retaliation
and discharge under the military’s ban
on openly Gay service members. An
investigation was not launched until a

colleague filed a complaint.
