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WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - Senator Chuck Schumer of
New York is recommending that Presi-
dent Obama nominate an openly gay
man to serve as a federal judge for the
first time. Daniel Alter has been desig-
nated by the senator for the U.S. District
Court for the Southern District of New
York, subject to Senate conformation.

Schumer noted the historic
nature of the recommendation in a
statement, according to DC Agenda.
“His outstanding leadership skills, his
commitment to justice, and his exten-
sive experience make him an excep-
tional choice for a position on the
federal bench,” said Schumer. “I’m
proud to nominate Daniel Alter. Period.
But I am equally proud to nominate him
because he is a history-maker who will

be the first openly gay male judge in
American history.”

Schumer is the senior senator
from New York. Presidents traditionally
follow the judicial nomination recom-
mendations of the senior senator from
the state where this is a vacancy.
According to DC Agenda, Alter is a
graduate of Columbia College and
Yale Law School. His experience
includes six years as an assistant U.S.
attorney for the Southern District of New
York and service as national director of
the Anti-Defamation League.

In 1994, President Bill Clinton
appointed Deborah Batts, an out les-
bian, to serve as federal judge for the
U.S. District Court of the Southern
District of New York.

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - It’s time to repeal the
military’s “don’t ask, don’t tell” policy
and allow gay troops to serve openly
for the first time in history, the nation’s
top defense officials declared Tues-
day, with the chairman of the Joint
Chiefs of Staff proclaiming that ser-
vice members should not be forced to
“lie about who they are.”

However, both Defense Sec-
retary Robert Gates and Joint Chiefs
Chairman Adm. Mike Mullen asked
for a year to study the impact before
Congress would lift the controversial
policy. Reversing the Pentagon’s 17-
year-old policy toward gays “comes
down to integrity,” for the military as an
institution as well as the service
members themselves, Mullen told a
Senate hearing. Unpersuaded, sev-
eral Republican senators said they
would oppose any congressional
effort to repeal the policy.

Ten months before voters
elect a new Congress, some Demo-
cratic leaders also were leery of
trying to change the policy this year,
when both sides concede Republi-
cans are likely to pick up seats,
especially after GOP Sen.-elect Scott
Brown’s surprise victory last month in
Massachusetts. Repealing don’t-ask-
don’t-tell is not a winning campaign
strategy for a party under siege
especially in the South and Midwest.

“What do I want members to
do in their districts? I want them to
focus on jobs and fiscal responsibil-
ity,” said House Majority Leader
Steny Hoyer, D-Md., classifying gays
in the military in a category of “a lot of
other issues” that will invariably come
up.

“It’s never a good year” for
Democrats to bring up the controver-
sial policy, said Senate Democratic
Whip Dick Durbin of Illinois. “You can
expect that it’s going to be a rough
ride.”

However, Senate Majority
Leader Harry Reid, D-Nev., said he
didn’t see why it should wait another
year.

The Pentagon announced an
11-month review of how the ban could
be lifted, as President Barack Obama
has said he will work to do. But there is
no deadline for ending the policy that
dates to President Bill Clinton’s tenure
and that gay rights advocates are
pressing to overturn.

In the meantime, Gates an-
nounced plans to loosen enforce-
ment rules for the policy, which says,
in essence, that gays may serve so
long as they keep their sexuality
private.

Obama has called for repeal
but has done little in his first year in
office to advance that goal. If he
succeeds, it would mark the biggest
shake-up to military personnel poli-
cies since President Harry S. Truman’s

1948 executive order integrating the
services.

Homosexuality has never
been openly tolerated in the American
military, and the 1993 policy was
intended to be a compromise that let
gay men and women serve so long as
they stayed silent about their sexual-
ity. Clinton had wanted to repeal the
ban entirely, but the military and many
in Congress argued that doing so
would dangerously disrupt order.

Repealing the ban would
take an act of Congress, something
that does not appear close to happen-
ing.

Since ‘don’t ask, don’t tell”
was established, much has changed.
Five states and the District of Colum-
bia have adopted laws permitting
marriage of gay couples, while nine
other states have granted similar
rights to gay domestic partners.

The public’s attitude toward
gays and lesbians also has under-
gone a significant shift. A Pew poll last
year indicated that 59 percent of
Americans favor allowing gays and
lesbians to serve openly in the
military, up from 52 percent in 1994.

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - A lot has changed since the
military’s “Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell” policy
was instituted 17 years ago. Some
indicators of societal shifts:

* President Barack Obama’s
signing last year of hate crimes
legislation marked the first time that
gays and lesbians were given compre-
hensive legal status as a protected
class. Many states have passed laws
against hate crimes based on sexual
orientation or gender identity.

* Massachusetts, Iowa, New
Hampshire, Connecticut, Vermont and
the District of Columbia have adopted
laws permitting marriage of gay couples.
Another nine states – New Jersey,
California, Oregon, Washington, Ne-
vada, Colorado, Maine, Hawaii and
Wisconsin – have granted various
degrees of similar rights to gay domes-
tic partners.

* The public’s attitude toward
gays and lesbians has undergone a
significant shift. The gay-rights group
Human Rights Campaign says polls
show about three-quarters of Ameri-
cans say it’s OK for gays to serve
openly in the military, compared with 44
percent in 1993.

* Internationally, the list of
countries that allow openly gay people
to serve in their armed forces has
grown to 28, including Canada, Israel,
Australia and most of Europe.

* The U.S. Census has for the
first time begun tabulating information
about gay couples who live together.

* Supporters of gay rights have
formed a House caucus, which has 83
members. There are three openly gay
members of Congress: Reps. Barney
Frank of Massachusetts, Tammy
Baldwin of Wisconsin and Jared Polis
of Colorado, all Democrats.

* Overall, there were about 50
openly lesbian, gay, bisexual or
transgendered elected officials in the
United States in 1993, according to the
Victory Fund, which recruits and pro-
motes gay candidates. Today, there
are 460. The nation’s fourth-largest city,
Houston, Texas, installed openly gay
Annise Parker as mayor last month.

* A 2003 ruling by the Supreme
Court said that anti-sodomy statutes
are unconstitutional, and that states
can’t criminalize intimate relations be-
tween same-sex partners.
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DES MOINES, IA (Observer
Update) - A survey by the Des Moines
Register found that Iowa residents
would much rather ban texting while
driving than gay marriage in the
Midwestern state.

The Register found that regu-
lation of distracted driving was a high
priority for 72% of respondents while
only 36% thought that regulating
marriage should be an immediate
focus of lawmakers. House Republi-
can leader Kraig Paulsen told the
Register that “they’re clearly inter-
ested in government sticking to its
core business, which is public safety.”
This comes at a time in Iowa when
Republican legislators are beginning
to regroup to push for a constitutional
ban on gay marriage, which was
approved by the state supreme court
last year. Democratic lawmakers, who
hold a majority in both houses, have
promised not to discuss same-sex
marriage during this year’s session,
but Republicans are rumored to be
planning to use a procedure that
would allow the amendment to come
up for a vote.

Paulsen blamed poll results
on the impression that banning gay
marriage is time-consuming, adding,
“There’s no reason it should have to
take more than 30 minutes.”

New Mexico’s domestic partnership
bill, supported by Gov. Bill Richardson,
advanced again, seen as a good sign
by gay rights activists.

The state senate’s public
affairs committee voted to move the
bill forward to finance. The bill passed
through the state’s senate judiciary
committee easily and  the senate
majority floor leader Michael Sanchez
moved it straight to the finance commit-
tee, according to a report in New
Mexico Independent. The bill must
now clear one more committee hurdle
– finance —before being introduced to
the full senate.

“David Masci of the Pew
Forum on Religion and Public Life said

the bill may be one of the most
comprehensive of its kind in the nation,
as it enumerates every right conferred
on domestic partners,” the Advocate
reported.

If the senate passes the bill, it
will move on to the house. In 2009 a
similar bill was defeated in the senate
by eight votes.

BOSTON (Observer Update) - A
woman who battled the IRS over a tax
deduction for the costs of her sex-
change operation says she feels like
she won a victory for all transgender
people, reported the AP on
365Gay.com.

Rhiannon O’Donnabhain, who
was born a man, sued the Internal
Revenue Service in 2007 after the
agency rejected a $5,000 deduction for
about $25,000 in medical expenses
associated with the sex-change sur-
gery, finding it was a cosmetic proce-
dure and not medically necessary.
The U.S. Tax Court ruled that
O’Donnabhain should be allowed to
deduct the costs of her treatment for
gender-identity disorder, including sex-
reassignment surgery and hormone
treatments.

“The tax court has spoken for
my community and has supported my
community by saying that this is a
proper medical deduction, much the
same as an appendectomy or open
heart surgery,” O’Donnabhain said in
an interview. “It was a proper medical
deduction, and it certainly is not
cosmetic surgery as the IRS con-
tended,” she said.

IRS spokeswoman Michelle
Eldridge declined to comment on the
ruling.

The legal group Gay & Les-
bian Advocates & Defenders, which
represented O’Donnabhain, said the
decision could potentially affect thou-
sands of people a year in the U.S. who
undergo similar operations.

Lambda Legal, a national civil
rights group for lesbians, gay men,
bisexuals and transgender people,
called the ruling “a case of the federal
government catching up with medical
standards.”

“I think it’s an important deci-
sion that could help educate and bring
along transgender rights in other areas
because it ratifies what the medical
community has said clearly for years,
which is for people with gender identity
disorder, this type of surgery is fre-
quently a medical necessity for their
lives and for their health and for their
well-being,” said Hayley Gorenberg,
deputy legal director at Lambda Legal.

The Tax Court voted 11-5 to
grant the deduction.
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PHOENIX (Observer Update) -
U.S. Sen. John McCain’s flip-flopping
on the issue of “don’t ask, don’t tell”
would sacrifice national security on the
altar of homophobia and his newfound
adherence to far-right wing ideology.

In 2006, the Arizona Senator
(who spends more time in New Hamp-
shire) told MSNBC viewers that he
would agree to overturn the outdated
military policy the moment the top
military commanders told him it was
time.  Top commanders said as much
yesterday, but instead of saluting,
McCain became outraged that the
Chairman of the Joint Chiefs would even
express an opinion on the matter.

McCain’s cynical flip-flop would
allow the petty fears of a few to continue
to jeopardize the readiness of our
armed forces.  Top pilots, platoon
sergeants, special forces operators
and logisticians would be drummed out
of the military, simply because a few
extremists harbor outdated hostilities
toward gay servicemembers.

Retired Brigadier General John
Adams wrote in an op-ed to the Arizona
Daily Star in August, “All credible
studies - as far back as a 1993 RAND
report - conclude that openly gay
people in the U.S. military have no
negative impact on unit cohesion,
morale and good order.”

Reached for comment, Adams
said, “My 30 years in the Army taught me
that performance and loyalty to our
Constitution is what counts.  Gender,
race, religion and sexuality are irrel-

evant when it comes to defending our
Constitution — and John McCain
knows it.  His sudden change of heart
is disturbing.”

“Perhaps J.D. Hayworth, dar-
ling of the radical right, has forced
McCain to swerve hard toward ex-
tremism,” said Jeff Rogers, Chair of
the Pima County Democratic Party.
“McCain says he ‘fears no man,’”
Rogers said. “Apparently, that’s not
true. He’s scared to death of J.D. and
gay Americans.”

Barne y Frank Pounces On
Backers Of  Military Ga y Ban

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - Openly gay Massachusetts
Representative Barney Frank has
come out swinging at supporters of the
military’s “don’t ask, don’t tell” policy
that bans open gay service, reported
On Top Magazine.

Frank appeared on the
Michelangelo Signorile radio talk show
to discuss the issue. The policy has
come under close scrutiny since
President Obama called for an end to
the law during his first State of the
Union address. On Tuesday, the
Pentagon’s top brass – Admiral Mike
Mullen, the chairman of the Joint Chiefs
of Staff, and Defense Secretary Robert
Gates – told a key Senate panel
considering the issue that the military
should end the policy. The testimony –
in particular Mullen’s support – has
stirred new debates on the issue.

Frank took offense at Gates’
announcement that the military would
conduct a year-long study on how best
to implement repeal should Congress
repeal the law. “These include poten-
tial revisions to policies on benefits,
base housing, fraternization and mis-
conduct, separations and discharges,
and many others,” Gates said in his
testimony. “I was actually troubled by
some of Gates’ approach,” Frank said
in the radio interview. “I have no idea
what he plans to study when he talked
about housing.”

Frank and other lawmakers,
including Senator Carl Levin, the
chairman of the Armed Services
Committee, are backing a plan that

calls for including repeal legislation in
the military’s annual reauthorization in
the fall. “As quickly as we can do this, it
will be toward the end of the year. So
Gates has plenty of time to study
whatever the hell he wants to study,”
Frank added.

Opponents of the policy have
sounded similar concerns.

“You’re a gay service mem-
ber today taking a shower, and when
the law will change, you’ll be a gay
service member taking a shower
tomorrow,” Aaron Tax, legal director of
the Servicemembers Legal Defense
Network, a gay group that lobbies for
repeal, told National Public Radio.
“We’re not incorporating a new ele-
ment here. Gay people have been
serving the military since the begin-
ning of time.”

Frank also took aim at Arizona
Senator John McCain, who appears to
be taking the helm for Republicans
opposed to repeal. McCain, a ranking
member of the Senate committee,
declared himself “deeply disap-
pointed” in Gates’ testimony. “At this
moment of immense hardship for our
armed services, we should not be
seeking to overturn the ‘don’t ask,don’t
tell’ policy,” McCain said. “And that
John McCain … I think the last vestiges
that John McCain is an independent
guy ready to resist the right wing
should be buried,” Frank said referring
to McCain’s 2008 presidential cam-
paign that touted his maverick creden-
tials.

Brian Brown throws around the
term “irrational” quite a bit. Brown is the
Executive Director of the National
Organization for Marriage (NOM), an
anti-gay-marriage organization (Maggie
Gallagher is its president). I first came
across his name last summer when the
Washington Post profiled him, describ-
ing him as “pleasantly, ruthlessly sane”
and “rational.”

From the profile, it appears that
“irrational” is Brown’s favorite term of
abuse.

For example, he claims it’s irratio-
nal when polls indicate that most young
people support equal marriage rights
for gays and lesbians. Or when people
argue that marriage equality is ulti-
mately inevitable. Or when they de-
scribe his position as bigotry:

“I think it’s irrational that up until
10 years ago, all of these societies
agreed with my position [and yet now
they’re changing]” he tells the Post.
However, the term “irrational” was
given new meaning in Brown’s most
recent fundraising letter, in which he
uses a new Department of Health and
Human Services study, the “Fourth
National Incidence Study of Child
Abuse and Neglect (NIS-4),” to argue
against same-sex marriage.

Brown cites the HHS study as
stating that: “Children living with two
married biological parents had the
lowest rate of overall Harm Standard
maltreatment, at 6.8 per 1,000 children.
This rate differs significantly from the
rates for all other family structure and
living arrangement circumstances.”

Brown goes on to argue, “All
parents working hard to raise good
kids…deserve our respect and help.
But there is no call to wipe out the ideal
itself, rooted in Nature and Nature’s
God, and replace it with a man-made
fantasy that same-sex unions are just
the same as the one kind of union that
best protects children.”

Got that? Children do best with
a married biological mother and father.
Therefore, we ought to oppose same-
sex marriage. I felt like I was missing
some steps—maybe I was being “irra-
tional”—so I went and read the study
Brown cites. And I learned a few
interesting things.

First, the 455-page study says
not a word about gay and lesbian
parents. Zero. Zilch. Nada. Which
makes it essentially useless for any-
one wanting to do a three-way compari-
son between children of married straight
parents, married gay parents, and
unmarried gay parents.

The study does indeed find
that, on average, children living with
married biological parents are at
substantially lower risk of maltreatment
than children in other family structures
studied: namely, those with “other
married parents” (not both biological
but both having a legal relationship to
the child), unmarried parents (biologi-
cal or other), single parents with an
unmarried partner, unpartnered single
parents, and no parents.

What follows from this finding
is quite simple. My fellow gays and
lesbians should stop snatching chil-
dren away from married biological
parents who are raising them. As the
Gay Moralist, I hereby call for an
immediate cessation of this horrible
practice. It’s bad for the kids. Stop it.
Thank you.

Back on Planet Earth, where
gay and lesbian people are gener-
ally not kidnapping children from their
married biological parents, the rel-
evant conclusion is rather different.
To the extent that the study teaches
us about gay and lesbian families at
all, it is to suggest that children in
them would do far better IF THEIR
PARENTS COULD GET MARRIED.
Are you listening, Mr. Rational? The
study actually shows the OPPOSITE
of what you’re using it for.

But wait—there’s more. Ev-
erything I’ve said thus far (and
indeed, everything in the HHS report)
assumes an “all else being equal”
clause. But of course, all else is often
not equal. Which is why the report
looks at factors beyond family struc-
ture, and notes that, for example:
Children of the unemployed are at a
2-3 times higher risk for maltreatment.
Children in large households (four or
more children) had more than twice
the incidence of maltreatment than
those in two-child families. Children in
families of low socio-economic sta-
tus were 5 times more likely to be
victims of maltreatment than other
children.

Somehow, however, I don’t
expect Brown to oppose marriage for
the poor, or for his fellow conserva-
tive Catholics (who tend to have large
families). Or maybe to ask wealthy
lesbians (Ellen and Portia?) to revive
that imaginary kidnapping trend. The
general problem here is familiar:
making the best the enemy of the
good. Brown’s argument presup-
poses that the only people who
should be allowed to marry are those
whose marriages would create ideal
scenarios for children.

By that logic, NOM’s own
president wouldn’t have been al-
lowed her current marriage, since that
marriage created a stepfamily. Logi-
cian, heal thyself. Meanwhile, there
are several million American children
being raised by gay parents. What (if
anything) can the HHS study tell us
about them? According to the study,
children living with “other married
parents” (at least one non-biological)
are at LESS THAN HALF the risk of
maltreatment compared to children
living with a single parent and an
unmarried partner. So if we really
care about these children’s welfare,
we should let their parents marry. It’s
only rational.

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In a separate statement re-
leased by the representative’s office,
Frank disagreed with repeal oppo-
nents who say the timing is wrong.
“The argument that we should not
repeal ‘don’t ask, don’t tell’ because
we are in the midst of two wars is badly
flawed. Ironically, the religious funda-
mentalist terrorists we are fighting
generally agree with the defenders of
this discriminatory policy in their
opposition to the principle that gay
men and lesbians should be treated
fairly.”

And Frank thanked Mullen
for his support. “As a gay man, I want
to pay particular tribute to the de-
cency, integrity, and courage of
Admiral Mullen, who so clearly stated
his opposition to a policy that has
been deeply unfair to many men and
women with whom he himself has
served. I regret that Republican
Members of the Committee saw fit to
use this example of Admiral Mullen’s
courage as a basis for unfair criti-
cism.”

RICHMOND, IN (Observer Up-
date) - Brendan Burke, the 21-year-old
son of Toronto Maple Leafs manager
Brian Burke, died in a two-car accident
in Indiana Friday afternoon, the
Huffington Post reports. Burke came to
national attention last year when an
ESPN.com story profiled his coming
out and his father’s and family’s
acceptance of his sexual orientation.

Burke, who was a student
assistant on the University of Miami
(Ohio) hockey team, was reportedly
driving east on a snow-covered U.S.
35 in a Jeep Grand Cherokee when his
vehicle slid sideways into an oncom-
ing 1997 Ford Truck, the Richmond
(Ind.) Palladium-Item reports. Burke’s
passenger, 18-year-old Mark Reedy,
also died in the accident.

Damien Cox of the Toronto
Star tweeted the following: “Oh my
goodness, what awful news. Brian
Burke’s son, Brendan, was killed in a
car accident in Indiana today. Huge
prayers to the family.  Brendan Burke
courageous young man. Came out in
ESPN.com story earlier this year.
Hoped to have a career in hockey. So
sad. Brendan Burke was just 21 years
old. His 18-year-old friend, a passen-
ger in the car, was also killed in
treacherous, snowy conditions.”

In the ESPN.com story, Burke
expressed gratitude for his family’s
and team’s acceptance of his sexual
orientation: “Imagine if I was in the
opposite situation, with a family that
wouldn’t accept me, working for a
sports team where I knew I couldn’t
come out because I’d be fired or
ostracized,” he said. “People in that
situation deserve to know that they can
feel safe, that sports isn’t all homopho-
bic and that there are plenty of people
in sports who accept people for who
they are.”

According to the Toronto
Star, the Burkes decided to go public
about Brendan’s sexual orientation
after a reporter, who had been a friend
of the family, said he was going to
write about it. Brendan had told his
father in 2007 that he was gay, and
while his father said he was surprised,
he said at the time, “‘It won’t change
anything Brendan. It doesn’t change
our view. We love you and we’re
proud of you. It doesn’t change
anything in my mind and it never will.’”
The Star reports that Burke’s coming
out was widely credited with nudging
hockey toward overcoming its some-
times homophobic culture.

NHL commissioner Gary
Bettman released a statement in
response to the news. “The National
Hockey League grieves for the family
and friends of Brendan Burke, a
young man of courage and charac-
ter,” he said. “Words simply cannot
express our sorrow over his loss. We
send our deepest respect, most
heartfelt condolences to Brendan’s
father, Brian; his mother, Kerry; every-
one in Brendan’s family and all who
were inspired by his love of hockey.”

Lambda Legal released the first na-
tionwide survey that examines health
care discrimination experienced by
LGBT people and people living with
HIV.

“The results of this survey
should shock the conscience of this
nation and make clear that the system
is broken when it comes to health care
for many lesbian, gay, bisexual, and
transgender people and those living
with HIV,” said Beverly Tillery, Director
of Community Education and Advo-
cacy and one of the authors of the
report. “No one should be turned away
or face discrimination when they are
sick or seeking medical care.”

In spring 2009, Lambda Legal
and over 100 partner organizations
distributed a survey to LGBT people
and people living with HIV across the
country. When Health Care Isn’t Caring:
Lambda Legal’s Survey on Discrimi-
nation Against LGBT People and
People Living with HIV, is based on
responses from approximately 5,000
people and provides a powerful snap-
shot of the experiences of a diverse
cross section of members of the LGBT
and HIV communities all over the
country.

The survey included ques-
tions about the following types of
discrimination in care: being refused
needed care; health care profession-
als refusing to touch patients or using
excessive precautions; health care
professionals using harsh or abusive
language; being blamed for one’s
health status; or health care profes-
sionals being physically rough or
abusive.

According to the results, al-
most 56 percent of lesbian, gay or
bisexual (LGB) respondents had at

least one of these experiences; 70
percent of transgender and gender-
nonconforming respondents had one or
more of these experiences; and nearly
63 percent of respondents living with
HIV experienced one or more of these
types of discrimination in health care.

We found that not only did
sexual orientation or serostatus affect
the respondents’ access to quality
health care, but transgender or gender-
nonconforming respondents faced dis-
crimination two to three times more
frequently than lesbian, gay, or bisexual
respondents.

In nearly every category, a
higher proportion of respondents who
are people of color and/or low-income
reported experiencing discriminatory
and substandard care.

Close to 33 percent of low-
income transgender and gender-non-
conforming respondents reported be-
ing refused care because of their
gender identity and almost a quarter of
low-income respondents living with HIV
reported being denied care.

In addition to instances of
discrimination, respondents also re-
ported a high degree of anticipation
and belief that they would face discrimi-
natory care.

Overall, 9 percent of LGB
respondents are concerned about be-
ing refused medical services when they
need them and 20 percent of respon-
dents living with HIV and over half of
transgender and gender-nonconform-
ing respondents share this same con-
cern.  Nearly half of LGB respondents
and respondents living with HIV and
almost 90 percent of transgender re-
spondents believe there are not enough
medical personnel who are properly

A funny thing happened after
Adm. Mike Mullen called for gay men
and lesbians to serve openly in the
military: A curious silence befell much
of the right. If this were a Sherlock
Holmes story, it would be the case of
the attack dogs that did not bark.
John McCain, commandeering the
spotlight as usual, did fulminate
against the repeal of “don’t ask, don’t
tell.” But the press focus on McCain,
the crazy man in Washington’s attic,
was misleading. His yapping was an
exception, not the rule.

Many of his Republican
colleagues said little or nothing. The
right’s noise machine was on mute.
The Fox News report on Mullen’s
testimony was fair and balanced —
and brief. The network dropped the
subject entirely in the Hannity-O’Reilly
hothouse of prime time that night. Only
ratings-desperate CNN gave a
fleeting platform to the old homopho-
bic clichés. Michael O’Hanlon, an
“expert” from the Brookings Institution,
speculated that “18-year-old, old-
fashioned, testosterone-laden”
soldiers who are “tough guys” might
object to those practicing “alternative
forms of lifestyle,” which he apparently
views as weak and testosterone-
deficient. His only prominent ally was
the Family Research Council, which
issued an inevitable “action alert”
demanding a stop to “the sexualiza-
tion of our military.”

The occasional outliers
notwithstanding, why did such a hush
greet Mullen on Capitol Hill? The
answer begins with the simple fact that
a large majority of voters — between
61 percent and 75 percent depending
on the poll — now share his point of

view. Most Americans recognize that
being gay is not a “lifestyle” but an
immutable identity, and that outlawing
discrimination against gay people
who want to serve their country is, as
the admiral said, “the right thing to do.”

Mullen’s heartfelt, plain-
spoken testimony gave perfect
expression to the nation’s own slow
but inexorable progress on the issue.
He said he had “served with homo-
sexuals since 1968” and that his views
had evolved “cumulatively” and
“personally” ever since. So it has
gone for many other Americans in all
walks of life. As more gay people
have come out — a process that
accelerated once the modern gay
rights movement emerged from the
Stonewall riots of 1969 — so more
heterosexuals have learned that they
have gay relatives, friends, neighbors,
teachers and co-workers. It is hard to
deny our own fundamental rights to
those we know, admire and love.

But that’s not the whole
explanation for the scant pushback in
Washington to Mullen and his partner
in change, Defense Secretary Robert
Gates. There is also a potent political
subtext. To a degree unimaginable as
recently as 2004 — when Karl Rove
and George W. Bush ran a national
campaign exploiting fear of gay
people — there is now little political
advantage to spewing homophobia.
Indeed, anti-gay animus is far more
likely to repel voters than attract them.
This equation was visibly eating at
Orrin Hatch, the Republican senator
from Utah, as he vamped nervously
with Andrea Mitchell of MSNBC last
week, trying to duck any discernible
stand on Mullen’s testimony. On only
one point was he crystal clear: “I just
plain do not believe in prejudice of
any kind.”

Now that explicit anti-gay
animus is an albatross, those who
oppose gay civil rights are driven to
invent ever loopier rationales for
denying those rights, whether in the
military or in marriage. Hatch, for
instance, limply suggested to Mitchell
that a repeal of “don’t ask” would lead
to gay demands for “special rights.”
Such arguments, both preposterous
and disingenuous, are mere fig
leaves to disguise the phobia that can
no longer dare speak its name. If gay
Americans are to be granted full
equality, the flimsy rhetorical camou-
flage must be stripped away to
expose the prejudice that lies be-
neath.

The arguments for preserving
“don’t ask” have long been blatantly
groundless. McCain — who said in
2006 that he would favor repealing the
law if military leaders ever did — didn’t
even bother to offer a logical explana-
tion for his mortifying flip-flop last
week. He instead huffed that the 1993
“don’t ask” law should remain un-
changed as long as any war is going
on (which would be in perpetuity,
given Afghanistan). Colin Powell
strafed him just hours later, when he
announced that changed “attitudes
and circumstances” over the past 17
years have led him to agree with
Mullen. McCain is even out of step with

his own family’s values. Both his
wife, Cindy, and his daughter
Meghan have posed for the current
California ad campaign explicitly
labeling opposition to same-sex
marriage as hate.

McCain aside, the most
common last-ditch argument for
preserving “don’t ask” heard last
week, largely from Southern sena-
tors, is to protect “troop morale and
cohesion.” Every known study says
this argument is a canard, as do the
real-life examples of the many
armies with openly gay troops,
including those of Canada, Britain
and Israel. But the argument does
carry a telling historical pedigree.
When Harry Truman ordered the
racial integration of the American
military in 1948, Congressional
opponents (then mainly Southern
Democrats) embraced an antedilu-
vian Army prediction from 1940
stating that such a change would
threaten national defense by
producing “situations destructive to
morale.” History will sweep this
bogus argument away now as it did
then.

Those opposing same-sex
marriage are just as eager to mask
their bigotry. The big arena on that
issue is now in California, where the
legal showdown over Proposition 8
is becoming a Scopes trial of sorts,
with the unlikely bipartisan legal
team of David Boies and Ted Olson
in the Clarence Darrow role. The
opposing lawyer, Charles Cooper,
insisted to the court that he bore
neither “ill will nor animosity for gays
and lesbians.” Given the history of
the anti-same-sex marriage camp,
it’s hard to make that case with a
straight face (so to speak). In trying
to do so, Cooper moved that
graphic evidence of his side’s ill will
and animosity be disallowed —
including that notorious, fear-
mongering television ad, “The
Gathering Storm.”

The judge admitted such
exhibits anyway. Boies also tri-
umphed in dismantling an expert
witness called to provide the
supposedly empirical, non-ho-
mophobic evidence of how same-
sex marriage threatens “procreative
marriage.” In cross-examination,
Boies forced the witness, David
Blankenhorn of the so-called
Institute for American Values, to
concede he had no academic
expertise in any field related to
marriage or family. The only peer-
reviewed paper he’s written, for a
degree in Comparative Labor
History, was “a study of two cabinet-
makers’ unions in 19th-century
Britain.”

In another, milder cross-
examination — on “Meet the Press”
last weekend — John Boehner, the
House G.O.P. leader, fended off a
question about “don’t ask” with a
rhetorical question of his own: “In the
middle of two wars and in the middle
of this giant security threat, why
would we want to get into this
debate?” Besides Mullen’s answer
— that it is the right thing to do —

there’s another, less idealistic said
he was undecided on “don’t ask” and
declared same-sex marriage a
“settled” issue in his state, Massa-
chusetts, where it is legal.

It’s in this political context that
we can see that there may have
been some method to Obama’s
troublesome tardiness on gay
issues after all. But as we learned
about this White House and the
Democratic Congress in the health
care debacle, they are perfectly
capable of dropping the ball at any
moment. Let’s hope they don’t this
time. Should they actually press
forward on “don’t ask” in an election
year with Mullen and Gates on board
— and with even McCain’s buddy,
Joe Lieberman, calling for action “as
soon as possible” — they could
further the goal and raise the political
price for those who stand in the way.
Recalcitrant Congressional Republi-
cans will have to explain why their
perennial knee-jerk deference to

“whatever the commanders want”
extends to Gen. David Petraeus and
Gen. Stanley McChrystal on troop
surges but not to Mullen, who outranks
them, on civil rights.

The more bigotry pushed out
of the closet for all voters to see, the
more likely it is that Americans will be
moved to grant overdue full citizenship
to gay Americans. It won’t happen
overnight, any more than full civil rights
for African-Americans immediately
followed Truman’s desegregation of
the armed forces. But there can be no
doubt that Mike Mullen’s powerful act
of conscience last week, just as we
marked the 50th anniversary of the
Greensboro, N.C., lunch counter sit-in,
pushed history forward. The revealing
silence that followed from so many of
the usual suspects was pretty golden
too.

Settlement talks continue in
the federal civil rights lawsuit brought
by a junior high student last summer
against the Mohawk Central School
District. The suit claims officials failed

to stop harassment by class-
mates of a male student who
didn’t conform to gender stereo-
types. The boy, now 15, is not
named in the lawsuit.

Superintendent Joyce
Caputo says the district denies
allegations in the lawsuit. But she
stresses that it is working with the
New York Civil Liberties Union
and the Justice Department to
settle the suit.

SAVANNAH, GA (Observer Up-
date) -  The question of whether gays
should serve openly in the military
remains divisive among the rank and
file, even as the Pentagon studies
whether to end its ban, reported
advocate.com.

The Pentagon’s top uniformed
officer, Adm. Mike Mullen, told the
Senate he’s personally opposed to
the policy of “don’t ask, don’t tell.” His
comments raised expectations that the
military may be relaxing its attitude
about gays. The Army’s Facebook

page was swamped with com-
ments, pro and con, after Mullen’s
testimony.

It’s hard to gauge what
active duty personnel think. Many
are shy about publicly debating
policy because they’re prohibited
from voicing opposition to Penta-
gon policies and presidential or-
ders. But several veterans con-
tacted by The Associated Press
spoke freely and landed on both
sides of the debate.

NEW YORK (Observer Update) - St.
Vincent’s Hospital Manhattan, a Green-
wich Village institution with inextricable
links to the history of the AIDS epidemic in
New York City, is in danger of closing,
reported advocate.com.

According to The New York
Times, the struggling hospital is $700
million in debt and needed a state loan to
make payroll this week. A last-minute
takeover deal from a local hospital
consortium was scrapped this week after
negative community reaction to the
proposal, which would have eliminated
emergency room services and left St.

Vincent’s almost exclusively an outpa-
tient hospital.

Because of its location at an
epicenter of the HIV/AIDS crisis in the
1980s, the Roman Catholic hospital
became one of the first and most
experienced to treat the disease. It is a
setting of the Tony award-winning play
Angels in America by Tony Kushner.
The state has agreed to keep the
hospital afloat for a month while the
search for a long-term solution contin-
ues, reports the Times.

SAN FRANCISCO, CA (Ob-
server Update) - National Organiza-
tion for Marriage executive director
Brian Brown has responded to the
San Francisco Chronicle’s column
reporting that federal judge Vaughn
Walker, who is presiding over the
Prop. 8 case,  is gay, attacking the
judge not for his sexual orientation
but for being biased, advocate.com.

A column in the Chronicle
called Walker’s sexual orientation
the “biggest open secret in the
landmark trial over same-sex mar-
riage.” Brown, in a blog post on
NOM’s website, says he has no idea
if the article is true, but says Walker
has taken a one-sided stance
throughout the trial. Reads Brown’s
statement: “In a story this Sunday, the
San Francisco Chronicle reported
that Prop 8 Judge Vaughn Walker is
gay and called his orientation ‘the
biggest open secret in the landmark
trial over same-sex marriage.’ We
have no idea whether the report is
true or not. But we do know one really
big important fact about Judge
Walker: He’s been an amazingly

biased and one-sided force throughout
this trial, far more akin to an activist than
a neutral referee. That’s no secret at all.
Protect Marriage, the defendants in this
case, are effectively being held hos-
tage by Judge Walker and cannot
really comment. ...

“Judge Walker’s bias has
been so extreme, he’s earned a rare
judicial ‘twofer.’ Key elements of his
‘fishing expedition’ rulings were al-
ready reversed by the Ninth Circuit
Court of Appeals (notably one of the
most liberal in the nation) and the
Supreme Court had to step in to block
his illegal attempt to broadcast the trial.
It is highly unusual for a higher court to
have to intercede in a trial judge’s
handling of a trial while it is going on —
yet Walker has had that ‘distinction’
twice in the same case — and we’re not
yet even at closing arguments. There’s
only one saving grace to Judge
Walker’s bias. It’s so big, and so
obvious, not only the American public
but the Supreme Court itself is already
aware we have bias in the trial judge
presiding.”

N.J.  Group Ends Giving
To  Political  P arties

TRENTON, NJ (Observer Up-
date) - Garden State Equality, which
suffered a heartbreaking marriage
equality defeat in the New Jersey
state legislature last month, an-
nounced that it would stop making
financial contributions to political
parties and urged its individual
members to do the same.

According to a news release
from Garden State Equality, the 85-
member board of directors of the
state’s largest civil rights group
voted unanimously for the new

bylaws provision, which precludes the
organization from giving financial con-
tributions to political parties and their
affiliated committees. Under the new
policy, the group will contribute only to
individual candidates and to pro-LGBT
nonparty organizations.  Garden State
Equality urged its 65,000 members to
follow the policy in their individual
giving.

“No political party has a record
good enough on LGBT civil rights that it
can rightfully claim to be entitled to our
money on a party-wide basis,” said

Steven Goldstein, chair of Garden State
Equality, in the news release. “No longer
will we let any political party take our
money and volunteers with one hand,
and slap us in the face with the other
when we seek full equality.”

The new bylaws provision says
that Garden State Equality sends “two
unmistakable signals to our political
parties” with the resolution: “That none
should take the support of the LGBT
community and its allies for granted, and
that none should write off the potential to
earn the support of the LGBT community

and its allies.”

New Jersey, which offers
some of the country’s strongest
gay rights protections including
civil unions, appeared on track to
pass marriage equality legislation
until Gov. Jon Corzine lost his bid
for reelection in November. The
new governor, Chris Christie, has
vowed to veto any marriage equal-
ity bill passed during his term.
Garden State Equality plans to
take the marriage equality battle
back to court.
