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Barney Frank Speaks Out
Against Protesters

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - Massachusetts representa-
tive Barney Frank has blasted leaders
of the Tea Party movement who called
him a “fa**ot” and Rep. John Lewis a
“ni**er” while protesting health care
reform, saying Republicans should
distance themselves from the
grassroots movement, reported
advocate.com.

According to Washington,
D.C.,publication The Hill, Frank blamed
Republicans for fanning the flames,
singling out conservative congress-
woman Michele Bachmann and calling
her rhetoric “inflammatory as well as
wholly baseless.”

Bachmann has been accused
of stirring up what many have called
irrational fear over the idea of govern-
ment “death panels” during the health
care debate. Frank told The Hill that
“any movement in which the intellectual
leader is Michele Bachmann is obvi-
ously going to be problematic.”

Speaking of the Washington
protesters, at least one of whom called
him a “homo communist,” Frank sug-
gested that his conservative colleagues
denounce the groups actions. “If this
was my cause, and | saw this angry
group yelling and shouting and being
so abusive to people, | would ask them
to please stop it.”

Rep. Tim Ryan of Ohio de-
nounced the Republican speakers at
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Rep. Barney Frank

the rally and demanded an apology for
the actions of some of the estimated
30,000 people who turned out to protest
Sunday

Disappointed by the verbal
attacks on Democratic lawmakers,
House minority leader John Boehner of
Ohio told NBC’s Meet the Press that
while he condemned the “isolated
incidents,” they should not distract from
the rational fear of millions of Ameri-
cans over the health care reform bill.

Rep. Tammy Baldwin: ‘W e Have
The Votes For ENDA
And DADT Repeal

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - Now that health care reform
has been passed ...

“There are” enough votes in
the House to pass the Employment
Non-Discrimination Act and to repeal
“Don’t Ask, Don't Tell’, Rep. Tammy
Baldwin tells the San Diego Gay &
Leshian News, Rod 2.0 Beta reported.

“ ‘As someone who has actu-
ally counted the votes, | believe that
there are,’” Baldwin said. ‘That's one of
the things the LGBT Equality Caucus
does is to [focus] attention to making
sure we can tell [House] leadership,
with accuracy, what the vote would be if
they bring the measures up to the floor.’
Baldwin and Rep. Barney Frank estab-
lished the LGBT Equality Caucus in
June 2008. It now includes nearly 90
members of Congress. President
Barack Obama has recently met with
both the Congressional Black and
Congressional Hispanic caucuses, but
not yet with the LGBT one. Baldwin says
this is because ‘we haven’t put a
spotlight on it of late.” She said the
group ‘probably’ would press for a
meeting with the president in the future.
Pressure has grown dramatically in

recent days for a spotlight on LGBT-
related issues in Congress.”

Lt. Dan Choi, Capt. Jim
Pietrangelo and activist Robin McGehee
were arrested during civil disobedi-
ence demonstrations to pressure the
White House and Congress to act on
“Don’t Ask, Don't Tell”. That same day,
activists were arrested in sit-ins in
House Speaker Nancy Pelosi's San
Francisco and Capitol Hill offices to
pressure the Speaker to move ENDA
to the floor for a vote.

There’'s also this in DC
Agenda’s report on last week’s civil
disobedience demonstrations. The
newspaper interviewed the chairman of
the House Committee on Education
and Labor (HELP) where ENDA has
been stalled since September. “Mo-
ments after the arrested protesters
were taken away, Rep. George Miller
(D-CA) was seen walking along a
nearby street. He chairs the House
Education & Labor Committee, which is
handling ENDA. Asked by DC Agenda
when ENDA would advance to a
markup, Miller replied, ‘Right after
health care.”

What Health Car e Reforms
Means To LGBTs

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - Health care reform was
approved by the House Sunday, 219
to 212, providing more than 30 million
Americans with access to coverage.
But for LGBT Americans, crucial
health care provisions will be ex-
cluded, advocate.com reported.

The bill prevents health care
providers from denying Americans
coverage because of preexisting
conditions and expands coverage to
nearly 95% of Americans. But the bill
does not include LGBT-specific pro-
visions, such as data inclusion, that
were included when the House bill first
passed last November.

Rep. Tammy Baldwin of Wis-
consin said that while the bill isn’t
perfect, it keeps the legislative door
open to pass LGBT health care
provisions in the future. “We will have
many opportunities to deal with this
legislation’s imperfections,” she said.
“We don't vote on health care reform
of this magnitude very often, but we
regularly deal with all sorts of bills that
relate to different programs in health. |
hope to be able to advance the
provisions that we lost with other bills.”

Baldwin linked the loss of
LGBT provisions to the special elec-
tion in Massachusetts that swept
Republican Scott Brown into the late
senator Ted Kennedy's seat. The
loss of the Senate supermajority
forced the House to take up the
Senate-passed bill, which did not
contain concrete language regarding
gay and lesbian health.

“Elections matter,” Baldwin
said. “Elections have consequences.
Now we find ourselves with the House
adopting the Senate-passed bill.”

The only provision in the
current legislation of special interest
to LGBT people deals with costs
accrued by AIDS Drug Assistance
Programs. The measure prevents
Medicare patients with HIV or AIDS
who receive prescription medication
assistance from being subject to
other prescription drug costs.

This provision differs from
The Early Treatment for HIV Act in the
original health care bill, which would
have provided Medicaid to low-
income HIV-positive people. This
measure, along with data inclusion,
are not included in the final bill.

Data inclusion would provide
information to doctors and research-
ers about gay health, information that
currently isn't collected by federal
health studies. It is unknown whether
gay men have higher risks of heart
disease of if lesbians are more
susceptible to breast cancer. Of the
data known about gay and lesbhians,
only limited statistics on depression,
HIV rates and smoking are available.

M.V. Lee Badgett, research
director of the Williams Institute for
Sexual Orientation Law and Public
Policy at the University of California,
Los Angeles, School of Law, said in a
January interview with The Advocate
that LGBT data inclusion is not only
essential for medical research but
also makes for better public policy.

“We can't know if there are
problems [for gay people] accessing
health care systems unless we have
data to make those comparisons,”
Badgett said. “We would be able to
see if there are differences. We need
data to understand why those differ-

ences exist.”

Court Grants

N.Y. Power To

Annul Civil
Union

NEW YORK (Observer Update)
- In a groundbreaking ruling, the New
York supreme court appellate divi-
sion has held that the state has the
power to annul a civil union estab-
lished in another state, the Times
Union reported.

“This is an important ruling,”
said Thomas W. Ude Jr., staff attorney
for Lambda Legal, who filed a brief in
support of plaintiff Audrey Juanita
Dickerson. “A different ruling here
would leave the persons legally
entangled with each other and people
have to move on with their life.”

Two Schenectady county resi-
dents, Dickerson and Sonya Denise
Thompson, traveled to Vermont in
2003 to enter into a civil union. Three
years later, the couple separated and
Dickerson went to Vermont to get the
union annulled, only to be told she
needed to live in the state for a year
before she was eligible to apply,
reported advocate.com.

Dickerson then asked for an
annulment from the Schenectady
County supreme courtin 2008 and was
denied because the state had no
legal framework to recognize a legal
relationship between same-sex part-
ners or to dissolve the unions.

The ruling is a result of an
appeal by Dickerson.

“Today, the public policy of
our state protects same-sex couples
in a myriad of ways,” justices wrote in
their decision. “Two provisions of the
Public Health Law define a domestic
partner to include one who is ‘formally
a party in a domestic partnership or
similar relationship with the other
person, entered into pursuant to the
laws of the United States or of any
state, local or foreign jurisdiction.”

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Mississippi Ends Se gregation Of

Gay Groups Must Sur render
Documents In Ga y Marriage Trial

SAN FRANCISCO (Observer Up-
date) - A federal judge has ordered gay
advocacy groups to surrender docu-
ments related to Proposition 8, the gay
marriage ban narrowly approved by
California voters in 2008.

The AP is reporting that Chief
US District Judge Vaughn Walker has
upheld a magistrate judge’'s ruling
requiring pro-gay marriage groups to
hand over Proposition 8 campaign
materials to defendants in the high-
profile trial considering the ban’s consti-
tutionality. Walker made a similar ruling
before the January start of the trial,
ordering defendants to turn over some
documents related to the campaign.

The American Civil Liberties
Union and Equality California, the state’s
largest gay advocate and the lead
group behind the campaign against the
gay marriage ban, had argued that the
documents are confidential internal com-

Amendment as political speech.

In his 24-page ruling, Walker
disagreed and gave the groups until
April 12 to comply.

“To the extent the ACLU and
Equality California argue the
magistrate’s order imposes an un-
due burden on them, they have failed
to substantiate the burden,” Walker
wrote.

The ACLU has suggested it
would appeal the ruling to the 9th US
Circuit Court of Appeals, a move
likely to delay closing arguments in
the trial, which Walker has yet to
schedule.

Plaintiffs argued in January that
Proposition 8 violates their constitu-
tional rights. It is the first federal case
to consider the constitutionality of a
gay marriage ban and is expected to
reach the Supreme Court.
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HIV Prisoner s

JACKSON (Observer Update) -
The Mississippi Department of Correc-
tions has agreed to stop segregating
prisoners with HIV, ending a practice
that ostracized inmates and prevented
them from accessing resources avail-
able to other prisoners, advocate.com
reported.

According to a joint news
release from the American Civil Liber-
ties Union and Human Rights Watch,
which advocated for the change,
corrections commissioner Christopher
Epps made the decision. The move
leaves Alabama and South Carolina
as the only states that continue to
segregate prisoners with HIV, a prac-
tice more common during the early
days of the HIV epidemic.

“Public and correctional health
experts agree that there is no medical
basis for segregating HIV-positive
prisoners within correctional facilities
or for limiting access to jobs, voca-
tional training and educational pro-
grams available to others,” said the
news release, which came out Wednes-
day. “Since 1987, however, MDOC has
performed mandatory HIV tests on all
prisoners entering the state prison
system, and has permanently housed
all male prisoners who test positive in a
segregated unit at the Mississippi
State Penitentiary, the state’s highest
security prison. As a result, prisoners
with HIV have been faced with unjusti-
fied isolation, exclusion and
marginalization, and low-custody pris-
oners have been forced unnecessarily
to serve their sentences in more

violent, more expensive prisons.”

The change means that HIV-
positive prisoners now can participate
in training programs and jobs like
kitchen work, and avoid public disclo-
sure of HIV status that results from
being housed in a separate unit. A
desegregation policy will be phased
in for prisoners currently in the sepa-
rate HIV unit, and new prisoners will be
incorporated into the general popula-
tion immediately. Aforthcoming report
from the ACLU and Human Rights
Watch will analyze the impact of
segregation policies in prisons in
Mississippi, Alabama, and South Caro-
lina.

» The Washington Post ombudsman Andrew Alexander reported that
the newspaper received a flood of complaints, including some subscription
cancelations, after publishing a page one photograph of two men kissing the
day the District of Columbia first issued marriage licenses to same-sex couples.

One reader wrote The Post an e-mail: “That kind of stuff makes normal
people want to throw up. People have kids who are being exposed to this crap. |
will be glad when your rag goes out of business. Real men marry women.”

* Florida state Rep. Stephen Precourt recently introduced legislation to
provide tax incentives to lure flmmakers to the Sunshine State.

Precourt, however, wants to apply a restriction — the incentives would
only go for entertainment industry projects with “family friendly” themes that do
not contain sex, nudity, smoking, profanity or LGBT characters.

Precourt said he wanted Florida to be known for making “Disney movies
for kids and all that stuff.”

» The school board in Itawamba County, Miss., canceled a high school
senior prom rather than allow a lesbian couple to attend.

The board’s statement said the April 2 dance was canceled “due to the
distractions to the educational process caused by recent events.”

The Ibcal mayor said, “I think the community as a whole is probably in
support of the school district.”

Wouldn’t you like to give some folks a shove through the looking-glass
into a wonderland where everyone gets mushy over the lesbian kiss, gets hot
over the gay-sex scene and goes “yuck” and “ick” when a man and woman
embrace?

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - Lt. Dan Choi is profiled in the
week’s copy of Newsweek, recounting
what really happened to him after he
was arrested at the White House gates
and spent the night in jail, reported
advocate.com.

Choi tells the magazine he was
denied a phone call and at numerous
points throughout the interview, slams
the Human Rights Campaign (HRC).

Some highlights:

“Within the gay community so
many leaders want acceptance from
polite society. | think there’'s been a
betrayal of what is down inside of us in
order to achieve what looks popular,
what looks enviable. The movement
seems to be centered around how to
become an elite. There is a deep
schism [in the gay-rights movement],
everyone knows this. But this shouldn’t
be about which group has better
branding. There is a tremor right now in
every gay and transgender youth that
these groups are not grasping. | would
say to them—you do not represent us if

all you are looking for is a ladder in to
elite society.”

“Ghandi (sic) did not need
three-course dinners and a cocktail
party to get his message out.”

“When | heard Kathy Griffin
was going to be a spokeswoman for
Don’'t Ask, Don't Tell, | wondered
about that. | have great respect for
her as an advocate. But if [the
Human Rights Campaign] thinks that
having a rally at Freedom Plaza with
a comedienne is the right approach, |
have to wonder. Don’'t Ask, Don’t Tell
is not a joking matter to me. To be at
Freedom Plaza and not at the White
House or Congress? Who are they
trying to influence? | felt like they
were just trying to speak to them-
selves. If that’s the best the lobbying
groups and HRC can do, then | don’t
know how these powerful groups are
supposed to represent our commu-
nity. Kathy Griffin and [HRC presi-
dent] Jay (sic) Solmonese said they

College:

Teacher Violated Gay Bias
Policy

FRESNO (Observer Update) - A Fresno City College science instructor
violated a campus anti-discrimination policy when he told students that
homosexuality is a mental disorder that should be treated with psychotherapy,

campus administrators have concluded.

Christopher Villa, vice president of student services, reported the
findings last week in a letter to three students who had lodged complaints
against health sciences instructor Bradley Lopez. The campus’ student
newspaper published Villa’s letter. “Dr. Lopez engaged in conduct that could
result in the creation of a hostile learning environment by unreasonably
interfering with students’ learning by making insulting comments directed at

homosexuals,” Villa wrote.

He added that while instructors are free to offer opinions that may
offend students or be at odds with other professionals, Lopez crossed the line
by making statements “unrelated to any legitimate course objective.”

Lopez’s lawyer, Charles Magill, said that only one of the three complaining
students was enrolled in Lopez’ class and she had misinterpreted his re-

marks.

“It has been blown out of proportion dramatically,” Magill said. “Aca-
demic freedom means professors say things that are offensive sometimes,
and critical thinking means you say things to kids that are challenging some-
times.” In his letter to the students, Villa said Lopez also ran afoul of campus
regulations prohibiting religious indoctrination “by assigning readings from the
Bible, reading the Bible in class, and otherwise relying on the Bible as an

authority in the assigned subject matter.’

The finding came in response t0 student allegations that Lopez last
semester quoted the Bible as proof that'human life begins at conception,
assigned his class to research the Bible for Jesus’ genetic makeup, and
discussed apocalyptic Christian prophesies during a lesson on climate
change. “Instructors are not required to hide their own religious belief or non-
belief, but they may not engage in religious indoctrination as Dr. Lopez did
here” because Fresno City College is a public school, Villa said. Villa wrote
that the college “will take appropriate action” to address the violations but did

not elaborate.

Magill said he expects the school to put a letter of reprimand in
Lopez’s personnel file, a move Lopez would challenge through an administra-
tive appeal. During a hearing last month, Lopez “denied that he did anything
wrong, he denied that he was teaching from the Bible,” Magill said. The three
students brought formal complaints against Lopez in December, but their
concerns became public after the American Civil Liberties Union contacted
Fresno City College’s president demanding a response.

AROUND THE GAY GLOBE. . ..

A Dutch political strategist has
launched the Pink Army movement
and is looking for gay soldiers to sue
retired general John Sheehan, who
last week blamed the Netherlands’
inclusion of gays in the military for
massive deaths during the war in
Bosnia. Peter Schouten put out the call
for gay soldiers on the website
PinkArmy.nl. He said he wants
Sheehan to publish a full-page apol-
ogy in the international press — and
attend a course in “sensitivity training.”
Dutch prime minister Jan Peter
Balkenende condemned Sheehan's
comments, calling them “outrageous,
wrong, and beneath contempt.” ...

Tiwonge Chimbalanga and
Steven Monjeza, the gay Malawi
couple that expected to hear the
verdict against them for holding an
engagement ceremony in December,
instead heard they would receive a full
trial in April. According tothe BBC, ina
courtroom packed for the hearing, a
judge in Malawi told the men they will
be allowed to call defense witnesses.
Chimbalanga and Monjeza face a
maximum of 14 years in prison for
charges of “gross indecency” in what is
considered a test case for gay rights in

Malawi. They have already spent
three months in jail since being
arrested. ...

New censorship guidelines
for the Malaysian film industry relax a

strict ban on showing homosexuality —

as long as the gay characters
change their ways by the end of the
story. Malaysian Film Producers’
Association president Ahmad Puad
Onah explained the new rules to
Agence France-Presse. “We are
now allowed to show these scenes,”
he said. “As long as we portray good
triumphing over evil and there is a
lesson learnt in the film, such as from
a gay [character] who turns into a
[straight] man. Previously we are not
allowed to show these at all.” In the
conservative majority-Muslim coun-
try of Malaysia, books and films are
routinely banned or edited in order to
delete portions believed to threaten
moral and religious values. Under
the new rules, according to AFP,
kissing, undressing, and obscenities
will still be banned. The rules apply to
other subjects deemed detrimental

to morality, not just homosexuality.

(Observer Update) -
Magician James Randi,
known as ‘The Amazing
Randi’ to magic lovers
and a frequent guest on
the old Tonight Show
with Johnny Carson,
came out of the closet
yesterday in a state-
ment on his website:

“Well, here

cause it's recognized
and accepted. I'm gay.
From some seventy
years of personal
experience, | can tell
you that there’s not
much “gay” about being
homosexual. For the
first twenty years of my
life, I had to live in the shadows, in a
culture that was — at least outwardly —
totally hostile to any hint of that
variation of life-style. At no time did |
choose to adopt any protective
coloration, though; my cultivation of
an abundant beard was not at all a
deception, but part of my costume as
a conjuror. Gradually, the general
attitude that I'd perceived around me
began to change, and presently | find
that there has emerged a distinctly
healthy acceptance of different social
styles of living — except, of course, in
cultures that live in constant and
abject fear of divine retribution for
infractions found in the various Holy
Books... In another two decades, I'm
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confident that young people will find
themselves in a vastly improved
atmosphere of acceptance.”

Randi was prompted to come
out after seeing the film Milk:

“This declaration of mine was
prompted just last week by seeing an
excellent film — starring Sean Penn —
that told the story of politician Harvey
Milk, the first openly gay man to be
elected to public office in California. I'm
in excellent company: Barney Frank,
Oscar Wilde, Stephen Fry, Ellen
DeGeneres, Rachel Maddow, are just
a few of those who were in my thoughts
as | pressed the key that placed this on

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Massa Had ‘P attern’ Of Meeting
Gay Men

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - A scheduled lunch date with
a young male staffer from the office of
Congressman Barney Frank prompted
former Congressman Eric Massa's
chief of staff to report his boss to
Speaker of the House Nancy Pelosi in
October, the Washington Post reports.

Congressional sources told
the Post that the chief of staff Joe
Racalto was concerned that Massa, a
Democrat from New York, showed a
“pattern” of meeting with young gay
men.

According to a person briefed
on the call, Racalto was concerned
that the lunch followed a pattern by
Massa - who is married and has two
children - of trying to spend time alone
with young gay men with no ostensible
work purpose. Racalto, according to
this person, also alerted Frank’s chief

of staff. The sources spoke on the
condition of anonymity because of
the political sensitivity of the matter.”

The revelations suggest that
Democratic leadership was aware of
complaints about Massa longer than
previously acknowledged. Although
Massa resigned, Republicans want
to press the inquiry about his behav-
ior, as Democrats did with former
Congressman Mark Foley in 2006.
“GOP leaders cited as precedent the
committee’s 2006 decision to investi-
gate claims that Mark Foley, a Florida
Republican, sent sexually explicit
messages to former male pages.
The committee’s decision came after
Foley stepped down from Congress,”
the Post reported. “That inquiry also
examined how some House leaders
ignored claims about Foley's con-
duct while others tried to shield his
behavior from public disclosure.

Report Questions Excluding
Gays From Some Studies

BOSTON (Observer Update) - A
small but significant portion of medical
studies exclude gays from participating,
sometimes without an apparent scientific
reason, several cancer researchers say,
reported 365Gay.com.

In a letter in the New England
Journal of Medicine, three scientists from
the Fox Chase Cancer Center in Philadel-
phia cite several dozen studies requiring
a participant to be “in a reciprocal
relationship with a person of the opposite
sex.” There are legitimate scientific
reasons for excluding gays from certain
studies. Scientists would want only het-
erosexuals if they were studying how HIV
spreads during male-female sex, for
example.
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But the Fox Chase folks
found cases where the reason for
excluding gays is not clear: tests of a
drug for attention-deficit disorder, a
treatment for erection problems after
prostate cancer surgery, and studies
on sexual function related to diabe-
tes, depression and benign enlarge-
ment of the prostate as men age.

Brian Egleston, a biostatisti-
cian at Fox Chase, made the obser-
vation while overseeing enrollment of
patients into clinical trials at the
cancer center.

“When I first saw this, | thought
it was a fluke. The second time, |
thought I'd dig deeper,” he said.

Egleston and Roland
Dunbrack Jr., a biologist, and Dr.
Michael J. Hall, a medical oncologist,
did a spot check of a government
database of thousands of studies
and turned up more examples, most
of them private-industry trials.

Researchers seeking fed-
eral money for their work must explain
why a study excludes a group based
on gender, race or ethnicity, but no
explanation is needed for exclusion
based on sexual orientation, Egleston
said.

Exclusion can become self-
perpetuating: Researchers design-
ing a study often “cut and paste”

on a similar subject.

“It becomes the way it's
done,” and any bias gets repeated,
Egleston said.

Estimates of how much of the
U.S. population is gay or bisexual
vary widely; some polls have put it

around 4 percent.
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Florida Tax

Incentives For
Filmmakers
Exclude Gays

TALLAHASSEE (Observer Up-
date) - Florida lawmakers are con-
sidering incentives for films to be
made in the state - as long as they
follow “family friendly” guidelines.
The fine print for these incentives,
aimed at attracting the entertainment
industry effectively excludes any film
that might have gay characters,
reported 365Gylcom.

“Think of it as like Mayberry,”
state Rep. Stephen Precourt told the
Palm Beach Post referring to “The
Andy Griffin Show.” That's when |
grew up - in the ‘60s. That's what life
was like. | want Florida to be known
for making those kinds of movies:
Disney movies for kids and all that
stuff. Like it used to be. You know?”

Asked if gay characters
could get the tax incentives offered in
the $75 incentive package Republi-
cans are pushing through the state
House of Representatives, he told
the Post, “That would not be the kind
of thing I'd say that we want to invest
public dollars in.” But gay rights
groups point out that era of family
values doesn’t work today.

“Instituting 1950s-style movie
censorship does nothing to support
real-life families or help Florida’'s
struggling economy,” Ted Howard,
executive director for Organizations
United Together, a Florida statewide
federation of LGBT commuity groups,
told the Post.

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Ob-
server Update) - Out designer Jason
Wu's white chiffon gown worn by first
lady Michelle Obama to the inaugu-
ral balls will soon be on display at the
Smithsonian Institution.

Wu joined Mrs. Obama when
the first lady donated the gown,
covered in fabric petals and dotted
with beads. A new gallery for the
Smithsonian’s National Museum of
American History first ladies’ exhibit
will open Wednesday, showcasing
clothing representing first ladies from
Mamie Eisenhower to Mrs. Obama,
including ten inaugural gowns.

The full first ladies’ collection
consists of 24 dresses, including 12
inaugural gowns. The Smithsonian
has asked each first lady since 1912
to give the collection something that
represents her. While donating the
inaugural ball gown has become
tradition, it is not required..

Constance McMillen

JACKSON (Observer Update) -
Mississippi school officials defended
their decision to cancel a prom after a
lesbian student asked to attend with
another girl, saying it wasn't just the
request by Constance McMillen (pic-
tured) that led to the decision, but
many factors, reported advocate.com.

I[tawamba County school su-
perintendent Teresa McNeece and

school board chairman Eddie Hood
told a U.S. district court judge that
there were liability issues concerning
safety and alcohol abuse that made
them consider canceling the prom.
McNeece and Hood also said class-

room disruptions involving McMillen’s
request led to their ultimate decision,
though they didn't cite specific ex-
amples of disruption.

“We were being hounded every
day. Our students were being hounded,”
McNeece said. “We were having a
tough time of any bell-to-bell instruc-
tion.”

The American Civil Liberties
Union, which is arguing for McMillen and
her right to attend the prom wearing a
tuxedo and with a female student on her
arm, said the chaos didn’t begin until

after the school canceled the prom.

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New HIV Inf ections Incr easing
Among Interna tional U .S. Gays

NEW YORK (Observer Up-
date) - New HIV infections are
increasing among gays, drug users
and prostitutes who don’t seek help
because of laws that criminalize
them, the head of the U.N. AIDS
agency said, 365Gay.com reported.

Michel Sidibe, the head of
UNAIDS, said “it is unacceptable”
that 85 countries still have laws
criminalizing same-sex relations
among adults, including seven that
impose the death penalty for homo-
sexual practices. He called a pro-
posed Ugandan law that would
impose the death penalty for some
gays “very unfortunate” and ex-
pressed hope it will never be
approved.

At a time when UNAIDS is
scaling up its program and seeking
universal access to HIV treatment,
Sidibe said he was “very scared”
because bad laws are being intro-
duced by countries making it impos-
sible for these at risk groups to have
access to services. “You have also a
growing conservatism which is mak-
ing me very scared,” Sidibe added.
“We must insist that the rights of the
minorities are upheld. If we don’t do
that ... | think the epidemic will grow
again,” he warned. “We cannot
accept the tyranny of the majority.”

Sidibe told a group of jour-
nalists at a luncheon hosted by the
United Nations Foundation that in
countries from China to Kenya and
Malawi, about 33 percent of new HIV
infections are in men having sex with
men, a significant increase. By
contrast, he said that in the Carib-
bean where most countries don’t
have repressive laws, only between
3 and 6 percent of HIV infections are
in male homosexuals.

Even in the United States,
where laws are not restrictive and the
gay community was the first to tackle
AIDS, Sidibe said it is “shocking” that

more than 50 percent of new HIV
infections last year occurred among
homosexuals. And he said in the 19-
25 age bracket the infection rate was
even higher.

“It seems like we have come
full circle” in the United States, he
said. “After almost no cases a few
years ago we are seeing again this
new peak among people who are
not having access to all the informa-
tion, the protection that is needed.”

In addition to failing to ad-
equately deliver the right messages
about AIDS prevention, Sidibe
blamed complacency in a new
generation that has access to treat-
ment. He added that this was not just
a problem in the U.S. but in Europe
and in Africa as well. Sidibe said
drug users are also getting the HIV
virus that causes AIDS in high
numbers.

“You have 70 percent of new
infections occurring in Eastern Eu-
rope and Central Asia among drug
users, but they are criminalized,” he
said. “They don’'t have access to
services. They have to hide them-
selves and go underground.”

Of the 16 million people in
the world who are injecting drugs,
almost 3 million are HIV positive,
and among them less than 4 percent
have access to treatment and less
than 8 percent have access to
services, Sidibe said. “It's the same
for men having sex with men,” he
said.

In Nigeria, where there are
1,000 new HIV infections every day,
over 30 percent are in vulnerable
groups — drug users, sex workers
and homosexuals, he said. Sidibe
called for “a prevention revolution”
including a campaign in major cities
around the world like the anti-
smoking campaigns launched in

recent years.

NJ Gay Marriage Battle Bac k
In Court

TRENTON (Observer Update)
- Gay couples who sued New Jersey
for the right to marry once before are
taking their case back to court.

Six couples plus the surviv-
ing partner from a seventh filed a
motion Thursday claiming the state
continues to discriminate against
them even though it offers civil unions
to same-sex couples.

The original suit, filed in

2002, resulted in a 2006 New Jersey
Supreme Court decision that came one
vote short of requiring the state to
legalize gay matrimony. After an effort
legalize gay

to get lawmakers to
marriage, the effort fizzled out.

Opponents say that there’s no
constitutional right for gay couples to
wed and that civil unions are working.
Gay marriage is legal in Connecticut,
lowa, Massachusetts, New Hampshire

and Vermont.
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
