General: Gays Would Get T heir
Own Rooms

WASHINGTON, D.C. - The Ma-
rine Corps’ commandant says he won'’t
force his troops to bunk with gays on
base and would give them separate
rooms if Congress votes to allow
openly gay service, according to the
Associated Press.

The comment, by Gen. James
Conway is the latest pushback by a
small but vocal faction of senior military
leaders opposed to a repeal of the
1993 law - “don’t ask, don't tell.!”

President Obama says the
ban is unfair, and Defense Secretary
Robert Gates has launched a lengthy
study to determine how to allow gays to
serve openly without hurting military
effectiveness.

Among the questions to be
answered is whether changes to hous-
ing policies would even be necessary.

Conway, a known opponent of
repealing the law, suggested in an
interview published Friday by
Military.com that he already knows it
would be a logistical hurdle. On base.,
Marines typically bunk two to a room.

“I Would not ask our Marines to
live with someone who is homosexual if
we can possibly avoid it,” he said. “And
to me that means we have to build
BEQs (bachelor enlisted quarters) and
have single rooms,” he said.

Conway'’s remarks foreshadow
the rocky political debate ahead.
Gates has asked lawmakers to keep
troops “out of the political dimension” of
the issue, but some uniformed officers
are willingly jumping in.

Earlier this month, a three-star
Army general called on troops to
“speak up” against allowing gays to
serve openly.

Lt. Gen. Benjamin Mixon, who
heads Army forces for the U.S. Pacific
Command, was publicly admonished
by Gates and Chairman of the joint
Chiefs of Staff Adm. Mike Mullen for
using his rank to advocate a political
position and challenge the president.

“There’s an opportunity in this
process for everyone from junior to
senior” to have an opportunity to
comment, Mullen said.

Groups To
Appeal R uling
On Gay
Marriage

SAN FRANCISCO (Observer Up-
date) - Two civil rights groups have
notified a federal judge that they intend
to appeal his decision requiring them to
surrender internal documents from their
campaign against California’s same-
sex marriage ban.

The American Civil Liberties
Union and Equality California notified
U.S. District Judge Vaughn Walker
while asking him to temporarily sus-
pend his order.

Walker ruled that lawyers for
the sponsors of Proposition 8, the 2008
ballot measure that stopped gay
marriage, are entitled to review the
material because the ban is now the
subject of a constitutional challenge in
his court.

How Social Media Is
Changing L GBT Activism

NEW YORK (Observer Update)
- Greg Porter checked his Twitter
messages one recent morning and
found a very hateful message.

The day before, Porter
posted a tweet on his @MU_gay_prof
Twitter account asking “#gay why
can’'t we give blood?” with a link to a
column on the outdated Red Cross
policy that bans gay men from giving
blood. The response came the next
day. An account for “Ricky Joaquin,”
who appears to be a Brooklyn
resident, tweeted “because we don't
want your fag blood.”

Porter was angry. He was
hurt. The 61-year-old former mass
communication professor at
Marquette University used social
media to respond. He knew a
“teaching moment” when he saw one.

“Within seconds, though, my
anger turned to sorrow regarding the
circle of bigotry,” he wrote in a blog
about the incident. The link he posted
in his response was retweeted sev-
eral times, exponentially increasing
the number of people it reached with
each retweet.

“l haven't sent this person a
[direct message] yet, but | want to
thank him for the inspiration and give
him a link,” said Porter.

Porter’s story is just one way
the LGBT community is using social
media to further gay rights causes,
fight homophobia and promote edu-
cation. Between blogs, Twitter,
Facebook and YouTube, activists
are using the power of social media to
increase the reach of their advocacy
messages.

Indeed, social media is the
place to be — a survey found that 69
percent of women 17-25 rate
Facebook as their favorite site; for
men in the same age group, 56
percent called it their favorite site. In
all, more than 400 million people use
Facebook. This week, industry data
showed Facebook generates more
hits than Google.

“Social media has had a
tremendous impact on all advocacy,
for better or worse,” said Sree
Sreenivasan, a dean at Columbia
University’'s School of Journalism
where he teaches a course in social
media. “If you are smart, you can use it
to amplify audiences, to raise more
money.”

Last year, The National Gay
and Lesbian Task Force hired Sarah
Kennedy just to handle social media
for the nonprofit organization. As the
interactive media coordinator,
Kennedy exchanges tweets daily with

the more than 3,000 followers of the
Task Force’s twitter account. And the
group’s more than 8,000 Facebook
friends see her news posts daily.

“I believe that is the number
one key to social media. That it is
social. In the past, organizations have
sent out newsletters to inform them
about their work,” Kennedy said. Now
there are tweets, posts, blogs and
videos to spread the message.
“Before LGBT groups had social
media, there wasn't always that level
ofinformation.”

Sreenivasan agrees that
some people forget the social aspect.
“They use it to broadcast instead of
listen,” He said. “They use it to point to
themselves instead of to point at
something interesting about them.” He
stresses the need for listening to what
others say and encouraging an open
dialogue.

A new type of social media
that is gaining traction is mobile
fundraising — highlighted by the suc-
cess of texting donations to earth-
quake-ravaged Haiti, which raised
millions in just a few days. The
National Gay and Leshian Task
Force is using a similar technology for
raising awareness about its Queer the
Census campaign. Recent Twitter
and Facebook messages urged
people to “Text ‘Count’ to 69866 to
order your free Queer the Census
sticker!”

For smaller state-based or-
ganizations such as New York's
Empire State Pride Agenda, the cost
of mobile fundraising is too expen-
sive. But networking on social media
sites including Facebook and Twitter
is connecting the group with individu-
als across the state. “When we call on
our members to do something, it's
amazing how quickly they can mobi-
lize,” said Stephanie Bergen, the
organization’s communications coor-
dinator.

“With people on Facebook
and Twitter, they many seem more
passive but its easier to reach out than
ever,” she said. “They are building
these huge social networks online
and we find that does translate [to gay
rights activism].”

Sometimes the old way is
best (or at least as good)

Pride Agenda also finds that
phone banking events are a low-tech
social media tool that still has a place
in the gay rights fight. At a recent
evening in the Pride Agenda office,
about a dozen volunteers sat in
individual cubicles, dialing constitu-

‘I'm Gay’

NEW YORK (Observer Update) -
After years of refusing to discuss his
personal life, Ricky Martin confirmed
Monday in a blog post on his website
that he is gay, advocate.com reported.
The singer wrote in a blog post about
his forthcoming memoirs: “l am proud to
say that | am a fortunate homosexual
man. | am very blessed to be who | am.”

Martin writes in the post: “A few
months ago | decided to write my
memoirs, a project | knew was going to
bring me closer to an amazing turning
pointin my life. From the moment | wrote
the first phrase | was sure the book was
the tool that was going to help me free
myself from things | was carrying within
me for a long time. Things that were too
heavy for me to keep inside. Writing
this account of my life, | got very close
to my truth. And this is something worth
celebrating.”

The singer’s personal life has
long been the subject of rumors, many
of which were addressed by The
Advocatein a cover story in July, 1999.
Earlier this year, Barbara Walters told
Toronto newspaper The Star her one
regret as an interviewer was pressuring
Martin to come out of the closet. “A lot of
people say that destroyed his career,
and when | think back on it now | feel it
was an inappropriate question.”

The singer has been out of the
public eye in recent years, focusing his
energies on raising his twin boys,
Matteo and Valentino. Martin’s mem-
oirs and a new album are due later this

Equality Non-Discrimination Act, a bill
that proposes to protect transgender
individuals from discrimination in hous-
ing, employment, credit and education.

Caprice Bellefleur, who identi-
fies as mixed-gender, sat in one of the
cubicles, a phone attached to her ear
and alistin front of her. She called Long
Island residents in State Sen. Ken
LaValle’s district to discuss support for
gender equality protections in New
York.

Her voice was chipper as she
read the script. “I'm calling because
you are a constituent of Sen. LaValle.
Sen. LaValle needs to hear from his
constituents regarding the Gender
Equality Non-Discrimination Act. | need
you to call Sen. LaValle and tell him to
support GENDA.” She smiled when the
man on the other end of the call
agreed.

Hanging up the phone, she
said, “He said he’d call tonight.” She
made a notation for each person who
agreed to call the senator. She also
noted when a voicemail is left or
whether a call back is necessary. It's
all a familiar part of the phone banking
ritual for which Bellefleur is a veteran.

Bellefleur is a strong believer
in grass roots activism — and she finds
phone banking a very effective tool.
“Obviously, politicians don’t get too far
going against the will of their constitu-
ents,” she said. “Phone banking does
make a difference.”

Whether it's through high-
tech strategies or low-tech tools,
social media is changing the nature
of activism.

“It's all about having a plan
about new technology rather than
jumping down rabbit holes,” said
Sreenivasan. “You have to do every-
thing you did before. This is some-

thing you need to add into the mix.”
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Gay Divorce Denied

PHILADELPHIA (Observer Up-
date) - Carole Ann Kern and Robin
Lynn Taney, a lesbian couple who wed
in Massachusetts in 2009, filed for
divorce recently in Pennsylvania.
Berks County Common Pleas Court
Judge Scott E. Lash denied the
divorce based on the fact that Pennsyl-
vania does not recognize the marriage
in the first place. The couple would
have filed back in Massachusetts
where the same-sex marriage was
granted, but there is a one year
residency requirement for filing for
divorce there. The couple’s only
recourse at this point is to have the
court declare their marriage void.

The judge’s opinion in this
case as reported by Law.com says
that Pennsylvania’s law "represents a
reasonable protection and a proper

and lawful exercise of the police power
of the Commonwealth, which is avail-
able to preserve the public health,
safety, welfare, and morals of its
citizens.”

This is not the first time that
same-sex divorce has come up. Other
couples who were married in Massa-
chusetts have been seeking divorces
in their home states for a few years
already.

Angelique Naylor and Sabina
Daly were married in Massachusetts in
2004 and recently filed for divorce in
Texas. Naylor and Daly have a four
year old son. The question of voiding
the marriage came up in the Texas
court as well, but District Judge Scott
Jenkins granted the divorce citing the
full faith and credit clause of the U.S.
Constitution.
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German Leader To Open Gay

eighth Gay Games, held this year in Cologne, Germany.

“We are so pleased to have found such a prominent advocate. With his
commitment, Dr. Guido Westerwelle sends an important signal for more toler-
ance and acceptance of gays and leshians in our society,” said Annete
Wachter, chief executive officer of Gay Games Cologne, said in a statement.

The Gay Games are expected to attract 12,000 athletes from 70 coun-
tries. At least 34,000 spectators are expected to watch the opening ceremonies.

The goal of the Gay Games is to foster tolerance for the LGBT community.

Florida Lawmakers Drop
Gay Exclusion In Film Bill

TALLAHASSEE, FL (Observer Update) - The Florida Legislature
removed language from proposed tax credit bills that provided incentives for
filmmakers only if they avoided depictions of “nontraditional family values.”

The original bills provided tax credits for films that excluded scenes
with gays, lesbians and even single-parents. Legislative committees removed
the language this week from both the Senate and House versions of the
legislation.

Florida Together, a coalition of more than 80 organizations in the state
that support equality, led the fight to remove the discriminatory “nontraditional
family values” language from the bills.

“We support bringing film jobs to Florida,” Georg Ketelhohn, chair of
Florida Together, in a statement. “We just don’t think literally paying someone
to reinforce negative stereotypes is good public policy.”

“I am proud the Legislature saw the difference between creating jobs
in Florida and rewarding discrimination. Florida Together did good work
keeping this issue in the spotlight and working with us to fix it,” said Senator

David Aronberg, in Florida Together's news release.

Imagine No

Imagine an America where an
openly lesbian Navy officer is specifi-
cally reached out to by her ship’s
commanding officer to ensure she
knows she’s welcome to bring the
guest of her choice to a party at his
home, just like her shipmates. The
lesbian officer brings her partner. And
they’re warmly greeted by the ship’s
commander and his wife. The lesbian
couple comfortably mingles with the
spouses and dates of the rest of the
crew. In fact, the lesbian officer feels so
overjoyed by the evening that she later
recalls: “We were the life of the party! It
was very normal. My shipmates were
very supportive of me.”

A John Lennon-esque utopian
dream? Something far, far away?
Hardly. This was the real-life experi-
ence of Jenny L. Kopfstein, a Naval
Academy graduate who served openly
in the Navy for more than two years
before she was discharged as a
lieutenant junior grade. Before coming
out on the USS Shiloh, she had been
upset by the conflict between the self-
protective lies and half-truths required
by “don’t ask, don't tell” and the core
Navy values of honesty and integrity.
After coming out, as she told the
Senate Armed Services Committee on
March 18, she won medals, a ship-
handling contest, and the respect and
support of her shipmates. Her two
commanding officers testified — futilely
— against her being discharged for
being openly gay.

“I had come out in my letter
officially, and | came out slowly over
time to my shipmates,” she told
senators. “l expected negative re-
sponses. | got none. “My open service
had a positive impact on the ship’s
morale. | was able to treat my
shipmates like human beings, and we
could interact on a personal level,” she
said, asking to be allowed to return to

duty.

Kopfstein offered senators a
peek into how being open can boost a
military unit's cohesion and morale.
Senators got a different peek — into the
ugly side of the policy — from Michael
D. Almy, a decorated Air Force major:
Discharge proceedings started
against him after his personal e-mails,
sent while serving in Iraq, were read
during a routine search. That resulted
in a commanding officer ordering an in-
depth search of his e-mails to see
whether he violated “don’t ask.”

Almy endured 16 “devastat-
ing” months as the military worked its
way toward his ouster. In the end, he
received half of what his severance
pay would have been under normal
circumstances. And, in what he de-
scribed as a “final insult,” he was
escorted off his base by military police
“as if | were a common criminal.” He
told senators: “My greatest desire now
is to return to the Air Force as an officer
and a leader protecting the freedoms
of a nation that | love, freedoms that |
myself was not allowed to enjoy while |
was serving in the military. This is my
calling in life. | hope that you will allow
this to happen.”

The duo’s riveting testimony
underscored the disgrace of this
policy, which requires uniformed gays
to stay closeted and celibate. Other
recent pressure for change:

OKLAHOMA CITY (Observer
Update) - Lawmakers in Oklahoma
thought they'd figured out a way to
exempt the state from enforcing the
Matthew Shepard and James Byrd
Act, which added protections based
on sexual orientation and gender
identity to the federal hate crimes act.
But thanks to “a legislative error,” the
Oklahoma senate has instead passed
a bill that sidesteps protections based
on race and religion, reported
advocate.com.

Senate Bill 1965, passed on
March 10, states that local enforce-
ment agencies should not enforce any
sections of federal law listed under
Title 18 U.S. Code Section 245 unless
they are already covered by state law.
But it's Section 249, not 245, where
sexual orientation and gender identity
protections are listed. Section 245
outlines protections based on race
and religion.

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Disc harging Gays To Draw More Scrutiny In

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer

Update) - Discharging a gay person for
violating the military’s “don’t ask, don't

tell” policy will draw unprecedented

scrutiny under new orders from Defense
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Military
Secretary Robert Gates, who is
already pushing to repeal the ban

on gays serving openly in the U.S.
military.

Guidelines call for testimony
from third parties to be given under
oath. The discharge of enlisted
personnel must be approved by
officers who hold a rank equivalent
to a one-star general or above,
according to military and defense
officials familiar with the plan. They
spoke on condition of anonymity
ahead of the announcement. The
goal is to ensure that the law is
applied fairly and consistently
across the military and that flimsy
testimony from third parties is
eliminated, the officials said. The
plan is considered a stopgap
measure until Congress decides
whether to repeal the 1993 law.

President Barack Obama
has said the ban unfairly punishes
gays and has called on Congress to
lift it. Gates agrees but says he
wants to move slowly and has
ordered an internal assessment,
due Dec. 1, on how the Defense
Department could lift the ban without
damaging morale or hurting recruit-
ment.

In the meantime, Gates has
said he wants to find ways to imple-
ment the law more “humanely” and
prevent cases in which gay service
members are outed by someone
carrying a grudge.

Gay rights groups say the
plan to require high-level scrutiny for

discharges under “don’t ask, don’t
tell” is a step in the right direction but
add that Congress must still act to lift
the ban. “Service members would
still be leaving the services under
‘don’t ask, don't tell’ every day, so
what we need is repeal,” said
Aubrey Sarvis, executive director,
Servicemembers Legal Defense
Fund.

Military officials, Republi-
cans and even some conservative
Democrats have been reluctant to
embrace the change. They say they
support Gates’ review of the policy
but that no changes should be
made if they might hurt military
effectiveness.

Sen. Carl Levin, D-Mich.,
chairman of the Senate Armed
Services Committee, and other
Democrats say the time has come
to repeal the ban and have called
for an immediate moratorium on
dismissals.

Nathaniel Frank, a senior
research fellow with the Palm
Center, which supports a repeal of
the ban, said it is unclear how much
of an impact the new guidelines
would have because regulations
already restrict third-party allega-
tions.

“Anything that continues to
allow the discharge of
servicemembers for something that
research shows has no bearing on
military effectiveness will not go far

enough,” Frank said.
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LGBT Seniors More Likely To
Be Poor, Isolated

NEW YORK (Observer Update) - A new report from Movement Advance-
ment Project sheds light on stereotypes of senior members of the LGBT com-
munity.

The report finds “LGBT elders are more likely to live in poverty, face
social and community isolation, and lack appropriate health care and long-term
care” according to a news release on the group’s Web site.

The report, called the first major collaboration between LGBT groups
and advocates of the elderly, provides a road map for advocates to help
seniors age. The report includes input from Services & Advocacy for Gay,
Lesbian, Bisexual & Transgender Elders, American Society on Aging, National
Senior Citizens Law Center, Center for American Progress and AARP.

“Most Americans already face challenges as they age, but LGBT older
adults have the added burden of a lifetime of stigma; familial relationships that
generally lack legal recognition under the law; and unequal treatment under
laws, programs and services designed to support and protect older Ameri-

cans,” the release said.

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Would Partners Of Gay Troops
Get Benef its Too?

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - If gay service members are
allowed to serve openly, the military will
face another tough question: Should gay
partners be entitled to military benefits?

Momentum appears to be
building for ending the ban on gays in
the military. New rules ordered by
Defense Secretary Robert Gates make
it harder to discharge men and women
under the policy known as “don’t ask,
don't tell.” His decision is intended as a
stopgap measure as Congress weighs
whether to go along with President
Barack Obama'’s request to repeal the
law.

Since the draft ended in 1973,
spousal benefits have increasingly
been used as an incentive to recruit and
retain an effective force. Today, more
than half of all troops sport a wedding
ring.

Benefits for married service
members include college tuition for a
spouse and the right of a spouse to be
at a wounded service member’s bed-
side. Spouses also have access to
military health care and commissaries
worldwide, and married service mem-
bers receive better housing and even
extra pay when they go to war.

The ticket to qualifying for those
benefits is a marriage certificate.
Heterosexual couples have a choice
whether to marry, but same-sex mar-
riages are legal in only five states and
Washington, D.C. Whether same-sex
partnerships would be recognized by
the military and what benefits might be
afforded gay couples would become
issues if the ban were lifted. Already,
Gates has included the issue of benefits
in a review of how to lift the repeal, which
is due Dec. 1.

Repealing the ban without
offering same-sex partner benefits
would be like telling gay service mem-
bers they are equal but not giving them
all the advantages of service, said
Tiffany Belle, 33, of Long Beach, Calif., a
lesbian and former sailor. “You're
basically letting us be free being
ourselves in the military, but then you're
not letting us reap the benefits.”

The 1996 Defense of Marriage
Act prohibits the federal government
from recognizing same-sex marriages.
Nathaniel Frank, a senior research
fellow at the Palm Center at the Univer-
sity of California, Santa Barbara, said it's
unrealistic to think the military would be
out front of the rest of the government in
offering benefits to unmarried partners.

“They don't do it for straight
people, and they’re very unlikely to do it
for gay people,” Frank said.

But, in addition to repealing
“don’t ask, don't tell,” Obama has called
for getting rid of the Defense of Marriage
Act and has moved to extend some
federal benefits to same-sex partners.

Obama has approved small
changes in benefits available to same-
sex couples who work for the federal
government, such as visitation and
dependent-care rights. The State
Department extended benefits to gay
diplomats, such as the right for their
domestic partners to hold diplomatic
passports and for paid travel to and
from foreign posts.

Larry Korb, a senior fellow
at the Democratic-led Center for
American Progress, who served as
an assistant secretary of defense in
the early 1980s, said what the
military would have to work through
is similar to what the State Depart-
ment and some federal agencies
have done.

“My own personal view is
that if they want to make it happen,
they can,” Korb said.

U.S. military officials are
concerned that recruitment might
suffer if they open the door to gay
service members and their families.
They worry that the Southern,
Christian base from which the
military relies heavily to fill its ranks
will resist the change.

But if they don’t adequately
address the benefits issue, it could
lead to gay service members
leaving the military because there’s
no provision for caring for their
families, said Ryan Gallucci, a
spokesman for the veterans group
AMVETS.

“They won't be on equal
footing as their heterosexual
counterparts,” Gallucci said.

Some repeal proponents
say that lifting the ban should be the
focus, not the what ifs related to
benefits. They say discussions
about whether the Pentagon would
recognize gay troops’ partners
aren’t relevant now.

“Let’s get rid of the ban first
and then look at those issues,” said
Kevin Nix, a spokesman for the
Servicemembers Legal Defense
Network, which seeks to repeal the
law.

Frank, who has written a
book about the policy, said oppo-
nents of repeal use a “thorny
questions” strategy to make the
process of lifting the ban seem far
more complicated than it is by
bringing up issues like benefits.

One former service member
who is watching the debate is
Melanie Costa, 34, of Franklin,
Mass. The Iraq veteran said she left
the military after four years in the
Marines and six in the Army Re-
serves so she could marry a
woman in Massachusetts, where
gay marriage is legal. She said if
the repeal is dropped she’ll re-enlist
— if her wife gets benefits.

“If | got deployed, and she
wasn't able to get all the benefits as
another married couple, there’s not

really a point,” Costa said.
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Minister Faces Sanction
For Legal Marriages

Rev. Jane Spahr

SAN FRANCISCO (Observer Update) - For the second time in four
years, the Reverend Jane Spahr, a retired Presbyterian minister, faces
charges that she broke church law by marrying same-sex couples, reported
advocate.com.

The difference this time, however, is that the 67-year-old Spahr, who
lives in San Francisco, could be disciplined for performing legal marriages,
as the 16 couples were wed during the five months in 2008 when same-sex
marriages were legal in California.

“Trying to sanction a minister for performing marriages...is unprec-
edented,” Spahr’s attorney, Scott Clark, tells the Santa Rosa, Calif., Press
Democrat. But JoAn Blackstone, the prosecutor in the case, which gets
under way in August or September, said California law is immaterial. Legal

or not, same-sex marriages are “expressly prohibited,” by the church.

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Firefighter Bias Suit Appealed

LOS ANGELES (Observer Up-
date) - A California appeals court
overturned a lower court’s decision
to award a black lesbian firefighter
$6.2 million after she was allegedly
forced out of her job with the Los
Angeles Fire Department,
advocate.com reported.

The second district court of
appeal sided with Los Angeles city
attorneys who argued that Brenda
Lee did not exhaust all administrative
remedies to keep her job, according
to the Los Angeles Times. Her case
has been remanded to the Los
Angeles superior court for reconsid-
eration. According to the Associated
Press, Lee claimed her superiors

made derogatory comments to her and
required her to do grueling drills without
proper safety precautions. She also
said that someone urinated in her
mouthwash.

Even though she reported the
harassment, authorities reportedly re-
fused to transfer her. She was eventu-
ally terminated in 2005, the AP reports.
The Equal Employment Opportunity
Commission concluded in 2007 that
there was sufficient evidence to sup-
port her claims. Lee's $6.2 million
settlement was the biggest in a group
of similar cases against the Los
Angeles Fire Department alleging
racial, gender, and sexual orientation
discrimination. In total, the city has

doled out more than $15 million.

Gay Couple Wins
Birth Certificate Ruling

NEW ORLEANS (Observer Up-
date) - A federal appeals court ruled
Thursday that Louisiana mustissue a
gay couple in San Diego a birth
certificate for their adopted son that
includes both fathers’ names.

According to The San Diego
Union-Tribune, the fifth U.S. circuit
court of appeals in New Orleans
ordered the state registrar to issue a
new birth certificate to Oren Adar and
Mickey Ray Smith. The registrar had
refused to do so. Their child was born
in Louisiana in 2005, and Adar and
Smith, who lived in Connecticut at the

time, adopted the boy in New York in
2006. They sued in 2007 after the
registrar declined to issue the birth
certificate with both their names on it.

“Yesterday’s unanimous ruling
by a three-judge panel upheld a lower-
courtruling,” reports the Union-Tribune.
“The judges said state law requires the
registrar to list both adoptive parents’
names and said the official was
violating the Full Faith and Credit
Clause of the U.S. Constitution by
refusing to honor an out-of-state adop-
tion, even if the adoption wouldn’'t have
been granted to the same-sex couple

under Louisiana law.”

Taking A Stand On
Lesbian Appointee

WASHINGTON, DC (Observer
Update) - President Obama took
advantage of the congressional
recess and installed 15 nominees
whose appointments had been
stalled by the Senate, The New York
Times reports.

Among the 15 is Georgetown
law professor Chai Feldblum, a
lesbian, who will serve on the five-
member Equal Employment Oppor-
tunity Commission.

The nominees, who are ex-
pected to begin work next week, will
be able to serve without Senate
confirmation until the end of 2011.

“The United States Senate has
the responsibility to approve or disap-
prove my nominees,” Obama said in a
statement. “But if, in the interest of
scoring political points, Republicans in
the Senate refuse to exercise that
responsibility, | must act in the interest
of the American people and exercise
my authority to fill these positions on an
interim basis.”
