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WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - Secretary of the Army John
McHugh has taken back his assertion
that a de facto moratorium on dis-
charging gay troops from the military
was in effect. McHugh said he had
been mistaken, reported On Top
Magazine.

The military’s gay ban on
open service “remains the law of the
land,” McHugh said in a statement.
The 1993 law, known as “don’t ask,
don’t tell,” prescribes discharge for
gay men and lesbians who do not
remain celibate or closeted. Speak-
ing to reporters the day before,
McHugh suggested there was a de
facto moratorium on firing gay troops
from the military when he said he
would not dismiss soldiers who had
told him they were gay.

“I was incorrect when I stated
that [Defense] Secretary [Robert]
Gates had placed a moratorium on
discharges of homosexual service-
members,” he said. “There is no
moratorium of the law and neither
Secretary Gates nor I would support
one.”

He added that last week’s
softening of the guidelines under the
existing law does not “in any way
create a moratorium of the law.”

McHugh, a former Republi-
can lawmaker who was appointed by
President Obama, said that moving
against gay soldiers who had re-
vealed their sexuality to him in the
course of discussing upcoming policy
changes would be “counter produc-
tive.” But he reversed course the next
day.

“I might better have coun-
seled them that statements about their
sexual orientation could not be treated
as confidential and could result in their
separation under the law,” he said.

McHugh, however, added that
he was “unable to identify these
soldiers and I am not I a position to
formally pursue the matter.”

Gates has ordered a year-
long review on how best to implement
changes should Congress repeal the
law. McHugh said a third party would
likely be used to solicit the views of
gay troops.

“The working group is likely to
utilize a third party from outside of the
department to solicit these views so
soldiers can speak candidly and
without fear of separation,” he said. “I
urge every soldier to share his or her
views and suggestions on this impor-
tant issue through this channel,” he
added.

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - NEW YORK — With strong
backing from the Census Bureau, gay-
rights activists are urging maximum
participation by their community in the
first U.S. census that will tally same-sex
couples who say they’re married – even
those without a marriage license,
reported the AP on Huffington Post.

The move has drawn fire from
conservatives, who complain that it’s
another step toward redefining mar-
riage. For the first time, the bureau has
deployed a team of professional field
workers – about two-dozen strong – to
reach out to gays and lesbians. On
Monday, the bureau unveiled its first
public-service videos encouraging gay
Americans to mail in their census forms.

“What I tell folks in the bureau is
that this is a powerful, important part of
American society,” said Tim Olson, a
Census Bureau assistant division chief
helping to oversee the campaign.

“We have to reach out and
engage this part of the population.
Anything less than that is a failure,” he
said.

Only the District of Columbia
and five states – Massachusetts, Con-
necticut, New Hampshire, Vermont and
Iowa – have legalized gay marriages,
starting with Massachusetts in 2004. But
the Census Bureau says same-sex
couples in any state who consider
themselves spouses should feel free to
check the “husband” or “wife” boxes on
the census form, rather than “unmarried
partner.”

The bureau’s willingness to
count gay marriages – despite a
federal law that denies legal recogni-
tion to any of them – has been hailed as
a historic milestone by gay-rights
leaders.  “It’s humongous,” said Jaime
Grant, director of the National Gay and
Lesbian Task Force’s Policy Institute.

“Our opponents are rightfully
concerned, because it does lend an air
of legitimacy to our marriages,” Grant
said. “It’s another way of weaving us
into the fabric instead of continuing to
see as outsiders.”

Olson also stressed the confi-
dentiality of the census – insisting, for
example, that gay members of the
military should have no fear about
identifying themselves as part of a
same-sex union, even though the “don’t
ask, don’t tell” policy forbids gay
service members from being open
about their sexual orientation.

The census forms do not
inquire directly about sexual orienta-
tion, and some gay-rights activists
have complained that this means
single gays – as opposed to those with
live-in spouses and partners – have no

means of gaining collective represen-
tation through the census.

Olson said an act of Congress
would be needed to add a sexual
orientation question to the form, and
some activists are already planning a
campaign to achieve that. In a first step,
a campaign called “Queering the
Census,” activists are distributing stick-
ers for gays and lesbians to attach to
this year’s forms on which they can
identify themselves as gay, lesbian,
transgender or bisexual.

In the previous census, in 2000,
the Census Bureau tallied 600,000
same-sex couples who were cohabit-
ing across the country. In initial planning
for the 2010 census, federal officials
indicated that same-sex married
couples would be tallied as unmarried
partners who lived together, not as
wedded spouses. But those plans were
changed in part because of intensive
lobbying by gay-rights groups.

“We pushed for that change
because we want to be seen and heard
and represented as part of our country,”
Christine Quinn, the openly gay speaker
of the New York City Council, told a
news conference.

“It sets the stage for our work
over the next 10 years – to get sexual
orientation added to the form so all of us
can be represented, married or not,”
she said.

Also at the news conference
were actor George Takei, a former
member of the TV cast of “Star Trek,”
and his husband, Brad Altman, who
married in California in 2008 when
same-sex marriage briefly was legal
there.

“We pay taxes, we vote, we
serve in the military and yet we don’t
have equality,” Takei said. “To get that
equality, it’s very important for us to be
identified. This is what the census is
going to do.”

The couple were the stars of
one of the public-service videos shown
at the news conference – in which Takei
wore his “Star Trek” uniform, and
Altman wore a tinfoil space alien hat.

“It doesn’t matter whether you
have a legal marriage license or not,”
Takei said in the ad. “It only matters if
you consider yourself married.”

One of the new ads featured
Glenn Magpantay, a Filipino-American
attorney, along with the African-Ameri-
can son, Malcolm, whom he and his
partner have adopted.

“I’m papa, my partner is daddy,”
Magpantay said in the ad. “We’re really
proud to be counted in this census.”
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SALT LAKE CITY (Observer
Update) - In a first for Utah, an
ordinance protecting gays from dis-
crimination in housing and employ-
ment took effect in Salt Lake City on
Friday (April 2)

Salt Lake City’s Democratic
mayor Ralph Becker attended a
ceremony on Friday to celebrate the
new law. Becker was joined by John
Bennett, the gay nephew of Utah
junior senator Bob Bennett.

“This is truly a good Friday,”
Bennett, said, according to the Asso-
ciated Press. “Today I’m ecstatic.”

Gay rights advocates are
pushing for similar gay protections in
10 other Utah cities or counties.

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SACRAMENTO (Observer Up-
date) - A California assembly mem-
ber has written an article for The Los
Angeles Times about an outdated
law on the book in the state requiring
health experts to find a cure for
homosexuality, reported
advocate.com.

Bonnie Lowenthal writes: “This
60-year-old relic was not some gay-
baiting prelude to the McCarthy era. It
came, rather, in response to public
outcry over sex crimes in California,
specifically the molestation-murder of
a 6-year-old Los Angeles girl. The
murderer was not a gay man. There

was no connection between the
crime and homosexuality at all.

“Even so, before the dust
had settled, well-meaning California
legislators passed a law that not only
required health officials to seek “the
causes and cures of homosexuality”
but likened people who are gay to
child molesters. Amazingly, it’s still
on the books.”

Lowenthal is the author of
Assembly Bill 2199, which seeks to
overturn the dated law and faces its
first hearing before the Public Safety
Committee.

NEW YORK (Observer Update) -
Various news sources are reporting that
Constance McMillen was invited to a
“fake” prom on Friday night while the
majority of her peers partied at a secret
location, advocate.com reported.

McMillen hasn’t been able to
confirm the rumors, which derived from a
Mississippi blog that has since crashed.
Blogs including Towleroad and
PerezHilton have since picked up the
story. The prom that McMillen and her
date attended on Friday, held at a
country club in Fulton, Miss., was
sparsely attended, according to Chris
Hampton of the American Civil Liberties
Union.

“We don’t know whether it was a
fake prom or not; McMillen and her date
got there and most of the people

chaperoning the prom appeared to
be school staff and there were only
seven other students from her school
there,” Hampton says. “We’ve heard
rumors [that another prom was being
held at another location] but we’re
trying to find out.”

In March, after the Itawamba
County School District refused to
allow McMillen to bring a female date
to the prom, the district canceled the
event altogether. McMillen and her
lawyers from the ACLU challenged
that decision in court, and a judge
ruled the district could not refuse
McMillen and her date. The judge
declined to force the school district to
hold the prom because a parent-
sponsored, private prom was being
organized — and the understanding
was that McMillen and her date were

invited to that event. But Hampton says
McMillen was never invited and orga-
nizers made it very difficult for her to find
information on the time and location.

That prom was later mysteri-

ously canceled, with the Friday night
event at the country club replacing it.
Now it’s unclear whether that event
was a red herring. McMillen is ex-
pected to speak to media at the end of
her school day.

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - A North Miami family at the
center of a historic court case about
Florida’s ban on gay adoptions at-
tended the White House Easter Egg
Roll, reported the Huffington Post.

Frank Martin Gill, his partner,
and their three children were invited by
the White House to participate in the
tradition.  For more than five years, Gill
and his partner have raised two half
brothers who were taken from their
abusive birth parents. A Florida judge
approved the couple’s 2008 adoption
of the brothers, ruling that Florida’s ban
on gay adoptions was unconstitutional.
But the state appealed that decision
and the family is awaiting a ruling from
Florida’s Third Court of Appeals.

Gill told Miami’s WTVJ that
the invitation to the White House was
“extremely gratifying” and that he saw
it as evidence that the Obama admin-
istration does not discriminate. “Invit-
ing us knowing that we are plaintiffs in
this lawsuit, I think, yeah, it’s a pretty
strong statement.” Florida’s 1977 law
against gay adoptions is only law in
the country that is an outright bans gay
and lesbian parents from adopting,
according to The Advocate.

In 2009, the White House sent
tickets to the event to gay, lesbian,
bisexual, and transgendered families.

Latin pop star Ricky Martin’s formal
announcement last week that he is a
“fortunate homosexual man” came as a
surprise to few, and, in fact, provided a
celebratory “I knew it!” moment for the
sizable swath of humanity that revels in
sexuality speculation, reported the
Chicago Tribune.

There have, it seems, always
been celebrities — or friends or co-
workers, or aunts or uncles — that we
know, in our heart of hearts, are gay or
lesbian. They just refuse to admit it,
fueling our curiosity with a stubborn-
ness grounded in fear of being dis-
criminated against or damaging an
established career.

But research shows that
people who remain in what’s known as
“the glass closet” are fooling only a
small slice of the populace, and that
human beings have a staggeringly
good ability to judge sexual orienta-
tion.

“We’ve found that ‘gaydar’ has
quite a bit, if not perfect, accuracy,” said
J. Michael Bailey, a Northwestern
University psychology professor who
has researched people’s ability to
guess other people’s sexuality. “We’ve
done studies where we’ve brought
people into the lab, videotaped them
describing the weather in Chicago, and
then brought in other people to watch
the video and judge them. And they’re
almost always right.”

In a 2008 study, Bailey found
that gay and straight people who
viewed the videos correctly identified
straight people 87 percent of the time
and correctly identified homosexual
people 75 percent of the time. The
research, involving about 50 subjects
and 50 raters, also found that gay and

lesbian people don’t have much of an
advantage over straight people when it
comes to guessing whether a person is
gay or straight.

Many who judged Martin’s sexu-
ality certainly based their opinions on
his behavior as a performer, as well as
other mannerisms they would see in
interviews. Bailey agreed that most of
those perceptions are based on ste-
reotypes of gay men.

“Stereotypes are often at least
partly based in truth,” Bailey said. “It
reflects what we call ‘gender nonconfor-
mity’ in gay and lesbian people. On
average, gay men tend to be a bit
feminine and lesbians a bit masculine.
That’s on average and not every case,
of course. There are gay and lesbian
interest patterns.

“Certainly acting, dancing and
singing are interests that are more
common among gay men than straight
men. Obviously, not all actors and
dancers who are male are gay, but
there’s a higher-than-average number
of them that are.” In recent years, a
number of celebrities long suspected of
being gay have left the glass closet:
Neil Patrick Harris and Lance Bass, as
well as “American Idol” singer Clay
Aiken. Harris and Bass cited intense
Internet speculation about their sexual-
ity as one of the reasons they decided
to come out.

These revelations can only up
the confidence Americans have in their
gaydar, raising the stakes for others out
there who have long been the subject of
sexual-preference speculation. But
there’s also a far greater acceptance of
homosexuality, both in Hollywood and
in American culture in general. Which
allows someone like Martin to leave the
closet behind and state publicly: “I am
very blessed to be who I am.”

TRENTON (Observer Update)
- Stating that someone is gay,
regardless of whether the person is,
cannot be considered slanderous
in New Jersey, a U.S. district court
judge ruled, reported
advocate.com.

Judge Joel Pisano ruled
that two radio shock jocks, Craig
Carton and Ray Rossi, on WKXW
101.5 FM in Trenton, would not have
to paying damages to freelance
photographer Peter Murphy. In 2006,
Carton and Rossi posed for a photo
by Murphy, which was included in
New Jersey Monthly magazine.
The photo was a shot of them naked
with only a placard featuring the
station’s name held up to cover their
midsections, according to the New
Jersey Law Journal.

As a promotional push, the
station asked listeners to alter the
photo, but did so without crediting
Murphy as the original photogra-
pher. When listeners submitted their
own versions of the photos with
Michael Jackson or former New
Jersey governor Richard Codey,
Murphy’s lawyers sent a cease-
and-desist letter in June 2007.

After the letter arrived, Car-
ton and Rossi went on the air

complaining about how Murphy made
them pose for the shoot, implying that
he was gay. They also said that
Murphy was “a man not to be trusted”
and that he “will sue you.”

Murphy then sued on the
basis of defamation and copyright
infringement.

Judge Pisano ruled that be-
cause the 2006 case that said civil
unions would be treated equally to
marriages, “it appears unlikely that the
New Jersey Supreme Court would
legitimize discrimination against gays
and lesbians by concluding that
referring to someone as homosexual
‘tends to so harm the reputation of that
person as to lower him in the
estimation of the community as to
deter third persons from associating
or dealing with him.’”

The gay references were
“nothing more than rhetorical hyper-
bole, name calling or verbal abuse.”

The judge also rejected the
copyright claims, holding that the fair
use doctrine applied to the use of the
original photograph and the altered
versions. He said that the photo
appeared in the magazine, not with
copyright notice, but with a photo
credit added to the design of the
page.

DES MOINES (Observer Up-
date) Gay rights advocates in Iowa
are counting down the minutes.
Some will gather in Ames at the
Unitarian Universalist church for a
potluck dinner, reported On Top
Magazine.  Others will celebrate at a
wine tasting hosted at the Cedar
Rapids Gay and Lesbian Resource
Center.

Everyone is excited. Ex-
cited that despite numerous attacks
from opponents, the state Supreme
Court’s ruling legalizing gay mar-
riage is holding strong a year on.
The court’s April 3 ruling was a
sweeping win for gay rights advo-
cates. The seven justice court
unanimously agreed with the six gay
and lesbian couples who had chal-
lenged the state for a marriage
license.

The order was unequivocal
in its demand: gay couples are
equal under the law to heterosexual
couples.

“[W]ith respect to the
government’s purpose of ‘providing
an institutional basis for defining the
fundamental relational rights and
responsibilities of persons,’ same-
sex couple are similarly situated to
opposite-sex couples,” the court
said, adding that, “The Legislature
has excluded a historically disfa-
vored class of persons from a
supremely important civil institution
without a constitutionally sufficient
justification.”

At the time, only Massachu-
setts and Connecticut granted gay
couples the right to marry. Since
then, two more states – New Hamp-
shire and Vermont – and the District
of Columbia have legislatively legal-
ized the institution. Maine was the
first state to do so, but the law was

repealed by voters before it took effect.

The Iowa decision – with its
decisive mandate for marriage equality
– renewed fizzling momentum on the
issue after Californians voted to ban
gay marriage in November of 2008.

On the day the court issued its
ruling, one gay couple had already
wed. Sean Fritz and Tim McQuillan, a
pair of Iowa State University under-
graduates, married on August 31, 2007.
The men were the only couple to
successfully secure documents and
find a judge to marry them before an
Iowa District Court ruling that found the
state’s gay marriage ban unconstitu-
tional was appealed to the Iowa
Supreme Court.

A year and a half later, jubila-
tion followed as dozens of gay and
lesbian couples too slow to take
advantage of the one day window
joined Fritz and McQuillan, who wel-
comed them to the married life.

Opponents have not taken the
ruling lying down. At rallies and demon-
strations, on billboards and websites
and at the Statehouse they are pressing
lawmakers to put the issue up for a
popular vote. Democrats, who control
the Legislature, so far have managed to
block Republican-led efforts to begin
the multi-year process to amend the
Iowa Constitution. The issue is certain to
dominate this year’s gubernatorial elec-
tion.

But advocates won’t have their
parade rained on. “Fairness won out,
and Iowa continues to inspire America
to follow its heartland to marriage
equality,” Evan Wolfson, executive
director of Freedom to Marry, said in a
statement. “The milestone marks yet
another moment in the marriage move-
ment when critics said we couldn’t – but
we did.”

(marked on April 16) has become the largest single student-led action to-
wards creating safer schools for all, regardless of sexual orientation, gender
identity or gender expression. From the first-ever Day of Silence at the
University of Virginia in 1996, to the organizing efforts in over 8,000 middle
schools, high schools, colleges and universities across the country in 2008, its
textured history reflects its diversity in both numbers and reach.

Here’s a brief history.

1996 - The Day of Silence is born. Students organized the first Day of
Silence, its original name, at the University of Virginia. With over 150 students
participating, those involved felt it was a great success. The Day of Silence
received extensive local press coverage and a positive response from the
UVA community members, motivating Maria Pulzetti to take the Day of
Silence nationally.

1997 - From one, to one hundred, National Day of Silence takes off
With a web page and much dedication, Pulzetti and then 19-year-old Jessie
Gilliam, developed the project to be used in schools across the country. It was
renamed the National Day of Silence, and that year nearly 100 colleges and
universities participated. Some schools in Australia heard about the project
and modeled a similar day for Australian schools.

1998 - The Day keeps growing, the Project begins Pulzetti and Gilliam
realized they could not expand the National Day of Silence alone, so they
organized a team of regional coordinators who could assist schools better by
working with and understanding local networks. Expanding from a one-day
vow of silence to include additional actions and educational events, the Day
of Silence was officially inaugurated. That year, for the first time in a recog-
nized number, students in high schools joined the organizing efforts, helping
double the number of participating schools to over 200.

1999-2001 - More people, more time, a message of unity sets in
Through the sponsorship of Advocates for Youth, Gilliam worked part-time
over the summer of 1999 to maintain and expand the Day of Silence. A first in
the project’s history, a team of volunteers met for a weekend in Boston to
discuss strategy and develop future plans towards assisting schools. The
Day of Silence continued to support high schools, colleges and universities
around the country with volunteers led by then 18-year-old Chloe Palenchar,
as the National Project Coordinator. Over 300 high schools participated that
year.

2001 - GLSEN developed a proposal to become the official organiza-
tional sponsor of the Day of Silence and provide new funding, staff and
volunteers. GLSEN developed a first-ever Leadership Team of high school
students to support local high school organizers around the country and a
partnership with the United States Student Association, to ensure colleges
and universities receive equal support.

2002 - Making noise, making history In what has become the largest
single student-led action towards creating safer schools, the April 10th Day of
Silence was organized by students in more than 1,900 schools across the
country, with estimated participation of more than 100,000 students. Represen-
tative Eliot Engel introduces the first ever resolution on the Day of Silence in
Congress, which received support of 29 co-signers; additionally, Governor
Gray Davis of California issued an official proclamation making April 10, 2002
the National Day of Silence. Local Day of Silence® organizing efforts appear
in over fifty media stories across the country, including USA Today, MSNBC,
CNN, Voice of America and a live broadcast on NPR. Breaking the Silence
rallies are organized with tremendous success in Albany, NY, Kalamazoo, MI,
Missoula, MT, Ft. Lauderdale & Sarasota, FL, Eugene, OR, Boulder, CO and
Washington DC, among other places.

2008 - The 2008 Day of Silence on April 25 was held in memory of
Lawrence King, a 15-year-old eighth-grade student in Oxnard, California, was
shot and killed by a 14-year-old classmate because of his sexual orientation
and gender expression. Hundreds of thousands of students at more than
8,000 schools participated. Their efforts were supported by hundreds of
community-based “Breaking the Silence” events at the end of the day. To-
gether, concerned students created a powerful call to action in order to
prevent future tragedies.

There are simple steps that all schools can take to make schools
safer for all students, to end the endemic name-calling and harassment that
LGBT students and their allies face every day. We need to act now so that
Lawrence King and the countless others who endure anti-LGBT name-calling,
bullying and harassment will not be forgotten, and so that we can create an
enduring legacy of safer schools for all in their names.

Students handed out “Speaking Cards” which said:

“Please understand my reasons for not speaking today. I am partici-
pating in the Day of Silence, a national youth movement bringing attention to
the silence faced by lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender people and their
allies in schools. My deliberate silence echoes that silence, which is caused

by name-callinmg, bullying and harassment. I believe that ending the silence is
the first step toward fighting these injustices. Think about the voices you are not
hearing today. What are you going to do to end the silence?”

NEW YORK (Observer Update) -
Chris Klucsaritis, who wrestled for
World Championship Wrestling and
late in his career attempted to market
himself as the first openly gay profes-
sional wrestler, was found dead in his
New York apartment. He was 40,
advocate.com reported.

According to
WrestlingObserver.com, Kanyon died
of an apparent overdose of pills.
Kanyon has reportedly been treated
for depression and bipolar disorder in
recent years.

Kanyon wrestled profession-
ally from 1992 until 2004 and later tried

to get back into the business by
marketing himself as the first openly gay
professional wrestler. He told reporters
he’d been fired by WWE by CEO Vince
McMahon because he was gay but later
changed his story, saying he wasn’t gay
and that he’d made the whole thing up.

He subsequently changed his
story again, telling reporters he was gay.

At the time of his death, Kanyon
was a part of a lawsuit against WCW for
allegedly misclassifying wrestlers as
independent contractors. Since being
released by WWE in 2004, Kanyon has
made sporadic appearances at inde-
pendent shows.

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  COMMENT AR Y. . . .

If you listen to gay rights discus-
sions these days, you’d think that
marriage equality and “Don’t Ask, Don’t
Tell” are the only issues that matter. And
they do matter — for our dignity and our
fundamental civil rights. But there is a fire
in our house that we are no longer
talking about, that we pretend no longer
exists: the unchecked spread of HIV.

Not only did HIV never leave
the gay community, it’s getting worse.
New HIV infections among gay men
have doubled in the last 15 years. Last
week, the Centers for Disease Control &
Prevention reported that gay and
bisexual men are more than 44 times as
likely as straight men to test positive for
HIV. But instead of increasing funding in
response, states are slashing their
prevention budgets.

Amid this crisis, the silence from
our community is deafening. Where’s
the outrage? Where’s the protest?
Understandably, after decades of
coping with AIDS, we’ve been eager to
change the subject. But in our impa-
tience to move on, we’ve overshot the
mark. Our silence is fueling the spread
of HIV.

Recently, I was at a large dinner
party, and the conversation turned to
AIDS. Most people seated at the table
said that they didn’t know anyone who
was HIV positive. I knew for a fact that
two had recently become infected. They
sat quietly and chose not to reveal their
status. My heart broke for them. They
were closeted about HIV in a room full of
out gay men.

In the early days of AIDS,

silence equaled death. We had to
come out of the closet to confront the
disease. With illness and death all
around us, we had a powerful
motivation to stay safe. As a commu-
nity, there was a shared sense of
responsibility to help protect our
friends.

Mercifully, younger gay men
never had to experience that era.
And with our community largely silent
about the disease, it’s all too easy to
think of it as a thing of the past. Who
can blame young men for thinking
that they’re not really at risk, that they
don’t need to be tested, or even that
getting infected isn’t all that bad
given effective antiretroviral
therapy? But many younger men
may not realize that even when
treatment works, the side effects can
be terrible and long-term. New
research is finding that more than
half of people with long-term HIV
have early senility or another
cognitive problem, not to mention a
host of premature geriatric illnesses
such as bone loss, arthritis, and
organ failure, as well as insulin and
cholesterol problems. You wouldn’t
choose to get diabetes or emphy-
sema. Why HIV?

The struggle to stay safe is
hard for older gay men too. The fight
against AIDS has been exhausting
and long. I lost nearly 300 friends to
the disease. Many of us feel isolated
and alone, depressed, guilty and
tired. For more than 25 years we
have been expected to have safe
sex, every time. That is not easy to
sustain, even with the powerful
memories of those we have lost.

Recent studies underscore just
how hard it is for us to confront the
reality of HIV. One major study found
that nearly half of HIV-positive gay
men don’t know their status — a sign
that many of us are afraid to be
tested or in denial about our risk.
Studies also find that half of HIV-
negative gay men don’t know the
HIV status of their casual partners.

It’s time to end our collective
silence about HIV.

Gay rights organizations
need to put it back on the agenda.
Over the past year, just 2 percent of
press releases from some of the top
national organizations were about
HIV, and two major gay organiza-
tions didn’t issue a single release on
the topic. I know that many gay
organizations have HIV/AIDS
programs, but what’s gone is the
advocacy. When AIDS organiza-
tions became well funded and well
established in the 1990s, gay groups
largely abdicated responsibility for
the disease to them. But today, the
major AIDS organizations rightly
serve a very diverse group of
people — gay and straight men,
women, IV drug users. If the CDC’s
numbers tell us anything, it’s that gay
men are still far more affected by this
disease than anyone. Our leaders
have a responsibility to speak out
more forcefully and more often.

We need to demand more
of Congress and the administration.

HIV prevention works, but just 20
percent of gay men have access to
effective prevention programs.
Prevention funding is just a tiny
sliver of the federal AIDS budget,
and has been largely flat for 6
years. Last year, California, which
has been a leader in fighting HIV,
cut its prevention budget from $54
million to $18 million, and many
other states cut their budgets as
well. And HIV prevention cam-
paigns often don’t resonate with gay
men. We need new approaches
that are relevant to gay men today —
young and old, black, Latino and
white.

But real change won’t come
from the government or big organi-
zations. It will come from each of us.
Ask yourself: Have I been tested for
HIV in the last year? Have I talked
about HIV with my partners? Have I
reached out to friends that I’m
worried about, who may be at risk?

As tragic as this disease
has been, AIDS galvanized a
generation of gay men, and it
showed that we are a force to be
reckoned with. Today, a new
generation is taking gay rights to a
place that was inconceivable just a
decade ago — fighting for our right to
marry and to serve our country
openly and with honor.

But taking care of ourselves
and each other is just as important
to our future. Every one of us needs
to confront the resurgence of HIV.
The first step is ending our silence.

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer

Update) - Lt. Robin R. Chaurasiya
wasn’t exactly asked, but she told
anyway: She is a lesbian, and in a
civil union with another woman,
latimes.com reported.

Her commander at Scott Air
Force Base in Illinois, Lt. Gen. Robert
R. Allardice, could have discharged
her under the Pentagon’s “don’t ask,
don’t tell” policy. Instead, he deter-
mined in February that she should
remain in the Air Force because she
acknowledged her sexual orientation
for the purpose of “avoiding and
terminating military service.”

Chaurasiya says that is not
true. But the general’s reasoning has
the flavor of a Catch-22: If you admit
to being homosexual you can be
discharged from the military, but if
you admit it for the purposes of being
discharged you won’t be.

Yet the action is being cited
by some opponents of the controver-
sial prohibition on open gay military
service as a sign of willingness to
reinterpret rules after President
Obama called on Congress to
overturn the controversial 1993 law.

At the very least, said
Nathaniel Frank, an expert on “don’t
ask, don’t tell,” the Chaurasiya case
appears to turn the rationale behind
the gay ban on its head.

“If commanders are ignoring
or rejecting credible evidence of
homosexuality because of the
alleged motive of the person who
makes the statement, the bottom line
is they are keeping gay people in the
service,” said Frank, a senior re-
search fellow at UC Santa Barbara’s
Palm Center. “That gives the lie that
known gay people undercut the
military.”

Officially, “don’t ask, don’t
tell” remains in place and service
members are still being discharged
for homosexual conduct. But how to
handle such discharges clearly has
become a delicate matter inside the
Pentagon.

In a round-table interview
Wednesday, Army Secretary John
M. McHugh said that during a review
of the policy, several soldiers had
acknowledged to him that they were
gay. McHugh initially said he
wouldn’t seek to punish them for

responding candidly to his ques-
tions, but on Thursday he sought to
refine that answer.

Emphasizing that “don’t
ask” remains law, McHugh said in a
statement that he should have
counseled the soldiers that any-
thing they said could not be kept
confidential and could lead to their
discharge. But McHugh said he
couldn’t pursue punishment of the
soldiers because he was unable to
identify them.

Under existing regulations,
the military has the ability to retain
service members who say they are
gay for the purpose of avoiding
service, according to Cynthia Smith,
a Pentagon spokeswoman.

Such rules have been used
to discourage or stop recruits from
falsely claiming they are gay to
back out of boot camp. But it has
been rare for military commanders
to issue a formal finding, according
to advocates for gay and lesbian
service members.

If more commanders begin
to use the regulation, it will result in
more gays and lesbians being
allowed to serve openly.

An estimated 16,000
service members have been
discharged under “don’t ask, don’t
tell.”

Last month, Defense
Secretary Robert M. Gates ordered
new rules to make it tougher for third
parties to accuse a member of the
military of being gay.

J. Alexander Nicholson III,
executive director of
Servicemembers United, which
represents gay veterans and
service members, said there was “a
clear message that the Department
of Defense wants to curtail dis-
charges more and more.”

In his Feb. 25 decision
ending any administrative dis-
charge action against Chaurasiya,
Allardice cited a section of the
“don’t ask, don’t tell” law that allows
military commanders to keep
service members on active duty if
they married a person of the same
sex for the purpose of getting out of
the military.

Like many cases,

Chaurasiya’s situation is complicated.
She had left active duty in 2007 after
serving one year, but was recalled to
active duty in 2009.

After she was sent to Scott Air
Force Base, a male former service
member she had once dated forwarded
to her commander a group e-mail in
which Chaurasiya had written that she
was a lesbian.

After an investigation,
Chaurasiya submitted a memorandum to
her commander declaring herself a
lesbian.

“I want to be respected for it, and
if I am going to be disrespected I don’t
want to be here,” Chaurasiya said in an
interview.

Chaurasiya said she did not
enter into the union or declare herself a
lesbian to get a discharge.

“My intention is not to get out,”
she said. “But if I am going to be kept in
and treated unfairly either from my peers
or by the military itself . . . then I want to
be loud about it to bring about the
change, or I do not want to be here.”

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NELSON (Observer Update) -
Two elderly male otters who were
best friends and lived side by side
for years died within an hour of each
other earlier this week. Zookeepers
told the press they believe the
second otter died of a broken heart.

Daz, 19, and Chip, 16, lived
and died at Naturelands Zoo in
Nelson, New Zealand. Their handler
said they had been inseparable for
nearly 15 years. She said she

believes they lived beyond the normal
14-year life span for otters because
they had each other for company.

“They were a great pair of
otters, they were interested in what
was happening,” Gail Sutton told the
press. “The only consolation from this
is that they both went together be-
cause if one had gone without the
other, the remaining one would have
been really lost.”

HOUSTON (Observer Up-
date) - Mayor Annise Parker issued
an executive order banning discrimi-
nation against LGBT city employ-
ees. According to The Dallas Voice,
the policy may be the most compre-
hensive in the nation, reported
advocate.com.

The sweeping order, which
was signed March 25 and took
effect immediately, includes gender
identity and gender expression
protections. It enforces the policy
among contractors, vendors, and

city agencies.

The order makes it a violation
“to fail or refuse to hire, recruit, appoint,
promote or train any individual” based
on sexual orientation or gender
identity. It’s also a violation “to disci-
pline, demote, transfer, lay off, fail to
recall or terminate” or to “or to limit,
segregate or classify employees or
applicants” for those reasons.

Her order replaces one
signed by Bill White, the former mayor
who is running for the Democratic
nomination for Texas governor.

ANNAPOLIS (Observer
Update) - The Maryland House
Judiciary Committee struck down an
attempt to impeach state attorney
general Douglas Gansler over his
legal opinion that recognizes same-
sex marriages from other jurisdic-
tions, reported advocate.com.

According to Southern
Maryland Online, “Delegate Don
Dwyer, R-Anne Arundel, brought
charges against Gansler during the
House’s morning session, citing
‘willful neglect of duty’ in Gansler’s
February opinion recognizing same-
sex marriages from out of state.
Dwyer demanded a full vote on the
House floor, but members voted
against his proposal 101 to 39,

upholding House Speaker Michael
Busch’s move to send the issue to
committee.”

“At the committee hearing,
Dwyer moved to return the charges to
the House floor for a full-body vote.
The committee rejected the motion,
with only six members siding with
Dwyer.” Few colleagues offered
public support for Dwyer, who said he
might try to bring the resolution to the
house floor again. The legislator has
long sponsored constitutional amend-
ments to ban marriage equality, and
this was the second time he had
attempted to impeach a public official
over same-sex marriage, according to
Southern Maryland Online.
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CONCORD (Observer Update)
- New Hampshire legislators voted to
kill two proposed bills that would
have changed the states new same-
sex marriage law.

The House voted 210-109 to
defeat a bill calling for the repeal of
same-sex marriage as between one
man and one woman.

Marriage equality opponents
needed 60 percent of the votes to
forward the bills to the same state
Senate.  Rep.Alfred Baldsaro,  a
Republican, and sponsor of the
repeal bill, told Boston.com that
being gay violates natural law.  He
said it is a matter of choice.  “A black
person cannot change the color of
their skin, but a homosexual can
change their sexual preference any
time.’ he added.

His fellow representative has

other plans.  Rep. Ed Butler, a
Democrat, told the Web site of his
plans to tie the know. “We have fought
to be married not because we want to
tear down the institution of marriage, but
because we respect and honor it,” he
said.  “Thank you for what will be an
incredibly powerful moment in our
lives.  Please don’t take it away.”
