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Lawyer:

Gays And Lesbians

Denied Right By California
Marriage Ban

SAN FRANCISCO (Observer
Update) - The landmark federal trial
over the constitutionality of California’s
gay marriage ban resumed with a
lawyer arguing that supporters of the
ban were trying to deprive same-sex
couples of a relationship the U.S.
Supreme Court has recognized as a
fundamental right, the AP reported on
365Gay.com.

Chief U.S. Judge Vaughn
Walker set aside five hours to hear
closing arguments in the closely
watched case. Former U.S. Solicitor
General Theodore Olson argued for
the two same-sex couples who sued
to overturn voter-approved Proposi-
tion 8, claiming it was a violation of
their civil rights.

Olson said the U.S. Supreme

Court has repeatedly recognized
marriage as a fundamental right — one
afforded to prisoners serving life
sentences and child support scofflaws
— while refusing to make procreation a
precondition of marriage, as evi-
denced by laws allowing divorces and
contraception.

“Itis the right of individuals, not
an indulgence to be dispensed by the
state,” Olson said. “The right to marry,
to choose to marry, has never been
tied to procreation.”

He said sponsors of the
proposition had failed to prove that the
ability of heterosexual couples to
procreate without reproductive tech-
nology provided justification for
denying marriage to same-sex
couples.

Judge Walker pressed Olson
on the point. “They have identified a
difference between opposite-sex and
same-sex couples in that opposite-
sex couples can procreate without the
benefit of a third party. That is a
difference,” Walker said. “And why is
that difference not one the Legislature
or voters could rationally take into
account in setting the marriage laws in
California?”

The judge heard 12 days of
testimony in January and could hand
down his decision to uphold or strike
down the voter-approved ban in a
matter of weeks.

Closing arguments were
previously delayed to give Walker
time to review the evidence.

“The period of time from the
presentation is not anything that |
would have wished or hoped for,”
Walker said at the start of proceed-
ings. “But it may be appropriate that
the case is coming to closing argu-

ment right now. June is after all the
month for weddings.”

Plaintiff Jeffrey Zarrillo is suing
to overturn Proposition 8 with his
partner, Paul Katami, and a lesbian
couple from Berkeley, Kristin Perry
and Sandy Stier.

“All we are asking the court to
do is ensure we are protected under
our Constitution the way Americans are
supposed to be,” Zarrillo said as he
entered court.

The judge gave lawyers on
both sides a list of 39 questions he
expects them to address during the
hearing.

Walker gave lawyers for the
plaintiffs the first 90 minutes to present
their closing argument, and lawyers for
the coalition of religious and conser-
vative groups that sponsored Proposi-
tion 8 two hours and 15 minutes to
make their presentation.

In between, Walker has set
aside time to hear from lawyers for
Attorney General Jerry Brown'’s office
and for the city of San Francisco, which
joined the case to argue that denying
gays the right to wed has negative
economic consequences for local
governments.

Walker is being asked to
overturn the 2008 ballot measure that
outlawed same-sex marriages in
California five months after the state
Supreme Court legalized it and after
an estimated 18,000 couples from
around the nation had tied the knot.

The plaintiffs also are seeking
an injunction that would prohibit the
state from enforcing the measure and
immediately allow gay marriage to
resume in the state.

Depending on how he rules,
Walker could decide the case in a
way that leaves the gay marriage
bans in 44 other states vulnerable to
attacks under the U.S. Constitution.

The plaintiffs are arguing that
such bans are based on unlawful bias,
not legitimate societal aims, and
therefore violate the civil rights of gay
men and lesbians by denying them a
basic civil right. That's the same
argument that was used to persuade
the U.S. Supreme Courtin 1967 to
strike down state laws prohibiting
interracial marriage.

Whatever the judge does
likely will be reviewed by the 9th U.S.
Circuit Court of Appeals and could well

wind up before the Supreme Court.

Patrols To Increase
Near Gay Bars In
Portland

PORTLAND (Observer Update)
- Portland police will increase patrols
and take other action to prevent anti-
bias crime downtown, reported
advocate.com.

The steps announced by
Mayor Sam Adams and Police Chief
Mike Reese follow a pair of incidents
in which gay men were allegedly
assaulted by people who uttered
anti-gay slurs. The mayor and chief
say police patrols will be boosted
near gay bars, and officers assigned
to those areas will get additional
training. The bureau also is helping
volunteers form a Neighborhood
Watch-style program called the “Q
Patrol.”

When a bias crime is re-
ported, an advocate for the victim will
respond along with investigators.
The bureau already does this for
victims of domestic violence and

sexual assault.
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Border Patrol Parent
Reaches Out To
LGBT At Diversity

Event

TUCSON (Observer Update) -
U.S. Customs and Border Protection
formally recognized the gay, lesbian,
bisexual and transgender community
for the first time ever during a diversity
event, reported the Arizona Daily Star.

Aroom full of agents listened to
presentations from two members of
Wingspan. Oscar Jimenez, the anti-
violence programs manager at Wing-
span, delivered a speech about the
history of the GLBT movement. He
covered from the Stonewall riots of
1969 in New York that launched the
movement to recent efforts to repeal
the military’s “don’t ask, don’t tell

policy.”

Linda Thomas, program direc-
tor at Wingspan, talked about her
experience as a lesbian in the military
and how a person’s sexual orientation
doesn't affect performance. She re-
called what Barry Goldwater once said
about gays in the military, “You don't
have to be straight to be in the military;
you just have to be able to shoot
straight.”

“I would like to think that he
would say the same thing about the
Border Patrol,” she said.

The event was part of Customs
and Border Protection’s (the parent
agency of Border Patrol) special-
emphasis program. The program has
been honoring ethnic and diverse
groups for years such as Hispanics,
Asian-Pacific Islanders and African-
Americans. This year, a day was
added for the GLBT community along
with four other issues, said Larry White,
assistant director of CBP’s Southwest
office of diversity and civil rights. The
other additions were days for Martin
Luther King Jr., bring your child to work
day, women’'s equality and disability
mentoring day, he said.

In late May, President Obama
declared June GLBT month. “It empha-
sizes the fact that we as an agency go
beyond wanting to seek diversity,”
White said. “We are accepting, we are
valuing, we want to make sure people
can serve openly, that they don't feel
like there is a reason they need to be
hiding.” Both Jimenez and Thomas
applauded the agency for taking the
first step toward recognizing and
accepting gays, lesbians and bisexual
and transgender people.

“You can’t necessarily change
the way people think or feel, certainly
not overnight,” Thomas said. “But you
can say, this is how you will behave in
the work environment.” Jimenez said
he’s heard from friends that the Border
Patrol treats GLBT members pretty well
but there’s still plenty to be done.
“There’s still a lot of mistrust on behalf
of LGBT people with law enforcement
and government entities because of
the history,” he said. “The first move in
any movement is to be visible. It's
incredibly damaging to our psyches to

be invisible members of society.”
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Rolling Back The Discrimination

Fernando Galardo

LAS VEGAS (Observer Up-
date) - An 18-year-old temporary
worker in Las Vegas is taking on the
world’'s biggest retailer after feeling
“embarrassed and humiliated” dur-
ing his two months of employment,
reported advocate.com.

Back in March, 18-year-old
Fernando Gallardo got a seasonal
job at a Las Vegas Walmart, hoping
to make a few extra dollars. But a few
weeks into the job, Gallardo says, his
immediate supervisor asked him
“point-blank” in front of four of his
coworkers if he was gay, and from
then on alienated him from the 50
other associates at that location.

“I told her yes, and after that
she was very rude and short with me,”
he tells The Advocate.

Gallardo says that soon after
the incident, he was stripped of many
of his daily duties and asked to wear
a yellow vest and walk around the
store. By mid May his supervisor and
two other managers stopped talking

to him completely.

“l was completely ignored and
shunned,” he wrote in a complaint to
the Nevada Equal Rights Commis-
sion. “I had nothing to do all day but
wander around the store wearing a
yellow vest no one else had to wear,
much like Jews had to wear a yellow
star of David in Hitler's Germany.”

Gallardo says he went to a
human resources manager and filed a
report, but to no avail. He also
accuses the store’s management of
attempting to bribe some of his
temporary coworkers with permanent
positions, in exchange for saying he
volunteered the information about his
sexual orientation. However, Gallardo
says he felt pressured into telling his
boss that he is gay, by the pointed way
in which she asked.

“It shouldn’t even matter what
my personal life is, but what was |
supposed to say, other than the truth?”
he says. “I didn't want to lie. This is who
lam.”

As | Saw Him

A demi-blond, wearing provocative glasses, fetching suit coat and
adorned with a tie made from movie film, strolled into the Pearly Gates restaurant
and piano bar, dragging a mink stolle in one hand and a martini glass in the
other and asked the bartender, first name Peter, who was saintly, “who the hell is
in charge here?!”

With that attempt at humor aside a confession, this is one of the most
unexpected and hardest things | have ever had to write for this publication in my
22 years of having the honor and privilege of contributing items.

This past week, Tucson’s LGBT community suffered a big loss with the
passing of Gary Clark.

Gary was one of the co-founders of this publication, started in 1976, as
the Arizona Gay News, in the wake of the Richard Heakin murder and the effort to
deal with that tragedy and the work for civil rights and passage of the City’s Anti-
Discrimination ordinance in 1977.

His intent was to be here for only six months, but that lasted for more than
thirty years, thanks to his partner Bob Ellis and a thankful LGBT community.

Over time, through his artwork and his cartoon in the Observer, “As | See
It,” Gary chronicled the foibles, follies and frivolities of Tucson’s LGBT commu-
nity, reminding people about HIV/AIDS and commenting from his perspective, a
visual one.

But Gary’s work and commitment for the Tucson LGBT community wasn’t
just through pen and paper alone.

Gary was part of the first LGBT Pride Committee, known as the Tucson
Leshian and Gay Alliance when the event was celebrated in Himmel Park in
June, through the effort and donations of the community.

He helped the then AIDS Service Organizations: Tucson AIDS Project,
Shanti Foundation and the People With AIDS Coalition for Tucson (PACT for
Life), in their efforts to help those with HIV and AIDS when it was known as the
Gay Cancer and would get no help from the government or the general popula-
tion.
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The formation of a LGBT center, the creation of a new group for LGBT
Tucsonans, the opening of an art show or gallery and gracing an LGBT
nightclub or restaurant, Gary was always present with Bob, giving support,
encouragement and publicity through the Observer.

Gary helped those in need, those wanting to learn, inspiring others,
encouraging young LGBT people to fulfill their dreams and aspirations. This
writer is part of that too when | approached Bob and Gary at the Joshua Tree
Bar in June of 1988 asking to write for the paper.

When there was a rally, protest, a monument to be built and the funds
raised, an event to help a group or individual out, he was always present
because he cared about Tucson’'s LGBT community.

Is this a complete picture of Gary? Not by any means, since Gary the
artist creatively inspired many. This is one small perspective of a brilliant
individual as | saw him.

Gary may not be present physically, since he’s now having cocktails
with Dorothy Parker, Talullah Bankhead, Marilyn Monroe and Andy Warhol,
but he will always be with the Tucson’s LGBT

Sunday, July 11, a celebration of Gary’s wonderful life will take place
at IBT’'s. More details to be announced.

Mormon Pr op. 8 Documentary
Opens

SALT LAKE CITY (Observer
Updated) - 365Gay.com reports that
before researching a documentary
on something else entirely, Reed
Cowan had no idea how influential the
Mormon Church was in the Prop 8
elections.

But while speaking to home-
less teens in Salt Lake City, he
learned that most of them had been
kicked out of their homes for being
gay because the Church of Latter Day
Saints preached to their families that
homosexuality was wrong.

And when Proposition 8,
which banned gay marriage, was
voted into law, Cowan realized that
the church was not only affecting the
lives of the thousands of homeless
youth in Utah, but also millions of
voters in California.

He decided to shift his focus
and concentrate on Prop 8, which
according to Cowan was a symptom
of the same “hatred spilling out from
the pulpit” that was leading to gay
youth homelessness in Utah. In an
interview with 365gay.com last week,
he made it clear that his film was a
comment on the organization and
leadership of the Mormon Church, not
necessarily the individuals who are a
part of it.

Cowan and his team uncov-
ered hundreds of documents from the
leadership of the church, exposing its
influence on the proposition debate.
Letters from Mormon leaders ex-
plained that because the national
public had a very negative impres-
sion of the Mormon Church, they
would have to run their campaign
through front groups, such as The
National Organization for Marriage.

The Church flooded these
front groups with funding and volun-
teers, sending mailings and canvass-
ers all over California to persuade
voters to vote for Proposition 8, the
ballot measure that would amend the
California constitution to define mar-
riage as a union between a man and
awoman.

Prop 8 passed in the Novem-
ber 2008 election — in large part, says
Cowan, because of the behind-the-
scenes contributions from the Mor-

mon Church.

“Only 3 percent of Califor-
nians are Mormon, yet three-quarters
of the money put into Prop 8 came
from Mormons,” said Cowan. “Propo-
sition 8 was the most expensive
ballot measure in the history of the
United States. Voters have a right to
know who is behind a measure when
it picks up uncommon speed and
heat and money three months before
they cast that sacred, sacred vote,
not three months after.”

In the film, Cowan interviews
ex-Mormons who explain how the
church pressured them and their
families to donate to the campaign
for Prop 8. He found that gathering
Mormons and ex-Mormons for inter-
views was easy.

“They came out of the wood-
work. They lined up around the
corner, people coming in crying
telling their stories. They wanted to
go on the record that they were hurt
and they were hurting,” Cowan said.

Getting them to leave was
the hard part.

“About halfway through the
day, people wouldn't leave after their
interview. They wanted to pull up a
chair and listen to the other inter-
views. It was like a family was born
that day. There was a commonality
that was quite remarkable.”

Cowan was guided in mak-
ing the film by his own personal story.

“I knew what it was like to be
that 14-year-old kid sitting in the pews
and hearing homosexuality being
compared to the sin of murder, and |
knew what it's like to go home and
think, ‘How can | commit suicide in a
way that won’t hurt and how can I do it
in a way that will look like an accident
so itwon’'t hurt my mom and dad,” and
| know that there are a lot of other kids
who are like that.”

“Look, there’'s a body count
to the bigotry,” said Cowan, referring
to the high rates of gay teen suicide
within the Mormon community, “and
we're heartbroken over it.”

While this group of Mormon-
affiliated individuals who opposed the
Latter Day Saints’ views on homo-
sexuality gathered to testify in Cowan’s
film, few stood up to the church
directly. A small group of Mormons
organized to send petitions to Church
leadership demanding that the church
stop intervening in Proposition 8.

Cowan'’s family did not join
these petition organizers.

“I have one sister who said to
me, ‘It was the prophet who did
Proposition 8 because the prophet
speaks for God and if he told me to
paint myself orange and cut my arm
off,  would,” said Cowan.

While Cowan’s mother ac-
cepted his homosexuality to some
extent, she could not accept his film
criticizing her religion, especially after
the repeated harassment she and
Cowan’s other relatives faced from the
Mormon Church and members of the
community.

“This film dropped a nuclear
bomb on my family relationships. | felt
like they got us, and then the minute
we got critical of their religion, they
completely saw us as the enemy and
that's heartbreaking,” he said, “but
they’ll come around. | hope.”

Other Mormon responses to
the film referred to the personal
tragedy Cowan faced when his son
died in a deadly accident four years
ago at a relative’s house.

“l have heard from Mormons

who have shocked me by going for
the jugular and saying your son was
taken from you because you chose to
be a faggot. You will never see him
again, burnin hell.”

But Cowan said responses to
the film haven't been all negative.

“We have also had Mormons
stand up in the audience, enlight-
ened, saying, ‘Il didn’'t know the extent
to which my church was involved and |
am going to join the chorus of
Mormons who are going to call for
change.’ | am thankful for that, those
are victories.”

White House
Does Diplomac y
With LGBT
Rights

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Cbserver
Update) - Sam Stein with the Huffington
Post reports that The Obama admin-
istration is making a series of diplo-
matic and political gestures of good
will this week to the gay rights
community with which it has occasion-
ally clashed.

Attorney General Eric Holder
was cheered by a crowd of gay and
lesbian employees at the Depart-
ment of Justice after he pledged to
use newly enacted laws to protect
their presence in the workplace.
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“The Matthew Shepard and
James Byrd Hate Crimes Prevention
Act, which the president signed into law
last October, finally protects our nation’s
gay, lesbian, bisexual and
transgendered individuals from the
most brutal forms of bias-motivated
violence,” Holder said.

The remarks were part of a
broader outreach by the administration
to LGBT employees. The White House
hosted an event celebrating LGBT
Pride Month.

One activist emailed that he
expects there to be a “look back” at
what the White House has accom-
plished. But there is more that the
president can do in address with
respect to future activity.

“This Administration has taken
small but significant steps in advancing
LGBT equality (namely hospital visita-
tion rights),” said Kevin Nix, Director of
Communications at Family Equality
Council. “But much more is left to do
when it comes to the one million LGBT
families raising two million kids in this
country—like
passing the Every Child Deserves a
Family Act, which would swing open the
doors for LGBT people to adopt. We
look to this White House and Congress
for leadership on these key issues that

directly impact families.”

Shin Inouye, a White House
spokesman, noted the landmark during
a panel discussion on LGBT presiden-
tial appointees at the National Press
Club sponsored by the National Gay &
Lesbian Journalist Association and gay
weekly the Washington Blade.

The panel also included Elaine
Kaplan, general counsel at the Office of
Personnel Management, and Matt
Nosanchuk, senior counselor to the
Assistant Attorney General for Civil
Rights.

Kaplan, who also served in the
Clinton administration, said LGBT ap-
pointments were present in greater
numbers and at higher levels than
previous administrations. Policy deci-
sions are more gay-inclusive as a
result, the panelists said.

The Presidential Appointments
Project, a community driven effort
coordinated by the Gay & Lesbian
Victory Fund, was responsible for
bringing many of the appointees to the
attention of administration officials.

“This has always been the point
of the project — to make sure LGBT
voices and their perspectives are
heard at the highest levels of the U.S.
government,” George Walker, a vice
president at the Gay & Lesbian Leader-

ship Institute, said.
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Tulsa Approves
Non-Discrimination Policy

TULSA (Observer Update) - Advocate.com reports that following a
decades-long battle by gay rights advocates, the city council of Tulsa, Okla.,
voted to add protections for sexual orientation to the nondiscrimination policy for
city employees.

According to News on 6, the measure passed by a vote of 6-3. It adds
sexual orientation to a list of protected classes, including race, sex, religion,
ancestry, age, and disability.

“Before a packed house, the Tulsa city council approved a new
employment policy prohibiting discrimination based on sexual orientation,”
reported News on 6. “The policy applies to city employees in every aspect of
employment.”

Tulsa World reports that the mood was celebratory at the Dennis R. Neill
Equality Center after the vote.

“Oklahomans for Equality released a statement saying the vote marked
a 35-year journey to equality, beginning with a 1975 report commissioned by
then-mayor Robert LaFortune,” reported Tulsa World. “That report recom-
mended that the city adopt the nondiscrimination policy.”

Denny’'s Under Fire For
Discrimination

AUGUSTA (Observer Update) - A transgender woman is suing a Denny’s
restaurant in Maine, saying she was barred from using its restroom in October
2007.

Brianna Freeman, 45, said she is not suing for monetary compensation
but simply the right to use the bathroom, according to Maine Public Broadcasting
Network.

Freeman said she had been using the women’s bathroom for about a
year until a restaurant manager told her that she had to stop using it. Her attorney,
Jennifer Levi, said that most other restaurants have been accommodating
toward her client. An attorney representing Realty Resources Hospitality, the
company that owns the Denny’s franchise in Auburn, said that some women had
complained that Freeman was using the bathroom.

“The obvious concern with a business like Denny’s is the safety of its
patrons,” attorney Patrick Mellor told MPBN. “And we're not suggesting the
plaintiff would take any inappropriate actions when using the woman’s restroom
and have never suggested that this plaintiff has done anything inappropriate.
The problem is that another individual with inappropriate motives could abuse
the policy that permitted a male to use the woman’s restroom.”

Dear Friends and Supporters:

Wingspan works to make a
safe and supportive community for
all of us. It's because we stand
together that we are strong together.
Since moving to a smaller location
almost a year ago, Wingspan has
continued to serve our community in
big ways.

In July 2009, Wingspan took
bold and decisive steps to ensure
that our community would continue to
have an LGBT center for years to
come. Like the proud LGBT commu-
nity members who stood strong
together at the Stonewall riots 41
years ago this month, Wingspan
declared that we weren't going to go
away. And we didn’t. Thanks to you,
and the tremendous effort and lead-
ership of Wingspan's staff and
volunteers, Wingspan remains an
advocate and leader for the LGBT
community in Southern Arizona.

Every June as our commu-
nity remembers the Stonewall riots
that started the LGBT movement, we
look back to the pride and courage
that began our movement. This
June, | also want to introduce you to
some of our next generation of LGBT
leaders. We can be proud of our
youth. Record numbers of youth are
participating at Wingspan. Since
July of 2009, more than 800 young
people have attended workshops
and events at the Eon Youth Lounge.
In May alone, 160 youth participated
in activities. | want you to meet Dale
(not his real name).

Dale has attended Eon
events and groups since he was 16.
Now 21, Dale has emerged as a
peer leader both in and out of the
Lounge. Until recently, Dale was
homeless and sleeping on friends’

couches. However, through assis-
tance from Eon staff and the Home-
less Youth Project, he was approved
for a transitional-housing program.
Now that he feels the supportive
community around himat Eonandisin
stable housing, Dale is flourishing. He
led the Eon Prom Planning Committee
this spring. He encourages others to
get involved and has facilitated
groups at Eon for other youth. He'’s a
great role model. His upbeat, respect-
ful and positive presence at the
Lounge makes a difference to every-
one there.

Dale is just one of many
young leaders at Eon. It's important
that young adults like Dale have a
safe place to be themselves, use their
talents and have opportunities to
develop as leaders. Wingspan makes
that possible for Dale and the more
than 100 youth who come regularly to
Eon.

Our schools and communi-
ties are not always supportive places
for LGBT youth. Recently, a
transgender high school student found
support through Wingspan after a
teacher harassed him in front of the
class, saying he needed to use his
“real” gender. At Wingspan he was
able to talk directly with the Southern
Arizona Gender Alliance coordinator,
who helped him strategize about next
steps and find support and resources.

A middle school student found
encouragement at Wingspan this
spring when she called the Anti-
Violence Program’s 24-hour crisis
hotline. She was frustrated that her
teachers and principal were not
enforcing the no-bullying rules at her
school when students picked on youth
they perceived were gay. Wingspan
was able to follow up with her, and her
school, to begin to bring about
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A Lot To Take Pride In

changes. Because of you, our youth
can be proud. Because of you, our
youth know how to stand up for
themselves and one another.

Every time someone comes
out, it helps create a world where all
people are celebrated in their full
diversity. Every time someone speaks
up, it helps create a community where
all are treated with dignity and respect.
Our youth are freer to live openly
because of the courage of the genera-
tions before that have paved the way.
Here in Southern Arizona we can be
proud that together we have created an
organized, supportive and strong LGBT
community over the last two decades.

But it still isn't easy. And our
work isn't done. At least 30 percent of
the youth who come to Eon are
homeless or in unstable economic
circumstances. It is still difficult for
LGBT people to come out, nho matter
their age or circumstances. Our com-
munity still faces harassment and
violence in the rural communities of
Southern Arizona and the streets of
Tucson. Wingspan’s Anti-Violence Pro-
gram staff serves, on average, more
than 50 people each month.

We've also recently learned of
LGBT elders who are choosing to go
back in the closet when they need the
help of family or housing facilities to
assist them as their health and bank
accounts decline. We need each other.

The only hopeful way into the
uncertain future that we all face is to go
together. Truly, together we are Wing-
span and together we are part of a
powerful community in Southern Ari-
zona. If we work together, we can
continue to provide housing and re-
sources for our homeless LGBT youth,
continue to be advocates for those who
have experienced violence, and even
begin to address the growing concerns
of our elders, who have led the way for
generations before us. But it will take all

of us doing what we can.

Together we are Wingspan,
and together we are strong. Thanks to
this community, Wingspan continues
to serve and lead. Over the past year
volunteers have given thousands of
hours of time to keep the programs,
building and computers and data
bases running smoothly. Even in the
midst of transition, Wingspan staff has
proudly and effectively pressed for-
ward. In 2009 the Tucson Weekly
voted Wingspan “Best Advocacy
Group.” It wasn't the first time Wing-
span won the award and it won’t be
the last.

This Pride Month, we are
reminded that it is when we rise up
together that we are strong. When we
work together, we can create a
community where all have the oppor-
tunity to live with pride, freedom and
dignity.

Association of Social Workers. ‘How-
ever, they absolutely must provide a
thorough and comprehensive referral.
Anything less than that, in our minds, is
in violation of our code of ethics and is
not in the best interest of the client.”

Joann Schaefer, Chief Medi-
cal Officer at State of Nebraska, gives
the Tribune a hypothetical situation of
how this could potentially play out.

“A patient seeks help for
depression, then later reveals he or
she is gay and wants counseling for a
same-sex relationship. A counselor
with a moral or religious conviction
against gays or same-sex relation-
ships could refer the patient elsewhere
for treatment of depression, without
having to provide a referral for the
relationship counseling.”

Several state boards are
amidst discussions on whether to

GLAAD Reacts To Rejected
Tampa Pride Ads

TAMPA (Observer Update) -
Advocate.com reports that the Gay &
Leshian Alliance Against Defamation
(GLAAD) released a “call to action” in
response to the rejection by Clear
Channel Outdoor advertising firm of
two Tampa gay pride ads, the Miami
Herald reports.

The ads, intended to market
St. Petersburg’s Pride celebration on
June 26, were stopped from running in
the company’'s Tampa Bay, Florida
market. One ad showed a gay couple
with the caption: “my family is FUN"
while the other featured a lesbian
couple with the caption: “my family is
FREE.” The firm did, however approve
two alternative ads.

According to WTSP-TV in
Tampa, St. Pete Pride Executive
Director Chris Rudsidill contacted Clear
Channel Outdoor denouncing the deci-
sion. “l am almost certain that you have
billboards in the market which display
men and women in both friendly and
romantic ways,” he wrote in an email. “I
can’t seem to understand where these

images would be any different, except
for the fact that they portray two men
and two women, respectively.”
Inresponse, Tom O’Neil, Clear
Channel Outdoor’'s local vice presi-
dent for real estate and public affairs,
issued this statement. “As a matter of
policy we don't discuss creative
decisions about signage. We do think
it's important to refute suggestions that
CCO is not willing to display images of
LGBT couples showing affection. Pre-
vious years’ campaigns for St. Pete
Pride prove that is not the case.” St.
Pete Pride has since canceled its

contract with the firm.

No Expulsion F or AntiGa y
Graffiti

PORTLAND (Observer Update) -
Advocate.com reports that two students
who vandalized a Southern Oregon
University dorm with antigay slurs will
not face expulsion, according to Fox 12
Oregon.

Blake Adkins and Kevin
Novotny must do community service
and live off campus as punishment for
defacing a gender-neutral dorm
building’s hallway with antigay phrases.
Although the gender-neutral floor is not
specifically for gay students, many gay
students live on the floor that was
vandalized.

The pair will do volunteer
service at the Queer Resource
Center, Women’s Resource Cen-
ter, and Multicultural Center at SOU.
They will also have to attend a gay
rights meeting.

When Adkins and Novotny
were arrested in April, the students
claimed the antigay graffiti was not
intended to harass gay students
because they did not know gay
students lived on the dorm floor
they vandalized. They later apolo-

gized for defacing the hallways.
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
