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BOSTON (Observer Update) -
Federal District Court Judge Joseph
Tauro ruled that section 3 of the
Defense of Marriage Act is unconstitu-
tional, reports 365Gay.com. Tauro
ruled based on two distinct cases,
Commonwealth of Massachusetts v.
Health and Human Services and Gill
et al. v. Office of Personnel Manage-
ment.

A breakdown of the cases:

Commonwealth of Massachu-
setts v. Health and Human Services

-Massachusetts legalized
same-sex marriage in 2005

-The state, under Attorney
General Martha Coakley, sued Health
and Human Services about section 3
of DOMA.

-Section 3 of DOMA offers a
federal definition of marriage: “…the
word ‘marriage’ means only a legal
union between one man and one
woman as husband and wife.”

-Mass. challenged section 3
on the grounds of the 10th Amendment
in the Constitution which reserves that
powers not delegated to the federal
government by the Constitution to be
the powers of the states or the people.

-Mass. said that there was no
federal power to enact DOMA.

-Mass. also challenged
DOMA by saying that it effectively puts
conditions on how Massachusetts
spends its money.

-Judge Tauro ruled in favor of
Mass., saying that section 3 of DOMA
took the power away from the states
when it (and thus federal powers)
determined which couples are or are
not married. Only the states may
decide who is married in their state.

In other words, Congress
overreached by making a law that – for
the first time in U.S. history – said that
the federal government could decide
that a couple was not legitimately
married, even if a sovereign state
says they are.

Scope: The Massachusetts
case would apply to the entire
Commonwealth. It would not affect
couples who live outside of
Massachusett’s borders, even if they
reside in other states with marriage
(i.e., Connecticut).

Gill v. Office of Personnel
Management

-The case challenges
DOMA’s section 3 suggesting that it

violates equal protection guaranteed
by the Due Process Clause of the Fifth
Amendment

-Seven married couples and
three widowers allege that they have
been subject to higher taxes and a
lack of health and survivor benefits
compared to heterosexual married
couples.

-Tauro determined that this
inequality was indeed a violation of
the constitutional guarantee to equal
protection

Scope: The Gill case techni-
cally applies ONLY to the specific
couples that were parties to the suit.
Until there is a stay, those couples
may apply for tax refunds, federal
Social Security benefits, etc. How-
ever, the judge’s language is broad
enough that GLAD lawyers believe
the ruling may apply more broadly to
all Massachusetts couples.

In either case, it may have an
affect on the IRS, Office of Personnel
Management, Social Security Admin-
istration and other federal depart-
ments – they could decide to amend
their rules for everyone based on the
ruling, especially if the entire First
District is affected upon appeal.

What happens next?

As of this writing there is no
stay. However, it is expected that the
federal government will appeal and
ask for a stay Friday, meaning that
things will stay as they were before the
ruling: no federal recognition of gay
marriages yet. The cases are likely to
keep moving through the courts in
tandem.

If the plaintiffs (the gay side)
for EITHER case win in the First
Federal Circuit Court of Appeals in
Boston, then it is very likely that
section 3 of DOMA will be struck down
for the entire district: Massachusetts,
New Hampshire, Maine, Rhode Is-
land and Puerto Rico. This would
mean that married couples in New
Hampshire would also have their
marriages recognized by the federal
government.

Said Mary Bonauto, who ar-
gued the Gill case: “Should we prevail
in the first circuit it may be a fatal blow
to DOMA in its entirety.”

At that point, Congress might
to decide to repeal at least that
section of DOMA. Should they decide
not to repeal, it is very likely to go on to
the Supreme Court. Lawyers for GLAD
expect there to be a decision by the
Court of Appeals by the beginning of
2012.
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BOSTON (Observer Update) -
The Keen News Service reports that in
an enormous victory for same-sex
marriage, a federal judge, in two
separate cases, that a critical part of
the federal Defense of Marriage Act is
unconstitutional.

In one challenge brought by
the state of Massachusetts, Common-
wealth of Massachusetts v. Health and
Human Services, Judge Joseph Tauro
ruled that Congress violated the Tenth
Amendment to the U.S. Constitution
when it passed DOMA and took from
the states decisions concerning which
couples can be considered married.

Tauro considered whether the
federal law’s definition of marriage—
one man and one woman—violates
state sovereignty by treating some
couples with Massachusetts’ marriage
licenses differently than others.

In the other, Gill v. Office of
Personnel Management, he ruled
DOMA violates the equal protection
principles embodied in the Due Pro-
cess Clause of the Fifth Amendment.

Gay & Lesbian Advocates &
Defenders, a gay legal group, had
asked Tauro to consider whether
DOMA violates the right of eight same-
sex couples to equal protection of the
law.

 Both cases were argued sepa-
rately in May. The decision released
today is a relatively quick turnaround,
given that some judges take almost a
year to decide cases.

GLAD attorney Mary Bonauto
told Tauro that DOMA constitutes a
“classic equal protection” violation, by
taking one class of married people in
Massachusetts and dividing it into two.
One class gets federal benefits, the
other does not.  Just as the federal
government cannot take the word
“person” and say it means only Cauca-
sians or only women, said Bonauto, it
should not be able to take the word
“marriage” and say it means only
heterosexual couples.

Bonauto said the government
has no reason to withhold the more than
1,000 federal benefits of marriage from
same-sex couples, and noted that a
House Judiciary Committee report
“explicitly stated the purpose of DOMA
was to express moral disapproval of
homosexuality.”

Maura T. Healey, chief of the
Massachusetts Attorney General’s Civil
Rights Division, told Judge Tauro that
Section 3 of DOMA—the section that
limits the definition of marriage for
federal benefits to straight couples—
violates the state’s right under the
federal constitution to sovereign au-
thority to define and regulate the marital
status of its residents.

 Healey called DOMA an “ani-
mus-based national marriage law” that
intrudes on core state authority and
“forces the state to discriminate against
its own citizens.”

Christopher Hall, representing
HHS, said Congress should be able to
control the meaning of terms such as
“marriage,” used in its own statutes, and
should be able to control how federal
money is allocated for federal benefits
provided to persons based on their
marital status.

Tauro essentially replied that
the government’s power is not unlim-
ited.

 Both Bonauto at GLAD and
Healey at the Attorney General’s office
urged Tauro to apply heightened
scrutiny in considering whether the
federal government had any legitimate
need for DOMA.

Heightened scrutiny requires
the government to come up with a fairly
significant reason for treating gay
couples differently under the law. In
both cases, however, the judge said
that DOMA failed to meet even the most
simple judicial review, rational basis –in
other words, there was no justifiable
reason to the federal government to
treat same-sex couples differently.

Both lawsuits are very precise
legal attacks against DOMA—targeting
just Section 3—and most legal observ-
ers believe both cases will eventually
be appealed to the U.S. Supreme Court
for resolution.

The only other marriage case
right now that has that same potential is
the Proposition 8 marriage case in a
federal district court in San Francisco.
Judge Vaughn Walker heard closing
arguments in that case in June and has
not yet issued his decision.

 The next step for all three
cases is the U.S. Court of Appeals.

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Why will the Obama admin-
istration appeal if they support the
repeal of DOMA?

GLAD lawyers say that “the
executive branch has the responsi-
bility to defend an act of Congress.”
They expect appeal.

The DOMA case is not Prop
8; And – The Supreme Court

Lawyers for GLAD made it
clear that even if DOMA is overturned
by the Supreme Court through this
case, Prop 8 will still need to wend it’s
way through the courts (unless it is
repealed through a ballot measure
or other means).

“Prop 8 is a marriage case, it
is about people being denied the
right to marry in a state; ours is a case
of people who are already legally
married in a state who are seeking
federal recognition,” said Bonuato.
“Our plaintiffs are already married.”

However, GLAD lawyers
added that it can’t hurt the Prop 8
case – currently waiting for a deci-
sion- that a federal  judge ruled that
the rationales given for DOMA –
which are similar to the Prop 8
rationales – are invalid.

The Prop 8 case, since it will
be appealed to the larger 9th circuit,
is likely to take longer before making
a ruling. It is unlikely that the Prop 8

case and the DOMA case will be
heard together by the Supreme Court.

GLAD lawyers believe that,
should both DOMA cases reach the
Supreme Court, they will not be
decided along partisian 5-4 lines,
because it is really a question of
federalism – that is, was Congress
overreaching when it took power away
from the States.

Some important points

-The decision by Judge Tauro
refuted the points made by Congress
when they enacted DOMA in 1996,
leaving only animus – or hatred/fear of
gay people – standing as a reson for
the law.

-Tauro noted that DOMA was
supposedly  a means of preserving
the status quo of heterosexual mar-
riage while the states debated the
matter; in reality, he said, the federal
status quo was that the federal govern-
ment defered to the states to deter-
mine who is married.

“The federal government
should treat all married people like the
married people they are, whether in
California or Massachusetts,” said
Bonauto.

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CLEVELAND (Observer Update) - Advocate.com reports that Cleveland
may have sealed its status as the location of the 2014 Gay Games, but
representatives from other cities believe foul play led to the city being chosen.

Cleveland beat out finalists Boston and Washington, D.C., to host the
largest international competition for LGBT athletes.  Bidders from both cities say
they’re not pleased with the city selection of the Federation of Gay Games,
according to Boston Spirit Magazine.

Boston organizers contend Cleveland received preferential treatment in
the selection process and avoided punishment for breaking rules when submitting
its Gay Games proposal.

“We thought we were going into a fair playing field, but unfortunately it was
not,” Team Boston committee member Marc Davin said in the Boston Spirit article.

Boston’s committee believes Cleveland received special treatment
because an LGBT sports competition in Ohio could raise awareness about gay

rights issues in the Midwest. Boston volunteers claim they could provide better
venues, more money to help with Gay Games events, and a better cultural
atmosphere for the competition

Cleveland representatives say the Federation should review its rules
for the selection process to make future bidders less confused about following
the rules.

“We tried our best to follow all of the rules and regulations, but there was
some conflicting information from the Federation,” said Jeff Axberg, one of the
primary organizers of Cleveland’s Gay Games bid.

Some Boston organizers say they plan to boycott the games because
of Cleveland’s selection.

ATLANTA (Observer Update) - Vandy Beth Glenn, represented by
Lambda Legal, a legal organization working for LGBT rights, won her case
against the Georgia General Assembly, when a federal judge declared that the
assembly illegally discriminated against her, 365Gay.com reports.

Glenn was working as a Legislative editor at the General Assembly’s
Office of Legislative Counsel in Georgia. She lived and worked as a man when
in 2007, Glenn told her supervisor that she was planning on transitioning to
become a woman.

Glenn had been diagnosed with Gender Identity Disorder, which is how
the Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders labels transgender
individuals. With her diagnosis, her doctors agreed that for her health and
mental well-being, Glenn should transition fully.

But when Glenn informed her supervisor of her plans, including showing
pictures of herself in women’s work attire, her boss fired her.

Sewell Brumby, the General Assembly’s Legislative Counsel, made the
decision to terminate Glenn. According to Lambda Legal, he said that her
transition “was inappropriate, that it would be disruptive, that some people would
view it as a moral issue, and that it would make Glenn’s coworkers
uncomfortable.”

Glenn’s attorneys sued under the Equal Protection Clause of the
Constitution, saying that Glenn was fired because she did not conform to the sex
stereotypes and because of a medical condition. The court rejected the
medical claim, but ruled in favor of Glenn based on sex-stereotype
discrimination.

Glenn said of the decision, “This is a major victory for all transgender
people across the country, and I hope that a federal discrimination law will follow
in its wake.”
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NEW YORK (Observer Update)
- After a meeting with gay and lesbian
activists, NBC’s “Today” show said it
is changing the rules for its annual
wedding contest to allow same-sex
couples to apply for a ceremony
conducted on morning TV.

NBC extended the deadline
for applications. Already thousands of
couples have expressed interest in
the on-air wedding, which the top-
rated morning show has sponsored
for a decade, a spokeswoman said.

“We’re thrilled that ‘Today’
show’s ‘Modern Wedding Contest’
now recognizes what most fair-minded
Americans have already concluded –
a wedding celebrates love and com-
mitment, whether the spouses are
straight or gay,” said Jarrett Barrios,
president of the Gay & Lesbian
Alliance Against Defamation.

Viewers plan every aspect of
the wedding, from the cake to the
clothing styles of attendants. NBC
picks four couples from thousands of
applicants, and viewers vote on which
of those couples will participate.

Same-sex couples have
been excluded because New York
state law does not allow them to get
wedding licenses. But NBC said
GLAAD pointed out that a same-sex
couple would be able to get a license

from another state and still have their
ceremony in New York.

NBC said it had listened to
voicemails and read e-mails protest-
ing its decision not to allow same-sex
marriages. The show considers rela-
tions with the gay and lesbian
community very important, it said in a
statement.

“Moving forward, we ensure
that our future wedding contests will
be inclusive to all couples,” NBC said.

The only time same-sex
couples were allowed to apply for the
“Today” wedding was in 2005, when
an out-of-state wedding was held,
said show spokeswoman Megan
Kopf. No gay or lesbian couples were
among the finalists, however.

Although “Today” viewers will
decide which couple to get married
on TV, it will choose from among four
that “Today” producers screen and
put up for a vote. So there’s no
guarantee that even if same-sex
couples apply for the on-air wedding,
viewers will have a chance to select
one to participate.

GLAAD said it only learned
last week that same-sex couples
weren’t allowed to apply, and issued
a “call to action” for members to
complain to NBC. Thousands did, the
organization said.

BOSTON (Observer Update) - A
judge’s rulings in Massachusetts that
the federal law banning gay marriage
is unconstitutional could have implica-
tions far beyond the state if they’re
upheld by a higher court after an
appeal by the Obama administration,
legal experts say.

U.S. District Judge Joseph
Tauro said the law, the Defense of
Marriage Act, interferes with the right of
a state to define marriage and
therefore denies married gay couples
some federal benefits. He ruled
Thursday in favor of gay couples’
rights in two separate challenges to
DOMA, which the administration of
President Barack Obama has argued
for repealing.

The rulings apply to Massa-
chusetts, but if a higher court with a
broader jurisdiction were to hear an
appeal and agree with the judge’s
rulings, their impact would spread,
said Boston College professor Kent
Greenfield, a constitutional law expert.
The rulings might encourage other
attorneys general who oppose DOMA
to sue to try to knock it down, he said.

“One thing that’s going to be
really interesting to watch is whether
the Obama administration appeals or
not,” he said.

An appeal would be consid-
ered by the First Circuit, which also
includes Rhode Island, Maine and
New Hampshire.

The Department of Justice
didn’t immediately say whether it
would appeal; it was reviewing the

judge’s decisions, spokeswoman
Tracy Schmaler said.

Massachusetts had argued
the law denied benefits such as
Medicaid to gay married couples in
the state, where same-sex unions
have been legal since 2004.

The judge agreed and said
the law forces Massachusetts to
discriminate against its own citizens
to be eligible for federal funding in
federal-state partnerships.

The act “plainly encroaches”
upon the right of the state to determine
marriage, the judge said in his ruling
on a lawsuit filed by state Attorney
General Martha Coakley. In a ruling in
a separate case filed by Gay &
Lesbian Advocates & Defenders, or
GLAD, the judge said the act violates
the equal protection clause of the U.S.
Constitution.

“Congress undertook this
classification for the one purpose that
lies entirely outside of legislative
bounds, to disadvantage a group of
which it disapproves,” he wrote. “And
such a classification the Constitution
clearly will not permit.”

One of the plaintiffs in the
GLAD lawsuit, Nancy Gill, said she
was “thrilled” with the rulings.

“I’m so happy I can’t even put
it into words,” she said.

Gill and Marcelle Letourneau
married in Massachusetts in 2004
after being together for more than 20
years.

When Gill, a U.S. postal worker,
tried to add Letourneau to her family
health plan, she was denied. The
couple were forced to get separate
insurance for Letourneau, who has a
medical transcription business at home
and does administrative work for the
local Visiting Nurse Association.

Letourneau called the rulings
“life-changing.”

“I can get on Nancy’s insur-
ance,” she said. “That’s just a huge
victory, and it gives us peace of mind.”

Coakley called it a “landmark
decision” and “an important step
toward achieving equality for all mar-
ried couples in Massachusetts.”

The Department of Justice had
argued the federal government had the
right to set eligibility requirements for
federal benefits – including requiring
that those benefits go only to couples in
marriages between a man and a
woman.

Opponents of gay marriage
said they were certain the rulings would
be overturned on appeal.

Andrea Lafferty, executive di-
rector of the Traditional Values Coali-
tion, called the judge’s rulings “judicial
activism” and said he was a “rogue
judge.” Gay marriage advocates will
keep pushing their agenda in the
courts, she said, but noted voters
consistently have rejected gay mar-
riage at the ballot box, including in a
recent California vote.

“We can’t allow the lowest

common denominator states, like Mas-
sachusetts, to set standards for the
country,” Lafferty said.

Tom McClusky, senior vice
president of the conservative Family
Research Council, said the rulings
result in part from “the deliberately weak
legal defense of DOMA” that the Obama
administration mounted on behalf of the
government.

“While the American people
have made it unmistakably clear that
they want to preserve marriage as the
legal union of one man and one woman,
liberals and activist judges are not
content to let the people decide,”
McClusky said in a statement.

The law was enacted by Con-
gress in 1996, when it appeared Hawaii
would soon legalize same-sex mar-
riage and opponents worried that other
states would be forced to recognize
such marriages. The lawsuit challenges
only the portion of the law that prevents
the federal government from affording
pension and other benefits to same-sex
couples.

Since then, five states and the
District of Columbia have legalized gay
marriage.

I ask this question shortly after the announcement by Hawaii Governor
Linda Lingle that she had decided to veto the civil union bill that was passed by
the legislature in late April.

With her body blocking the state seal – with its (loosely translated)
motto of “The life of the land is perpetuated in righteousness” and its depiction
of the Goddess of Liberty – Lingle issued the by-now boilerplate blather about
letting the people, rather than the legislature, decide. It’s as though she’d just
been transported to a place where the rules of representative democracy had
been suspended.

But I want to focus on something the governor said during her press
conference: Civil unions are marriage ‘by another name.” Since she opposes
same-sex marriages (she didn’t say why), she also opposes civil unions.

So, are civil unions the same thing as marriage? Well, no. But they’re
much better than no relationship recognition at all. With a civil union, you get all
of the tangible, quantifiable benefits of marriage that a state can confer. For
some – even some gays, like collaborating conservative Jonathan Rauch  –
that’s all that courts should require.

The civil union has been a marker for legislative ambivalence since its
creation by the Vermont legislature a decade ago. Required by its state
supreme court to do something to grant equality to its gay and lesbian couples,
the legislature (and Gov.  Howard Dean) took the easier of two tough paths and
enacted the civil union law, which bears the scars of its own inconsistency: It
confers all of the state rights of marriage on same-sex couples, but pointedly
states that marriage remains the union of a man and a woman.

So how can it mean the same thing as marriage? Lingle might be right
to say that civil unions are marriage “by another name,” but names have weight.
The word “marriage” is particularly totemic, as we can emphasize by this table-
turning little experiment: Imagine a suggestion that same-sex couples’ unions
be called marriages, but that opposite-sex couples would be granted the right
to enter into civil unions. Would anyone then really want to suggest that the
name wasn’t terribly important?

Perhaps nowhere was the importance of this distinction better under-
stood and deconstructed than by the Massachusetts Supreme Judicial Court.
Writing in response to the question whether the legislature might carry out the
court’s mandate of conferring marriage equality on same-sex couples by
creating the civil union, the court said this of the proposed bill:

[I]t is a considered choice of language that reflects a demonstrable
assigning of same-sex, largely homosexual, couples to second-class status.
The denomination of this difference…as merely a “squabble over the name to
be used” so clearly misses the point that further discussion appears to be
useless.

There’s lots to quote from that Opinion of the Justices to the Senate, but
the point is clear enough. Governor Lingle needn’t have worried that civil unions
would be seen by the electorate as marriage; they’re not, and they’re not
intended to be. Dignity and equality could have safely remained compro-
mised.

Civil unions also create confusion, as exhaustively demonstrated by
commissions in both New Jersey and Vermont – states where the civil union
has since either been scrapped in favor of marriage equality (Vermont) or is
under judicial attack for not having delivered the equality a court decision
promised (New Jersey).

These soulless, legal entities aren’t meant to create true, full equality
and the public knows it, somehow. The commission reports are replete with
same-sex couples recounting comments directed to them along these lines:
“Your civil union doesn’t count.”

It doesn’t always matter that, under law, it should.

It’s also lucky for those supporting civil unions as the equivalent of
marriage that the Defense of Marriage Act exists. Without it, same-sex mar-
riages in states that allow them would be recognized for federal purposes,
while civil unions would not be.

But as it is, states that want to continue the second-class citizenship of
same-sex couples can hide behind the fig leaf of civil unions, noting that they
provide all of the same rights as marriage. If and when DOMA is repealed, civil
unions will stand, naked, as both reality and symbol of the lesser status af-
forded our relationships.

Civil unions may well have been – and may, in some states, even
continue to be – politically necessary compromises, way stations of a sort on
the route to full marriage equality. But we should continue to point out that
there’s plenty in a name.

MINNEAPOLIS (Observer Up-

date) - A split decision from Presby-
terian leaders on two gay-friendly
measures guarantees even more
debate among the U.S. church’s
members on an issue they’ve been
divided over for years.

Delegates to the Presbyte-
rian church’s convention in Minne-
apolis voted Thursday for a more
liberal policy on gay clergy but
decided not to redefine marriage in
their church constitution to include
same-sex couples. Approval of both
measures could have made the
Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) one of
the most gay-friendly major Christian
churches in the U.S.

Even the more liberal stance
on gay clergy faces more debate
before it can become church policy.
A majority of the church’s 173 U.S.
presbyteries must approve it. Two
years ago – after years of efforts by
supporters – a similar measure was
sent out to presbyteries but died
when 94 of them voted against it.

Both of the votes were close.
Fifty-one percent of delegates voted
to shelve the proposal to redefine
marriage as being between “two
people” instead of between “a man
and a woman,” just hours after 53
percent of them voted to allow non-
celibate gays in committed relation-
ships to serve as clergy.

There is a slight possibility
the delegates could take up the
marriage proposal again Friday – if
someone who voted to hold off on
the matter moves to reconsider it,
and supporters muster enough votes
to approve another debate.

Shelving the marriage matter
means church committees will spend
the next two years reviewing the issue.

“We Presbyterians love to
study, which is not a bad thing,” said
Cindy Bolbach, an elder at National
Capital Presbytery in Washington and
the assembly’s elected moderator.
“We’re talking about some major new
steps.”

But supporters say Presbyte-
rians have spent enough time mulling
it over.

“I think we’re seeing acts of
desperation by those who feel their
way of life is slipping away,” the Rev.
Ray Bagnuolo, the openly gay pastor
of Janhus Presbyterian Church in New
York City, said after the marriage vote.
“Progress takes time. But to gay and
lesbian people, it says their relation-
ships, who they are, does not matter to
this church. I don’t call that Christian or
loving.”

Even some conservative
Presbyterians were surprised by the
fate of the marriage measure.

“I didn’t see this turn of events
coming,” said Jerry Andrews, pastor
of First Presbyterian Church in San
Diego.

He said redefining marriage
may have been one step too far for
delegates who just hours earlier
voted for the more liberal clergy
policy.

“I think as the day went on, the
mood became more conservative,”
Andrews said.

Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) is
ranked the 10th-largest church in the
U.S. with 2.8 million members, accord-
ing to the National Council of Churches’
2010 “Yearbook of American and
Canadian Churches.” The church’s
media materials tout 2.1 million mem-
bers.

Under current church policy,
Presbyterians are eligible to become
clergy, deacons or elders only if they
are married or celibate. The new policy
would strike references to sexuality
altogether in favor of candidates
committed to “joyful submission to
worship of Christ.”

Several major Christian de-
nominations have voted in recent
years to allow non-celibate gays to
serve as clergy if they are in committed
relationships. Among them are the
Evangelical Lutheran Church in
America, the U.S. Episcopal Church
and the United Church of Christ.

Fewer major U.S. denomina-
tions have taken the step of fully
endorsing gay marriage. Only two, the
United Church of Christ and the Unitar-
ian Universalist Association of Congre-

gations, have explicitly allowed it.

Delegates at the Presbyterian
assembly also shelved a separate
measure that would have removed the
threat of punishment for clergy who
perform same-sex marriages in states
where it’s legal.

NEW YORK (Observer Update) -
The possibility of a AIDS vaccine is a
step closer this morning. United States
government scientists have found three
HIV antibodies, one that blocks 91
percent of HIV strains. The antibodies
were found in the body of Donor 45, as
the 60 year old black gay man is known
in research circles. Scientists are now
going to see if they can come up with a
vaccine that will cause people to make
the same.

“We’re going to be at this for a
while,” said Gary Nabel, director of the
Vaccine Research Center at the Na-
tional Institute of Allergy and Infectious
Diseases and leader of the research.

The results of this study were
published in the online edition of
Science, a little over a week before the
International AIDS Conference in
Vienna.

While this is good news it’s too
soon to be popping any bubbly. HIV is
highly mutable and has proven effec-
tive at fighting previous vaccine at-
tempts. Last year a Thailand trial was
considered a failure because its
efficiency rate was considered statisti-
cally insignificant.

It’s important to remember that
Donor 45’s antibodies did not keep him
from contracting HIV—he’s still alive.
He was living with the virus for 20 years
before he was tested; it took some time
for his body to produce the antibodies
now being studied.

LOS ANGELES (Observer Up-
date) - Tammy Lynn Michaels, best
know for her role in the TV show
“Popular,” has filed for dissolution of
marriage with singer Melissa Etheridge.
The two became registered domestic
partners in 2005 after a having an
elaborate commitment ceremony in
2001.  Michaels is asking for full legal
and physical custody of their two
children as well as spousal support,
but would allow Etheridge visitation
rights.

Etheridge previously filed pa-
pers to dissolve the couples nearly
nine year domestic partnership on July
2.  Her claim included joint custody of
the couple’s three-year-old twins and
no spousal support.

According to her attorney
Steve Knowles, “Tammy filed a disso-
lution of marriage, because in her eyes
this was a marriage. Both she and
Melissa gave it the dignity of a
marriage – they had a marital cer-
emony back in 2001…If the court system
says there was no such thing as a
marriage and tells us we have to
amend it to a domestic partnership, so
be it. It’s a symbolic act on Tammy’s
part…”

In her blog, Hollywood Farm
Girl, Tammy Lynn Michaels attests that
she was blind-sided by the divorce
and that the decision was not mutual,
as otherwise stated by Etheridge.

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WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) On Top Magazine reports that
the Pentagon hit back Friday at accusa-
tions that its “Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell”
survey is biased against gay troops.

Pentagon spokesman Geoff
Morrell rejected the accusations in a
call with reporters.

“Absolutely, unequivocally, I reject
[the accusations of bias] as nonsense,”
Morrell said.

Leading groups lobbying for re-
peal of the policy that forbids gay troops
from serving openly had blasted the
$4.5 million survey as “insulting” and
“derogatory.”

“This expensive survey stokes
the fires of homophobia by its very
design and will only make the Pentagon
responsibility to subdue homophobia
as part of this inevitable policy change
even harder,” Alexander Nicholson,
executive director of Servicemembers
United, said on the group’s website.

The Department of Defense
announced that it was recruiting 400,000
service members to answer 103 ques-
tions related to the policy, including how
heterosexual members would react in
various social situations if gay troops
were visible.

“We think it would be irrespon-
sible to conduct a survey that didn’t
address these kinds of [social] ques-
tions,” Morrell said.

Gay groups have blasted ques-
tions that ask service members how
they feel about sharing bathing facilities
and living quarters with gay men and
lesbians.

For example, one question
asks how a service member would
react if he or she was asked to share
showering facilities with someone be-
lieved to be gay or lesbian during a
wartime situation. Responses range
from take no action to discussing how
service members are expected to
behave in such situations and speaking
to a leader or chaplain about other
options. Critics say the question sug-

gests gay troops need to be
lectured to.

Other problems, critics say,
include the survey’s use of the
outmoded word “homosexual” to
describe gay men and lesbians,
and its overwhelming focus on the
potential drawbacks of repeal.

Morrell conceded that the
word “homosexual” has a negative
connotation but defended its use.

“We are well aware that
‘homosexual’ is a loaded term, but
it is a term that is in the law and
policy,” he said in answering a
question from gay glossy The
Advocate. “And it is a term that most
people in our forces are familiar
with.”

The Servicemembers Le-
gal Defense Network (SLDN), the
nation’s largest group lobbying for
repeal, warned that gay and les-
bian personnel could be placing
themselves at risk of violating the
policy by taking the survey.

“At this time, our warning
stands that gay and lesbian ser-
vice members should not take the
survey unless adequate legal pro-
tections are put in place,” Aubrey
Sarvis, executive director of SLDN,
said.

Sarvis joined in criticizing
the survey as biased.

“No one should be sur-
prised if a number of prejudices
come to light in these surveys,” he
said.

The survey is part of the
military’s comprehensive review of
“Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell,” the law
approved by Congress and signed
by President Bill Clinton in 1993.
Under a last-minute deal brokered
by gay groups and Democratic
leaders, the review will continue
even as Congress debates repeal
of the law.
