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WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - The Pentagon has denied
allegations that it would segregate
straight and gay troops if Don’t Ask,
Don’t Tell (DADT) is repealed,
365Gay.com reported.

The allegations came from
prominent blogger John Aravosis after
a Defense Department spokesperson
defended a survey that was distributed
to 400,000 servicemembers asking
their opinions about Don’t Ask, Don’t
Tell.

Some gay veterans’ organiza-
tions accused the survey of having a
pro-DADT bias, when they saw some
of the survey questions that were
leaked, including questions that asked
servicemembers if they would be
comfortable sharing showers and bar-
racks with gays and lesbians.

In a briefing, Department of
Defense spokesperson Geoff Morrell
defended the survey and its questions.
He said that he didn’t think the
department would have done a com-
prehensive job with the survey if they
did not address the issue of privacy
concerns.

“And part of the privacy con-
cerns is in very personal situations, i.e.
bathing situations, living situations,
socializing situations,” he said.

Aravosis, who writes for
Americablog, found issue with Morrell’s
comments on possible adjustments
that would come with a DADT repeal.

“Because when DADT is re-
pealed, we will have to determine if
there are any challenges in those
particular areas, any adjustments that
need to be made in terms of how we
educate the force to handle those
situations, or perhaps even facility
adjustments that need to be made to
deal with those scenarios,” said Morrell.

Aravosis wrote, “The Penta-
gon confirmed on Friday that it is
considering segregating gay troops,

specifically with regards to creating
separate showers and/or barracks for
straight and gay troops.”

He continued, “Segregation,
folks. Separate but equal. In the year
2010. And from a black president, no
less.”

Morrell denied Aravosis’ accu-
sations. CBS news reports that he said,
“No one is talking about segregating
gay servicemembers from straight
servicemembers. We don’t know that
any adjustment will have to be made,
but in the event that’s a recommenda-
tion from the review group, it would not
result in any ’separate but equal’
facilities.”

The “facility adjustments,” he
clarified, would be more along the lines
of adding shower curtains, not creating
segregated showers.

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - The Employment Non-
Discrimination Act (ENDA) is not on
the agenda for Senate floor action for
the next few weeks, prior to the August
9 recess, the Keen News Service
reported.

 A spokesperson for Senate
Majority Leader Harry Reid said the
Senate will take up work on as many
as nine matters during the next month,
but none of those are ENDA.

The nine include the Defense
authorization bill, which incorporates
language aimed at repealing Don’t
Ask, Don’t Tell; and the nomination of
Elena Kagan to the U.S. Supreme
Court. They also include Wall Street
reform, energy (including oil spills),
and the extension of unemployment
benefits.

The Hill, a newspaper report-
ing on Congress, said Senate Demo-
cratic leaders met in consultation with
President Obama, decided to focus
on these latter three bills during the
next two weeks. It also suggested the
three bills were chosen, at least in
part, for their ability to bolster support
for Democrats during the mid-term
elections in November.

Congress returns from its
summer recess on September 13,
and The Hill said “Senators
acknowledge…little legislating will be
possible” between September 13 and
elections.

White House press secretary
Robert Gibbs acknowledged the
administration’s deep concern about
the mid-term elections. He told NBC’s
Meet the Press Sunday, “there is no
doubt there are enough [Congres-
sional] seats in play [in November’s
mid-term elections] that could cause
Republicans to gain control” of one or
both chambers.

A number of recent polls
show Republicans gaining support
over Democrats among voters. A July
7-11 poll of 1,288 registered voters by
ABC/Washington Post found that 47
percent would vote for the Republican
in their Congressional district, while 46
percent would vote for the Democrat.
Sixty-two percent said they were
inclined to “look around” for other
candidates than their current repre-
sentative in Congress. Other polls
showed similar findings.

There are 255 Democrats
and 178 Republicans in the House; 56
Democrats, 41 Republicans, and 2
Independents in the Senate.

In May, House Speaker
Nancy Pelosi (D-Calif.) said ENDA
and a measure to repeal Don’t Ask,

Don’t Tell would get floor votes this
year.  She reassured a group of LGBT
leaders that, while a measure to
repeal DADT may move first, ENDA
would also move under her watch.

The DADT repeal measure
did get a floor vote by the House in
May and passed; it also passed a
Senate committee –both as part of an
annual Defense spending bill. The full
Senate is expected to consider the
measure before the August 9 recess.

But the dwindling number of
legislative days and the growing
number of urgent legislative and
political priorities have squeezed
ENDA out.

Drew Hammill, a spokesman
for Pelosi, said Tuesday, “Passing
ENDA this year is a top priority for the
Speaker, but we believe that passing
ENDA before DADT repeal has been
finalized, jeopardizes both initiatives.”

“Until then,” said Hammill, “we
should encourage the Senate to
develop a course for ENDA to ensure
that when the House passes the
legislation, the Senate can move
quickly to send the legislation to the
President’s desk.”

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WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Update) - The Washington Post reported
that the White House on Tuesday (July 13) unveiled the first formal national HIV/
AIDS strategy, a plan that aims to reduce the number of new cases by 25
percent in the next five years, officials said.

Noting that the number of new infections in the United States has been
static — and that the number of people living with HIV is growing — the new policy
directs more resources toward four high-risk groups: African Americans, gay
and bisexual men, Latinos, and substance abusers.

“Fighting HIV/AIDS in America and around the world will require more
than just fighting the virus,” President Obama said, according to the Associated
Press. “It will require a broader effort to make life more just and equitable.”
Obama spoke at a White House reception honoring people who work on HIV/
AIDS issues.

The new strategy comes as President Obama faces pressure from gay
rights advocates to do more for their community, including hastening the repeal
of the ban on homosexuals serving openly in the military. The new HIV/AIDS
policy has been summarized in a 60-page report that credits the Bush
administration for its efforts to address the disease but also laments that
Americans’ concern about HIV seems to have declined.

“We’ve been keeping pace when we should be gaining ground,”
Health and Human Services Secretary Kathleen Sebelius said at an event
earlier on Tuesday announcing the plan, according to the Associated Press.

In addition to slashing the infection rate, the strategy calls for increasing
patients’ access to care so that 85 percent of those infected receive care within
three months of being diagnosed, up from 65 percent who do so now. It says that
90 percent of all people who have HIV or AIDS should be aware that they are
infected, up from the current 79 percent. Another goal is to reduce the HIV
transmission rate by 30 percent.

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Update) - LGBT groups are cheering
the Obama administration’s just-announced AIDS strategy, reports On Top
Magazine.

The report outlines a strategy for combating the AIDS epidemic by
shifting resources to the disease’s highest at-risk groups, which include gay and
bisexual men and African-Americans.

“Such a plan is long overdue, and implementation can’t happen fast
enough,” Rea Carey, executive director of the National Gay & Lesbian Task
Force, said in a release. “Each day without action means lives are changed
forever, lives that are disproportionately gay, bisexual, transgender, people of
color, and the financially disadvantaged.”

The administration aims to curb the number of new HIV infections by 25
percent over the next five years and increase by 20 percent the number of HIV-
positive people receiving treatment within 3 months of their diagnosis, up from
the current 65 percent.

Officials at the Office of National AIDS Policy (ONAP), the federal agency
tasked with implementing the strategy, said they can accomplish these goals
without increasing federal spending by focusing on groups most at-risk for
infection.

Sharon J. Lettman, executive director of the National Black Justice
Coalition, a group that seeks to eradicate racism and homophobia, welcomed
the changes, saying that the Black community has been “devastated by HIV/
AIDS.”

“African Americans represent approximate 12 percent of the population
in the United States, and according to the CDC, account for nearly half (46
percent) of people living with HIV in the United States, as well as nearly half (45
percent) of new infections each year,” she said.

Some AIDS advocates criticized the plan for not doing much for those
already coping with the disease.

The administration’s three-pronged strategy also calls for combating
stigma and discrimination associated with the disease.

AIDS activists have criticized previous administrations for not outlining a
comprehensive strategy for combating the epidemic domestically. Work on the
national AIDS strategy began at the start of the administration.
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Hawaii Gov.

Linda Lingle said
goodbye to civil unions.
Now she can say hello
to a civil suit and a likely
tourist boycott.

Lingle vetoed
House Bill 444 on July
6, which would have
allowed for same-gen-
der and opposite-gen-
der couples to join in
civil unions, with some
of the benefits of mar-
riage.

Following that
veto, activists initiated
talks of calling for a
tourist boycott of the
islands — a big worry for
the Hawaii Tourism Au-
thority.

M e a n w h i l e ,

LGBT civil rights attorneys pressed
ahead with plans to sue — in a court that
has ruled in their favor in the past.

Lingle apparently spent weeks
deliberating whether to sign or veto HB
444 and then came to the disappointing
conclusion that the top-ranking office-
holder in the state can’t sign the bill into
law because, in part, emotions run too
high on the issue.

Here’s what Lingle said: “From
time to time, there are issues that require
reflection, collective wisdom and con-
sent of the people and reserves to them
the right to directly decide those matters.
This is one such issue.”

Gee, don’t emotions on legisla-
tive issues – from gun control to educa-
tion standards to environmental protec-
tions to healthcare reform — often run

high?

But here’s what Lingle said:
“The subject of this legislation has
touched the hearts and minds of our
citizens as no other social issue of our
day. It would be a mistake to allow a
decision of this magnitude to be
made by one individual or a small
group of elected officials.”

The governor is mistaken if
she thinks bringing any bill — regard-
less of legislative maneuvering — into
law is the “decision of one individual
or a small group of elected officials.”
Hawaii has a democratic government
with lawmakers elected by its citizens.
The state legislature is a bicameral
body, with 51 representatives in the
Hawaii House and 25 members in the
Hawaii Senate. I think much more than
a decision by one individual or a
small group of elected officials was
involved in moving civil unions for-

ward in Hawaii.

Beyond that, it is a gross error
on Lingle’s part to think that the civil
rights of a minority should be put to a
popular vote. How far would the U.S.
Civil Rights Act of 1964 gone in a ballot
referendum?

There was something else in
Lingle’s veto statement — eloquently
written to obscure its offensiveness.
She called a civil union “essentially
marriage by another name.”

But of course a civil union is not
the equivalent of marriage, an institu-
tion recognized around the world and a
legally binding relationship that in this
country earns a heterosexual couple
more than 1,000 federal benefits and
rights.

A civil union is a compromise
on marriage, a second to marriage,
and it seems so hurtful that Hawaii
would first deny gays parity on civil
marriage — that was back in the 1990s —
and then it would deny gays access to
even sub-par civil unions.

So now, with the governor’s
veto, there will be another legislative
attempt to pass civil unions.

There likely will be a boycott.

And there will be a lawsuit. The
preparation of that case began months
ago by Lambda Legal and the Ameri-
can Civil Liberties Union, when it
seemed the civil unions bill had died in
the legislature.

And perhaps, by skill and with
justice on their side, the attorneys in that
case will win not civil unions for the
Aloha state but civil marriage for same-
sex couples.

A rose by any other name
might smell as sweet, but such is not the
case with marriage.

The situation in Hawaii stinks.

MIAMI (Observer Update) -
This summer, the Gulf Coast is
covered in more oil than a hot guy
tanning in Miami Beach, reports
365Gay.com. And if the sight of all
that crude increases your urge to
save the planet, you’re in luck.

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PALM SPRINGS (Observer Update) - The Palm Springs Police
Department plans to review its policies on how it enforces laws against lewd
conduct, following a meeting with about 40 of the city’s residents, business
owners and leaders, reports the Palm Springs newspaper and media outlets.

The closed meeting, held at police headquarters, aimed to help repair
the department’s relations with many in the local gay community since the Warm
Sands sex sting operation last summer. “The meeting was very honest,
emotional at times and everyone had an opportunity to speak their truth,”
Thomas Van Etten, a member of the police Lesbian Gay Bisexual Transgender
Outreach Committee and outspoken critic of the police’s sting action, wrote in an
e-mail.

Palm Springs Police Chief David Dominguez “reached out to all of us to
work with them to mend fences with the LGBT community,” Van Etten wrote.
Dominguez was not available for comment. Department spokeswoman Sgt.
Melissa Desmarais called the meeting a “positive step in the right direction.”

Attendees said some of the meeting included discussion of adding
outside lighting, sensors, police patrols and public education to discourage
public sex around the Warm Sands neighborhood’s eastern edge, a popular
cruising spot.

However, Desmarais said no commitment was made at the meeting to
continue or discontinue the stings as a deterrent.

Police also plan to have an openly gay Los Angeles County Sheriff’s
Department sergeant, who addressed the meeting, help the department put
together its first training specifically devoted to LGBT issues in eight years,
police officials said. “The chief does not want his department to be perceived
as not being inclusive of all members of our community,” said Councilwoman
Ginny Foat, who attended the meeting. “I think the department as a whole is”
inclusive, she added.

Warm Sands inn owners, neighborhood organization leaders, Police
Advisory Board members and city tourism officials — including Palm Springs
Bureau of Tourism Director Mary Jo Ginther — all joined Tuesday’s meeting,
attendees said.

Media coverage of the controversy “has affected some of the hotels in
the Warm Sands area,” Foat explained, regarding Ginther’s participation.
Ginther could not be reached for comment.

The meeting also explored stereotypes police and gay residents
commonly have of each other. “We have a lot of work to do — how we look at
each other, depending on where we come from,” Foat said.

“I think it raised a whole lot of good points on how to go forward on policy
for police action” police LGBT outreach committee member Andy Linsky said.
“It was a big deal.”

PROVINCETOWN (Observer Update) - Provincetown, Mass. has been
named “DogTown USA 2010” by the popular dog magazine, Dog Fancy,
reported 365gay.com.

The small town located just outside of Boston won first place in the
annual DogTown USA competition, which celebrates America’s most canine-
friendly cities. Celebrating its 40th anniversary this year, the contest selected
the Top 40 dog-friendly cities in the nation. The winning cities were selected
based on the availability of dog-friendly resources including dog parks,
veterinary care, dog-friendly municipal laws and other canine services. Of the
40 celebrated cities, Provincetown is the only among them where “virtually
every establishment opens its doors to dogs – even the bank,” said Dog
Fancy editor, Ernie Slone.

“Where else can you take your dog along for a whale-watching or
sunset cruise, walk miles of off-leash scenic beaches year-round and enjoy
one of the nation’s finest dog parks?” he said.  “Provincetown nearly swept our
major awards this year, with its Pilgrim Bark Park finishing at No. 2 in our
national ratings of dog parks.”

The site of the Pilgrim’s first landing, Provincetown is also wel- known
as a destination for gay-friendly tourism with a host of gay-friendly hotels and
businesses.

“Here in Provincetown, we welcome visitors from all walks of life: Gay,
straight, bi, trans, or furry, friendly and four-legged (and we’re not just talking
about Bear Week),” wrote Scoot Kearnen of Ptown.org.

Completing the list of Top 10 dog-friendly cities are: Carmel, Calif.;
Madison, Wisc.; Benicia, Calif.; Fort Bragg, Calif.; Lincoln City, Ore.;;  San
Diego, Calif.; Virginia Beach, Va.; Sioux Falls, SD;  and Salem, Ore.

SALT LAKE CITY (Observer Update) - The Salt Lake Tribune reported that
law enforcement is there to help, but members of Utah’s lesbian, gay, bisexual
and transgender (LGBT) community also need to work together to improve
safety for one another.

That was the theme of a LGBT panel discussion hosted by the Utah
Pride Center and other community groups at the Salt Lake City Main Library.

“I can’t help you, if you don’t call me,” said speaker Sgt. Julie Jorgensen,
a member of the West Valley City Police Department and the inter-agency LGBT
Public Safety Liaison Committee. “Some people are reluctant to call the police
because they’re afraid ... [but] officers are required to be objective in their
investigations.”

Jorgensen encouraged people who do feel they were treated poorly by
a police officer to lodge a complaint with the agency.

Panelists also included Salt Lake County Sheriff Jim Winder, Salt Lake
City Chief Prosecutor Sim Gill and Paul Parker, chief criminal deputy in the Salt
Lake County District Attorney’s Office.

A recent survey conducted by the Pride Center and the Liaison Commit-
tee, which offers LGBT sensitivity training to law enforcement agencies along the
Wasatch Front, found many people who are LGBT often don’t feel safe being
themselves in public.

- Advocate.com reports that the city of
Milwaukee, Wisc. issued a check for
$20,000 to the Milwaukee Gay Arts
Center after the court ruled a forced
closure of Naked Boys Singing!
unconstitutional.

The city ordered that the
musical close in August 2005 in the
face of content complaints and licens-
ing suspicion, according toPlaybill.
City ordinances mandated that the
Common Council of Milwaukee, who
was not scheduled to meet until after
the show’s run would have ended,
review the license.

The Gay Arts Center’s non-
profit status, however, allowed for a
settlement in their favor. Non-profits
are not required to undergo the same
licensing procedures as for-profit
organizations in Milwaukee. The city
awarded the group a $20,000 settle-
ment and clarified their licensing

procedure for non-profits.

“Requiring any theater to get
a license before putting on a play
comes dangerously close to the kind
of ‘prior restraint’ on speech the First
Amendment was designed to
prohibit,” said Larry Dupuis, Ameri-
can Civil Liberties Union Wisconsin
legal director. “We are pleased that
the City has clarified the process so
that non-profits will know they are not
required to get a license. However,
we continue to believe that the City
should amend its ordinance to limit
the time the City has to issue any
theater license. It’s too easy for the
authorities to just delay giving the
permit to performances they don’t
like.” The Milwaukee production was
the fourth production of the show to
be forcibly closed by local authori-
ties. Previous closures include
Atlanta, Ga., San Juan, Puerto Rico,
and Provincetown, R.I.

“The ball’s in their court, though,” he
added. Rachel Berry, played by Lea Michele, is the often bullied, but very
talented star of the glee club. While the Rachel’s gay dads are mentioned in the
show, they have not debuted as characters themselves.

Popular costar Tammy Lynn Michaels filed for the dissolution of her
marriage with singer Melissa Etheridge.  A L.A. Superior Court judge has denied
Michael’s request for full physical custody of the couples two children and
$25,000 in spousal support. According to TMZ, “Tammy’s lawyer wanted the
judge to order Melissa to immediately pay 25k to his client, whom he claims is
destitute. The lawyer wanted another 25k from Melissa for legal fees, but
Melissa’s attorney, Neal Hersh, convinced the judge Melissa was paying for
everything — housing, food, schools, the works — so Tammy’s claim that she can’t
afford to live is bogus.”

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Ob-

server Update) - Advocate.com
reports that in a second day at trial,
attorneys challenging “don’t ask,
don’t tell” relied on witness testi-
mony by DADT experts as well as
critical statements made by Presi-
dent Barack Obama and a seminal
tweet by a top defense official in
making their case against the 1993
law.

Attorney Daniel Woods,
representing the plaintiffs in Log
Cabin Republicans v. United States
of America, cited Chairman of the
Joint Chiefs of Staff Adm. Mike
Mullen’s testimony during a Febru-
ary Senate Armed Services Com-
mittee hearing on the policy, where
he said, “I cannot escape being
troubled by the fact that we have in
place a policy which forces young
men and women to lie about who
they are in order to defend their
fellow citizens.” Woods also submit-
ted to the court a February 2 tweet
from Mullen’s personal Twitter
account, which read, “Allowing
homosexuals to serve openly is the
right thing to do. Comes down to
integrity[.]”

“This is one of the greatest
admissions of all time,” Woods said
to U.S. district court judge Virginia
A. Phillips during the proceedings.

Nathaniel Frank, a DADT
scholar and author of Unfriendly
Fire: How the Gay Ban Undermines
the Military and Weakens America,
testified for a second day about
research he conducted as a senior
fellow for the Palm Center, including
studies on foreign militaries that had

successfully integrated openly gay,
lesbian, and bisexual service
members.

Assistant U.S. attorney Paul
Freeborne assailed Frank’s testi-
mony as that of a biased advocate
whose credentials did not merit
expert witness status in court. During
cross-examination, Freeborne
quoted Gen. Colin Powell, who during
1993 congressional testimony said
that although other militaries had
integrated gay troops, no other
nation had military operations
comparable to that of the United
States. (Powell has since said that he
does not believe the military should
institute a law banning gays and
lesbians from openly serving.)

Frank also addressed the
“close quarters” argument often
made by conservatives and oppo-
nents of allowing homosexuals to
serve openly. Sharing close quarters
with gays and lesbians is nothing
new to military life, he said, pointing
out that gay people have always
served in the armed services.

Stephen Vossler, a former
Korean interpreter for the Army and a
“don’t ask, don’t tell” repeal activist,
also testified. Early in his military
career, Vossler, who is straight, was
given a room assignment with Darren
Thomas, a soldier who was in the
process of being discharged under
DADT. Vossler said his roommate
was highly qualified in his work as a
language specialist but was given
menial tasks, such as cleaning
latrines and filing paperwork, as
punishment due to the DADT investi-
gation.

“Homosexuality was fair
game. There were rules protecting
gender, rules protecting religion and
race, but no rules protecting homo-
sexuality,” Vossler said. “So it was
something to make fun of ad nau-
seam.”

The court proceedings
concluded with testimony from Univer-
sity of California, Hastings College of
the Law, professor Elizabeth Hillman,
a military law expert who spoke about
the disproportionate amount of women
discharged by the ban. Though
women comprise 14% of military
personnel, they account for about 34%
of all discharges. Women of color are
particularly vulnerable to the policy,
she said.

“Women are a minority,”
Hillman said. “Women in male-
dominated positions are more likely to
face resentment and barriers put up
by their male colleagues.”

During cross-examination,
assistant U.S. attorney Scott Simon,
representing the Justice Department,
asked Hillman whether the dispropor-
tionate impact on women due to “don’t

ask, don’t tell” was a deliberate action,
to which she replied, “No, I believe it
was not intended by leaders of the
military.”  The trial continues.

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Update) - Charges against two service
members arrested outside the White House protesting DADT were dropped.

Army Lt. Dan Choi and Captain James Pietrangelo had pleaded not
guilty in D.C. Superior Court for handcuffing themselves to the White House
fence in protest of “Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell,” the law that bans gay and lesbian
service members from revealing their sexual orientation at the risk of being
fired.

The men were arrested in May and again in April by Park Police and
charged with failure to obey an officer in DC’s criminal court.

“Victory for truth today!” Choi tweeted. “Government drops case against
us.”

Prosecutors did not comment on why the government dropped the
charges, but Choi told the AP that he believes the Obama administration
doesn’t want to draw unneeded attention to the policy as lawmakers consider
repeal.

Choi, 29, was discharged from the Army under the policy last year after
he announced he was gay on MSNBC’s The Rachel Maddow Show. He is
currently appealing the Army’s decision.

Pietrangelo, 44, of Sandusky, Ohio, was discharged in 2004.

Choi has become the face of opposition to DADT since his national
coming out. Polls show a near universal majority of Americans agree that the
policy is discriminatory and a majority say it should be scrapped.

The Village People vowed to continue to perform the song with all four
letters at their concerts.
