WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - Army National Guard Lt. Dan
Choi was honorably discharged, 17
months after he came out on national
television to join the fight to overturn
“don’t ask, don’t tell.”

Choi called the letter, which he
released Thursday “an infuriating and
painful announcement.”

“The true honor and dignity of
service does not come from a piece of
paper, a pension or paycheck, a rank
or status; only an unflinching commit-
ment to improve the lives of others can
determine the nature of one’s service,”
he wrote in an e-mailed statement.
“From the first moment we put on our
nation’s uniform and swore our solemn
oath, we committed ourselves to fight
for freedom and justice, to defend our
constitution and put the needs of others
before our own. This is not an oath that I
intend to abandon. Doing so at such a
time, or remaining silent when our
family and community members are
fired or punished for who they truly are,
would be an unequivocal moral der-
eliction that tarnishes the honor of the
uniform and insults the meaning of
America.”

The AP reported on
lasvegussun.com that former Lt. Dan
Choi, gave his West Point ring to Sen.
Harry Reid today during an emotional
meeting at The Rio in Las Vegas.

As Reid delivered a keynote
address to Netroots Nation, a gather-
ing of politically progressive bloggers
and activists, Choi passed his blue-
stoned West Point ring up to the
senator.

Choi, who has lobbied for
years for the repeal of the “Don’t Ask,
Don’t Tell” mandate, found out Thurs-
day he was being honorably dis-
charged from the Army National Guard
because he is gay. His dismissal takes
effect Thursday.

“He earned this ring,” Reid said
to the crowd of about 2,000 bloggers
watching the exchange. Reid tried to
return the ring to Choi, but Choi refused
it.

Instead, Choi jumped to his feet
to salute Reid.

“When the bill is signed, I will
return it to him,” Reid promised, after
hugging Choi.

Choi said he decided to give
Reid his ring last night.

“I was thinking about what my
life is about,” Choi explained. “I felt I
didn’t have anything. My career went
away. My memories are tarnished,
stripped away. I felt I had nothing, but I
had my ring and I had promises.”

Choi first met Reid last year
backstage at a political event at Paris
Hotel and Casino. Reid promised then
he would repeal Don’t Ask, Don’t tell by
the end of the year. That didn’t happen.

Choi said his ring now repre-
sents a new promise.

“It’s a promise that I’m going to
hold him accountable to keep his
promise,” Choi said. “No one can do it
any more than he can. He’s the most
powerful senator.”
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PHOENIX (Observer Update) -
Calling it discrimination, a federal
judge has blocked the state from
canceling insurance benefits for the
domestic partners of gay and lesbian
state and university employees, re-
ported the Arizona Daily Star.

In an order issued, U.S. District
Court Judge John Sedwick rejected
arguments by attorneys for the state
that there is nothing unfair in the law,
approved by legislators last year and
signed by Gov. Jan Brewer. They
called it a “neutral policy” that treats all
unmarried employees equally.

Sedwick acknowledged that the
provision, tucked into the state bud-
get, is not discriminatory on its face.

But the judge cited the Arizona
constitutional amendment that bars
same-sex marriages. What that
means, Sedwick said, is the state is
making benefits for the partners of its
employees available “on terms that
are a legal impossibility for gay and
lesbian couples.”

“As a result, (the law) denies
lesbian and gay state employees in
qualifying domestic partnership a
valuable form of compensation on the
basis of sexual orientation.”

Sedwick also brushed aside
claims by the state that providing
benefits to the partners of gay and
lesbian employers would mean cuts
in other services. He said the evi-
dence shows the cost of providing
benefits to the partners of gay and
lesbian workers is no more than 0.27
percent of total health-care spending
by the state. And even if cuts had to be
made elsewhere, the judge said, that
still doesn’t make the law right.

“It is not equitable to lay the
burden of the state’s budgetary short-
fall on homosexual employees, any
more than on any other distinct class,
such as employees with green eyes
or red hair,” the judge wrote.

Gubernatorial press aide Paul
Senseman said Brewer and her staff
“will review the court decision” with
attorneys and decide next week what
to do next.

The injunction actually affects
only what the judge called “a small
fraction” of the more than 800 state
and university employees who are
now getting domestic partner benefits.

The ruling does not affect
unmarried heterosexual couples who
also gained coverage as part of a
change in state policy pushed through
by the administration of former Gov.
Janet Napolitano. Absent some
change in policy - or a different lawsuit
- they will lose their domestic partner
benefits at the end of this year.

Attorney Dan Barr said the
lawsuit did not cover these “straight”
unmarried workers because they are
in a different legal situation: Unlike
gays, they can get married to obtain
benefits.

In making that 2008 change,
Napolitano staffers argued that offer-
ing the benefits will help the state and
universities get and keep qualified
workers.

But the process of doing that
by rule change rankled legislators.
After Napolitano quit last year to take
a job in the Obama administration, the
Republican-controlled Legislature
tucked a provision into the budget
defining what constitutes “depen-
dents” for the purpose of insurance
coverage. That specifically excluded
the partners of those who are not
married, whether gay or not.

With insurance-benefit con-
tracts already in place by the time the
law took effect, the effective date of
that change was pushed back to the
end of this year.

The Lambda Legal Defense
and Education Fund responded by
filing suit on behalf of state workers,
arguing the change denied equal
protection to gay and lesbian employ-
ees.

Sedwick said some of the argu-
ments of the state hold no water. One
of them is that Arizona is saving
money by reducing the number of
dependents getting coverage. An-
other is that there is a legitimate
government interest in favoring mar-
riage.

The state figured it paid out
about $4 million in claims for domestic
partner benefits in the first year of the
change, and $5.5 million in the just-
completed fiscal year, though there
were no figures about how much of
that was related solely to gay and
lesbian employees.

“If the state’s interest were
simply saving money, the companion
goal of promoting marriage would
seem to do the opposite,” Sedwick
wrote. “If (the law) succeeds in
promoting marriage, the state will
have to provide health benefits to
more people, thus increasing the
state’s expenditures.”

Anyway, the judge said, noth-
ing in the law actually can promote
marriage, at least not among gays
and lesbians, given the prohibition
against same-sex nuptials. The order
is not the last word, as there will still be
a full-blown trial to sort out whether the
law is legal. But Sedwick, in issuing
the injunction, said the challengers to
the statute have shown him they are
likely to succeed at that time.

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - Defense Secretary Robert
Gates is urging gay and lesbian
soldiers to take the Pentagon’s survey
on “don’t ask, don’t tell,” since the
resulting information could be vital to
repealing the 17-year-old law.

Gates, speaking to service
members in South Korea, voiced his
concerns about the 400,000 surveys

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WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - Democratic leaders in the
Senate are weighing their options on
repeal of “Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell,” the 1993
law that bans gay troops from serving
openly, reported 365Gay.com.

House members approved re-
peal of the ban in May when they passed
next year’s defense budget, which in-
cluded a repeal amendment. A similar
Senate maneuver was achieved in
committee.

With a bevy of Senate races
rated as toss-ups and Republicans
threatening to filibuster the bill, Demo-
cratic leaders are carefully considering
the timing of repeal. Oklahoma Senator
James Inhofe, a Republican, has an-
nounced he’ll introduce an amendment
on the Senate floor to strike repeal
language from the bill. Inhofe told the
Baptist Press that he believes Demo-
crats will hold off on repeal until after the
mid-term elections.

“Those people coming up for an
election in November – and I’m talking
about the wobbly Democrats who want to
do what the Democrats say to do but they
know how the people at home feel – they
don’t want to [be] on record [voting in

favor of repeal],” he said. Republican
Senator Todd Akin of Missouri
agreed, saying the “big window of
danger is after the elections.”

While Senate Majority Leader
Harry Reid of Nevada is keeping
mum on when he’ll bring the bill to the
floor, Senate Armed Services Com-
mittee Chairman Carl Levin, a major
backer of repeal in the Senate, is
urging Reid to do so in September,
after lawmakers return from August
recess.

Levin told DC gay weekly the
Washington Blade that he’s working
on a deal between majority and
minority leaderships that would elimi-
nate the possibility of a Republican
filibuster.

“What we’re hoping to do before
August is to have an agreement which
will pave the way for it being brought
up right after the recess,” Levin said.

Aubrey Sarvis, executive di-
rector of the Servicemembers Legal
Defense Network (SLDN), a group
lobbying for repeal of the gay ban,
said it backed the plan. “This bill …
should not be caught up in post
election games and posturing,” he
said.

TUCSON (Observer Update) -
Elton John delivered an expletive-filled
rant against musicians who have
decided against performing in Arizona
due to the state’s controversial SB
1070 immigration law, reports the
newspaper Arizona Daily Star.

The singer was onstage during
a sold-out concert when he decided to
blast a number of entertainers who
have canceled concerts in the state,
reports Advocate.com.

“We are all very pleased to be

playing in Arizona. I have read that
some of the artists won’t come here,”
the singer said. “They are
(expletive)wits! Let’s face it: I still play
in California, and as a gay man I have
no legal rights whatsoever. So what’s
the (expletive) with these people?”

Last month, John, who is
married to partner David Furnish,
angered many gay and lesbian fans
by performing at the wedding of
conservative radio talk show host
Rush Limbaugh, an outspoken op-
ponent of gay marriage.

Within the halls of the 19th-
century Casa Rosada, or Pink House,
Argentinian president Cristina Fernandez
de Kirchner has signed into law South
America’s first same-sex marriage bill.
Hundreds crowded the streets outside
Buenos Aires’s Casa Rosada to show
their support for the bill, which the
Argentinean legislature passed on July
15. Within the Hall of Science, 150
people — including Fernandez’s hus-
band and former president Nestor
Kirchner — crammed into a room to watch
the president sign the legislation. The
room, and a spillover room, erupted into
applause following the signature and it

was announced that marriage equal-
ity was now the law of the land.

Fernandez then spoke to the
ebullient crowd. She stated that by
signing this law the government is
granting marriage equality to a group
that deserves rights granted to them,
not taken away. Change and progress
are a good thing, Fernandez added,
saying that once Argentina’s sena-
tors debated allowing divorce. Fi-
nally, the president pointed out the
symbolism of signing the bill within the
Hall of Science, saying it demon-

strates that enlightenment trumped
suspicion and fear.

Ugandan activist Valentine
Kalende reports that international pres-
sure has helped slow the progress of
that nation’s antigay bill. The outlook
for gay people, however, remains
discouraging, according to Voice of
America. Kalende, currently in Wash-
ington, D.C., is working to create more
awareness about the antihomosexuality
bill; she feels that international pres-
sure, including from the United States,
has helped delay its passage. “There

is room for conversations and dia-
logue,” she says.

The proposed law sen-
tences gays and lesbians to life in
prison. The death penalty awaits
those who have intentionally or
unintentionally spread HIV, repeat
offenders who engage in homo-
sexual relations, and anyone who
engages in sexual contact with a
minor of the same sex. If enacted, the
bill will also extend the death penalty
to those already convicted. Without
major government intervention, the
initiative is expected to be signed
into law by the end of this year.
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MTV Becomes First Network To
Receive An ‘Excellent’ Rating In

Fourth Annual GLAAD
 Network Resposibility Index

LOS ANGELES (Observer Update) - The Gay & Lesbian Alliance
Against Defamation (GLAAD) today released its fourth annual Network
Responsibility Index (NRI), a report that maps the quantity, quality and diver-
sity of images of lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender (LGBT) people on
television. Primetime programming on the five broadcast networks was
evaluated as well as original primetime programming on 10 of the highest-
rated cable networks.

MTV became the first network in the history of the NRI to earn an
“Excellent” rating from GLAAD. Of its 207.5 hours of original primetime pro-
gramming, 42% included LGBT-inclusive images that reflected the ethnic and
racial diversity of the LGBT community as well as a strong cross-section of
lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender people.

“It is with great pride that GLAAD honors MTV with our highest mark of
excellence in recognition of the network’s commitment to fair and accurate
representation of the lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender community,”
said GLAAD President Jarrett Barrios. “From their inception, MTV programs
like ‘The Real World’ and ‘America’s Best Dance Crew’ have offered richly
diverse portrayals of gay and transgender people that help Americans better
understand and accept our community.”

GLAAD reviewed a total of 4,787.5 hours of primetime programming
for inclusion of LGBT characters or issues on the five major networks (ABC,
CBS, The CW, Fox and NBC) from June 1, 2009 to May 31, 2010. GLAAD also
examined 1,227.75 hours of original primetime programming on 10 highly-
rated cable networks. Each hour was reviewed for on-screen LGBT represen-
tations. Based on the quantity, overall quality and diversity of these represen-
tations, a rating was assigned by GLAAD’s Entertainment Media Program to
each network: Excellent, Good, Adequate, or Failing.

Additional findings from the GLAAD Network Responsibility Index:

Broadcast Networks

After three years in second place, The CW is now the top broadcast
network with 35% of its primetime programming hours being LGBT-inclusive.
This is the highest percentage ever recorded for a broadcast network, though
it should be noted that The CW airs less primetime programming hours than
the other four broadcast networks.  ABC dropped to third place in terms of its
percentage of LGBT-inclusive programming hours (26%). ABC received a
“Good” rating because of the quantity and strong quality of its LGBT images.

Fox ranked right behind The CW in its percentage of LGBT-inclusive
programming hours (30%) but received an “Adequate” rating because of the
stereotypical and defamatory nature of some of its content. NBC also re-
ceived an “Adequate” because of the comparatively low quantity of LGBT
stories (13%).

CBS once again received a “Failing” rating with only 7% LGBT-
inclusive hours of primetime programming, the vast majority of which came
from its reality series.

Cable Networks

In addition to MTV’s groundbreaking “Excellent” rating, for the first
time a majority of cable networks received higher than an “Adequate” rating.
ABC Family (37%), TNT (34%), Showtime (32%), Lifetime (31%) and HBO
(26%) all received “Good” ratings for the quantity and quality of their LGBT-
inclusive original programming. FX aired a significant amount of LGBT-
inclusive programming (27%), but often relied on stereotypes or problematic
representations of the LGBT community.  USA (4%), A&E (3%) and TBS (2%)
all received “Failing” ratings for their lack of LGBT-inclusive images.

“When television networks share real stories of our community,
audiences begin to see the common ground that we all share,” said Barrios.
“Over the last year, viewers across the country celebrated the arrival of
Mitchell and Cameron’s baby on ABC’s ‘Modern Family’, while teens and
parents everywhere were moved by Kurt Hummel’s relationship with his father
on Fox’s ‘Glee.’ These images and stories are being noticed by viewers,
critics and Awards programs and we urge other networks to open their
airwaves to such powerful and inclusive messages.”

The fourth annual GLAAD Network Responsibility Index was sent to
programming executives at the 15 graded networks, and GLAAD’s Entertain-
ment Media Program will continue to advocate for improvements in the
quantity, quality and diversity of their LGBT representations.
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CLEVELAND (Observer Update)
- The city of Cleveland has issued a
letter to the Cleveland Synergy Foun-
dation informing the group that the
Federation of Gay Games is terminat-
ing Synergy’s license agreement for
Gay Games 2014 and halting all
funding, reports advocate.com,

Outsports.com obtained the
letter, which was sent July 7 from
Tracey A. Nichols, director of the
department of economic development
for the city of Cleveland. The letter
reads: “On July 6, 2010, the Federation
of Gay Games, Inc. (FGG) notified

Synergy that FGG was exercising its
right to terminate the license agree-
ment…. In light of the notice given to
Synergy by the FGG, the City hereby
notifies Synergy that it is suspending
any further payments to Synergy until
the outstanding issues between the
FGG and Synergy are resolved….”

This isn’t the first stumbling
block for Gay Games 2014, since it was
announced the games would take
place in Cleveland. Bidders from Bos-
ton and Washington, D.C., suggested
foul play was involved in Cleveland’s
selection.

BOSTON (Observer Update) -
Advocate.com reports that after
serving 14 years on the bench and
issuing the historic ruling that legalized
same-sex marriage in Massachusetts,
Chief Justice Margaret Marshall has
announced her retirement.

According to MSNBC,
Marshall explained that her motives
for stepping down focus on spending
time with her husband, Anthony Lewis.
Lewis, 87, is a retired New York Times
political columnist and First Amend-
ment scholar who received two
Pulitzer Prizes along with the ACLU’s
Roger N. Baldwin Medal of Liberty.

Marshall decided the historic
2003 ruling that legalized same-sex

marriage in Massachusetts, a prece-
dent for the country that paved the way
for other states’ legislation. Both the
ruling and the judges received harsh
criticism and were branded as “judicial
activists” by marriage-equality oppo-
nents.

She stated that prohibiting
gays and lesbians matrimonial rights
“works a deep and scarring hardship
on a very real segment of the commu-
nity for no rational reason.” She also
justified her decision by citing the rights
of children, arguing that children of gay
parents are denied state benefits due
to discrimination against their parents.

County School District
officials have agreed to pay the teen
$35,000 in damages plus attorneys’
fees and adopt a policy prohibiting
discrimination based on sexual orien-
tation, the American Civil Liberties
Union (ACLU) announced Tuesday.
School officials, however, did not admit
to any wrongdoing in their offer.

“I’m so glad this is all over,”
McMillen said. “I won’t ever get my
prom back, but it’s worth it if it changes
things at my school.”

“I hope this means that in the
future students at my high school will be
treated fairly. I know there are students
and teachers who want to start a gay-
straight alliance club, and they should
be able to do that without being treated
like I was by the school.”

McMillen, with the assistance
of the ACLU, sued the district in March
after it decided to cancel the annual
prom dance for junior and senior
students rather than allow McMillen to
attend with her girlfriend and wear a
tuxedo.

U.S. District Judge Glen H.

Davidson agreed that the school had
violated McMillen’s rights but refused
to force the school to hold the event.

The ACLU called a plan by
parents, students and school officials
to hold a private prom that excluded
McMillen “cruel.”

“We hope this judgment sends
a message to schools that they cannot
get away with discrimination against
lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender
students,” said Bear Atwood, interim
legal director at the Mississippi chap-
ter of the ACLU. “We’re very proud of
Constance for standing up not just for
her rights but the rights of LGBT
students everywhere.”

McMillen told the AP that she
transferred to another school before
graduating in the spring.

The case drew nationwide
interest, turning McMillen into an
overnight gay rights celebrity. She
was invited to present an award at this
year’s GLAAD Media Awards and
served as grand marshal for New
York’s Gay Pride Parade.
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MADISON (Observer Update) -
Wisconsin Congresswoman Tammy
Baldwin will remain on the ballot after
being cleared of a GOP group’s
challenge to her nomination paper-
work, the Chicago Tribune reported.

On Top Magazine reported
that the Wisconsin Government Ac-
countability Board on considered a
challenge by the Young Republicans
of Dane County, which claimed
Baldwin’s papers are invalid because
they list her campaign office as her
address instead of her voting address.

“Tammy Baldwin has always
been a blind supporter of liberal
interests; However, she is now demon-
strating reckless disregard for the
voters of the Second Congressional
District by not even bothering to
conceal the fact that she no longer lives
in the District she was elected to
represent,” Charla Halverson, presi-
dent of the GOP group, said in a
statement.

The board rejected the claim
because state election officials have
allowed Baldwin to keep her home
address off of the documents for more
than a decade due to the threat of
violence.

Baldwin is one of three openly

gay members of Congress. The other
two are Jared Polis of Colorado and
Barney Frank of Massachusetts.

Baldwin submitted to the board
numerous homophobic and threaten-
ing emails she had received over the
years.

William Murat, Baldwin’s chief
of staff, told officials in an affidavit
dated Monday that the Madison bomb
squad was called to her home in 2000
to determine if a suspicious looking
package wrapped in aluminum foil
was a bomb. It wasn’t. The affidavit
also describes other threats of vio-
lence against Baldwin, one as re-
cently as June.

Following the 2000 bomb
scare, U.S. Capitol police recom-
mended that she keep her personal
address off any public documents.

Baldwin is seeking her sixth
term in office and remains popular in
her district.

LOS ANGELES (Observer Up-
date) - Advocate.com reports that a
lawsuit filed by a former staffer on the
Fox show House M.D. levels allega-
tions of drug usage, sexual harass-
ment, and threatened violence
against producers.

Carl Jones, a former assis-
tant property master, sued Universal
Network Television — House’s pro-
duction company — along with prop-
erty supervisors Mike Casey and
Tyler Patton, the individuals Jones
alleges tormented him during his four
years in the position. According to
the litigation, Jones accuses Casey
and Patton of frequent intoxication on
set, under the influence not only of
alcohol but also of cocaine and other
drugs. The managers also fre-
quently attended a nearby strip club
or took women from the set back to
the working trailer, where they en-
gaged in sexual conduct.

The pair invited Jones to

participate in these events, according
to court documents, and became
angry when he refused, threatening
violence and calling him and other
employees “fag” as well as other
offensive words. Jones says he
repeatedly refused, leading Casey
and Patton to believe he was gay.

Patton, who was “extremely
drunk,” the suit states, dismissed
Jones in late March 2010. After
attempting to contact supervisors,
Casey and Patton threatened Jones
with being blackballed from further
company projects. A complaint to
coexecutive producer and unit pro-
duction manager Garret van der Meer
was met with no further action. Since
being terminated, Jones has not been
contacted for any further work from the
company.

Jones is suing on the grounds
that the discriminatory behavior to
which he was subjected violated the
Fair Employment and Housing Act,
stating that the lack of action on the

part of van der Meer sanctioned Casey
and Patton’s behavior “with a con-
scious disregard of [Jones’s] rights
and safety.” Jones believes that his
termination was largely due to his
“perceived sexual orientation” and his
refusal to accept harassment and
discrimination.

Jones is seeking $1 million in

compensation for “humiliation, mental
anguish, emotional and physical dis-
tress, anxiety, and [injury to] mind and
body” as well as lost wages, benefits,
and “the intangible loss of employment-
related opportunities.” $4,000 in treble
damages are also sought, with an
additional penalty of $25,000 for intimida-
tion by threat of violence.
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ALBUQUERQUE (Observer
Update) - An Albuquerque gay man
was attacked, and the gay community
is calling his beating a hate crime,
reported 365Gay.com. Members of
the gay community are demanding
changes, saying they don’t feel safe in
the downtown area.

“I don’t think there’s any way to
describe how horrible it is,” said the
victim who wishes to remain anony-
mous. “I was pushed back and held
back we were both sprayed in the face

with pepper spray just before they
started to chase us,” he said.

He and his partner were at-
tacked after five men ran after them
yelling anti-gay slurs. “I am scared to go
downtown and it’s up to you and to you
to help make this a safe place not just
for the gay community, but for all
people,” said the man.

The police are not yet calling it
a hate crime, but are still investigating
the incident.

VIENNA (Observer Update) - A trial study of gay men taking medication to
prevent HIV infection suggests that it does not encourage them to have riskier
sex, pinknewsuk.com reported.

Viread, produced by Gilead Sciences Inc, is already used for the
treatment of HIV infections but is being tested to see if it can be used to prevent
HIV infection before exposure to the virus. The study was designed primarily to
test whether Viread produced side effects, rather than analysing its effective-
ness or effect on behaviour.

The International AIDS Conference in Vienna heard that a study of 400
HIV-negative men found that they were not more likely to take part in risky
sexual behaviour when they believed the pills could prevent infection. The
small study gave half of the men a daily dose of Viread or a placebo immedi-
ately, while the other half were given the drug or a placebo nine months later.

Mitchell Warren, executive director of the New York-based AIDS
Vaccine Advocacy Coalition, told Bloomberg News: “It is encouraging to hear
there were no serious safety concerns and that the men in the study did not
appear to increase risk-taking behaviors while taking a pill.

“Much more safety, adherence and risk data will be needed before
PrEP [pre-exposure prophylaxis] can be implemented if it is proven effective.”

Seven of the 400 men became HIV-positive during the survey, although
none of the men taking Viread did. Researchers said the study was not large
enough to draw any conclusions about efficacy. The US Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention, which presented the research in Vienna, say that PrEP
is one of the most promising leads for tackling HIV and AIDS globally.

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - An LGBT group lobbying for
repeal of “Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell” is
demanding the government refund the
cost of a survey it claims is biased
against gay troops, reported On Top
Magazine.

The group Servicemembers
United, which lobbies for repeal of the
law that forbids gay troops from
serving openly, said the survey was
“laced with bias, inaccuracies and
derogatory assumptions and insinua-
tions about gay and lesbian Ameri-
cans” in launching its online campaign
demanding the research firm Westat
and the Pentagon repay the American
taxpayer the survey’s $4.4 million
cost.

The group has launched a
website at SurveyRefund.org that
asks people to sign a petition de-
manding a refund of the survey.

“This expensive survey
stokes the fires of homophobia by its
very design and will only make the
Pentagon responsibility to subdue
homophobia as part of this inevitable
policy change even harder,”
Alexander Nicholson, executive
director of Servicemembers United,
said on the group’s website.

Pentagon spokesman Geoff

Morrell rejected the claims of bias in
a call with reporters two weeks ago.
“Absolutely, unequivocally, I reject
[the accusations of bias] as non-
sense,” Morrell said. The Department
of Defense is recruiting 400,000
service members to answer 103
questions related to the policy,
including how heterosexual members
would react in various social situa-
tions if gay troops were visible.

Gay groups have panned the
survey as biased against gay troops.
They point to questions that ask
service members how they would feel
about sharing bathing facilities and
living quarters with gay troops, the
survey’s use of the outmoded word
“homosexual” to describe gay men
and lesbians and its overwhelming
focus on the potential drawbacks of
repeal.

“We think it would be irre-
sponsible to conduct a survey that
didn’t address these kinds of [social]
questions,” Morrell said.

The survey is part of the
military’s comprehensive review of
“Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell,” the law ap-
proved by Congress and signed by
President Bill Clinton in 1993. Under a
last-minute deal brokered by gay
groups and Democratic leaders, the
review will continue even as Con-
gress debates repeal of the law.

Citing “health hazards,” Code
Enforcement Officer Paul Lempicki last
week told Mainestreet owner Norm
Paquin he needs to cover up his staff —
and a set of whiskey bottles visible from
the street. Paquin complied, but patrons
of the bar suggest complaints from
locals concerned with the town’s image

are the real reason for the request.

“I was appalled that the
town manager allowed this to
happen,” resident Harriet Yaffe told
the Seacoast Online. “It was brought
to his attention a while ago, and he
didn’t do anything about it. I have no
problem with eating outside or
having a nice outside bar. I love
Ogunquit, and I love the gay men. I
have no problems with anyone. I
just don’t want a tacky town. It’s
going to become another P-town.”

UNITED NATIONS (Observer Up-
date) - After a three year application
process, the International Gay and
Lesbian Human Rights Commission
was granted consultative status by the
United Nations Economic and Social
Council, reports advocate.com.

The U.S.-led IGLHRC resolu-
tion passed 23 in favor, 13 against, 13
abstentions, and five absences. The
IGLHRC is only the tenth gay rights

organization to be granted consul-
tative status by the UN.

“Today’s decision is an
affirmation that the voices of les-
bian, gay, bisexual, and transgender
people have a place at the United
Nations as part of a vital civil
society community,” said Cary Aln
Johnston, IGLHRC executive direc-
tor, in a statement.
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MIAMI (Observer Update) - In
thepast few days several of Florida gay
congressional candidate Scott Galvin’s
campaign signs have been found
defaced, spray-painted with the word
fag, advocate.com reported.

According to theWashington
Blade, the signs were taken down after
Galvin’s office received calls from
residents. “It’s impossible to know

who’s doing it,” explains Derek
Newton, a consultant for the cam-
paign. According to Newton, the
Miami police have been contacted
and the campaign is considering
further action.

A councilman for North
Miami, Galvin is campaigning for
the Democratic nomination in
Florida’s August 24 primary.
