  EDITORIAL. . . . . .

Arizonans on Tuesday, August 24, those who don’t cast their votes by
mail or early, will go to the polls to select their choices for political offices from
the federal to the county levels in contested primary elections.

Thursday, July 29, ballots went out to registered voters on the Perma-
nent Early Voter list and with that in mind, the Observer Editorial Board offers
recommendations in many of the ongoing contested races.

These are only recommendations and with two caveats.

1) Tucson, Southern Arizona and Arizona’s LGBT (LGBT) Community
has a plethora of choices of candidates who are supportive on the issues of
concern and have a wonderful track record of support while in political office.

Fortunately and unfortunately, some of which are running for the same
post.  If by chance one doesn’t agree with the Observer recommendation, the
most important thing is to cast your ballot for this primary election.

2) When it comes to the contested Republican primaries, despite the
wonderful efforts of the Log Cabin Republicans, the LGBT organization, indi-
viduals running for the nomination of various political offices have not reached
out, or have anti-LGBT records and frankly, an endorsement or recommenda-
tion would be used against them, the Observer will not make a call in those
races.

NEW YORK (Observer Update)
- A group of closeted gay and lesbian
soldiers has launched an advocacy
group urging the repeal of the
military’s Don’t Ask Don’t Tell policy,
Newsweek reported.

Advocate.com reports that
beginning as an underground
Facebook campaign, Outserve cel-
ebrated its public launch by outlining
its intentions to help repeal DADT.

According to its website, the
organization’s main objectives are
“First, to continue to serve as the
voice of our actively-serving LGBT
members of the armed services; and
second, to help the Department of
Defense prepare for life after ‘Don’t
Ask, Don’t Tell.’”

“Active duty and reserve gay
and lesbian troops have been critical
to the nation’s defense, but almost
completely absent from the conversa-
tion,” said Outserve co-director JD
Smith. “We’re fixing that.”

Members of the organization
remain anonymous for fear of being
discharged under the current legisla-
tion. Through civilian coordinator Ty
Walrod, Outserve members voice
their concerns to the Pentagon
regarding DADT.

“Social conventions regard-
ing public displays of mutual affection
should apply equally to couples of the
same and opposite sexes,” a state-
ment reads. “Military couples recog-
nize that open displays of affection
can be viewed as inappropriate in any
context and that service men and
women have a responsibility to
represent themselves in discreet
ways.”

Following the predicted re-
peal DADT, the organization hopes to
continue to offer support and re-
sources to gay and lesbian soldiers
and offer counsel to Pentagon
officials on issues related to the LGBT
community.
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HONOLULU (Observer Update) -
Six gay couples in Hawaii are filing a
lawsuit asking for the same rights as
married couples, three weeks after
Gov. Linda Lingle vetoed a same-sex
civil unions measure, 365Gay.com
reported.

The lawsuit doesn’t seek the
titles of “marriage” or “civil unions” for
gay partners. Instead, it requests that
the court system extend them the
benefits and responsibilities of mar-
riage based on the Hawaii Constitution’s
prohibition against sex discrimination.
“We continue to be discriminated
against,” said plaintiff Suzanne King,
who has been in a relationship with her
partner for 29 years. “We’re a family
unit, and we live our lives just like
everyone else, but we aren’t treated the
same.”

The legal action in state court
comes as a response to the Republican
governor’s veto July 6, when she said
voters should decide whether to
reserve marriage for couples of a man
and a woman.  Five other states and the
District of Columbia permit same-sex

marriage. Five more states essentially
grant the rights of marriage to same-
sex couples without authorizing mar-
riage itself.

Hawaii passed the nation’s first
“defense of marriage” constitutional
amendment in 1998, giving the state’s
legislature the power to reserve
marriage to opposite-sex couples. The
amendment is silent on civil unions and
rights for same-sex couples.  Most
Hawaii residents don’t want the
government to endorse equal rights for
gay couples, said Garret Hashimoto,
chairman for the Hawaii Christian
Coalition.

“I feel insulted. They keep
bringing up Martin Luther King, black
rights and women’s sufferage. This is
not about that. This is about two males
or two females practicing sex,” he said.
“It’s behavior. It’s no different from
smokers or drinkers.” The office of
Hawaii Attorney General Mark Bennett
declined comment Wednesday be-
cause it hadn’t yet been served with the
lawsuit.
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WASHINGTON – The Human
Rights Campaign placed a full-page
ad in the Minneapolis Star Tribune
asking Target and Best Buy to make it
right, after both companies contrib-
uted a total of $250,000 to Indepen-
dent Expenditure Committee MN
Forward.

MN Forward supports anti-
equality gubernatorial candidate Tom
Emmer. Tom Emmer’s anti-equality
views are clear and he is associated
with a group that calls for death and
violence toward gay people.

“MN Forward may claim to
simply be pro-business, but they are
supporting an extremist that is not in
sync with the majority of Minnesotans

in the race for governor of Minnesota,”
HRC President Joe Solmonese said.
“Nobody associated with a group that
calls for death and violence toward
any group of people belongs in a
governor’s mansion, and yet that’s
exactly what Tom Emmer is.”

In an open letter to Target and
Best Buy in the Star Tribune, HRC
asks the two companies to make it up
to their fair-minded customer base by
making donations to groups that
support pro-equality candidates. Both
Target and Best Buy have previously
scored 100 percent the HRC
Foundation’s Corporate Equality In-
dex (CEI).

The state grants some rights
to gay couples through its reciprocal
beneficiaries system. But they lack
the same legal priviledges and
obligations of adoption, child support,
alimony and access to family court,
said Jennifer Pizer, senior counsel for
Lambda Legal, which is bringing the
case along with the American Civil
Liberties Union.

“This case is not about
marriage. It’s about the right of same-
sex couples to at least have a system
that is understandable and complete,”
Pizer said. “The state’s equality
guarantee at least has to mean same-
sex couples should have the same
rights and responsibilities, even if it’s
segmented off into a system that isn’t
as respected, understood and re-
vered as marriage.” The case likely
won’t be settled until it reaches the
Hawaii Supreme Court, or if state
lawmakers and the next governor
approve a new civil unions bill, Pizer
said.

“Target and Best Buy’s long
history of inclusion and fairness makes
these donations all the more troubling.
These multi-billion dollar companies
have spent years treating the LGBT
community with respect and dignity.
Now they have slapped us in the face
for $250,000. We had no choice but to
call them out in Minnesota’s biggest
newspaper,” Solmonese said.
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NEW YORK (Observer Update) -

For most people, donating blood is as
simple as rolling up a sleeve. But not for
gay men. Since 1983, the Food and
Drug Administration has barred them
from donating, reported nytimes.com.

The F.D.A. has re-examined
the ban over the years, but maintains
that the restriction is necessary to keep
the blood supply safe and untainted by
H.I.V., the virus that causes AIDS.
Critics say the ban is scientifically and
medically unjustified and that it unfairly
singles out gay men.

Earlier this year, Senator John
Kerry, Democrat of Massachusetts, and
17 other senators sent a letter to the
agency opposing the ban. The agency
announced it would revisit the issue,
but in June a government advisory
board voted to uphold the restriction,
disappointing not only gays but also the
nation’s leading blood banks, which
have spoken out against the rule.

Some saw a silver lining in the
acknowledgment by the panel, known
as the Advisory Committee on Blood
Safety and Availability, that the current
policy is “suboptimal.” The committee
recommended that more research be
done on alternative policies before the
ban is lifted.

“We certainly see this as a
discriminatory issue,” said Nathan
Schaefer, director of public policy for
the Gay Men’s Health Crisis, an AIDS
service organization in New York City.
“But while the committee’s decision
wasn’t ideal, we have them on the
record saying that they can do better.”

While the F.D.A. is not bound to
follow the advisory committee’s deci-
sion, the agency generally follows its
recommendations, said Shelly Burgess,
a spokeswoman for the F.D.A. The final
decision to lift the ban will be made by
the leadership of the Department of

Health and Human Services. She
could not give a timeline for when
that decision will be made.

The ban has been defended
by groups representing hemophili-
acs, who say that scientific evidence
for establishing more lenient dona-
tion guidelines is lacking.

“We appreciate the altruism
of those wishing to donate,” Mark
Skinner, president of the World
Federation of Hemophilia, said in an
e-mail message. “We recognize that
donor deferral policies are discrimi-
natory by their very nature.”

“Currently we don’t have the
answers to change the system,” he
added, “but through research we
may be able to answer the critical
questions in a way that would allow
adapting the system.”

The F.D.A. initially banned
gay men from giving blood when the
risk of AIDS from transfusions was
recognized. At the time, it was
considered the best way to keep the
blood supply safe. The restriction
applies to any man who acknowl-
edges having had sex with another
man since 1977.

Gay rights groups, blood
banks, and many doctors and
scientists consider the ban inconsis-
tent with the restrictions placed on
other high-risk groups and anti-
quated in light of the advances that
have been made in testing donated
blood.

Donated blood is routinely
screened for H.I.V. and other
infectious agents. The F.D.A.
employs multiple safeguards,
including donor evaluations and
computerized blood testing, to
ensure that infected blood is not
distributed.

Since the 1980s, when the
ban was enacted, the tests have
become much more sensitive and
accurate. The F.D.A. did not take this
into account when it reviewed the
restriction in past years, said Bebe
Anderson, H.I.V. Project Director for
Lambda Legal, a national gay rights
group that has opposed the ban.

“We think this policy is
harmful and makes no sense,” she
said. “Turning away perfectly good
donors gives an incorrect and harmful
message about transmission risk.
This is screening donors based on
sexual orientation, not on risk. It also
stigmatizes people who wish to
donate.”

Brad Basso, a project man-
ager for a nonprofit organization in St.
Paul, first tried to donate blood in
college but was turned away because
he is gay. Now, he finds himself trying
to explain to co-workers why he can’t
donate blood when blood drives are
held at work.

“I work in the nonprofit sector,
and it’s important for me to give back.
But when you can’t participate in a
workplace event, it makes you feel
bad,” said Mr. Basso, 31. “I have to go
into a teachable moment and explain
that my government thinks my blood
is tainted.”

Many who are critical of the
policy agree, and for years they have
asked the F.D.A. instead to require

that gay men refrain from giving
blood for 12 months after having
sex with another man. They say
that would bring the restriction into
line with those in place for other
donors who have engaged in
potentially risky behavior.

Earlier this year, Gay Men’s
Health Crisis issued a comprehen-
sive report on the ban, saying that
the policy should be changed to
permit low-risk gay men — such as
those in a monogamous relation-
ship — to donate blood without a
deferral period, while deferring
higher-risk gay men for a period of
time.

In their letter to the F.D.A.,
Mr. Kerry and his Senate col-
leagues wrote that the ban perpetu-
ated an unscientific double standard
and noted that it did not distinguish
between safe and unprotected
sexual activity by gay men.

Dr. Steven Kleinman, senior
medical adviser to the American
Association of Blood Banks, an
international association that
opposes the ban, says the contro-
versy springs partly from the fact
that homosexuality is a socially
charged issue. “You wonder, if this
wasn’t about gay men, would the
rules be applied in the same way?”
he said.

The F.D.A. has said that its
policy toward gay men is not
discriminatory but rather based on

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statistics. Men who have had sex
with other men since 1977 have an
H.I.V. infection rate 60 times higher
than that of the general population,
and 800 times higher than first-time
blood donors. Even the most sensi-
tive tests may not be able to pick up
a new H.I.V. infection within a one- to
two-month window. That’s why most
blood collection agencies are sug-
gesting a one-year deferral period for
gay men who have engaged in sex
with another man. (All blood collec-
tion agencies must work under
F.D.A. guidelines.)

Dr. Kleinman said that since
much of the testing performed these
days was computerized, errors were
rare. And while changing the deferral
period for gay men could increase
the risk of H.I.V.-infected blood, the
risk is commensurate with that posed
by other donor groups with 12-month
deferrals.

Researchers at the Univer-
sity of California, Los Angeles found
that if the ban were lifted in favor of a
12-month deferral, an additional
219,000 pints of blood would be
donated each year. While that would
not significantly increase the avail-
able blood supply, many experts say
the ban should be lifted on the
grounds of fairness and scientific
consistency.

“No one has a right to give
blood,” Dr. Kleinman said. “But we
have to ask the questions: Are there
ethical fairness issues involved? Is
this seen as a stigma within the gay
community? And will lifting the ban
be an important symbolic change?”

Just 0.3 percent of the news in 2009
devoted to same-sex marriage accord-
ing to a study conducted by the Pew
Research Center’s Project for Excel-
lence in Journalism examining media
coverage, 365Gay.com reported.

In 2009, the California Su-
preme Court ruled on Proposition 8;
Iowa’s Supreme Court ruled Iowans
had a right to gay marriage, marriage
equality battles were fought in Maine
and Washington state, and Washing-
ton D.C. legalized gay marriage.

The study broke down the
analysis by type of media outlet and
found that marriage equality was
covered most by newspapers, counting
for 0.5 percent of news stories. In

online news sources, gay marriage
was 0.3 percent of coverage. Evening
network news covered gay marriage
the least; just 0.1 percent of stories
were about the topic.

Unsurprisingly, MSNBC
(which airs The Rachel Maddow
Show, hosted by the first openly-gay
anchor to host a prime-time news
show program in the country) covered
gay marriage the more than any other
cable networks, while Fox covered it
the least.

Twenty percent of news sto-
ries were on the economy, one
percent was devoted to Michael
Jackson, and race, gender and gay
issues counted for 1.7 percent.

Brewer, has vowed to appeal a federal
court ruling that blocked key provisions
of her state’s new immigration law.

Bloomberg reports that Brewer
wants to appeal the decision made
Wednesday by a U.S. district judge in
Phoenix. Susan Bolton ruled that
Arizona can’t mandate that police
make a “reasonable attempt” to
determine whether a person is legally
in the United States and then detain
him or her if there is “suspicion” that he
or she isn’t. Nor can it be required that
immigrants carry their documentation
with them at all times.

A legal professor told
Bloomberg that Brewer would have a
difficult time being heard by U.S. court
of appeals for the ninth circuit in San
Francisco. “The key provisions of the
Arizona law were unprecedented. It’s
a sound ruling,” Temple University law
professor Peter Spiro told Bloomberg.

A new market analysis puts
the annual buying power of U.S.
LGBT adults at $743 billion.

That’s down a bit from recent
years due to the fact we’ve suffered
a recession – but still, $743 billion,
that’s a powerful figure. Surveys
such as the one released on LGBT
buying power by Packaged Facts
and Witeck-Combs Communications
are typically used to guide compa-
nies to target a certain niche market
with ads and products.

But we can use this survey
to remind companies and the elected
officials who seem so interested in
harmonizing with the business world
that in this equation, we who do the
buying have the power.

Buying power is another
term for measuring disposable
income — the after-tax bread we
have to spend or invest or save or
donate. When we buy, we don’t just
consume goods and services, we
invest in the makers of those goods
and services, the distributors of
those goods and services, the sellers
of those goods and services.

And we make statements
about our choices — lots of state-
ments.

I’m not cheap or thrifty, but I
when I spend money I try to give
some consideration to whether this
company, this person, this product is
good for me and my people, for my
community and my causes. A lot of
surveys indicate many other LGBT
consumers shop for goods and
services in the same manner, which
brings me to the value of boycotts
and buycotts.

A couple of weeks ago,
with the response to the Hawaii
governor’s veto of the civil unions
bill, there was much talk of boycott-
ing the state and whether such an
action would serve a purpose.

And there was a more
cautious call from some LGBT
groups to instead launch a buycott
in Hawaii, encouraging consumers
to  patronize the businesses that
had asked the governor to sign the
civil unions bill.

About the same time, the
American Family Association was
calling for a boycott of Home Depot
because the hardware/home
improvement store has supported
LGBT pride celebrations. To
counter, LGBT activists called for a
buycott at Home Depot.

And, more recently, activ-
ists have gone back and forth over
a boycott of Target following press
reports that parent company’s cash
has found its way to the campaign
for a conservative anti-gay law-
maker in Minnesota.

Will we be able to measure
the success or failure of any of
these efforts?

If the target of a campaign
reverses course, yes, but other-
wise, right now, the effectiveness of
consumer-based actions can really

only be qualified with anecdotal
information, not quantified with loss or
gain.

So I have to agree with the
365gay.com reader who suggested a
couple of weeks ago that an online
clearinghouse be established to track
LGBT consumer-based sanctions.

The reader wrote, “We badly
need some kind of ‘boycott office,’
perhaps located in GLAAD or NGLTF
or some other group. When things
happen that disappoint us or there is
some blazing act of homophobia, we
immediately talk about boycotts, but
generally people forget about it or it
becomes just a personal thing. Yet
boycotts can be very effective. We
need some office to decide the pros
and cons of particular boycotts and to
publicize them.”

Yes, maybe not a clearing-
house under an established organiza-
tion, especially if it seeks corporate
sponsors, but an operation that can
provide an authoritative, comprehen-
sive, independent and timely website
for updates, the collection of con-
sumer commitments to campaigns,
the answering questions and the
charting of losses and gains.

Updates: A buycott officially
began July 14 in Hawaii, where Gov.
Linda Lingle vetoed a civil unions bill
earlier in the month.

Consumer comments: “My
husband and I are marrying in Massa-

chusetts and we had planned to honey-
moon in Hawaii. Not now.…”

Consumer questions: Is it OK to
drink Coors beer? I know there was a
boycott at one time.…

Tracking: Shares for Company
X, under a boycott from the LGBT
community, dropped for the fourth
consecutive day today.

Boycotts cannot succeed if
we’re not organized enough to know
when to turn on or turn off the cash
machine, to know when we’ve won, to
know when we’ve got to sign a pledge
or send a statement.

So, how do we invest and
spend our $743 billion? Most on
Forbes’ lists of billionaires and millions
wouldn’t go at it willy-nilly.

And how do we better track that
spending?

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - A gay couple facing a life-
threatening illness will have their
wedding wish granted this August by
an organization committed to making
dreams come true, reports
365Gay.com.

National non-profit Wish
Upon a Wedding (WUW) will host the
nuptials of Ed Urbaniak, 45, and
Erwin Lobo, 37. Founded in January
2010, WUH provides ceremonies for
couples facing life-threatening
sickness.  One of the criteria for
selection is that one member of the
couple be terminally ill with less than
three years to live – a prognosis that
is confirmed by a doctor.

Through the generosity of
donors, the organization finances an
all-expense-paid ceremony for the
selected pair.

“By celebrating the courage
& spirit of these couples, we help
create lasting memories that will be
cherished for years to come,” the
group said in a statement on its
website. “It is our hope that others
facing similar situations will find
hope, strength, and the promise of
eternal love.”

So far, WUW has sponsored
four wedding wishes – the next will be
its first gay couple Ed and Erwin. “I
think this is a great way to say to the
gay community that organizations do
stand behind you. People are willing

to work with you with open arms
regardless of your sexuality,” said
Pamela Rivers, organizer for WUW
event planning committee. “Look at
this national organization, we’re
behind you.”

Ed and Erwin have been
together for 10 years.  In 2009, Erwin
was diagnosed with lung cancer and
given 6 to 12 months to live. Seeking
to make the most of their time to-
gether; the couple decided it was
time to fulfill their long-desired
wedding dream. “We want to do as
much together as possible since our
time together is limited,” said Erwin.
“This is something that we planned to
do years ago, but with home, work
and family, it got pushed to the back
burner.”

In early 2010, the couple
participated in the Crate and Barrel
Ultimate Wedding contest. When they
were not selected in the sweep-
stakes, a friend suggested they apply
for WUW. “We were surprised that
our wish was almost immediately
granted,” Erwin added. “After months
of dealing with that contest, it was
nice to have someone so respon-
sive.” Ed and Erwin’s wedding is set
to take place August 14, at the
historic Meridian House in Washing-
ton DC. They will be wearing white
linen.

Still, the pair’s ties to the
organization do not stop there.
According to Shelby Tuck Horton,
President of WUW Washington DC

chapter, the group seeks to build a
relationship with the couples it unites.
“Because there’s such a bond
between the couple, I’ve been in
constant communication with them,”
she said. “You get to know them. You
get to care about them. There is no
letting them go after the wedding.”

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NEW YORK (Observer Update) - Educational Publisher Mason Crest is
releasing a series of books on LGBT topics for middle school students,
365Gay.com reported.

The 15 book series The Gallup’s Modern Guide to Gay, Lesbian &
Transgender Life will debut in the fall exploring different aspects of LGBT life.
Topics will range from the importance of positive role models to social and
political stigma to bullying. The books are aimed at middle school students of
any sexual orientation or gender identity.

“Forty years ago, homosexuality was considered a psychological
disorder,” said Philip Cohen, CEO of Mason Crest. “Today it’s becoming an
accepted part of our society, no longer something hidden and taboo. Homo-
sexuality has come out of the closet and we are proud to be the pioneers of
this new series to educate young adults in a positive tone.”

The senior consulting editor of the series, James Sears said, “By
teaching young people…that gender and sexuality cover a spectrum of
expression, we extinguish the notion of difference or ‘queerness’ that fuels
bigotry, intolerance, and hatred. Books in this series will allow educators to
work with all the kids; onlookers, bullies and victims to create a larger sense
of acceptance of sexual orientation.”

According to the Gay, Lesbian and Straight Education Network’s
(GLSEN) 2007 National School Climate Survey, only 23 percent of middle
school students reported that their school libraries included LGBT-related
resources. Just six percent reported that LGBT topics were included in
textbooks or required reading.

Sears said the books will help students learn from different perspec-
tives which would “allow kids of all sexual and gender orientations to gain a
greater acceptance for peer differences.”

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Update) - Children adopted by gay and
lesbian couples developed just as well as those adopted by heterosexual
couples, according to a new study from the University of Virginia and George
Washington University.

The study, published in the August issue of Applied Developmental
Science, sampled 106 adopted children living in different parts of the U.S.
The parents of the adopted children consisted of 27 lesbian couples, 29 gay
male couples and 50 heterosexual couples. The study found that the devel-
opment of the adopted children was not related to the sexual orientation of
the parents who adopted them.

“We found that children adopted by lesbian and gay couples are
thriving,” said UVA psychology professor Charlotte J. Patterson, who led the
study.

“Our results provide no justification for denying lesbian or gay
prospective adoptive parents the opportunity to adopt children. With thou-
sands of children in need of permanent homes in the United States alone,
our findings suggest that outreach to lesbian and gay prospective adoptive
parents might benefit children who are in need,” she said.

Adoption by gay couples is illegal in Florida, Mississippi, and Utah.

A study published in Pediatrics in June found that children of lesbi-
ans were better psychologically adjusted than children of heterosexual
couples.
