The deadline to register to
vote for the Tuesday, November 2
election is Monday, October 4.  If you
are not registered to vote, you need to
do so now because there is just too
much at stake for this election.

To register to vote, one can
go online to servicearizona.com/
webapp/evoter/ and fill out the form
online.

As mentioned, the election is
Tuesday November 2, but early voting
will begin on Thursday, October 7,
when ballots will be mailed out to
those on the Permanent Early Voting
List (PEVL).

Many voters in Pima County
and Arizona have signed up for the
PEVL List.  To sign up, go online to
recorder.pima.gov/earlyreq.aspx, print
out the form and send it in.  The last
day to request an early ballot is Friday,

October 22.

Our state Senator Paula
Aboud has represented LD 28, as well
as the Tucson and Arizona LGBT
community well in the Arizona Legis-
lature.

But in this election Aboud
faces three opponents, a right-wing
Republican endorsed by Russell
Pearce and Jim Kolbe, a “closet
Green party” candidate running as an
independent and an individual, run-
ning as non-partisan who ran against
her in 2006 for the Democratic party
nod for the state Senate and had his
political backside handed to him on a
plate by the voters.

Plain and simple., Aboud has
helped her community and now is the
time to return the favor.  To volunteer
for her campaign, call (520) 323-7264
or go to paulaaboud.com and sign up.

MINNEAPOLIS (Observer
Updatge) - Target’s reputation plum-
meted immediately after gay rights
activists called for a boycott of the chain
over its support of an anti-gay candi-
date, and has yet to fully recover.

According to Brandweek, Tar-
get lost one-third of its BrandIndex
score, a measure of a brand name’s
buzz, over the course of 10 days in
August when the news first broke. While
the retail giant has rebounded some
since, its score remains 14 points lower
than in July. Brandweek says its index
“analyzes the most talked abut brands
based on buzz: The scores are based
on weighing positive and negative
perceptions of a brand.”

The Minnesota-based Target
donated $150,000 to the group MN
Forward, an independent political fund

supporting Tom Emmer, the anti-gay
Republican nominee for Minnesota
governor. Electronics giant Best Buy
also donated money.

Target apologized for the
donation but rejected a request by the
Human Rights Campaign (HRC), the
nation’s largest gay rights advocate, to
give an equal amount of money to a
pro-gay candidate. HRC has said it will
drop Target and Best Buy from its
annual Buying for Equality Guide.

The progressive group
MoveOn.org has launched ads urging
shoppers to boycott the Minnesota-
based retail giant for its $150,000
contribution. The group says corpora-
tions should stay out of politics.
Institutional shareholders are pressur-
ing Target to rethink its donation
policies to avoid future political
stumbles.
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SACRAMENTO (Observer Up-
date) - California court has refused to
order Gov. Arnold Schwarzenegger
and Attorney General Jerry Brown to
appeal a ruling that overturned the
state’s gay marriage ban, reports
365Gay.com.

The 3rd District Court of
Appeal denied a conservative legal
group’s request to force the officials to
defend voter-approved Proposition 8.
Presiding Justice Arthur Scotland did
not explain why the appeals court
turned down the request filed two
days earlier by the Pacific Justice
Institute.

The institute now plans to
take the matter to the California
Supreme Court, Chief Counsel Kevin
Snider said.

“We are disappointed that the
appellate court showed indecisive-
ness in trying to prevent a constitu-
tional crisis,” Snider said. “They didn’t
want to deal with it.”

The institute maintains the
attorney general and governor have
the duty to uphold all laws, including
those passed by voters.

Brown has said he cannot
defend Proposition 8 because he
thinks it is unconstitutional;
Schwarzenegger has chosen to re-
main neutral.

Chief U.S. District Judge

Vaughn Walker struck down Proposi-
tion 8 last month as a violation of gay
Californians’ civil rights.

The measure approved by 52
percent of California voters in Novem-
ber 2008 amended the state Constitu-
tion to outlaw same-sex unions five
months after the state Supreme Court
legalized them.

The state has until Sept. 11 to
challenge Walker’s ruling. Both Brown
and Schwarzenegger have said they
don’t plan an appeal.

The coalition of conservative
and religious groups that sponsored
the ban has appealed the ruling by
Walker. But doubts have been raised
about whether its members have
authority to do so because as ordinary
citizens they are not responsible for
enforcing marriage laws.

Twenty-seven members of
the California Assembly sent
Schwarzenegger a letter this week
urging the governor to bring an appeal
if Brown will not.

SALT LAKE CITY (Observer
Update) - On Top Magazine reports
thatMelvin Nimer, the president of gay
GOP group Utah Log Cabin Republi-
cans, is vying for a seat in the Utah
Senate, The Salt Lake Tribune re-
ported.

Republicans recruited Nimer
after Nancie Lee Davis was disqualified
from the race for failing to file a
campaign financial disclosure. Nimer
will face Senator Ben McAdams, a
Democrat who is considered gay
friendly, in the fall. McAdams was
appointed to the Senate earlier this year
after openly gay Senator Scott McCoy
retired from politics.

If approved by voters, the 60-
year-old Nimer would become the
state’s first openly gay Republican
legislator. But Nimer said he doesn’t
believe sexual orientation will become
an issue in the campaign. “More than
anything else, what I’m doing is giving
the Republicans and independents an
alternative to vote for,” he said. “I bring a

different viewpoint to this stuff. I am a
conservative Republican as far as
limited government and individual
responsibility.”

The choice, however, has left
many scratching their heads. While the
district, District 2, leans mostly in favor
of gay rights, Utah Republican legisla-
tors – in the Statehouse and Congress –
remain generally hostile toward gay
issues.

It’s the first day of class, and I
enter my lecture hall as I usually do,
skirting the periphery until I reach the
door that leads me discreetly back-
stage. The room is a “teaching theater,”
and while I could walk right up to the
stage, I’m enough of a drama queen to
prefer emerging onstage from the
wings just before class starts.

I step out onto the stage for a
brief moment, fiddling with the com-
puter to boot up the powerpoint. As the
huge screen behind me comes alive, I
feel a bit like the Wizard of Oz without
his curtain. Then I dart back offstage to
collect my thoughts. 11:45 am. I
emerge finally and walk briskly out to
center stage. 150 new faces. “Good
morning!”

I enjoy the first day of class,
probably because I enjoy what I do for
a living so much. I wouldn’t say that I
get nervous, but there is a certain
tension, invigorating and familiar. What
will this class’s “personality” be? (Every
class has one, just as surely as each
student does.) How will they react to
me and to one another?

My university is wonderfully
diverse, and my classes reflect that. I
scan the room and see students of all
colors, of various ages, dressed every
which way. There are nerds and jocks,
preppies and punks. I spot a number of
women in Muslim headscarves—some

wearing all black, others in striking
colors. I see at least one man
wearing an Indian turban.

Last semester’s class
included a Buddhist monk, his deep
orange robes making him easy to
find in the crowd.

It’s not until later in the day
that I think about “the gay thing,”
when I pass a former student
walking across campus and he
gives me a bright “Hello.”

“Peter” had set off my
“gaydar” when he took my class, but
he was shy—almost painfully so—and
from a culture where such things are
seldom discussed. He visited my
office once to discuss his work, but
he didn’t bring up personal matters
and I didn’t pry. Today, he seems far
more comfortable with himself, and I
wonder about his journey.

I respond to Peter’s greet-
ing, but we both seem hurried.
Maybe next time we’ll talk more.

I’m openly gay on my
campus, as in my life more gener-
ally. I’m the faculty co-advisor of our
GLBTA, and any student who
Googles my name will find my
column and other gay-themed
material.

But what about the students
who don’t? I want them, too, to know
that I’m gay. Maybe some of them are
gay themselves, and need to know
that they’re not alone. (This I imagine
to be Peter’s situation.) Maybe they
have gay family members, or maybe
they just need their assumptions
challenged. How do I bring it up?

I’m not going to put it on the
syllabus. (“Dr. Corvino, Associate
Professor of Philosophy and Open
Homosexual; Office Hours…)

In some classes it comes up
more naturally than others: Contem-
porary Moral Issues, for instance.
Still, it has to be handled right. “Not
only do I write about gay issues, I’m
also gay” feels a bit like “Not only am I
the Hair Club president, I’m also a
client,” except without the before-and-
after photos. (“My goodness, his
homosexuality looks so
natural…virtually undetectable!”)

I want sexual orientation to be
a “non-issue,” but I also recognize
that in many parts of society—includ-
ing parts of my campus—we are not
there yet. I spend a lot of time thinking
about how to get us there, which
means that, paradoxically, my “non-
issue” is very much an issue.

Suppose that my coming out
during a given lecture means that I
“lose” 25% of the class for the next
five minutes as they chew on this new
bit of information. (Judging from their
facial expressions when I do come
out, I think 25% lost is a fair estimate.)

I want to be a good gay role
model, but I also want to be a good
teacher. A lecturer’s effectiveness
depends in part on audience reaction.
In this respect teaching is like many
other professions: think of salesmen,
actors, or writers. When personal
characteristics get in an audience’s
way — in this instance, by distracting
from course content — they become
relevant to job performance.

At the same time, part of my
job as a philosophy teacher is to push
people to challenge their presupposi-
tions. As Socrates taught us, educa-
tion isn’t always about making people
comfortable—often, it requires just the
opposite.

So I come out in class, but I
choose carefully when and how. I’ll
use examples that make my orienta-
tion clear, without making gayness
the point of the example. I’ll bring up
the subject with a casual, matter-of-
fact tone, even while my words are
painstakingly selected.

Am I overthinking this?
Perhaps so. But I’m a philosophy
professor, after all. And I love what I
do.

TEL AVIV (Observer Update) -
Advocate.com reports that the family
of an Israeli gay man was charged
with kidnapping, assaulting, and
falsely imprisoning him after he
posted photos of himself dressed in
drag on Facebook.

The family was indicted in
Tel Aviv district court on Thursday.
According to the charges, as recently
as a week ago, the family arrived at
19-year-old Angel’s apartment, at-
tacked him, and sprayed his eyes
with tear gas.

They then forced him into a
car, proceeded to tie his hands with
belts, cover his eyes with tape, and
threatened to stab him if he didn’t
keep quiet. They then drove him out
of Tel Aviv toward his hometown of
Tamra, chained him in a room and
left him for several hours.

Three weeks ago his mother
sent him the following message on
Facebook: “Either erase the pictures
from Facebook or your family will
come and get you and this will be
your end.”

The family is alleged to have
kidnapped him on multiple other
occasions. I was certain that I was
going to die, and they also told me
so,” Angel told authorities.
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Mexico’s Catholic Church
Argues It’s Not Homophobic
For Opposing Gay Marriage

MEXICO CITY (Observer Up-
date) - The Catholic Church in Mexico
has rejected accusations that it is
homophobic for opposing gay mar-
riage, reported On Top Magazine.  In
an op-ed published in the weekly
Desde la Fe (From the Faith), the
Archdiocese of Mexico said it is “a myth
and a fallacy to believe that anyone,
because of their personal status, is
discriminated by the church, or ex-
cluded from the requirements of the
Christian way to achieve salvation. The
Church is not in the world to condemn,
but to save.”

In the editorial Gays and the Church, the church says it is “absurd” to
believe that gay men and lesbians don’t have a place in the Catholic Church.
Catholic leaders, led by the Archbishop of Guadalajara Cardinal Juan Sandoval
Iniguez, have harshly criticized Mexico City’s gay marriage law and a Supreme
Court ruling upholding its constitutionality.

Sandoval Iniguez accused Mexico City Mayor Marcelo Ebrard and his
government of bribing the high court to rule in favor of its gay marriage law and
condemned the court for betraying Mexico, the family and natural law. Ebrard
responded with a lawsuit. “I do not know of any of you who would like to be
adopted by a pair of lesbians of a pair of fags,” Sandoval Iniguez said during a
press conference in Aguascalientes. “I think not.” While the church
reconsidered the language used over the past few weeks, it also reiterated its
opposition to gay marriage, saying such unions should not be called marriage
“because they lack any element to be considered as such.”

The 32-page guide highlights events, attractions, restaurants, bars,
clubs, accommodations and neighborhoods. This year, the Navigaytour guide
features the first-ever Gay History Trail Map for New Orleans.

Its website says Navigaytour guides are only produced in conjunction
with official tourist bureaus and Chambers of Commerce. The first was created
in 2004 for Philadelphia; the group also has guides to Los Angeles, Pittsburgh,
Chicago and San Diego.

South Carolina Pride Parade
Marched On

COLUMBIA (Observer Update) - Tantrums from a conservative group
over rainbow flags aside, the South Carolina Pride parade rolled through the
capital of Columbia, advocate.com reports.

The Associated Press reports that the parade began at Assembly and
Laurel streets, moved through downtown Columbia, and ended at Finlay Park.

The Palmetto Family Council decried via press release the rainbow
flags hung on city streets to commemorate the week-long festival.

“The flag raised today is symbolic of the city’s ongoing and aggressive
financial and institutional support of militant homosexual advocacy,” the council
said in a statement.

According to Palmetto’s website, antigay activists had asked city
officials to consider flying “flags celebrating one man, one woman marriage” as
well. The request was denied.

NEW YORK (Observer Update) - With the overturning of Prop. 8 on the
brain, CBS Money Watch contributor and retirement planner Steve Vernon is
offering up a number of retirement planning considerations for gay and lesbian
couples, advocate.com reports.

“As a retirement planning expert,” Vernon says, “what concerns me is
whether there are special retirement planning considerations gay couples may
need to take into account.”

Chief among them, he explains, are pension plans that may not provide
for partners, retirement and 401(k) plans that may default to a family member if
a partner isn’t listed as a beneficiary, and hospital visitation forms which need to
specify partners by name.

Vernon says it’s important to note that “the retirement planning
considerations for unmarried straight couples and gay couples are very similar.
You’ll need to pay attention to the details that are specific to your situation.”

DALLAS (Observer Update) - A Texas appeals court says gay couples
legally married in other states cannot divorce in Texas, where same-sex
marriages are banned.

The 5th Texas Court of Appeals ruled Tuesday that a Dallas judge didn’t
have jurisdiction to grant a divorce to two Dallas men who wed in Massachusetts.
The court also says Texas’ same-sex marriage ban is constitutional.

The state attorney general had appealed the district judge’s October
ruling that granted the men a divorce and found the ban violates equal rights
guaranteed by the U.S. Constitution.

The Dallas men married in 2006 in Massachusetts and separated two
years later. They’re referred to only as J.B. and H.B. in court filings.

An attorney for J.B. says they haven’t decided whether to appeal to the
Texas Supreme Court.

LITTLE ROCK (Observer Update) - Lambda Legal announced today it has
settled its lawsuit on behalf of an HIV-positive retired university provost and
former minister against Fox Ridge, a North Little Rock assisted living facility.

The Reverend Dr. Robert Franke relocated to Little Rock to be closer to
his daughter, Sara Franke Bowling, and moved in to Fox Ridge after fulfilling
residency requirements that included submission of medical evaluation forms
from a local physician. The next day, however - after realizing Dr. Franke is HIV-
positive - Fox Ridge officials abruptly ejected Dr. Franke from the facility. With the
assistance of Lambda Legal, Franke and Bowling sued under the Fair Housing
Act, the Americans with Disabilities Act, and similar state laws.

“While we can’t discuss the specific terms of the settlement, I can say
we’re quite pleased to have settled this matter,” said Dr. Franke. “We firmly
believe that as a result of our having brought this lawsuit, retired people in
Arkansas who have HIV are less likely to face this kind of discrimination in the
future.”

The family’s attorney echoed those sentiments: “Dr. Franke’s case has
already had an impact on the training of those responsible for enforcing
Arkansas’s fair housing laws, so awareness will continue to grow that people with
HIV who need to move into assisted living should be treated the same as
everyone else,” said Scott Schoettes, HIV Project staff attorney for Lambda
Legal. “The fact is, Dr. Franke never posed a health risk to anyone at Fox Ridge.
The days are long over when a person could hide behind ignorance about HIV as
an excuse to throw someone out on the street.”

Fox Ridge attorneys filed a motion to dismiss the lawsuit last July. But in
August, Judge Garnett Thomas Eisele of the U.S. District Court for the Eastern
District of Arkansas denied that motion and cleared the way for the case to
proceed to trial in August 2010. As the trial date approached, however, the
parties reached a settlement, leading to dismissal of the case today.

“Recently, I received an email from a friend who works as the activity
director at an independent living facility in town,” said Sara Bowling. “She told me
that most of the staff at her facility were being educated and trained about HIV
and indicated that our case was described to the staff. I can’t tell you how happy
this news has made my father and me.”

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Update) - The Army announced that it
launched an online inbox for soldiers to submit their comments and opinions on
“don’t ask, don’t tell.”

According to the Army News Service, the inbox is only available to
soldiers through the Army Knowledge Online site, and will remain available until
September 30 or “until leadership decides the inbox has fulfilled its purpose.”

Advocate.com reports that the resulting inbox comments will be shared
with the Department of Defense Comprehensive Review Working Group, which
is currently evaluating the methodology to repeal the ban on openly gay and
lesbian soldiers. The results of the DoD’s study are due in December.

BOSTON (Observer Update) -
Gay and Lesbian Alliance Against
Defamation president Jarrett Barrios
says that while the main focus on gay
rights may be marriage, it also includes
the right to divorce.

Barrios, who was once a
Massachusetts state legislator, said he
lobbied hard to get the state to
recognize marriage equality. When it
did, he and his partner of 11 years went
to the altar in 2004. However, Barrios
and his husband separated last year,
and he has been enduring a tough
divorce.

“Just as gay and lesbian
couples share the joys of marriage, we
will share the pain of divorce,
something for which we have no
template,” he wrote in theBoston
GlobeThursday. “Divorce plumbs im-
possible depths of sadness. It involves
separating the dishes and the books
and all the other things you acquired
back when you both still felt the
lightness of love, asserting to a judge
at a public trial that, yes, your marriage
has broken down irretrievably, and
telling your parents whose marriage of
47 years hangs heavy over your
anemic explanations to them.”
